Prior to 1968 Slaughtering and Meat 
Packing Plants (S.I.C. loll); Animal Oils and 
Fats Plants (S.I.C. 1012); and Sausage and 
Sausage Casing Manufacturers (S.I.C. 1013), 
were published as individual industries. These 
classifications have been discontinued and 
combined, beginning with 1968, into Slaughte-
ring and Meat Processors (S.I.C. 101). This 
classification previously was used to provide 
an aggregate of the four-digit industries when 
required. 

Similarly, Macaroni Manufacturers (S.I. 
C. 1391) and Miscellaneous Food Manufacturers 
(S.I.C. 1392) are now discontinued, and have 
been combined in Miscellaneous Food Industries 
(S.I.C. 139). This classification previously 
was used to provide an aggregate of the four-
digit industries when required.
