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the implementalion of the 1970 revised Standard Indus-
trial Classification (S.l.C.). The revisions to the 
1960 S.I.C. in many cases were of a relatively minor 
nature, e.g. the changing of an industry name to better 
define the activity of the industry, or the changing 
of the S.I.C. code. Some changes, however, did occur 
which affect the historical continuity of the data 
presented in this report. These are of three types: 
the transfer of industries from one group to another, 
the reclassification of establishments as a result of 
definitional changes of industries, and, in this report 
affecting only the leading industry table, the creation 
of new industries in some of the industry groups by 
either dividing an industry or combining industries. 

The following notes are a more detailed explana-
tion of the effect of the 1970 S.I.C. revisions on 
the data contained in this report. 

(I) Transfer of Industries Between Groups 
Changes to industry groups resulting from 

transfers of industries were as follows: 

Rubber and plastics products industries includes 
Plastics fabricating industry, n.e.s., formerly 
included in Miscellaneous manufacturing industries. 

Textile industries excludes Floor tile, linoleum and 
coated fabrics manufacturers, now included with 
"I scollaneous manufacturing industries. 

ellaneous manufacturing industries includes 
'r tile, linoleum and coated fabrics manufactur- 
formerly included in Textile industries, and 

ludes Plastice fabricating industry, n.e.s. , now 
.luded in Rubber and plastics products industries 

(2) The Reclassification of Establishments 

Definitional changes based on principal activity 
or output resulted in the reclassification of certain 
establishments between the following industries in 
1970: 

from Asphalt roofing manufacturers to Floor tile, 
linoleum and coated fabrics manufacturers. 

from Manufacturers of miscellaneous electrical 
products, n.s.a. to Office and store machinery 
manufacturers. 

from Glass products manufacturers to Metal door and 
window manufacturers. 

from Instruments and related products manufacturers 
to Coninunications equipment manufacturers. 

from Other miscellaneous manufacturing industries to 
Hardware, tool and cutlery manufacturers. 

(3) New Manufacturing Industries 

Industrial developments during the 1960's in 
Canada's manufacturing industries, reflecting growth 
ird changes in technology and induatrial structure, 

i-s especially relevant to this third type of revision 
'o the classification. In some instances it was found 
that the growth of the industry was such that, to 
-tter define its activity, the industry should be 
ubdivided; in other instances, the changing character 

of an industry made it advisable to combine it with 
another industry,

(3) Nouvelles industries manufacturières 

Les progrès industriels realises au coors des années soix-
ante dans le domaine des industries manufacturires au Canada, 
et qui refiètent Is croissance et lea changements dana Is tech-
nologie St Is structure industrielle, so rattachent tout specia-
lement A cc troisième type de revision de Is classification. 
Dana certaina cas, Is croissance de l'industrie a etC telle 
qu'il a failu Is subdiviser pour mieux dCfinir son activité; 
dane d'autres cas, i'orientatton nouvelle d'une industrie 
penis de Is regrouper avec une autre industrie. 
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The following are the changes of this type which 
affect the data in Table 3 on the forty leading 
industries ranked by shipments of goods of own manu-
fac ture: 

Fruit and vegetable processing industries (formerly 
Fruit and vegetable canners and preservers) was 
separated into two industries: Fruit and vegetable 
canners and preservers, and Frozen fruit and 
vegetable processors. 

Flour and breakfast cereal products industry was 
formed by combining Flour mills and Breakfast 
cereal manufacturers. 

Household furniture manufacturers was separated into 
two industries: Furniture re-upholstery and repair 
ships, and Household furniture manufacturers, n.e.s. 

Metal stamping, pressing and coating industry was 
separated into two industries: Metal coating 
industry and Metal stamping and pressing industry. 

Manufacturers of industrial chemicals was separated 
into three industries: Manufacturers of pinents 
and dry colours, Manufacturers of industrial 
chemicals (inorganic) n.e.s., and Manufacturers of 
industrial chemicals (organic) n.e.s. 

Miscellaneous chemical industries, n.e,s. was formed 
by combining Other chemical industries, n.e.s. and 
Explosives and ammunition manufacturers.
