NOTICE TO SUBSCRIBERS

Advance information for most individual
industries of the 1975 Census of Manufactures
has already been published in the Statistics
Canada Daily; this is the first report con-
taining results for total manufacturing in
Canada and the provinces, by major group. 1In
order to expedite release of these results,
preliminary data have been used for some in-
dustries for which advance information has
not been released. Although data for such
industries and their relevant groups may vary
from those which will be published later, it
is expected that such differences will not
significantly affect the statistics published
in this bulletin.

Readers should note that, with relativ-
ely few exceptions, establishments which in
previous censuses did not report payment of
salaries and wages (and, by inference, had no
employment) were not surveyed in the 1975
Census of Manufactures. Although this in-
volved deleting a total of some 1,400 estab-
lishments, they accounted for only 0.037 of
the shipments of all manufacturing industries
in 1974. Except for the number of establish-
ments, the effect of this change on historical
comparability of census data for most indus-
tries is either non-existent or only marginal.
For industries in which there is an apprecia-
ble effect, however, details are provided in
the introductory text of the relevant 1975
reports.

It should also be noted that information
on the cost of fuel and electricity is not
collected separately for small establishments
but is included in "cost of materials and
supplies”. Although this does not affect the
calculation of "value added', it does under-
state the value of fuel and electricity,
especially in those industries and provinces
where small establishments account for a
significant proportion of the total.

AVIS AUX ABONNES

Les renseignements préliminaires se rappor-
tant a la plupart des industries visées par le re-
censement des manufactures de 1975 ont déja paru
dans Le Quotidien de Statistique Canada; celui-ci
constitue la premiére publication renfermant des
données sur toute l'activité manufacturiére au
Canada et dans les provinces et ce, par grands
groupes. Afin d'accélérer la publication, on a
utilisé des chiffres provisoires dans le cas de
certaines industries pour lesquelles nous ne possé-
dions pas encore de données préliminaires. Bien
que les données de ces industries et des groupes
correspondants puissent s'é@carter de celles qui
paralitront plus tard, on estime que ces variatiocns
n'influeront pas Lasmu€eu: Swr Lo SCRCLeCiues su
présent bulletin.

Le lecteur witwlra bifa wrdéadris wmim gu'd
quelques exceptions prés, les établissements qui
n'ont pas déclaré ni traitements ni salaires aux
recensements précédents (donc aucun salarié) n'ont
pas été pris en compte lors du recensement des ma-
nufactures de 1975. Ces 1,400 établissements &li-
minés ne sont cependant intervenus que pour 0.03 7
des livraisons de toutes les industries manufactu-
riéres en 1974. Sauf pour ce qui est du nombre
d'établissements en cause, les répercussions de
cette modification sur la comparabilité chronolo-
gique des données du recensement sont nulles ou mi-
nimes pour la plupart des industries. Toutefois,
pour chaque industrie touchée par cette modifica-
tion, on a pris soin de présenter des détails sup-
plémentaires dans 1'introduction du bulletin appro-
prié pour 1975.
