PRAIRIE PROVINCES - REVIEW OF 1970 PROVINCES DES PRAIRIES - REVUE DE 1970 

Bien que divers secteurs de l'dconomie des provinces des 
Prairies aient été touches par le ralentissement de l'éconoinie 
canadienne en 1970, a l'exception de Is region de l'Atlantique, 
les industries manufacturieres de 1* region oft rêussi aussi 
bien, sinon mieux que lea autres regions du Canada. En Ce qui 
concerne les salaries occupés par leg industries manufactu-
rières, Is region a'est trouvée dana une tneilleure situation 
que le Canada central. 

Malgré l'augmentstion des exportattons de blC de Is cam-
pagne agricole de 1970-1971, Is superficie de blé aemde dana 
les provinces des Prairies en 1970 ne repreaentait que Ia 
moitid des emblavementa de 1969. En tout, la superficie semee 
de toutes les cCrCales principales a baissé de 20 7. en un an. 
En 1970, 312 millions de boisseaux de blé seuleinent ont été 
récoltés, ce qui représente une diminution de 53 '1., de mdme lea 
1,125 millions de boisseaux des principalea cérdales rdcoltés 
au cours de l'année reprCsentent une diminution de 18 7 par 
rapport au niveau de 1969.

Lea salairea payCs aux travailleurs de Is 
production et sasimilés de l'activité manufacturière oat at-
teint 489 millions de dollars, ce qui reprCsente une augmen-
tation de 7.1 7. depuis l'annde précédente. Au nlveau de l'ac-
tivitC totale, y coinpris l'activitC non manufacturiare, Is 
valeur totale ajoutee a atteint 1,440 millions de dollars, cc 
qui constitue une augmentation de 0.4 7,; lea traitements et 
salaires ant atteint 749 millions de dollars, soit une augisen-
tation de 5.9 

Although various sectors of the Prairie Provinces 
conoIny were affected by the slowdown in the Canadian 

economy during 1970, with the exception of the Atlantic 
region, the manufacturing industries of the region per -
formed as well, if not better, than the other regions 
of Canada. In terms of employees engaged in the manu-
facturing industries, the region fared better than did 
Central Canada. 

Although exports of wheat were up for the 1970-
1971 crop year, in 1970 the wheat acreage sown in the 
Prairies was only half of that sown during 1969. In 
total, the acreage sown to all principal grains was 
down 20 7. from a year earlier. The wheat harvest dur-
ing 1970 was only 312 million bushels, a decline of 
53 7. from a year earlier, likewise the 1,125 million 
bushels of principal grains harvested during the year 
was a decline of 18 ', from 1969 levels. Farm cash 
receipts in both Manitoba and Alberta were down slight-
ly from the 1969 values while those of Saskatchewan 
increased slightly. For the region, farm cash receipts 
were $1,780 million, a decline of 1 	from the $1,798 
million received in 1969. 

For the region the value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture of $3,705 million was an increase 
of 2.6 7. over the 1969 value, a rate of growth which 
was the lowest in the last decade and well below the 
average annual rate of increaae(l) of 7.6 7. for the 
1961-1970 period. 

Value added by manufacturing activity amounted 
to $1,382 million, an increase of 0.5 7. over 1969. 
Wages paid to production and related workers engaged 
in manufacturing activity reached $489 million, up 
7.1 7, from the previous year. At the level of total 
activity, including non-manufacturing activity, total 
value added was $1,440 million, up 0.4 '1.; total sal-
aries and wages were $749 million, up 5.9 7..

The appearance or disappearance of a inanufactur-
ing establishment in a province may result in a pro-
vince 'gaining" or 'losing" a manufacturing industry. 
During 1970 the following industries were "gained' or 
"lost" by the various provinces or the region due to 
the appearance or disappearance of a particular esta-
blishment or establishments:

In addition, one manufacturing industry was gai-
ned and one Lost in Alberta when an establishment was 
reclassified from Commercial refrigeration and air con-
ditioning equipment manufacturers to Manufacturers of 
major appliances. Likewise in Manitoba the reclassifi-
cation of an establishment meant the loss of Manufac-
turers of mixed fertilizers in the province. 

