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INTRODWTION 

1970 Revision of the Standard Industrial Classification 

The basic data for this report have been compiled 
according to the 1970 revision of the Standard 
Industrial Classification'. All historical comparisons 
with years prior to 1970 are made on the basis of the 
1960 revision of the Standard Industrial Classification. 
In addition, supplementary tables (Tables 5, 12, 19 and 
26) show 1971 data for industry groups compiled 
according to the 1960 revision of the S.I.C. 

For a fuller explanation of the implementat ion of 
the 1970 revision of the Standard Industrial 
Classification see the introduction to the 1970 issue of 
this report or the General Review of the Manufacturing 
Industries of Canada, Volume I. 

Short Forms 

As part of a continuing effort to reduce the 
response burden on smaller establishments, the "short 
form" or abbreviated questionnaire which is mailed to 
small establishments were redesigned starting with the 
1970 Census of Manufactures. ('hanges included: 

(a) Replacement of the previous request for the 
cost of materials and supplies used by the 
expense item, "materials, supplies, services, 
etc.". This inclusion of services, which were 
previously excluded, resulted in a significantly 
larger figure in the typical case; however, the 
resulting totals for the short forms in an 
industry are included in tabulations in the 
principal statistics "cost of materials and 
supplies used—manufacturing activity". As this 
item is deducted from the value of production 
in calculating value added, the tendency has 
been to decrease value added by manufacturing 
activity for short form respondents. This 
naturally also has a similar effect on value 
added by total activity. (Some analysis of the 
effect of this change on value added is planned 
for Volume II of this report.) 

(b) Omission of the request for the average number 
of employees during the year. Instead, the 
bureau estimated the number of employees 
from the payroll reported on each short-form 
questionnaire. In addition, all such estimated 
employees and the corresponding payroll were 
included in "production and related workers -

Formules abrégées 

Aim de poursuivre l'effort visant a réduire le fardeau 
que les declarations imposent aux petits établissements, on 
a repensé Ia conception des "formules abrégées" envoyées 
aux petits établissements, a partir du recensement des 
Manufactures de 1970. Ces changements comprenaient 
entre autres:

(c) Only one revenue item was requested, 
"revenue-exclude interest and dividends 
received". As the amount of non-manufacturing 
revenue in small establishments is not large 
relative to total revenues, all revenue was 
entered into Census results as value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture. This is 
a change from the 1969 short form, which 
requested three revenue items, "total value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture", 
"amount received in payment for work done on 
materials and products owned by other 
establishments", and "all other revenue (except 
rent, interest and dividends)"; the first two 
categories were treated as value of shipments of 
goods of own manufacture in compiling Census 
aggregates. 

(d) Because "materials, supplies and services, etc." 
requested include the cost of fuel and 
electricity purchased, the former practice of 
estimating an amount for short forms to be 
included in the industry aggregates for cost of 
fuel and electricity used was discontinued. l'his, 
in principle and to a varying extent in practice, 
has the effect of tending to lower the level of 
this input item in relation to the over-all output 
of an industry. 

The respondent's value of shipments in the 
previous year is used as a general guideline for 
determining which respondents should receive the 
"short form", with data needs for adequate 
measurement of industry aggregates being a prime 
consideration in selecting this "threshold" for an 
industry. The threshold or cut-off value of shipments 
used is subject to variation not only between industries 
but between provinces within some industries. In some 
industries the threshold for use of the short form was 
raised in 1969.

Establishment Reclassification 

As a continuing policy, establishments are 
examined each year to ensure that they are classified to 
their proper industry according to the Standard 
Industrial Classification. When it is found that an 
establishment has changed its activity so that it more 
properly fits another industry's description, it is then 
reclassified or transferred to that industry 
classification.

A summary report of this nature is necessarily 
less up-to-date than the preliminary bulletins or the 
reports on inthvidual industries, issued one by one as 
data on particular industries become complete for the 
current Census of Manufactures. That is, data for many 
industries can usually be obtained for a later year than 
shown in this report. In addition, a preliminary bulletin 
relating to the contents of this report, and giving 
industry group totals for provinces, is mailed to all 
subscribers to this report as well as to subscribers to the 
entire series of preliminary bulletins of the Census of 
Manufactures. 

Estimates of value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, together with selected other data, are 
published monthly for 87 three-digit or four-digit 
manufacturing industries or combinations of industries. 
These appear in Cat. 31-001, "Inventories, Shipments 
and Orders in Manufacturing Industries", along with 
such data for the twenty industry groups of the 
manufacturing industries of Canada and, at present, the 
total manufacturing industries of Canada's provinces, 
except Prince Edward Island.

With the slight increase in production and related workers 
being offset by a decline in administrative, office and other 
non-manufacturing employees in the region, employment in 
the Prairie manufacturing industries increased slightly, by 103 
employees, to a level of 114,844 employees during 1971. 
Alberta, with an increase of 610 employees, was only one of 
three provinces registering an increase in manufacturing 
employees during the year, the others being Nova Scotia and 
British Columbia. 

• The Prairie region accounted for 39 1/o of the value of shipments 
of goods of own manufacture of Canada's Slaughtering and 
meat processors, 38% in Manufacturers of pre-fabncated 
buildings (wood frame) and 36% in Non-commercial trailer 
manufacturers (excluding Saskatchewan). 

• With an increase of 917o in the number of cattle and 28% in the 
number of hogs processed, the value of shipments of goods of 
own manufacture for Slaughtering and meat processors in the 
region increased by $65 million (a 9 17n increase) to a level of 
$823 million during 1971. 

e Shipments of goods of own manufacture in Alberta's 
Petroleum refining establishments increased due to higher 
prices, increased capacity and consolidation of operations. In 
Saskatchewan, where a decline in Petroleum refining 
manufacturing shipments occurred, two establishments 
discontinued production of petroleum products. 

• Reflecting the downward trend during the past few years in 
employment of the Aircraft and aircraft parts manufacturers at 
the national level, employment in the industry in both 
Manitoba and Alberta declined by a total of 445 employees 
from that recorded in 1970. 

• Due in large part to an increase in demand for mobile homes in 
1971, the value of shipments of goods of own manufacture and 
employment in Alberta's Non-commercial trailer 
manufacturers increased by $18 million (41%) and 473 
employees (30%) respectively. 

• The performance of some manufacturing industries benefited 
from the increased capital expenditures on new residential 
construction in the region during 1971. This increase in 
housing expenditures more than compensated for declines 
recorded in other sectors of the construction industry. 

• A number of manufacturing establishments, which during 1970 
employed more than 750 persons, were found in 1971 to have 
become predominantly non-manufacturing in nature and were 
transferred to other divisions of the Standard Industrial 
Classification. A breakdown by province of the number of 
employees affected shows that over 100 were transferred in 
Saskatchewan, over 200 in Manitoba and over 400 in Alberta. 

Of the ISO manufacturing industries in the Prairie region., 72 
recorded fewer employees than in the previous year. Twelve 
industries had increases of more than 100 employees, while 13 
recorded declines of more than 100. (See Table F.)
