It should be noted that 1963 figures in this 
report are subject to revision due to the inability 
to incorporate final adjustments resulting from 
the introduction of the revised Standard Industrial 
Classification and new establishment concept in 
the computer compilations in time to meet public-
ation commitments for the 1963 reports. In addition, 
provincial and industry group totals for 1961 and 
for 1962 in this report do not incorporate those 
revisions already made to individual industry 
statistics for these years and published in 1963 
individual industry reports; adjustments to the 
1961 and 1962 totals are being postponed until it 
is possible to incorporate further revisions to the 
component industry statistics. The statistics for 
1961. 1962 and 1963 which will be published in 
the 1964 reports will reflect the completion of the 
revision programme associated with the revised 
Standard Industrial Classification and new 
establishment concept.

British Columbia 

itt 193 a in earlier years the manu- 
cturing economy of British Columbia was domi-

nated by industries engaged in processing 
natural resources. Four industry groups, the 
wood industries, the food and beverage indus-
tries, the paper and allied industries and the 
primary metal industries, accounted for almost 
three-quarters of the total shipments of 
British Columbia manufactured goods, ranking 
in that order of importance. 

As on other occasions, the swings in 
shipments of these groups, or their relative 
stability, chiefly determined the rate of 
expansion of the total dollar volume of 
manufacturing in the province. 

Sharp growth in shipments of the wood 
products industries, in response to higher 
export and domestic demand and to price in-
creases, played the most important role in 
1963. This was the second successive year of 
a high rate of expansion in the wood industries 
and a broad stimulus was transmitted to various 
other sectors of the province's economy. The 
paper and allied industries experienced a year 
of more or less average over-all growth, in 
ollar terms, accompanied by heavy capital 
xpenditure progranines to provide for expansion 
future capacity. The food and beverage in-

•iustries showed mixed movements, however, with 
considerable drop in the volume of fish pro-

cessing. The primary metal industries expe-
rienced a significant expansion of over-all 
shipments value. 

Shipments of British Columbia manufac-
turers rose 8.6 p.c. in 1963 over the previous 
year. This was slightly higher than the 8.3 
p.c. increase for all Canadian manufacturers' 
shipments of goods of their own manufacture 
in the same period and compares with a 10.6 
p.c. increase in British Columbia 
shipments in 1962 over 1961. The percentage 
rise was the eighth largest increase of the 
province's seventeen year-to-year changes 
since 1946, ranking ininediately above the 
median annual percentage change for the period, 
7.9 p.c. increase in 1954. (All these in-
creases include the effect of price changes). 

In dollar terms, British Columbia's 
shipments of goods of own manufacture reached 
a total of $2,383,000,000 in 1963, slightly

En 1963, comma par les annees passées, 
l'dconomie manufacturière a eré dominCe par lea 
industries de transformation des ressources ma-
turelles. Quatre groupes d'industries qui sont, 
par ordre d'importance, celle du hois, celle des 
aliments at boissons, celle du papier at des 
produits connexes at l'industrie metallique pri-
maire, ont repondu pour environ lea trois quarts 
des expeditions de produits fahriquea an Colon-
bie-Britannique. 

Comme an d'autres occasions, les variations 
dana les expeditions de ces groupes, ou leur 
stabilité relative, ont dams une large mesure 
determine le taux d'expansion du rendement de 
1'industrie manufacturire dams cette province. 

Une augmentation marquee des expeditions 
de produits du bois, par suite d'une plus forte 
demande dams lea marches interieurs at extCrieurs 
at de hausses des prix, a dtd l'événement le 
plus important de 1963. Pour la deuxime année 
consecutive, le taux d'expansion de l'industrie 
du bois a et6 Clevd at son influence s'est fait 
sentir dams divers autres secteurs de l'Cconomie 
provinciale. L'industrie du papier at des pro-
duits connexes a enregistré une année dexpan_ 
sion generale pour ainsi dire moyenne an terme 
de dollars, an plus d'importantes imniohilisations 
de capitaux an prevision de l'expansion future 
de sa capacité. Dana l'industrie des aliments 
at boissons, lea mouvements ont ete varies; on 
a enregistre une forte baisse dams la prepara-
tion du poisson. Dams l'industrie metallique 
primaire, la valeur des expeditions 555  accrue 
cons iderab lement. 

