These reports 
contain quantities and values of products shipped by 
the individual industry (published earlier than in 
the comprehensive report, "Products Shipped by Canadian 
Manufacturers", listed above), materials used, break-
downs by size of establishment, lists (for most 
industries) of establishments and other detail not 
given elsewhere. A list of these industry reports may 
be obtained by requesting the Bureau's Subscription 
Order Form, available without charge from the Informa-
tion Division, Dominion Bureau of Statistics, Ottawa, 
Ontario.

':.,, no'-ible features of the year 1964 
manufacturing economy of British 

LoluinbL3 were expansion of the pulp and 
paper industry's capacity and markets, a 
stimulus to lumber shipments from increased 
residential construction in Canada and the 
United Kingdom, associated with a slightly 
lower share for imported lumber in the U.S. 
market, buoyant demand for the products of 
the primary metal industries and the support 
afforded a number of small industries by in-
creases in capital investment activity and 
in over-all employment in the province. 

The value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture by British Columbia manufacturers 
rose by 10.8 p.c. over the previous year to 
a record $2,574,000,000. This compares with 
an average annual rate of increase of 9.9 
p.c. for the 1961-1964 period and 6.7 p.c. 
for the 1946-1964 period; it was the seventh 
highest year-to-year percentage increase of 
the latter period. The dollar total is some-
what more than double the 1950 figure. 

Value added by manufacture amounted to 
:1,136,000,000, an increase of 7.9 p.c. over 
1963. Wages paid to production workers and 
r1ated workers in manufacturing activity 

ached $412,000,000, up 9.5 p.c. from the 
previous year. At the level of total activi-
ty, including non-manufacturing activities, 
total value added was $1,171,000,000, up 7.9 
p.c.; total salaries and wages were 
$590,000,000, up 9.0 p.c. 

The number of production workers in 
manufacturing activity reached 83,676, rising 
4.5 p.c. over the previous year; the total 
number of employees in all activities rose 
to 113,250, 3.8 p.c. more than in 1963. 

Indus try Developments 

Some highlights of developments in the 
nine industry groups making the largest 
contributions to the increase in employment 
in 1964 are given below, in descending order 
of their absolute increase in number of 
employees. The percentage increase of total 
employees in 1964 over 1963 is shown in 
brackets. (For a complete list of percentage 
changes in total employees and other selected 
principal statistics by industry group, see 
.ible 3.) These nine industry groups had a 
umbined increase in employees equal to 97 
p.c. of the net increase in total employees 
ft the manufacturing industries of the 
Province; they employed 82.3 p.c. of the

Parmi lea aspects marquants de l'économie 
manufacturière de la Colombie-Britannique, en 
1964, signalons l'accroissement de la capacité de 
l'industrie des pates et papier et l'expansion de 
sea marches, l'augmentation des expeditions de 
bois d'oeuvre a cause de l'accélération du rythme 
de la construction domiciliaire au Canada et au 
Royaume-Uni et malgré une baisse légère de la 
part canadienne du marché américain d'importatiom 
de bois d'oeuvre, la vigueur de la demande des 
produits des industries des métaux (formes pri-
maires) et Pappui apporté a un certain nouibre de 
petites industries, grace a l'accroissement des 
mises de fonds et de l'emploi dana la province. 

La valeur des expeditions de biens fabriques 
sur place en Colombie-Britannique s'est accrue de 
10.8 p.  100 par rapport a l'année précédente pour 
atteindre le sonmet de 2,574 mIllions de dollars. 
Pour fins de comparaison, mentionnons que le taux 
amnuel moyen d'augmentation a été 9.9 p.  100, de 
1961 a 1964, et 6.7 p.  100, de 1946 a 1964; Ia 
hausse de 1964 Se place au septime rang parmi lea 
augmentations d'année en année enregistrées depuis 
1946. La valeur monétaire a un peu plus que double 
depuis 1950. 

