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The value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture by British Columbia manufacturers 
rose by 9.2 p.c. over the previous year to 
a record $3,064 million. This compares with 
an average annual rate of increase of 9.6 
p.c. for the 1961-1966 period. 

Value added by manufacture amounted to 
$1,347 million an increase of 8.0 p.c. over 
1965. Wages paid to production workers and

Developments in the manufacturing in-
dustries of British Columbia in 1966 included 
a large increase in employment in the paper 
and allied industries, made possible by ex-
pansions in capacity and by demand condi-
tions; a decrease in employment in the 
wood industries, centred in sawmills and 
planing mills; employment increases in fruit 
and vegetable canners and preservers and the 
fish products industries, as well as a num-
ber of secondary manufacturing industries. 

Les changements survenus en 1966 dans les 
industries manufacturiCres de la Colombie-

tation des effectifs de l'industrie du papier et 
des produits connexes, suscitée par l'expansion de

L'augmentation proportionnelle de l'ensemble 
des effectifs a ate a peu prés la mme que le taux 
annuel moyen d'augmentation pour 1961-1966 dana 
toutes lea industries manufacturiares de la pro-
vince.

The number of production workers in 
manufacturing activity reached 92,197 rising 
3.6 p.c. over the previous year; the total 
number of employees in all activities rose 
to 124,571, 4.0 p.c. more than in 1965. 

This percentage increase in total em-
ployees was approximately the same as the 
1961-1966 average annual growth rate for all 
manufacturing industries in the province. 
The following all-manufacturing industries 
table shows annual growth rates of employees 
in British Columbia calculated by the least 
squares of logarithms method for all combi-
nations of years in the 1961-1966 period:

Among industry groups, the two largest 
numerical increases in employment in 1965-
1966, in the paper and allied industries and 
the food and beverage industries, together 
equalled one-half of the net increase in 
employees in all manufacturing industries in 
the province. 

Pulp and paper mills were responsible 
for most of the increase in employment in the 
paper and allied industries; their shipments 
of both wood pulp and of basic paper rose 9 
p.c. in volume over 1965. The large decrease 
in employees of sawmills and planing mills 
was heavily concentrated in the lower and 
middle ranges of the establishment size dis-
tribution, where the number of establishments 
also declined; changing mirkets and techno-
logy have continued to promote the elimina-
tion or consolidation of mills. Monthly 
shipments of lumber were affected by a de-
cline in North American housing starts during 
1966, but the annual total also reflected 
strength in shipments in the first half of 
the year. 

A favourable year for fruit growing 
resulted in increased employment by fruit 
and vegetable canners and preservers; an ex-
ceptionally good salmon catch led to a high-
er level of activity for the fish products 
industry.

La diminution considerable des 
effectifs des scieries et des ateliers de rabotagc 
S 'eat fortement concentrée dans les établiseements 
de petite taille et de taille moyenne, dont le 
nombre a aussi diminué; l'évolution du tnarché et 
des techniques a continue de provoquer 1 'éli.mina-
tion ou la consolidation des ateliers. Las expC-
ditions inensuelles de bois d'oeuvre ont subi le 
contrecoup de la diminution des mises en chantier 
dans La construction domiciiiaire en Aniérique du 
Nord en 1966; par contre, le chiffre de l'annde a 
aussi exprimd la fermeté des expeditions pendant 
le premier semestre. 

L'année a eté favorable a la culture fruit-
ière; lea effectifs de l'industrie de La conserva-
tion et de la preparation des fruits et legumes 
ont donc augmenté; la prise de satanon exception-
nellement bonne en 1966, a haussé le niveau d'acti-
vité de l'industrie du poisson.

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British Columbia's Position in Manufact 

British Columbia is Canada's third 
largest manufacturing province; establish-
ments located there reported 8.2 p.c. of all 
value added by manufacture in the manufac-
turing industries in 1966. The province ac-
counted for 97.3 p.c. of value added by 
manufacture in shingle mills; 63.5 p.c., in 
sawmills and planing mills; 61.5 p.c., in 
veneer and plywood mills; 33.1 p.c., in the 
fish products industry; 20.5 p.c., in pulp 
and paper mills; 20.2 p.c., in the ship-
building and repair industry; 10.0 p.c., in 
fruit and vegetable canners and preservers.

Wages of manufacturing production 
workers averaged $2.74 per man-hour paid in 
1966, compared with $2.56 in 1965 and an all-
Canada figure of $2.23 for 1966. Salaries 
and wages paid to all employees of British 
Columbia's manufacturing industries averaged 
$5,868, the highest of any province; this 
compares with $5,508, the year before and 
an all-Canada figure of $5,283 for 1966.
