Notes on "Concepts and Definitions" 
omitted from this report for reasons of econ-
xny may be obtained from the Manufacturing 
and Primary Industries Division of the Bureau 
upon request. These are essentially the same 
as those published in 1965 reports of this 
series, but do record the introduction, be-
ginning with the 1966 Census, of use of the 
same reporting year for all employee data as 
for other data. Previously, respondents bas-
ing their returns on a financial year differ-
ing from the calendar year were requested to 
report employee data for the calendar year 
(the preferred period for all data under both 
sets of reporting instructions).

ITISH COLUMBIA - HIGHLIGRTS OF 1967 

r,rs affecting the manufacturing industries 
~ii cish Columbia in 1967 included a slightly 

cal1er North Anerican demand for lumber coupled with 
continuing structural changes in the provinces 
sawmills and planing mills industry; production from 
new capacity in the provinces pulp and paper mills; a 
slackening of demand for zinc and lead arising from a 
lower level of output in the durable goods industries 
of the United States and Canada; and various other 
developments, such as a smaller tree fruit crop and a 
decline from the 1966 volume of seafish landing. 
Although total capital expenditures for British 
Columbia by all sectors of business and government, 
rose over their 1966 level, some types of expenditures 
declined and there was a lower level of activity in 
some durable goods industries serving such construction 
or equipment markets. 

An over-all decline of 2,4 p.c. in total employ-
ees of British Columbia's manufacturing industries was 
the first decline in the 1961-1967 period and compares 
with an average annual rate of increase(i) of 3.3 p.c. 
for the entire period. The number of production and 
related workers is manufacturing activity declined by 
3,072 or 3.3 p.c. from 1966 to a 1967 total of 89,125. 
Table A shows the annual growth rates of employees of 
the manufacturing industries of British Columbis for 
the period 1961-1967.

The value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture by British Columbia manufacturers rose by 4.1 p.c 
over the previoua year to a level of $3,190 million. 
This compares with an average annual rate of increase 
of 9.0 p.c. for the 1961-1967 period.

Value added by manufacture amounted to $1,398 
million, an increase of 3.8 p.c. over 1966. Wages 
paid to production and related workers in manufac-
turing activity reached $532 million, increasing 4.1 
p.c. from the previous year. At the level of total 
activity, including non-manufacturing activity, value 
added was $1,431 million, up 3.6 p.c.; total salaries 
and wages were $769 million, an increase of 5.2 p.c. 

Capital expenditures by the province's manufac-
turing industries totalled $293.1 million in 1967, 
compared with $397.3 million in 1966. Of 1967 expen-
ditures, $65.3 million were for construction and 
$227.8 million for machinery and equipment; theae 
compare with $93.7 million and $303.6 million, 
respectively, for these purposes in 1966(1). 

Strikes and lock-outs in British Columbia's 
manufacturing industries numbered 17 in 1967, 
directly involving 7,568 workers for a total duration 
of 306,920 man-days, according to the Canada Depart 
ment of Labour. This represented an increase over 10 
such work stoppages in 1966 which had directly 
involved 2,115 workers for a duration of 42,080 man-
days(2). The increase in man-days duration was 
largely accounted for by work stoppages in interior 
lumbering firma. 

Industry Developments 

Of 16 industry groups which reported manufactu-
ring activity in the province and for which data were 
not coiifidentiel, 11 showed lower employment in 1967 
than in 1966 and five showed increases. Table B stmmia-
rizes 1967 employment changes in industry groups and 
industries with increases or decreases of 150 or more 
employees from 1966 (in instances where data for one 
or both years are not canfidentiel). The paper and 
allied industries accounted for the only sizable 
numerical increase in employment over 1966. This 
major group has been the largest source of employment 
growth in the province's manufacturing industries in 
recent years; its 1967 employment was 46.3 p.c. higher 
than that of 1961 and it accounted for 29 p.c. of the 
net increase in employment in all British Columbia's 
manufacturing industries in the 1961-1967 period. 

By comparison, the wood industries showed a 
decrease in employment in 1967 from 1966, and an 
increase of only 2.5 p.c. over the same industry 
group's 1961 employment. The 1967 employment decrease 
was again mostly in the interior region's sawmills 
and planing mills. This industry in British Columbia 
has been affected in recent years by rapidly rising 
productivity accompanying widespread technological 
change. This has also been reflected in a marked 
decline in the number of establishments; there were 
967 establishments in this industry in the province in 
the 1961 revised data, but only 518 in 1967. The value 
of new construction for British Columbia pulp and 
paper mills declined substantially in 1967 from 1966; 
lower employment in the fabricated structural metal 
industry in 1967 as compared with 1966 has been a 
attributed to this, with, presumably, some similar 
effects on some other British Columbia manufacturing 
industries.

Ii faut attribuer 8 cette province 97.7 p.  100 
de la valeur ajoutée par la fabrication dana les moulins 8 
bardeaux, 63.0 p. 100 dens les scieries et ateliers de rabo-
tage, 64.6 p.  100 dana lea fabriques de placages et contra- 
plaques, 33.3 p.  100 dana l'industrie dci poisson, 21.6 p.  100 
dana les names de ptes at papiers, 24.0 p.  100 dens Is 
construction at preparation de navires at 9.6 P.  100 dens lea 
conserves at preparations do fruits at do legumes. 

In general the growth of the province's resource-
based industries and heavy capital expenditures pro-
graimnes, both in these industries and in the province 
generally, have been favourable to the expansion of 
certain durable goods industries. Employment in the 
metal fabricating industries in 1967 was 59.4 p.c. grea-
ter than in 1961; in the machinery industries, 68.8 
p.c. greater; and in the electrical products indus-
tries, 95.5 p.c. greater. These three industry groups 
together with the transportation equipment industries 
accounted for about 40 p.c. of the net increase in 
employment in all British Columbia's manufacturing indus-
tries in the 1961-1967 period, although the same group 
still accounted for only 16.6 p.c. of manufacturing 
industry employment in 1967. The number of establish-
ments in these four industry groups increased by 120 
during the 1961-1967 period. 

British Columbia's Position in Manufacturing 

British Columbia's share of some selected statis-
tics of manufacturing industries in 1967, with the 
relevant totals for the Province, are given in Table C. 

The province is Canada's third largest manufac-
turing province; establishments located there reported 
8.2 p.c. of all value added by manufacture in the manu-
facturing industries in 1967. The province accounted 
for 97.7 p.c. of value added by manufacture in shingle 
mills; 63.0 p.c. in sawmills and planing mills; 64.6 
p.c. in veneer and plywood mills; 33.3 p.c. in the 
fish products industry; 21.6 p.c. in pulp and paper 
mills; 24.0 p.c. in shipbuilding and repair; and 9.6 
p.c. in fruit and vegetable canners and preservers.

Average Earnings 

Wages of manufacturing production and related 
workers averaged $2.93 per man-hour paid in 1967, com-
pared wiih $2.74 in 1966 and an all-Canada figure of 
$2.37 for 1967. Salaries and wages paid to all em-
ployees in British Columbia's manufacturing industries 
averaged $6,327, the highest of any province; this com-
pares with $5,868 the year before and an all-Canada 
figure of $5,599 for 1967.
