The improved economic situation In Canada and the 
ted States during 1968 was reflected in the increased 

Lpments of goods of own manufacture by the establish-

Justries. The most noticable increase was in the 
ue of shipments of goods of own manufacture by the 

cstablishments in the wood industries group which 
increased their shipments by $206 million or 22.8% from 
their 1967 values. 

The value of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
achieved a level 84,2% above its 1961 value, reaching 
$3,550 million during 1968. This was an increase of 
11.3% over 1967 and compares with an average annual rate 
of increase(l) of 8.9% for the 1911-1968 period. This 
increase over 1967 values was the highest rate recorded 
by any of the ten provinces. 

Value added by manufacturing activity amounted to 
$1,575 million, an increase of 12.77. over 1967, the 
highest rate of increase recorded by any province. 
Wages paid to production and related workers in manufac-
turing activity of the manufacturing industries of 
British Columbia reached $574 million, up 7.9% from the 
previous year. At the level of total activity, inclu-
ding non-manufacturing activity, total value added was 
$1,616 million, up 12.9%; total salaries and wages were 
$827 million, up 7.5%.

The increase in the number of production and rela-
ted workers engaged in manufacturing activity which oc-
cured in the 1967-1968 period was a nominal 143 emplo-
yees, this was however, a reversal of the decrease which 
took place in the 1966-1967 period. The administrative, 
office and other non-manufacturing employees in the pro-
vince's manufacturing industries decreased slightly for 
the first time in the 1961-1968 period resulting in a 
total decrease of 104 employees from the corresponding

British Columbia in 1968 was Canada's third 
largest manufacturing province, accounting for 8.6% of 
all value added by manufacturing activity by Canada's 
manufacturing industries. The province accounted for 
97.6% of value added by manufacture in shingle mills; 
68.4% in sawmills and planing mills; 66.37, in veneer 
and plywood mills: 30.07, in fish products industry; 
26.8% in boatbuilding and repair; 24.17, in wineries; 
22.8% in pulp and paper mills; 18.7% in shipbuilding 
and repair; and 15.57, in sash, door and other mitlwork 
plants.

Value added by manufacturing activity averaged 
$785 per capita of population in British Columbia in 
1968; this is the third highest of any Canadian prov-
ince and compares with the Canadian average of $884. 
Salaries and wages paid to all British Columbia 
employees in manufacturing averaged $6,804, the highest 
in all of Canada, and compared with $6,327 the year 
before and an all-Canada figure of $6,031 for 1968. 
This increase of 7.57. from 1967 is well above the 
average annual rate of increase of 5.97, for British 
Columbia in the 1961-1968 period. 

Industry developments 

Eight of the 20 industry groups in British 
Columbia recorded increased employment in 1968; with 
the major portion (41.67.) of the increases in these 
groups being in the wood industries group. The 
remaining 12 industry groups recorded a decrease in 
employees of 1,838 from their 1967 levels; for these 
groups, 32.7% of their decrease was in the transpor-
tation equipment industries, with another 32.57, being 
accounted for by the primary metal industries and 
metal fabricating industries. In the eight durable 
goods industry groups, four had employment increases 
totalling 1,186 employees, while the remaining four 
decreased by 1,379 employees or equalled 75% of the 
decreases recorded by the 12 individual industry groups 
in British Columbia from 1967 to 1968.

'ee changes of 100 or more (in instances where data 
one or both years are not confidential). 

The wood industries of British Columbia are 
strongly affected by the export markets for lumber: 
during 1968 exports of lumber increased moderately in 
quantity due mainly to increased exports to the United 
States (up 14.1%) even though exports to other coun-
tries declined (8.87.) during the year. Employment in 
the wood industries reflected the increased demand and 
increased by 1.97,; lead by an increase of 846 employees 
in the shingle mills and in the sawmills and planing 
mills industries. Although employment in sawmills and 
planing mills was up over 1967, the downward trend in 
the number of sawmills and planing mills continued, 
declining another 9.0% from its 1967 level; this de-
crease was slightly less than the average annual rate 
of change of - 10.1% which has been recorded in the 
province since 1961. 

