Lieir value of shipments of gooda of own manufacture 
nd of 1,764 in total employees, led the growth of 
British Columbia's manufacturing industries in 1969. 
In fact, since 1961 these two industry groups have ac-
counted for over one-half of the growth in the value 
of shipments of goods of own manufacture and over one-
third of the growth in employees in the manufacturing 
industries of the province. 

In 1969 the value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture of all manufacturing industries had reached 
a level 103 7. above that of 1961. Their value added 
(total activity) had increased by 101 '/, the number of 
employees by 22 7, and total salaries and wages by 96 1 
during the same period. 

The 1969 value of shipments of goods of own man-
ufacture of $3,918 million was 10.3 7, above the 1968 
level; this change compares with an average annual rate 
of increase(l) of 9.0 7. for the 1961-1969 period. 

Value added by manufacturing activity amounted 
to $1,745 million, an increase of 10.7 '4 over 1968; at 
the level of total activity, including non-manufacturing 
activity, total value added was $1,788 million, an in-
crease of 10.7 7.. Wages paid to production and related 
workers in manufacturing activity reached $647 million, 
up 12.6 7. from the previous year; the salaries and wages 
paid to all employees of the manufacturing industries of 
British Columbia in 1969 was $923 million, up 11.6 Z.

The year-to-year change in 1969 in the number of 
total employees of the manufacturing industries Increased 
4.1 '4, the largest such increase in the province since 
the 1964-1965 period. The 1969 total of 126,469 employ-
ees was 1,5 7, above the 1966 figure which was the pre-
vious high. Table A shows the average annual rates of 
change of employees of the manufacturing industries of 
British Columbia for the period 1961-1969 inclusive. 

British Columbia is Canada's third largest man-
ufacturing province, accounting in 1969 for 8.5 'I, of 
the value of shipments of goods of own manufacture by 
Canada's manufacturing industries. The province's 
shares of some other principal statistics of the man-
ifacturing industries were as given in Table B.

Value added by manufacturing activity averaged 
$847 per capita of population in British Columbia in 
1969; this is the third highest of any Canadian provin-
ce and compares with the Canadian average of $959. Sal-
aries and wages paid to all the province's employees in 
the manufacturing industries averaged $7,298 per employ-
ee, compared with $6,804 the year before, in both years 
the highest for any Canadian province, and an all-Canada 
figure of $6,475 for 1969. This increase of 7.3 7, is 
slightly below that of the two previous periods but 
still above the average annual rate of increase of 6.1 1 
for British Columbia in the 1961-1969 period.

Industry development 

Dominating the growth of the manufacturing indus-
tries in British Columbia since 1961 are two industry 
groups, the Wood industries and the Paper and allied 
industries, which have accounted for 52 '7. of the net 
growth in the value of shipments of goods of own manu-
facture and 37 7. of the net growth in employees. Within 
these groups, three individual industries stand Out, 
Sawmills and planing mills, Veneer and plywood mills and 
Pulp and paper mills, accounting for 47 '7, of the net 
increase in the value of shipments of goods of own manu-
facture and 29 7. of the net increase in employees in 
British Columbia's manufacturing industries since 1961. 

Table C shows the numerical change of employees 
between 1968 and 1969 for those manufacturing Industry 
groups and for individual industries which have employee 
changes of 150 or more (in instances where data for one 
or both years are not confidential). 

With the demand for lumber and shingles falling 
off in the last half of 1969, the performance of both 
Shingle mills and Sawmills and planing mills in British 
Columbia was adversely affected. For the year exports 
of shingles and lumber for all of Canada were down in 
volume from 1968 levels, however the value of each was 
slightly higher. Since the Shingle mills industry of 
Canada is mainly located in British Columbia, the de-
cline in exports was to a large extent responsible for

he decline of 223 employees and the drop in the value 
,f shipments of $1.2 million, even though the industry's 
e11ing price index (at the Canada level) was up 14.4 7. 
from 1968, 

The Sawmills and planing mills industry in British 
Columbia was for the first time in the last few years 
not affected internally by any major strikes or lock-
outs(2). Tighter market conditions however limited the 
growth of the industry during the year. Shipments of 
goods of own manufacture were up 6.1 7., (with the in-
dustry's selling price index at the national level 
rising 4.6 7. over 1968), but value added, total activity. 
declined 3.6 7. from its 1968 level, reflecting a dif-
ferential between material and product price movements. 

Growth of the prefabricated building sector of 
the Sash, door and other millwork plants industry ac-
counted for most of the increase of 194 employees and 
$9.2 million in the value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture in the industry during 1969. 

The growth of the Pulp and paper mills industry 
in British Columbia continued in 1969, with the value 
of shipments of goods of own manufacture increasing 17 7. 
over its 1968 value and employment increasing 4 7.. In-
creased demand for newsprint and expanded capacity dur-
ing the year - one new establishment started operations - 
accounted for much of the increase in the province. At 
the national level, prices of commodities shipped by the 
industry increased 3.2 7. during the year. 

The fish products industry suffered from the low 
catch during the year; sea fish landings were down 35 7 
by volume, with the salmon catch declining 55 7.. The 
landings of salmon during 1969 were the smallest in ton-
age since 1960, the effect of which was that the fish 
rfnict 1: iT1l trvV1w its emplovinenU rdscnd v 717 and 
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hide manufacturers, where shipments of trucks were up 
over the 1968 level, Truck body manufacturers, where 
shipments of non-coesnercial trailer manufacturers were 
above the level of the previous year, and Shipbuilding 
and repair, where a higher level of activity occurred. 