The value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture in the Slaughtering and meat processors industry 
reached $757 million In 1970, an increaae of 10 7. over 
1969 and almost twice the value recorded in 1961. This 
increase over 1969 values was due mainly to the large 
increase (23 7) in the numbers of hogs slaughtered in 
the Prairie Provinces. Cattle slaughteringa recorded 
by the establishments in the industry were down sligh-
tly, reflecting the build_up of herds. Shipments of 
establishments classified to the Agricultural implement 
manufacturers in the region were down $16.5 million, 
declining to $51.4 million in 1970, reflecting the ge-
neral decline in the purchase of farmers during 1970. 
All farm implement and equipment sales (at wholesale 
prices) for the region were down 22 7. from the values 
of 1969. 

Many of the industries which are oriented toward 
the construction industries were affected by the decli-
ne in the level of construction activity in the region 
during 1970. For the region the value of new construc-
tion(3) declined to $2,352 million in 1970, a decrease 
of 4 7. from 1969 values. By province Manitoba's cons-
truction activity declined 10 7. to $575 million, 
Saskatchewan's construction activity declined 25 7, to 
$346 million and Alberta's construction activity rose 
by 6 7, to $1,432 million. With the exception of 
Alberta, the Prairie Provinces recorded declines in both 
building and engineering construction during 1970. Led 
by an increased expenditure of $82 million for the new 
construction of natural gas processing plants, Alberta's 
engineering construction value rose by 21 7, to $849 mil-
lion. The value of new residential construction in the 
region declined during the year by 19 7. to a value of 
$471 million. The number of dwelling unit atarts(4) 
recorded during 1970 in the region declined 33 7. to 
26,939 units from the 39,956 the year previous. By 
province Manitoba declined 25 7. to 8,945 units, 
Saskatchewan went down 68 7,  to 1,743 units and Alberta 
declined 28 7. to 16,251 units. Dwelling units comple-
ted for the region as a whole declined 5 7. to 31,412 
units, with Saskatchewan and Alberta recording declines 
of 47 7. and 3 7. respectively while Manitoba's comple 
tions were up 23 7. during the year. During the year 
the number of strikes and lockouts(S) in the region de-
clined to 28 from 41 reported a year earlier. However 
even though the number of work stoppages was down their 
duration increased by 35 7,. Strikes and lockouts in 
the construction field, the majority of which were in 
Saskatchewan, increased seven fold, from 6,590 to 
48,360 man_days. In the manufacturing sector both the 
number of strikes declined but their duration increased 
9 7. to 76,530 man_days in 1970.

Industry fluctuations are subject to the effect 
f reclassification of establishments. No attempt is 

made in this analysis to take into account any effect 
upon employment of changing productivity. Comparison 
of data for 1959 and 1970 is on the basis of the Stan-
dard Industrial Classification as used in 1969. 

Historical Data 

Data of certain industries were revised or af-
fected by classification changes for the years of 
1961-1963 at the time of issuance of the results of the 
1964 Census of Manufactures. Users making historical 
comparisons should, therefore, use 1961-1963 data from 
the 1964 reports of this series rather than from the 
reports of the three earlier years. The historical da-
ta for the provinces (all-industry totals) are given 
for the years since 1960 in Catalogue no. 31-201, 'Ce-
,eral Review of the Manufacturing Industries of Canada, 
Volume II: Supplementary Data and Analysis". 

Also, in the 1966 Census of Manufactures, S.I.C. 
3993 was discontinued and included in S.I.C. 3999. in 
the 1968 Census the three four-digit industries compri-
sing S.I.C. 101 (S.1.C. 1011, 1012 and 1013) were dis-
continued and only the three_digit industry continues; 
likewise, in the same Census the breakdown of S.I.C. 
1391 and 1392 was discontinued. 