Les expeditions des manufacturiers de la 
Colombie-Britannique ont augmente de 8.6 p.  100 
an 1963 au regard de l'annee precedente. Ce 
chiffre était un peu plus eleve que l'augmenta-
tion de 8.3 p.  100 des expeditions par lea ma-
nufacturiers canadiens de produits de leur pro-
pre fabrication, au cours de la mme periode, 
at est comparable A l'augmentation de 10.6 p. 
100 realisee an 1961 sur 1962 par lea manufac- 
tuners de la Colomhie-Britanniqu. Cette avan-
ce procentuelle était la huitiètne an importance 
parmi las 17 variations annuelles ohservdes 
dans la province depuis 1946, se situant 3uste 
au-dessus de la variation annuelle médiane de 
la periode (+ 7.9 p.  100), réalisée an 1954. 
(Toutes ces avances englobent l'effet des chan-
gements de prix). 

Pour s'exprimer an dollars, lea expédi-
tions de produits fabriques par lea manufactu-
riers de la Colombie-Bnitannique ont atteint an 
1963 un total de 2,383 millions, soit un peu 
lus qua deux fois la valeur de 1950. 

La valeur ajoutée par la fabrication s'est 
dlevée A 1,061 millions de dollars, hausse de 
8.2 p.  100, at lea salaires verses aux ouvriers 
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to $376,000,000. At the level of total ac-
tivity, the total value added of the British 
Columbia manufacturing industries also rose 
8.2 p.c., to $1,091,000,000, and the total 
salaries and wages paid by 8.3 p.c. to 
$543,000,000. 

The total number of employees rose 3.7 
p.c. to 109,357, while the number of manufac-
turing production workers rose slightly more, 
by 3.9 p.c., to 80,090. There were 3,563 
manufacturing establishments in the province 
in 1963.

Industry Developments 

Year-to-year percentage increases in 
shipments of the provinCes  largest industry 
groups, as measured by shipments, presented 
a diverse picture. Shipments rose 13.6 p.c. 
in 1963 in the wood industries, 8.2 p.c. in 
the paper and allied industries and 3.7 p.c. 
in the food and beverage industries. (Corre-
sponding percentage changes for all industry 
groups are shown in Table 3.) Thus the wood 
industries showed their largest percentage 
increase of the 1957-1963 period (for which 
data under the revised Standard Industrial 
Classification are available); the paper and 
allied industries, their third largest; and 
the food and beverage industries, their fourth 
largest. 

The wood industries accounted for 45.2 
p.c of the over-all increase in British 
Columbia manufacturers' shipments in 1963 over 
1962, in contrast to 29.9 p.c. of the province's 
total 1963 manufacturers' shipments. 

For the second successive year the 
province's sawmill industry showed a sharp 
increase in the value of its shipments. The 
rise of 13.7 p.c. in 1963 over 1962 was almost 
equal to the 13.9 p.c. rise in 1962. By com-
parison, 1961 shipments had increased only 
2.2 p.c. 

The 1963 increase reflected significant 
price increases and a larger physical volume 
of shipments to export and, apparently, to 
domestic markets. An increase in shipments 
to overseas countries played a prominent part 
in export expansion; for example, lumber 
shipments to Japan through British Columbia 
customs ports almost tripled in value from 
1962 to 1963. In their largest market, the 
United States, British Columbia producers 
appear to have increased their share of a 
softwood lumber market that grew 3.7 p.c., 

Evolution des industries

L' industrie du bois est intervenue pour 
45.2 p. 100 de l'augmentation glohale, de 1962 
A 1963, des expeditions manufacturiAres de la 
province, comparativenient A 29.9 p. 100 des 
expeditions manufacturiAres effectuées dana la 
province durant l'année. 