La valeur ajoutée par Is fabrication s'est 
établie a 1,136 millions de dollars, hausse de 
7.9 p.  100 par rapport a 1963. Lea salaires verses 
aux travailleurs a la production et aux autres 
travailleurs assimilés participant a l'activité 
manufacturière on totalisé 412 millions, soit 
9.5 p.  100 de plus que l'année precédente. Au 
niveau de l'activité totals, y compris l'activité 
non manufacturière, Ia plus-value globale a atteint 
1,171 millions de dollars (+7.9 p.  100); la rémuné-
ration globale a éte de 590 millions (+9 p.  100). 

Le noinbre de travailleurs a la production 
dams l'activité manufacturière s'est établi a 
83,676, soit 4.5 p. 100 de plus que l'année précé-
dente; le nombre total d'employés dams toutes las 
spheres d'activité (113,250) s'est accru de 3.8

Evolution des industries

Paper and allied industries (7.4 p.c.): This 
group's employment gain once again ex-
ceeded that of the same group for Canada 
(which showed only a 4.7 p.c. increase). 
Pulp and paper mills dominated the B.C. 
increase; their total employment rose 
8.0 p.c. (compared with a 4.1 p.c. in-
crease for this industry for Canada). 
Newsprint shipments reported to the Census 
of Manufactures are confidential for this 
Province, but trade information indicates 
a sizeable increase in newsprint capacity 
in British Columbia in 1964, accompanied 
by buoyant demand for newsprint in the 
western United States. A slight depression 
in the 1963 growth rate of pulp and paper 
mill employment, linked to special factors 
affecting some mills, was regained. 

Papier et produits connexes (7.4 p. 100): Une fois 
de plus, ce groupe d'industries a r6alis6 en 
Colombie-Britannique un accroissement d'effectif 
plus fort que dans l'ensemble du Canada, oCt la 
hausse na atteint que 4.7 p.  100. L'industrie 
des pates et papier a connu le gain le plus con-

p. 100 pour l'ensemble du pays. Les données sur 
les expeditions de papier-journal par les fabri-

Produits métalligues (12.2 p. 100): A cause d'une 
forte variation cyclique et vu qu'une bonne partle 
de sa production eat axde sur Is formation de 
capital fixe, l'emploi dans ce groupe d'industri 
s'est établi, en 1964, a un palier de 36.4 p. 10 
plus élevé que celui de 1961. Le nombre d'em-
ployes de toutes les industries qui composent cc 
groupe s'est accru en 1964, les hausses variant 
de 3.4 p. 100 dams les produits métalliques 
d'architecture et d'ornement a 41.2 p.  100 dams 
lea manufactures de quincaillerie, d'outils et 
de coutellerie. 

Bois (1.9 p.  100): A cause de circonstances patti-
culières, lapport de l'importation au marché 
américain du bois a diminué en 1964; en outre, 
le nombre de mises en chantier de logements aux 
tats-Unis a diminué. Néanmoins, l'accélération 

du rythme de Ia construction domiciliaire au 
Canada et au Royaunie-Uni, en 1964, a éte très 
profitable aux scieries et aux ateliers de rabo-
tage de la Colombie-Britannique. La faible 
augmentation marquee en 1964 par le noinbre d'em-
ployés de l'industrie du bois rdsulte en grande 
partie d'une amelioration des rnéthodes de décla-
ration dont a découlé le report, des industries 
manufacturières a celle de l'abattage, dun 
certain nombre de travailleurs forestiers. 
L'emploi dams les fabriques de placage et contre-
plaque s'est accru de 7.7 p.  100. 

Metal fabricating industries (12.2 p.c.): 
Subject to pronounced cyclical variation 
and containing much production which is 
responsive to the level of fixed capital 
formation, this industry group in 1964 in-
creased its employment to a level 36.4 p.c. 
greater than 1961. All individual metal 
fabricating industries expanded their em-
ployment in 1964, the increments ranging 
from 3.4 p.c. for the ornamental and archi-
tectural metal industry to 41.2 p.c. for 
the hardware, tool and cutlery industry. 