The supply-demand situation caused the price of 
lumber to rise sharply, contributing heavily to the 
over-all rise in the all-industry value of shipments 
of goods of own manufacture in British Columbia as a 
whole. The industry selling price index for sawmills 
and planing mills for Canada as a whole increased 
16.7% over 1967; the selling price index for Douglas 
fir softwoods, a British Columbia speciality, increased 
23.0%. 

During 1968 the manufacturing industries of 
British Columbia lost 408,020 man-days through strikes 
and lockouts(l) or about 1.600 man-years as compared 
to 306,920 man-days or 1,200 man-years in 1967. In 

wood industries, strikes and lockouts which started 
1967 continued well into 1968 and affected the 
tCions of several lumber companies. 

The decline in expenditures on new construction 
in British Columbia during 1968 affected a number 
nufacturing industries located in the province. 

tLiough new building construction was 5.37, higher 
than in 1967, new engineering construction was down 
12.7% (in current dollar terms) for the sane period. 

The decline in employment in shipbuilding and 
repair follows the national trend where the level of 
orders has reduced employment in the induetry. Due to 
a large increase in the landings of salmon during 1968 
another largely maritime industry, the fish products 
industry, recorded a substantial employment increase 
in 1968. 

Industry fluctations are subject to the effects, 
generally minor, of reclassification of establishments. 
No attempt is made in this analysis to take into ac-
count any effect upon employment of changing 
productivity. 

Historical Data 

Data of certain industries were revised or af-
fected by classification changes for the years 1961
1963 at the time of issuance of results of the 1964 
Census of Manufactures. Users making historical 
comparison, should, therefore, use 1961-1963 data from 
the 1964 reports of this series rather than from the 
reports for the three earlier years. (Also, in the 
1966 Census S.I.C. 3993 was discontinued and included 
in S.I.C. 3999).

In each case, the three-digit classification which 
comprised the respective four-digit industries remains 
in the Standard Industrial Classification. Thus, 
S.I.C. 101, Slaughtering and meat processors, is conti-
nued; as is S.I.C. 139, Miscellaneous food industries. 

Concepts and Definitions 

In tables of principal statistics in this report 
and in individual industry reports it has been custo-
mary to show value of production in place of value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture for four indus-
tries: SIC 302, Fabricated structural metal industry; 
SIC 321, Aircraft and parts manufacturers; SIC 326, 
Railroad rolling stock industry; and SIC 327, Shipbuil-
ding and repair industry. This definition of production 
has in the past differed slightly from the standard 
definition of gross output in manufacturing activity, 
in that the net change in inventories of finished goods 
was not included. Beginning with 1968 data, the value 
of production shown in place of value of shipments of 
goods of own manufacture for these industries is inclu-
sive of the net change in inventories of finished goods. 
Accordingly, the 1968 value of production shown is iden-
tical with gross output in manufacturing activity, that 
is, the stan of: Cost of fuel and electricity; Cost of 
materials and supplies used in manufacturing activity; 
and Value added in manufacturing activity. Cross out-
put in manufacturing activity may be calculated for 
earlier years by such a sunination, but is also shown 
directly in supplementary tables in the four relevant 
industry reports for 1961 through 1966. 

Notes on "Concepts and Definitions" omitted from 
this report for reasons of economy may be obtained from 
the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of 
the Bureau upon request. These are essentially the same 
as those published in 1965 reports of this series, but 
do record the introduction, beginning with the 1966 
Census, of use of the same reporting year for all 
employee data as for other data. Previously, respon-
dents basing their returns on a financial year differing 
from the calendar year were requested to report employee 
data for the calendar year (the preferred period for all 
data under both sets of reporting instructions). 

Double Counting 

The user is cautioned against adding data from 
Table 7 in a manner resulting in double counting. For 
selected three-digit industries, both the three-digit 
totals and their constituent four-digit totals are 
shown. The principal purpose for this is to make 
more information available within confidentiality 
requirements of the Statistics Act.

Includes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting 
units of same firm, all exports, book value of own products shipped 
on rental basis.