As noted earlier, the effects of strikes and lock-
outs on the manufacturing industries of the province 
during 1969 were not as great as in the previous year. 
The work stoppage which most affected the provinces 
manufacturing industries was in the transportation sec-
tor, where a work stoppage involving the British 
Columbia Maritime Employers Association from Sept. 25th 
to Nov. 8th hampered the shipments of cousnodities from 
west coast ports. 

Many manufacturing industries which are construc-
tion-oriented benefitted from the increased expenditures 
on construction in the province during 1969, when the 
value of total construction(3) increased 14 7, over the 
previous year's level. The largest gain was In the 
area of industrial construction where there was an in-
crease of 66 7. in expenditures, with the new construc-
tion component rising 81 7. over 1968. 

New residential construction in the province rose 
19 7. in value over its 1968 figure; while the actual 
number of housing atarts(4) increased 22 7. to 31,820 
units, cp1etions increased only 1 7. reaching 25,709 
units.

Total capital and repair expenditures(S) in the 
manufacturing industries of British Columbia increased 
38 1 over the previous year to a level of $485 million, 
with the Wood industries and the Paper and allied indus-
tries accounting for 60 7. of this expenditure. 63 7. 
of the increased expenditures over 1968 was for these 
same two industry groups, with the Food and beverage in-
dustries accounting for 5 7.. 

The appearance, disappearance or reclassification 
of a manufacturing establishment in a province may re-
sult in the province 'gaining' or "losing" a manufac-
turing industry. During 1969 the following industries 
were "gained" or "lost" by the province due to the ap-
pearance, disappearance or reclassification of a partic-
ular establishment or establishments; 

Cain - Women's and children's clothing contractors. 
Cain - Miscellaneous clothing industry, n.e.s. 
Cain - Lime manufacturers. 
Loss - Children's clothing factories. 
Loss - Miscellaneous vehicle manufacturers. 
Loss - Manufacturers of household radio and television 

receivers. 

In 1969 a few of the head offices, sales offices 
and auxiliary units which were in 1968 classified at 
the Industry group level were classified to individual 
industries. The effect of this reclassification was in 
most instances minor. Industry fluctuations are subject 
to the effects of reclassification of establishments. 
No attempt is made in this analysis to take into account 
any effect upon employment of changing productivity. 
All values are on the basis of current dollars. 

Historical Data 

Data of certain industries were revised or affect-
ed by classification changes for the years of 1961-1963 
at the time of issuance of the results of the 1964 Cen-
sus of Manufacturers. Users making historical compari-
sons should, therefore, use 1961-1963 data from the 1964 
reports of this series rather than from the reports for 
the three earlier years. 

Also, in the 1966 Census of Manufacturers, S.I.C. 
3993 was discontinued and included in S.I.C. 3999. In 
the 1968 Census the three four-digit industries com-
prising S.I.C. 101 (S.I.C. 1011, 1012 and 1013) were 
discontinued and only the three-digit classification 
continues; likewise, in the same Census the breakdown 
of S.I.C. 139 into S.I.C. 1391 and 1392 was discontinued. 

Beginning with the 1969 Census, S.I.C. 107, Pro-
cess cheese manufacturers, was discontinued and estab-
lishments from that industry have been included in 
S.I.C. 105, Dairy products industry. 

See the 1968 issue of this report for an expla-
nation of a change in the definition of the production 
figure which is published in place of value of shipments 
of goods of own manufacture for S.I.C. 302, 321, 326 
and 327. 

Notes on "Concepts and Definitions" omitted from 
this report for reasons of economy may be obtained from 
the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of 
the bureau upon request. These are essentially the same 
as those published in 1965 reports of this series, but 
do record the introduction, beginning with the 1966 Cen-
sus, of use of the same reporting year for all employee 
data as for other data. Previously, respondents basing 
their return on a financial year differing from the

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EXPLANATORY NOTES 

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or 
'kned inclusions or exclusions which might not be self-evident. De-
i,ild "Concepts and Definitions" are available on request; see "Intro-
,!tion" to this report. 

Establishment. - Smallest operating Unit capable of reporting 
certain specified input and output data;usually a plant or mill. 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity. Generally, 
consumption of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-
company and intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel 
used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture, - Goods 
made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own 
materials, net of discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes 
and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' 
charges for outward transportation (hut not of oWfl carriers' delivery 
expense). Includes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting 
units of same firm, all exports, book value of own products shipped 
on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments are included 
in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and parts 
manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding and 
repair, value of production is shown in place of slnpments in tables on 
principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore valued at 
imputed charge to mine.

Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in 
process and finished goods. less cost of materials and supplies used, 
fuel and electricity. 

(b) Value added, total activity: Consists of ( I ) value added, inanufac-
luring activity and (2) value added, non-manu fact uring activity. 
The latter is calculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs 
from non-manufacturing revenues or output; these commodity 
inputs are net of the change in inventories of goods purchased for 
resale. Non.manufacturing revenues include depreciable llxed assets 
produced by own work force for own use, revenue from product 
rentals, etc.. but exclude non-operating revenue such as real 
property rentals, dividends, interest - 

Employees, salaries and wages. - Salaries and wages are reported 
before deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise 
all man-hours paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well 
as bonuses, commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown. 
production and related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity 
include separately reported loggers, employees on construct ion for own 
use, outside pieceworkers in certain industries. etc. Sales and distribu-
tion employees include all personnel charged to selling expense. certain 
drivers, etc. 

Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units. - Included in 
individual industry if establishments served are all in same industry; 

1 lierwise. coded to major industry group accounting for company's 
iincipal activity. 

Inventories. - Rook value of owned inventory held in Canada, 
iiiiuding goods in transit and on consignment.