Beginning with the 1969 Census, S.I.C. 107, Pro-
cess cheese manufacturers, was discontinued and esta-
blishments from that industry have been included in 
S.I.C. 105, Dairy products industry. 

In tables of principal statistics in this report 
and in individual industry reports it has been customa 
ry to show value of production in place of value of 
5hipments of goods of own manufacture for four indus-
tries: S.I.C. 302, Fabricated structural metal indus-
try; S.I.C. 321, Aircraft and parts manufacturers; 
S.I.C. 326, Railroad rolling stock industry; and S.I.C. 
327, Shipbuilding and repair. This definition of pro-
duction in the past differed slightly from the standard 
definition of gross output in manufacturing activity, 
in that the net change in inventories of finished goods 
was not included. However, beginning with 1968 the 
value of production shown is identical with gross out-
put in manufacturing activity, that is, the sum of: 
Cost of fuel and electricity; Cost of materials and sup 
plies used in manufacturing activity; and Value added 
in manufacturing activity.

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UIFICATIONS INCORPORATED IN THE 1970 
CENSUS OF MANUFACTURES 

A. Revision of the Standard Industrial Classification 

Results of the 1970 Census of Manufactures in 
the main table of this report implement the 1970 re-
vision of the Standard Industrial Classification. The 
Censuses of Manufacturing, Mining and Logging are the 
first Statistics Canada surveys to use this new version 
of the S.I.C. for 1970 data. 

To the extent that this revision of the S.I.C. 
differs from the classification system in use in the 
1969 Census of Manufactures, figures in the pertinent 
tables of this report will not be comparable with those 
in the 1969 issue of this report. 

However, to provide for linking and comparing 
data for the two years, the results of the 1970 Census 
have also been compiled according to the 1960 revision 
of the Standard Industrial Classification, as modified 
in actual use in the 1969 Census of Manufactures. A 
supplementary table will provide 1970 data comparable 
with 1969, for those industries for which data can be 
published, for any industry of the earlier classifica- 
tion for which an equivalent industry cannot be obtained 
directly or by addition from the main table. Some in-
dustries in the 1970 revision are identical with indus-
tries in the 1969 data as to definition but may have 
different code numbers or titles. 

Appendix III in this report provides a conversion 
!e. It shows for each Industry of the 1970 revision 
he S.I.C. the corresponding industries of the 1960 

r Isbn as modified in application in the 1969 Census 
'1.inufactures. (The modifications were accumulated 

•'r the 1961-1969 period.) The user may also find 
helpful information in Appendix I which lists industries 
of the 1970 revision of the S.I.C. and Appendix II which 
gives a similar list for the 1960 revision as modified 
and applied in the 1969 Census. 

Conversion tables in Cat. 12-501, "Standard Indus-
trial Classification Manual, Revised 1970" relate the 
three-digit industry classification as published in the 
1960 manual and those in the 1970 revision, and, there-
fore, differ slightly from the conversions shown or im-
plied in appendices in this present report; this is be-
cause of Inclusion in the appendices to this report of 
modifications to the S.I.C. as introduced in the Census 
over the 1961-1969 period. 

The Standard Industrial Classification in actual 
use in the 1969 Census of Manufactures was the 1960 re-
vision, as modified in two respects: 

(1) Though the Standard Industrial Classification 
consists of industries with three-digit code num-
ber, operating Divisions of Statistics Canada ob-
tain approval for the creation of subdivisions of 
these, described by four-digit industry codes. 
These four-digit industries are revised from time 
to time between official revisions of the Standard 
Industrial Classification. (The Standard Indus-
trial Classification was first issued for 1948 and 
then revised for 1960.) The industry classifica-
tions in use for the 1969 Census of Manufactures 
reflected a number of changes to four-digit in-
dustries over the 1961-1969 period. 