Pour la deuxiAme annCe consecutive, lea 
scieries de la province ont fortement augmente 
la valeur de leurs expeditions. L'augmentation 
de 13.7 p.  100 realisée en 1963, au regard de 
1962, était presqu'egale A l'augmentation de 
13.9 p.  100 realisée en 1962. En 1961, par 
contre, elles n'avaient monte que de 2.2 p.  100. 

L'augmentation de 1963 a tenu A d'impor -
tantes majorations de prix de méme qu'A l'ac-
croissement du volume des marchandises destinees 
A l'exportation et, apparemment, au marché 
canadien. L'augmentation des envois outre-mer 
a Joué un role important dans l'accroissement 
des exportations; par exemple, Ia valeur des 
expeditions de hois d'oeuvre su Japon, par ic 
ports douaniers de la Colombie-Britannique, 
presque triple de 1962 A 1963. Vera les Etar 
Unis, leur plus important client, lea fabric 
de la Colombie-Britannique semblent avoir aug-

Pulp and paper mills, the second largest 
industry in terms of shipments, experienced an 
expansion of 7.6 p.c. in shipments in 1963. 
This embodied a considerable increase in wood 
pulp deliveries. Figures on newsprint ship-
ments from the province's mills are not pub-
lished, but exports of newsprint through 
British Columbia customs ports, said to he 
largely of British Columbia origin, were up 
4.4 p.c. in value and 4.7 p.c. in tonnage in 
1963 over 1962. Information available from 
outside the Census of Manufactures indicates 
an effect on newsprint output from shut-downs 
of mills because of accidents and an expansion 
prograe. 

The third leading industry, petroleum 
refineries, increased its shipments only 2.3 
p.c. over 1962, following greater increases 
in immediately preceding years. This was 
influenced by a low rate of increase in the 
value of motor gasoline shipments and a sub-
stantial drop in the value of shipnents of

A 13.2 p.c. increase in veneer and 
plywood mills' shipments principally reflec-
ted strength in demand for softwood plywoods 
within Canada, their main market, and a rise 
in prices, although softwood plywood exports 
and total shipments of these mills and other 
products both increased. 

Developments affecting the food and 
beverage industries were the strike of salmon 
fishermen during the height of the season, 
mainly responsible for a 9.0 p.c. drop in 
shipments of the fish products industry; the 
province's largest apple crop since 1950, 
contributing heavily to raising shipments of 
fruit and vegetable canners and preservers 7.6 
p.c.; the sharp rise in raw and refined sugar 
prices, inflating shipments values of several 
industries; and increased marketing of broilers, 
raising the output of poultry processors. A 
change in policies administered by the Agri-
cultural Stabilization Board and a drop in 
milk production influenced a slight decline 
in the value of dairy factory shipments. 
Lower volume and value of fresh and fresh- 
rozen meats offset gains in more highly 

processed products to hold the shipments

Lee renseigne-
ments provenant de sources autre que le Recen-
sement des manufactures donnent 1 entendre qua 
la fermeture temporaire de moulins, 1 is suite 
d'accidents et en raison d'un programme d'ex-
pansion, a influé sur la production de papier-
journal. 

L'industrie des raffineries de pdtrole, 
qui occupe le troisième rang en importance, a 
augmenté sea expeditions de seulement 2.3 p. 
100 sur 1962, 1 la suite de gains plus impor- 
tants survenus au cours des annSes ininédiatement 
précédentes. Cette situation est due au taux 
peu éleve de l'avance prise par lea expeditions 
d'easence et au fléchissement considerable de 
la valeur des expeditions d'hujles combustibles 
lourde et legère. 

L'avance de 13.2 p. 100 réalisée par lea 
fabriques de placages et de contreplaquCs dé-
coule surtout de la fertneté de la demande de 
contreplaques de bois tendre sur le marche ca-
nadien, qui eat leur principal marché, et de Ia 
hausse des prix, bien qu'il y ait eu augmenta-
tion des exportations de contreplaques de bois 
tendre et du total des expeditions de ces fa-
bricants, ainsi que d'autres produits connexes. 