Wood industries (1.9 p.c.): The import share 
of the U.S. lumber market declined in 1964 
because of special circumstances; also, the 
number of new housing units started in the 
U.S. declined. However, increases in resi-
dential construction in Canada and the 
United Kingdom substantially benefitted 
B.C. sawmills and planing mills in 1964. 
The low increase in wood industries' em-
ployees in 1964 was heavily influenced by 
improved reporting procedures which re-
sulted in the transfer of a number of 
loggers from the manufacturing industries 
to the logging industry. Employment of 
veneer and plywood mills rose 7.7 p.c.

Machinery industries (14.8 p.c.): The 1964 
increase brings total employees to a level 
51.9 p.c. above 1961. Employment in this 
industry group declined every year but one 
between 1957 and 1961, but has increased 
substantially every year since then. The 
miscellaneous machinery manufacturers 
classification dominates this industry 
group; much of that industry's output is 
oriented toward the needs of the Province's 
natural resource based industries. Its 
employees increased 16.3 p.c. in 1964 
(and its shipments of goods of own manu-
facture 35.2 p.c.).

Employ-
ees of concrete products manufacturers in-
creased 14.2 p.c., of ready-mix concrete 
manufacturers, 27.5 p.c. (Ready-mix con-
crete manufacturers expanded their employ-
ment by 55.7 p.c. between 1961 and 1964,) 

The only industry group to show a de-
crease in total employees in 1964, the 
transportation equipment industries, was 
influenced by strikes in the shipbuilding 
and repair industry.

CONCEPTS ET DEFINITIONS 

Recensement de! manufactures 

General 
The Census of Manufactures is an annual mail 

survey covering Canada's Manufacturing Industries. 
It is based on the Standard Classification of Indus-
tries and full details concerning the system may 
be found in the Standard Industrial Classification 
manual, Catalogue No. 12-501 which is available 
from the Queen's Printer or the Dominion Bureau 
of Statistics. In summary, the Classification as it 
relates to the manufacturing industries provides 
for a breakdown into 140 industries arranged in 
20 major industry groups. Of the 140 (3 digit) indus-
tries, 18 are further broken down into 56 (4 digit) 
sub classes. At the Canada level, principal statis-
tics are collected and compiled for 176 separate 
industries. They cannot all be published separately 
by province, however, because of the confidential 
nature of the data in certain provinces. 

The reporting unit for the Census is designated 
us the establishment (see definition of "Establish-
ment" in following section) and a return is requested 
from every establishment classified to a manufac-
turing industry. Although respondents are required 
to submit reports covering the calendar year, 
financial year reports other than the calendar year 
are accepted in instances where respondents find 
it impossible to supply calendar year data from 
accounting records. When an establishment is 
operated for only part of a year a report is required 
covering the period of operation. 

There are four different questionnaires used 
in the Census of Manufactures; (a) short form 
(b) long form (c) head office questionnaire and 
(d) commodity questionnaire. The short and long 
forms are used to obtain principal statistics and 
commodities shipped from establishments classified 
to manufacturing industries and differ only in the 
amount of detail requested. The short form is a 
single-sheet questionnaire sent to small manu-
facturers generally reporting shipments of less than 
$100,000; this cut-off, however, varies somewhat 
between industries. The head office questionnaire 
is generally used for company head offices and/or 
auxiliary units separately located from the manu-
facturing establishment(s), (see following notes on 
Head offices and auxiliary units). The Commodity 
questionnaire is used to survey certain establish-
ments which are coded (on the basis of their principal 
activity) to industries other than manufacturing in 
the Standard Industrial Classification system, but 
which undertake some manufacturing as a subsidiary 
activity. This single-sheet questionnaire is designed 
to collect information on the quantity and value of

The results of the Census are presetitcu in 
some 140 publications. In addition to these annual 
industry publications there are annual sunimary 
reports for Canada and the provinces and special 
reports giving principal statistics by detailed 
geographic areas, by type of ownership and size 
of establishment. A special annual report covering 
the shipments of all manufactured commodities 
arranged in alphabetical order is also published. 