(2) Issuance of data for S.I.C. 107, Process cheese 
manufacturers, was discontinued with the 1969 
Census of Manufactures. Data for this industry 
were instead compiled with those of S.I.C. 105,

In addition, there have over the 1961-1969 period 
been limited modifications of three-digit indus-
tries and of the manufacturing universe through 
inclusion elsewhere of certain activity. (Re- 
classification of certain activities between 
S.I.C. 286 and S,I.C. 287 in 1963, with corres-
ponding retabulations back through 1961, changed 
the titles of those two industries.) 

Most industries which existed in the 1969 Census 
are unchanged in definition by the 1970 revision, though 
some which have not changed in this respect do carry new 
code numbers or titles. 

At the level of the twenty industry groups into 
which the industries of the Manufacturing Division of 
the Standard Industrial Classification are combined, 
eight groups are changed in definition and Content by 
the 1970 revision. 

The Rubber industries have become the Rubber and 
plastic products industries by the inclusion of S.I.C. 
165, Plastics fabricating industry, n.e.s. The latter 
industry was formerly included in the Miscellaneous 
manufacturing industries as S.I.C. 385, Plastics fabri-
cators, n.e.S. 

The Miscellaneous manufacturing industries were 
also altered by adding an industry formerly in the Tex-
tile industries and by the loss of some reporting units 
through different classification of their principal 
products. The industry move appeared in the 1960 Stan-
dard Industrial Classification as S.I.C. 219, Linoleum 
and coated fabrics industry and in the 1970 classifica-
tion, combined with producers of certain other products. 
as S.I.C. 3993, Floor tile, linoleum and coated fabrics 
manufacturers. 

While various industries were combined, divided 
or modified within particular industry groups, no other 
industry group gained or lost an entire industry through 
the moving of industries between industry groups. All 
other definitional changes to the twenty industry 
groups, as such, consisted in particular products or 
activities being classified to industries situated in 
other industry groups; in each case one industry group 
gained establishments specialized in the product or ac-
tivity involved and another industry group lost the same 
establishments. Some groups both gained and lost esta-
blishments from such changes. 

At the Canada level the following industry groups 
gained reporting units in this fashion: 

- Metal fabricating industries (except machinery and 
transportation equipment industries) 

- Machinery industries (except electrical machinery) 
- Electrical products industries 
- Miscellaneous manufacturing industries

Beginning with the 1970 Censuses of Manufactures, 
of Mining and of Logging, all data for head offices, 
sales offices and auxiliary units are coded to the in-
dlvidttnl industry accounting for the largest part of the 
company's value added by total activity or to the indus-
try with which the head office, sales office or auxil-
jarv unit has a definite association. (In a multi-in-
dustry company, a particular sales office or laboratory 
may he designated by the respondent as corresponding to 
a particular industrial activity.) 

Formerly many such units were coded to the level 
of one of the industry groups of the industrial classi-
fication in cases where the company operated to a sub-
stantial degree in more than one industry. 

The reclassification of such units, at the all 
Canada level, to the individual industry level has af-
(evted certain statistics for more than thirty sanufac-
turing Industries at the four-digit level of the S.I.C. 
The greatest impact of these reclasslfications, relati-
vcl, was on S.I.C. 3599, Miscellaneous non-metallic 
mineral products industries, n.e.c., where former two-
digit head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units 
account for 45.6 7. of 1970 total employees for Canada. 
The median importance among industries affected was 
3.2 71 of total employees.

C. Short Forms 

As part of a continuing effort to reduce the res-
ponse burden on smaller establishments, the "short 
form" or abbreviated questionnaire which is mailed to 
small establishments was redesigned for the 1970 Census 
of Manufactures. Changes included: 

(a) Replacement of the previous request for the cost 
of material and supplies used by the expense item, 
"materials, supplies, services, etc.". This in-
clusion of services, which were previously exclu-
ded, resulted in a significantly larger figure in 
the typical case; however, the resulting totals 
for the short forms in an industry are included 
in tabulations in the principal statistics "cost 
of materials and supplies used-manufacturing ac-
tivity". As this item is deducted from the value 
of production in calculating value added, the 
tendency has been to decrease value added by

C. Formules abrégées

prdcédentes, s'est en general traduit par un accroisae- 
ment sensible de cc poste de dépense. Cependant, les 
totaux obtenus A partir des formulea abrégéea pour une 
actjvité sont pris en compte dans les tableaux des staa-
tistiques principates A Ia rubrique "coot des matiAres et 
fournitures utilisées, activitC msnufacturiAre".