Certains événements ont influé sur I'm-
dustrie des aliments at boissons. La grave des 
pcheurs de saumon, par exemple, au plus fort 
de la saison, a éte la principale cause d'une 
haisse de 9 p.  100 des expeditions de l'indus-
trie du poisson; par contre, is province a en-
registre sa plus importante recolte de ponines 
depuis 1950, ce qui a contrihué largement 1 la 
hausse de 7.6 p.  100 des expeditions des eta-
blissements de conserve et de preparation de 
fruits et legumes; Is forte augmentation des 
prix du sucre brut et du sucre raffiné a fait 
monter la valeur des expeditions de plusieurs 
industries; la comxnercialisation plus poussee 
des volailles de gril a entrainé une augmenta-
tion dans la preparation de is volaille.

Lower physical volume of finished feeds ac-
counted for feed manufacturers' shipments 
dropping 8.3 p.c. 

The shipbuilding and repair industry 
increased its value of production by 11.0 
p.c. over 1962, reflecting an increase of 2.1 
p.c. in the value of new ship construction 
over 1962 and a very large increase in ship 
repair work. Actual deliveries of new ships 
and vessels were much greater in 1963, $23,-
000,000 as against $15,000,000 in 1962, but a 
great deal of the work on ships delivered in 
1963 had been done earlier and so was not 
included in the 1963 production total. 

Much of the production of miscellaneous 
machinery and equipment manufacturers, which 
accounts for most of the machinery industries 
group in British Columbia, is oriented toward 
the needs of the province's natural resource-
based industries. Sawmill and logging ma-
chinery, a wide range of materials handling 
machinery and a variety of special industry 
machinery accounted for well over half the 
32.5 p.c. increase in the industry's ship-
ments over 1962. 

An increase of 39.3 p.c. in the value 
of shipments of shingle mills over 1962 was 
associated with a growth of 25.4 p.c. in 
total Canadian exports of shingles and shakes, 
which come predominantly from British Columbia. 
These increases combined a substantial gain 
in physical volume with an appreciable rise 
in prices. 

Industry detail lying behind the 9.8 
p.c. rise in shipments of the primary metal 
industries is not published. However, pub-
lished statistics on exports through British 
Columbia customs ports show a large rise in 
the volume and value of aluminum pigs, ingots 
and slabs. 

Demand for construction materials for 
heavy capital investment progranmes in 1963 
was chiefly responsible for the 17.2 p.c. 
increase in the non-metallic mineral products 
industries' shipments. The paint and varnish

CONCEPTS ET DEFINITIONS 

Recensement des manufactures 

General 
The Census of Manufactures is an annual mail 

survey covering Canada's Manufacturing Industries. 
It is based on the Standard Classification of Indus-
tries and full details concerning the system may 
be found in the Standard Industrial Classification 
manual, Catalogue No. 12-501 which is available 
from the Queen's Printer or the Dominion Bureau 
of Statistics. In summary, the Classification as It 
relates to the manufacturing industries provides 
for a breakdown into 140 industries arranged in 
20 major industry groups. Of the 140 (3 digit) indus-
tries, 18 are further broken down into 58 (4 digit) 
sub classes. At the Canada level, principal statis-
tics are collected and compiled for 178 separate 
industries. They cannot all be published separately 
by province, however, because of the confidential 
nature of the data In certain provinces. 

The reporting unit for the Census is designated 
as the establishment (see definition of "Establish-
ment"in following section) and a return is requested 
from every establishment classified to a manufac-
turing industry. Although respondents are required 
to submit reports covering the calendar year, 
financial year reports other than the calendar year 
are accepted in instances where respondents find 
it impossible to supply calendar year data from 
accounting records. When an establishment is 
operated for only part of a year a report is required 
covering the period of operation. 