Since 1960 the following major changes have 
been implemented in the Census of Manufactures: 
(a) a revised Standard Industrial Classification 
(b) a new establishment definition and (C) an ex-
tension of the establishment definition to cover the 
non-manufacturing 	activities 	of manufacturing 
establishments. The statistics presented in the 
various 1963 reports reflect the complete imple-
mentation of these changes and enable comparisons 
to be made with the years 1961 and 1962. For a 
complete description of the procedures followed 
in establishing the revised series, reference should 
be made to the Explanatory Notes included in the 
1960, 1961 and 1962 industry publications. The 
statistical framework within which the Census of 
Manufactures is now carried out is based on the 
following concepts and definitions which have 
been developed as part of a general programme to 
achieve a fully integrated system of economic 
statistics.

Establishment 
A manufacturing establishment is typically a 

factory, mill or plant principally engaged in manu-
facturing activities. The majority of such establish-
ments are firms but many firms have more than one 
establishment. Such firms are requested to submit 
a separate Census of Manufactures report for each 
manufacturing establishment which can meet the 
reporting requirements embodied in the following 
definition of the "establishment": 

"The smallest unit which is a separate operating 
entity capable of reporting the following principal 
statistics: 

Materials and supplies used 
Goods purchased for resale as such 

Fuel and power consumed 
Number of employees and salaries and wages 
Man-hours worked and paid 
Inventories 
Shipments or sales,"

Each establishment is required to report on all 
activities carried out within it's accounting 

•undaries (except income from investments such as 
t, interest and dividends) and data on the 
ferent activities (manufacturing, trading in goods 

';t of own manufacture, construction by own labour 
k)rce, revenue from services, etc.) are requested to 
be reported separately. It should he noted that the 
statistics. for separate activities are not cnmpletely 
consistent since some respondents cannot distin-
guish, in their records, materials, shipments and 
inventories relating solely to their own manufac-
turing activities. For example, inventory of goods 
purchased for re-sale may not be distinguishable 
from inventory of own manufactured goods. Complete 
consistency, therefore, can be obtained only at the 
"all operations" (total activity) level and for 
studies or statistical measures requiring accurate 
coordinated data, the "total" statistics should be 
used. 

The number of establishments represents the 
number of operating units that are principally engaged 
in the activities of the manufacturing industries to 
which they have been classified. These units do not 
necessarily represent the total number engaged in 
the production of a commodity mainly produced in a 
certain industry. Some commodities are produced 
as secondary products in other manufacturing and 
non-manufacturing industries. It should be noted 
that head offices and auxiliary units which are 
surveyed separately are not included in the estab-
lishment count, (see following notes on head offices 
and auxiliary units).

Head Offices and Auxiliary Units 
All head offices and auxiliary units of com-

panies classified to the manufacturing industries 
such as sales offices, administrative offices, ware-
houses, laboratories, etc. are now surveyed as part 
of the Census of Manufactures. 

These head offices and auxiliary units are 
either included in an establishment report or are 
surveyed by means of the head office questionnaire. 
The former is the most common case where a single 
establishment firm has its executive personnel, 
sales office, etc. located at the site of the manu-
facturing plant (establishment). The special head 
office questionnaire is generally used where a 
firm, regardless of the number of establishments, 
has separately located offices or auxiliary units. 
Such offices or units do not constitute establish-
ments within the Census of Manufactures as they 
do not normally generate operational revenues, but 
give rise only to costs of operations (mainly 
salaries and wages) which are automatically 
included In the value of shipments or sales. Although 
not considered as establishments, and hence, not 
included in the "establishment" count for an 
industry, the operational costs are reflecied in

either the "Industry" statistics (3 or 4 digit level) 
or the "Major group" statistics (2 digit level) 
according to the following rules: 

(a) In the case of single establishment firms, 
statistics for separately located offices and units 
are classified to the same industry (3 or 4 digit) 
as the establishment; 

(b) In the case of multi-establishment firms, 
the statistics for such offices and units are coded 
to the same industry as the establishments of the 
firm, when all establishments are in the same 
industry (3 or 4 digit). When establishments of 
such firms are coded (1) to different industries 
within a major group. (2) to industries in different 
major groups or (3) to industries in different divisions 
of the Standard Industrial Classification, then the 
statistics are included in the major group totals 
(2 digit level) in which the major part of the 
company's operations are classified. Although this 
may result in some distortion of major group statis-
tics in the case of (2) and (3) the statistics at the 
industry (3 or 4 digit) level in all cases will be 
left free of these company-wide data. 