(b) Omission of the request for the average number 
of employees during the year. Instead, the bu-
reau estimated the number of employees from the 
payroll reported on each short-form questionnaire. 
In addition, all such estimated employees and the 
corresponding payroll were Included in "production 
and related workers - manufacturing activity". 
(The 1969 short form had requested "administra-
tive, sales and office and other non-manufacturing 
employees" and "employees in manufacturing opera-
tions" as two separate categories; only the latter 
were tabulated as "production and related work-
ers - manufacturing activity'.) 

(c) Only one revenue item was requested, "revenue-
exclude interest and dividends received". As the 
amount of non-manufacturing revenue in small es-
tablishments is not large relative to total reve-
nues, all revenue was entered into Census results 
as value of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
This is a change from the 1969 short form, which 
requested three revenue items, "total value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture", "amount 
received in payment for work done on materials 
and products owned by other establishments", and 
"all other revenue (except rent, interest and 
dividend)"; the first two categories were treated 
as value of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
in compiling Census aggregates. 

(d) Because "materials, supplies and services, etc." 
requested include the cost of fuel and electri-
city purchased, the former practice of estimating 
an amount for short forms to be included in the 
industry aggregates for coat of fuel and electri-
city used was discontinued. This, in principle 
and to a varying extent in practice, has the ef-
fect of tending to lower the level of this input 
item in relation to the over-all output of an in-
dustry. 

The respondent's value of shipments in the pre-
vious year is used as a general guideline for determi-
ning which respondents should receive the "short form", 
with data needs for adequate measurement of industry 
aggregates being a prime consideration in selecting this 
"threshold" for an industry. The threshold or cut-off 
value of shipments used is subject to variation not 
only between industries but between provinces within 
some industries. In some industries the threshold for 
use of the short form was raised in 1970.

Establishment Smallest operating unit capable of reporting 
certain specified input and output data: usually a plant or mill. 

Cost of matenals and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally, 
consumption ol purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-
company and intracompanv transfers, contract work by others, fuel 
used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods 
made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own 
materials, net of discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes 
and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' 
charges for outward transportation (but not of own carriers' delivery 
expense). Includes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting 
Units of same firm, all exports, book value of own products shipped 
on rental basis. Unsold domestic consiiment shipments are included 
in inventors. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft pans manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and ship. 
building and repair, value of production is shown in place ofshjprnents 
in tables on principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore 
valued at imputed charge to mine. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less pur. 
hiel commodity inputs used. 

iai Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in 
process and finished goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, 
fuel and electricity. 

(b) Value added, total activity: Consists of ( I ) value added, manufac-
turing activity and () value added, non-manufacturing activity. 
The latter is calculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs 
from non-manufacturing revenues or output: these commodity 
inouts are net of the change in inventories of goods purchased for 
resale. Non-manufacturing revenues include depreciable fIxed assets 
produced by own work force for own use, revenue from product 
rentals, etc.. but exclude non-operating revenue such as real 
property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported 
before deductions for income tax and employee benelits and comprise 
all man.hours paid (for regular work. overtime and paid leave) as well 
as bonuses, commissions, etc.. paid to regular employees. Where shown, 
production and related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity 
include separately reported loggers, employees on construction for own 
use: beginning with the 1970 Census outside pieceworkers formerly 
included for certain industries are excluded from all employment totals 
and their remuneration treated as contract work done by others. Sales 
and distribution employees include all personnel charged to selling 
expense, certain drivers. etc. 

Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the 
individual industry of the company's largest activity. (The allocation of 
some such units to the major industry group level was discontinued 
with the 1970 data). 

Inventories - [took value of owned inventory held in Canada 
inducing goods in transit and on consignment.