There are four different questionnaires used 
in the Census of Manufactures; (a) short form 
(b) long form (C) head office questionnaire and 
(d) commodity questionnaire. The short and long 
forms are used to obtain principal statistics and 
commodities shipped from establishments classified 
to manufacturing industries and differ only in the 
amount of detail requested. The short form is a 
single-sheet questionnaire sent to small manu-
facturers generally reporting shipments of less than 
$100,000; this cut-off, however, varies somewhat 
between industries. The head office questionnaire 
is generally used for company head offices and/or 
auxiliary units separately located from the manu-
facturing establishment(s), (see following notes on 
Head offices and auxiliary units). The Commodity 
questionnaire is used to survey certain establish-
ments which are coded (on the basis of their principal 
activity) to industries other than manufacturing in 
the Standard Industrial Classification system, but 
which undertake some manufacturing as a subsidiary 
activity. This single-sheet questionnaire is designed 
to collect Information on the quantity and value of 

Généralités 
Le recensenient des manufactures est une enquête 

par correspondance effectue auprês des industries 
manufacturiêres du Canada.

The results of the Census are presented in 
some 140 publications. In addition to these annual 
industry publications there are annual summary 
reports for Canada and the provinces and special 
reports giving principal statistics by detailed 
geographic areas, by type of ownership and size 
of establishment. A special annual report covering 
the shipments of all manufactured commodities 
arranged in alphabetical order is also published. 

Since 1960 the following major changes have 
been implemented in the Census of Manufactures: 
(a) a revised Standard Industrial Classification 
(b) a new establishment definition and (c) an ex-
tension of the establishment definition to cover the 
non-manu facturing 	activities 	of manufacturing 
establishments. The statistics presented in the 
various 1963 reports reflect the complete imple-
mentation of these changes and enable comparisons 
to be made with the years 1961 and 1962. For a 
complete description of the procedures followed 
in establishing the revised series, reference should 
be made to the Explanatory Notes included in the 
1960, 1961 and 1962 industry publications. The 
statistical framework within which the Census of 
Manufactures is now carried out is based on the 
thawing concepts and definitions which have 
oen developed as part of a general programme to 

at'hieve a fully integrated system of economic 
s tatistics 

Les résultats du recensement paraissent dans

Establishment 
A manufacturing establishment is typically a 

factory, mill or plant principally engaged in manu-
facturing activities. The majority of such establish-
ments are firms but many firms have more than one 
establishment. Such firms are requested to submit 
a separate Census of Manufactures report for each 
manufacturing establishment which can meet the 
reporting requirements embodied in the following 
definition of the "establishment": 

"The smallest unit which is a separate operating 
entity capable of reporting the following principal 
statistics: 

Materials and supplies used 
Goods purchased for resale as such 

Fuel and power consumed 
Number of employees and salaries and wages 
Man-hours worked and paid 
Inventories 
Shipments or sales."  

L 'établissement 

Un établissement manufacturier est typiquement 
une fabrique ou une usine dont I'activitC principale est 
Ia fabrication. La plupart de ces établissements sont 
des firnies mais plusieurs firmes comptent plus d'un 
établissement.

Each establishment is required to report on all 
the activities carried out within it's accounting 
boundaries (except income from investments such as 
rent, interest and dividends) and data on the 
different activities (manufacturing, trading in goods 
not of own manufacture, construction by own labour 
force, revenue from services, etc.) are requested to 
be reported separately. It should be noted that the 
statistics for separate activities are not completely 
consistent since some respondents cannot distin-
guish, in their records, materials, shipments and 
inventories relating solely to their own manufac-
turing activities. For example, inventory of goods 
purchased for re-sale may not be distinguishable 
from inventory of own manufactured goods. Complete 
consistency, therefore, can be obtained only at the 
"all operations" (total activity) level and for 
studies or statistical measures requiring accurate 
coordinated data, the "total" statistics should be 
used. 