F:rnployees 
(a) Production and related workers - Manufac-

turing activities 

In addition to those engaged in production 
and assembling activities, they include those em-
ployed in storing, inspecting, handling, packing, 
warehousing, etc. They also Include employees 
engaged in maintenance, repair, janitorial and 
watchman services and line supervisors (working 
foremen) engaged in similar work to that of the 
employees they supervise. For those establish-
ments reporting on the "long" form, production 
and related workers engaged In manufacturing 
activity are reported as those receiving pay during 
the last pay period of each month, an average for 
the year being obtained by summing the monthly 
figures and dividing by 12. This procedure is fol-
lowed even though the establishment did not 
operate In all months in order to arrive at equiva-
lent annual full-time employment. The numbers 
are somewhat affected by turnover, in that employ-
ment is overstated when an employee changes 
employment during a pay period. In the case of 
those establishments reporting on the "short" 
form, respondents are requested to report average 
annual figures. The man-hours of production and 
related workers in manufacturing activity represent 
total man-hours paid (total hours at work during 
the calendar year plus hours not worked but never-
theless paid for, such as paid vacations, sick 
leave, statutory holidays, etc.). Data on man-hours 
are not collected from establishments reporting on 
the short form. Man-hours for these establishments 
are estimated on the basis of ratios derived from 
the 1958 census. During this census all establish-
ments reported on the long form. In reporting over-
time hours, respondents are requested to report 
only hours actually at work. It should be noted 
that the division of hours paid into production and

related workers payrolls results in average hourly 
earnings and does not represent hourly wage rates 
which are collected and published by the Depart-
ment of Labour and which are based on selected 
occupations. 

(b) Production and related workers - Non-manu-
facturing activities 

Such employees include those on manufac-
turing establishments' payrolls engaged in activities 
such as construction undertaken for the use of these 
establishments, some outside piece-workers employed 
in certain industries, logging employees who are 
reported as part of a sawmiUing establishment and 
any other production workers who are not engaged 
In manufacturing-type operations. 

(c) Admtnlst.rative and office employees 
This category includes all executive and 

supervisory officials such as presidents, vice-
presidents, comptrollers, secretaries, treasurers, 
etc., together with managers, professional, technical 
and research employees,  superintendents and factory 
supervisors above the line supervisor or working 
foreman level, and clerical staffs. Also included 
are employees in activities such as advertising, 
credit collections, purchasing, personnel, legal, 
medical, etc. It should be noted that prior to 1961 
this category also included working owners and 
partners. Also included in this category are em-
ployees located at head offices or auxiliary units 
separately located from the establishment; these 
are generally included in the figures for the province 
in which they are located according to the rules 
outlined under "Head offices and auxiliary units" 
above. 

(d) Sales and distzlbutlon workers 
This category includes office personnel 

whose salaries are charged to selling expense, 
travelling salesmen, driver salesmen, truckdrivers 
and their helpers, etc. It may also include some 
sales employees  who are reported as part of a 
manufacturing establishment but are not working 
at the establishment's location. These are generally 
broken down by province in cases where more than 
15 employees are involved in any one province. 
The figures exclude persons working on a commis-
sion basis who are not considered regular employees 
of the establishment. 

(e) Total employees 
This total comprises the foregoing categories 

including employees located at separately located 
head offices and auxiliary units. The numbers of 
employees included under categories (b), (C) and (d) 
are reported in the form of annual averages and 
represent as closely as possible full time employ-
ment; adjustments are made when reported figures 
indicate the existence of part time or seasonal 
employment. In all the above categories, figures on 
employment refer to the calendar year whether or not

These are nut now included in the statistics of 
employees and salaries and wages. There is some 
duplication in numbers when a person owns more 
than one establishment and is reported as a working 
owner on each Census return. Withdrawals of working 
owners are defined as amounts withdrawn by owners 
or partners for normal living expenses excluding 
withdrawals for payment of income tax. 