The number of establishments represents the 
number of operating units that are principally engaged 
in the activities of the manufacturing industries to 
which they have been classified. These units do not 
necessarily represent the total number engaged in 
the production of a commodity mainly produced in a 
certain industry. Some commodities are produced 
as secondary products in other manufacturing and 
non-manufacturing industries. It should be noted 
that head offices and auxiliary units which are 
surveyed separately are not included in the estab-
lishment count, (see following notes on head offices 
and auxiliary units).

Head Offices and Auxiliary Units 
All head offices and auxiliary units of com-

panies classified to the manufacturing industries 
such as sales offices, administrative offices, ware-
houses, laboratories, etc. are now surveyed as part 
of the Census of Manufactures. 

These head offices and auxiliary units are 
either included in an establishment report or are 
surveyed by means of the head office questionnaire. 
The former is the most common case where a single 
establishment firm has its executive personnel, 
sales office, etc. located at the site of the manu-
facturing plant (establishment). The special head 
office questionnaire is generally used where a 
firm, regardless of the number of establishments, 
has separately located offices or auxiliary units. 
Such offices or units do not constitute establish-
ments within the Census of Manufactures as they 
do not normally generate operational revenues, but 
give rise only to costs of operations (mainly 
salaries and wages) which are automatically 
included in the value of shipments or sales. lthough 
not considered as establishments, and hence, not 
included in the "establishment" count for an 
industry, the operational costs are reflected in

a) In the case of single establishment firms, 
-tatktics for separately located offices and units 
are classified to the same industry (3 or 4 digit) 
as the establishment; 

(b) In the case of multi-establishment firms, 
the statistics for such offices and units are coded 
to the same industry as the establishments of the 
firm, when all establishments are in the same 
industry (3 or 4 digit). When establishments of 
such firms are coded (1) to different industries 
within a major group, (2) to Industries in different 
major groups or (3) to industries in different divisions 
of the Standard Industrial Classification, then the 
statistics are included in the major group totals 
(2 digit level) in which the major part of the 
company's operations are classified. Although this 
may result in some distortion of major group statis-
tics in the case of (2) and (3) the statistics at the 
industry (3 or 4 digit) level in all cases will be 
left free of these company-wide data. 

Employees 
(a) Production and related workers - Manufac-

turing activity 
In addition to those engaged in production 

and assembling activities, they Include those 
'ployed in storing, inspecting, handling, packing, 

' rehousing, etc. They also include employees 
caged in maintenance, repair, janitorial and 
tchmari services and line supervisors (working 
men) engaged in similar work to that of the 

ployees they supervise. Production and related 
workers engaged in manufacturing activity are 
reported as those receiving pay during the last pay 
period of each month, an average for the year being 
obtained by summing the monthly figures and 
dividing by 12. This procedure is followed even 
though the establishment did not operate in all 
months in order to arrive at equivalent annual full-
time employment.  The numbers are somewhat 
affected by turnover, in that employment is over-
stated when an employee changes employment 
during a pay period. The man-hours of production 
and related workers in manufacturing activity 
represent total man-hours paid (total hours at work 
during the calendar year plus hours not worked but 
nevertheless paid for, such as paid vacations, sick 
leave, statutory holidays, etc.). In reporting over-
time hours, respondents are requested to report 
only hours actually at work. It should be noted that 
the division of hours paid into production and 
related workers payrolls results in average hourly 
earnings and does not represent hourly wage rates 
which are collected and published by the Department 
of Labour and which are based on selected occupations. 

(b) Production and related workers - Non-manu-
facturing activities 

Such employees include those on manufac- 
tiring establishments' payrolls engaged in activities 

as construction undertaken for the use of these

This category includes all executive and 

supervisory officials such as presidents, vice-
presidents, comptrollers, secretaries • treasurers, 
etc., together with managers, professional, technical 
and research employees,  superintendents and factory 
supervisors above the line supervisor or working 
foreman level, and clerical staffs. Also included 
are employees  in activities such as advertising, 
credit collections, purchasing, personnel, legal, 
medical, etc. It should be noted that prior to 1961 
this category also included working owners and 
partners. Also included in this category are em-
ployees located at head offices or auxiliary units 
separately located from the establishment; these 
are generally included in the figures for the province 
in which they are located according to the rules 
outlined under "Head offices and auxiliary units" 
above. 