Salanes and Wages 
Salaries and wages refer to gross earnings of 

employees before deductions for income tax and 
employees contributions to social services such as 
sickness, accident and unemployment insurance, 
pensions, etc. They include all salaries, wages. 
bonuses, profits shared with employees, the value 
of room and board where provided, commissions 
(paid to regular employees only) as well as any 
other allowance forming part of the worker's 
earnings. Payments for over-time are included. 
Figures on salaries and wages refer to the calendar 
ye at.

Figures for fuel refer to amounts actually used 
(including fuel used in cars, trucks, locomotives, 
etc.), not to purchases unless the quantities are 
substantially the same. Any fuel and electricity 
produced by establishments for internal consumption 
are not included in the total cost. Vaues represent 
laid down cost at the establishment including freight, 
duty, etc. Although fuel and electricity used is 
considered part of manufacturing activity it should 
be noted that it also includes relatively small 
amounts used in non-manufacturing activities since 
these cannot be reported separately. 

Materials and Supplies 

(a) Manufacturing activities 
Figures represent quantities and laid down 

cost values, at the establishment, of materials, 
supplies and purchased components owned and 
used during the year in manufacturing activities 
and related processes. These statistics represent 
only commodity items or physical goods (cost of 
services or overhead charges such as advertising, 
insurance, depreciation,  etc. are not included) 
whether purchased from others or received as 
transfers (in the form of materials, components or 
semi-processed goods) from other establishments 
of the reporting company. Included are maintenance

Included 
are any finished products received on consignment 
from other countries. 

2. Other materials and supplies used 

Figures represent the cost of materials 
and supplies, if any, used in new construction and 
in the production of machinery and equipment (for 
the use of the reporting establishment) by the estab-
lishments own employees. Included are materials 
used for any capital repairs and alterations carried 
out by the establishment's employees. Amounts 
paid to outside contractors for construction and 
repair work are not included nor is the cost of 
purchased machinery and equipment. Also included 
is the cost of office supplies not chargeable to 
fised assets accounts and the cost of such other 

of materials and supplies used as food, 
'.'erages and supplies for establishment-operated 

Jeterias and lunch counters, first aid and medical 
i:pplies, laboratory supplies, etc. 

Shipments 

(a) General 

The figures represent revenue from all 
production, sales, services and related activities 
of reporting establishments with shipments valued 
in Canadian dollars at the point at which the estab-
lishment relinquishes control. The unsold portion 
at year end of consignment shipments in Canada is 
treated as inventory and not as shipments but all 
shipments to foreign countries for which the form 
813 "Customs Canada Export Entry' has been 
completed, are treated as shipments. 

In those industries where work on principal 
products extends over a relatively long period, 
(Fabricated Structural Metal Industry, Aircraft and 
Parts Manufacturers, Railroad Rolling Stock Industry 
and Shipbuilding and Repair Industry) the value of 
production rather than the value of shipments Is 
recorded. There are certain establishments in other 
industries which also operate on a basis of progress 
payments. For these establishments, shipments are 
also adjusted to work put in place on the basis of 
the net change in progress payments over the year.

Expeditions 

a) Généralités

Dams les industries oü le travail relatif aux 
principaux produits est relativement de longue duree 
(Industrie de la fabrication des éléments de charpente 
mCtallique, Manufacturiers d'avions et d'elements, 
Manufacturiers de materiel roulant de chemin de fer, 
Construction et reparation de navires), la valeur de la 
production plutót que celle des expeditions est inscrite.

(b) Shipments of goods or own manufacture 

These figures represent shipments of goods 
made from own materials either in the reporting 
establishments or by other manufacturers on the 
basis of a charge to the reporting establishments 
for work done. Included are revenue from repair 
and custom work, amounts received in payment for 
work done on materials owned by other establish-
ments and the cost (book value) of any goods 
shipped on a rental basis. 

All products and by-products of own manu-
facture shipped from the establishment are covered, 
including transfer shipments to sales outlets, 
distributing warehouses or to other manufacturing 
plants of the reporting firm, when such units are 
treated as separate establishments. The value of 
shipments are net of returned goods, discounts, 
returns, allowances, sales tax and excise taxes 
and duties, returnable containers and charges for 
outward transportation by common or contract 
carriers. Transportation or delivery expense incurred 
by the reporting establishment's own carriers are 
included. 