(d) Sales and distribution workers 
This category includes office personnel 

whose salaries are charged to selling expense, 
travelling salesmen, driver salesmen, truckdrivers 
and their helpers, etc. It may also include some 
sales employees who are reported as part of a 
manufacturing establishment but are not working 
at the establishment's location. These are generally 
broken down by province in cases where more than 
15 employees  are involved in any one province. 
The figures exclude persons working on a commis-
sion basis who are not considered regular employees 
of the establishment. 

(e) Total Employees 
This total comprises the foregoing categories 

including employees  located at separately located 
head offices and auxiliary units. The numbers of 
employees included under categories (b), (c) and (d) 
are reported in the form of annual averages and 
represent as closely as possible full time employ -
ment; adjustments are made when reported figures 
indicate the existence of part time or seasonal 
employment. In all the above categories, figures on 
employment refer to the calendar year whether or not 
other establishment statistics can only be reported 
on a fiscal year other than the calendar year.

Salaries and Wages 

Salaries and wages refer to gross earnings of 
employees before deductions for income tax and 
employees contributions to social services such as 
sickness, accident and unemployment insurance, 
pensions, etc. They include all salaries, wages, 
bonuses, profits shared with employees, the value 
of room and board where provided, commissions 
(paid to regular employees only) as well as any 
other allowance forming part of the worker's 
earnings. Payments for over-time are included. 
Figures on salaries and wages refer to the calendar 
year. 

Fuel and Electricity 

Figures for fuel refer to amounts actually used 
(including fuel used in cars, trucks, locomotives, 
etc.), not to purchases unless the quantities are 
nhstantjal1y the same. Any fuel and electricity 

iroduced by establishments for internal consumption 
art' not included In the total cost. Values represent 

iI down cost at the establishment including freight, 
rty, etc. Although fuel and electricity used is 

nsidered part of manufacturing activity it should 
noted that it also includes relatively small 

amounts used in non-manufacturing activities since 
these cannot be reported separately. 

Materials and Supplies 

(a) Manufacturing activities 

Figures represent quantities and laid down 
cost values, at the establishment, of materials, 
supplies and purchased components owned and 
used during the year in manufacturing activities 
and related processes. These statistics represent 
only commodity items or physical goods (cost of 
services or overhead charges such as advertising, 
insurance, depreciation, etc. are not included) 
whether purchased from others or received as 
transfers (in the form of materials, components or 
semi-processed goods) from other establishments 
of the reporting company. Included are maintenance 
and repair supplies not chargeable to fixed assets 
accounts and any amounts charged by other estab-
lishments for work done on materials owned by the 
reporting establishment. Cost of repairs or main-

Included 
are any finished products received on consignment 
from other countries. 

2. Other materials and supplies used 
Figures represent the cost of materials 

and supplies, if any, used in new construction and 
in the production of machinery and equipment (for 
the use of the reporting establishment) by the estab-
lishment's own employees.  Included are materials 
used for any capital repairs and alterations carried 
out by the establishment's employees. Amounts 
paid to outside contractors for construction and 
repair work are not included not is the cost of 
purchased machinery and equipment. Also included 
is the cost of office supplies not chargeable to 
fixed assets accounts and the cost of such other 
items of materials and supplies used as food, 
beverages and supplies for establishment-operated 
cafeterias and lunch counters, first aid and medical 
supplies, laboratory supplies, etc. 

Shipments 

(a) General 
The figures  represent revenue from all 

production, sales, services and related activities 
of reporting establishments with shipments valued 
in Canadian dollars at the point at which the estab-
lishment relinquishes control. The unsold portion 
at year end of consignment shipments in Canada is 
treated as inventory and not as shipments but all 
shipments to foreign countries for which the form 
B13 "Customs Canada Export Entry" has been 
completed, are treated as shipments. 