Shipments of goods of own manufacture of 
establishments which are coded to some other 
division of the Standard Industrial Classification 
(on the basis of principal activity) but which are 
engaged in manufacturing as a subsidiary activity 
are collected by means of tne Commodity question-
naire referred to earlier. Such shipments together 
with shipments of goods of own manufacture of 
establishments forming the universe of rnanufac-
turing indistries are compiled and recorded in the 
various industry publications. 

(C) Shipments of goods not of own manufacture 
These figures represent the net selling value 

at establishment (net of discounts, returns, allow-
ances, sales taxes and excise duties and taxes and 
transportation charges by common or contract 
carriers) of all products or materials (including 
products transferred from other establishments of 
the reporting firm) sold as such in the same condi-
tion as purchased or received as transfers. For 
those industries which ship such goods on a rental 
basis, the value of shipments represents the book 
value of these goods. All sales of consignment 
goods from other countries are included. 

(d) Other revenue 
Figures represent the book value of fixed 

assets, if any, (new construction and machinery and 
equipment including major repairs, alterations, 
additions, modifications, Installation and assembly 
work) produced during the year for the use of 
reporting establishments by the establishment's 
own employees  and for which depreciation accounts 
are maintained. Included also are any revenues from 
the sale of electricity and from any operations

for rental (the book value of such goods are included 
as part of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
or shipments of goods not of own manufacture), 
servicing revenues, commissions on sales (when 
not included in value of sales), revenue for company-
operated cafeterias and lunch counters and revenue 
from outside installation or construction work not 
related to the establishment's own products, sale 
of used materials (excluding sale of used fixed 
assets) research and development work, etc. As 
mentioned previously the figures do not include 
non-operating revenue such as rent, dividends, 
interest. etc. 

Inventories 

(a) Manufacturing activities 
Values represent the book values of manu-

facturing inventory owned in Canada. Inventories 
held for which progress payments have been received 
are not included. Where progress payment accounts 
are maintained, the change in these accounts is 
treated as a net adjustment to shipments. Figures 
consist of inventory owned at the plant and at ware-
houses or selling outlets which are treated as 
extensions of establishments for the purpose of 
reporting shipments. Inventory owned in transit in 
C'anada or on consignment in Canada is included. 
Goods shipped abroad and held in inventory are 
included in shipments. Opening inventories may 
differ from the closing inventories of the previous 
year because of changes in classification, the 
receipt of revised data, the inclusion of new estab-
lishments and the removal of establishments which 
did not operate during the survey year. 

(b) Non-manufacturing activities 
Figures represent the book value of in-

ventory of goods purchased for re-sale as such 
without further processing, owned by the reporting 
establishments and held at plants and at any ware-
houses or selling outlets which are treated as 
extensions of establishments. Other characteristics 
are the same as in (a) above.

(a) By manufacturing activities 

Figures are compiled by deducting the cost 
of manufacturing materials, supplies, etc. and fuel 
and electricity consumed from the (value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture adjusted for 
changes in the value of Inventories of finished 
goods and goods in process). 

(h) By non-manufac turing activities 
The figures are compiled by deducting the

The figures consist of value added by manu-

facturing activities plus value added by non-manu-
facturing activities. This total value added figure 
may, in some cases, be less than value added by 
manufacturing activities as a result of expenditures 
associated with non-manufacturing exceeding re-
venues from such activities or because of a de-
crease in inventory of goods not of own manufacture 
exceeding the mark-up on the sale of such goods. 
"Value added" is sometimes referred to as net 
output or net production. However, to arrive at the 
National Accounts concept of net production, or 
Gross Domestic Product at "Faccor cost" it would 
be necessary to subtract also the cost of advertis-
ing, insurance and other business expenses which 
are not collected as part of the annual Census of 
Manufactures. "Value added" figures for the pri-
mary industries, manufacturing and construction 
are published in DBS publication Catalogue No. 
61-202, "Survey of Production".