In those industries where work on principal 
products extends over a relatively long period. 
(Fabricated Structural Metal Industry, Aircraft and 
Parts Manufacturers, Railroad Rolling Stock Industry 
and Shipbuilding and Repair Industry) the value of 
production rather than the value of shipments is 
recorded. There are certain establishments in other 
industries which also operate on a basis of progress 
payments. For these establishments, shipments are 
also adjusted to work put in place on the basis of 
the net change in progress payments over the year. 

(b) Shipments of goods of own manufacture 

These figures represent shipments of goods 
made from own materials either in the reporting 
establishments or by other manufacturers on the

Shipments of goods of own manufacture of 
establishments which are coded to some other 
division of the Standard Industrial Classification 
(on the basis of principal activity) but which are 
engaged In manufacturing as a subsidiary activity 
are collected by means of the Commodity question-
naire referred to earlier. Such shipments together

Figures 
consist of inventory owned at the plant and at ware-
houses or selling outlets which are treated as 
extensions of establishments for the purpose of 
reporting shipments. Inventory owned in transit in 
Canada or on consignment in Canada is included. 
Goods shipped abroad and held in inventory are 
included in shipments. Opening inventories may 
differ from the closing inventories of the previous 
year because of changes in classification, the 
receipt of revised data, the inclusion of new estab-
lishments and the removal of establishments which 
did not operate during the survey year. 

(b) Non-manufacturing activities 
Figures represent the book value of in-

ventory of goods purchased for re-sale as such 
without further processing, owned by the reporting 
establishments and held at plants and at any ware-
houses or selling outlets which are treated as 
extensions of establishments. Other characteristics 
are the same as in (a) above. 

Value Added 
(a) By manufacturing activities 

Figures are compiled by deducting the cost 
of materials and fuel and electricity consumed from 
the value of production (value of shipments adjusted 
for changes in the value of inventories of finished 
goods and goods in process). 

(b) By non-manufacturing activities 
The figures are compiled by deducting the 

the cost of goods purchased for re-sale (adjusted 
for changes in the value of inventories of goods 
purchased for re-sale) and the cost of other materials 
and supplies used from the value of shipments of 
goods not of own manufacture, plus other revenue.

The figures consist of value added by mariu-

fact'.inng activities plus value added by non-manu-
facturing activities. This total value added figure 
::.ay, in some cases, be less than value added by 
manufacturing activities as a result of expenditures 
associated with non-manufacturing exceeding re-
venues from such activities or because of a de-
crease in inventory of goods not of own manufacture 
exceeding the mark-up on the sale of such goods. 
"Value added" is sometimes referred to as net 
production. However, to arrive at the National 
Accounts concept of net production, or Gross Domes-
tic Product at "Factor cost" it would be necessary 
to subtract also the cost of advertising, insurance 
and other business expenses which are not collected 
as part of the annual Census of Manufactures. 
"Value added" figures for the primary industries, 
manufacturing and construction are published in 
DRS publication Catalogue No. 61-202, "Survey 
of Production".

Ce chiffre de la valeur 
ajoute totale peut, dans certains cas, être moindre que 
Ia valeur ajoutée par activité manufacturière lorsque 
les dépenses associées a Vactivit6 non manufacturière 
sont plus 6levdes que les recettes dcoulant de celle-
ci ou en raison d'une diminution des stocks de mar-
chandises non fabriques par l'établissement surpas-
sant la majoration sur la vente de ces marchandises. 
On dsigne parfois "valeur ajoute" du terme produc-
tion nette. Toutefois, pour en arriver au concept de 
production nette ou produit intérieur brut au coOt des 
facteurs dans le cadre des comptes nationaux, ii fau-
drait soustraire en plus les frais de publicité, d'assu-
rances et autres frais commerciaux, qui ne sont pas 
relevs lots du recensement annuel des manufactures. 
Les chiffres de la "valeur ajoutée" dans le cas des 
industries primaires, de la fabrication et de la cons-
truction sont publiés dans la publication du B.F.S.
