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INTRODUCTION 

1970 Re%ision of the Standard Industrial (lassification 

The basic data lou this report have been coiitpiled 
accrdng to the 1970 revision of the Standard 
Industrial Classification.' All historical comparisons 
with years prior to 1970 are made on the basis of the 
1960 revision of the Standard industrial Classification. 
In addition, a supplementary table (Table 5) shows 
1971 data for industry groups compiled according to 
the 1960 revision of the S.I.C. 

For a fuller explanation of the implementation of 
the 1970 revision of the Standard Industrial 
Classification see the introduction to the 1970 issue of 
this report or the General Review of the Manufacturing 
Industries of Canada, Volume I. 

Short Forms 

As part of a continuing effort to reduce the 
response burden on smaller establishments, the "short 
form" or abbreviated questionnaire which is mailed to 
small establishments were redesigned starting with the 
1970 Census of Manufactures. Changes included: 

a) Replacement of the previous request for the 
cost of materials and supplies used by the 
expense item, "materials, supplies, services, 
etc.". This inclusion of services, which were 
previously excluded, resulted in a significantly 
larger figure in the typical case; however, the 
resulting totals for the short forms in an 
industry are included in tabulations in the 
principal statistics "cost of materials and 
supplies used—manufacturing activity•'. As this 
item is deducted from the value of production 
in calculating value added, the tendency has 
been to decrease value added by manufacturing 
activity for short form respondents. This 
naturally also has a similar effect on value 
added by total activity. (Some analysis of the 
effect of this change on value added is planned 
for Volume II of this report.) 

(b) Omission of the request for the average number 
of employees during the year. Instead, the 
bureau estimated the number of employees 
from the payroll reported on each short-form 
questionnaire. In addition, all such estimated 
employees and the corresponding payroll were

Forinules abrégées 

Afin de poursuivre l'effort visant a réduire le 
fardeau que les declarations imposent aux petits 
établissements, on a repensé Ia conception des "formules 
abrégées" envoyees aux petits établissements, a partir du 
recensement des Manufactures de 1970. Ceschangements 
comprenaient entre autres: 

(a) Le remplacement de I'ancienne question sur Ic 
coUt des matiêres et fournitures utilisées par le 
poste de dépense "matières, fournitures, services, 
etc.". Le fait que l'on ait ainsi inclus les services, 
exclus des formules précédentes, s'est traduit dans 
Ia généralité par un accroissement sensible de ce 
poste de dépense.

(c) Only one revenue item was requested, 
"revenue-exclude interest and dividends 
received". As the amount of non-manufacturing 
revenue in small establishments is not large 
relative to total revenues, all revenue was 
entered into Census results as value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture. This is 
a change from the 1969 short form, which 
requested three revenue items, "total value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture", 
"amount received in payment for work done on 
materials and products owned by other 
establishments", and "all other revenue (except 
rent, interest and dividends)"; the first two 
categories were treated as value of shipments of 
goods of own manufacture in compiling Census 
aggregates. 

(d) Because "materials, supplies and services, etc." 
requested include the cost of fuel and 
electricity purchased, the former practice of 
estimating an amount for short forms to be 
included in the industry aggregates for cost of 
fuel and electricity used was discontinued. This, 
in principle and to a varying extent in practice, 
has the effect of tending to lower the level of 
this input item in relation to the over-all output 
of an industry. 

The respondent's value of shipments in the 
previous year is used as a general guideline for 
determining which respondents should receive the 
"short form", with data needs for adequate 
measurement of industry aggregates being a prime 
consideration in selecting this "threshold" for an 
industry. The threshold or cut-off value of shipments 
used is subject to variation not only between industries 
but between provinces within some industries. In some 
industries the threshold for use of the short form was 
raised in 1969. 
Additivity of Tables 

The user is cautioned against adding data from 
Table 8 in a manner resulting in double counting. For 
selected three-digit industries, both the three-digit

The principal purpose for this is to make more 
information available within confidentiality 
requirements of the Statistics Act. 

For example, two four-digit industries within a 
three-digit classification for a particular province might 
be confidential. Thus, the user could not add up the 
four-digit data to obtain the three-digit total. 
Therefore, if the latter is not confidential, publishing 
data for both levels of industrial aggregation makes 
more information available. 

Establishment Reclassification 

As a continuing policy, establishments are 
examined each year to ensure that they are classified to 
their proper industry according to the Standard 
Industrial Classification. When it is found that an 
establishment has changed its activity so that it more 
properly fits another industry's description, it is then 
reclassified or transferred to that industry 
classification. 

More Recent Data 

\ summary report of this nature is necessarily 
less up-to-date than the preliminary bulletins or the 
reports on individual industries, issued one by one as 
data on particular industries become complete for the 
current Census of Manufactures. That is, data for many 
industries can usually be obtained for a later year than 
shown in this report. In addition, a preliminary bulletin 
relating to the contents of this report, and giving 
industry group totals for provinces, is mailed to all 
subscribers to this report as well as to subscribers to the 
entire series of preliminary bulletins of the Census of 
Manufactures. 

Estimates of value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, together with selected other data, are 
published monthly for 87 three-digit or four-digit 
manufacturing industries or combinations of industries. 
These appear in Cat. 31-001, "Inventories, Shipments 
and Orders in Manufacturing Industries", along with 
such data for the twenty industry groups of the 
manufacturing industries of Canada and, at present, the 
total manufacturing industries of Canada's provinces, 
except Prince Edward Island. The estimates are based 
on a cunnt survey and as this present report went to print

Données plus récentes 

Un document récapitulatif comme celui-ci ne peut 
évidemment pas donner de statistiques aussi récentes que 
celles figurant dans les bulletins provisoires ou les 
publications consacrées aux industries individuelles 
publiés au fur et a mesure que les données du 
recensement des manufactures pour une industrie donnée 
sont complétées. Cela signifie que l'on peut généralement 
obtenir des statistiques sur de nombreuses industries 
pour une année ultérieure a celle de Ia présente 
publication. En outre, un bulletin provisoire qui traite 
des mëmes sujets que Ia présente publication et qui 
donne par province les totaux pour chaque groupe 
d'industries est expédié par Ia poste a tous les abonnés de 
la présente publication ainsi qu'aux abonnés de Ia serie 
complete des bulletins provisoires du recensement des 
manufactures.

Census of Manufactures Computer Tapes 

Principal statistics of the manufacturing 
industries of Canada are available on user supplied 
computer tape from the Manufacturing and Primary 
Industries Division. Two tapes are available, one based 
on the 1960 revision of the Standard Industrial 
Classification and one based on the 1970 revision of 
the Standard Industrial Classification. The data 
available on these tapes are those published in the main 
table of these reports, by industry and industry group 
for each province, the Atlantic region, the Prairie 
region and Canada. At the Canada level, information on 
inventories is also provided. 

On the 1960 S.I.C. tape, the data available are as 
compiled for the 1969 Census of Manufactures and 
covers the years from 1961 till the latest available. For 
further information on these tapes, and their cost, 
contact Regional Analysis and Development Section, 
Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division, 
Ottawa, KIA 0V6 (telephone 613-996499 1). 

In the CANSIM time series data bank, data is 
available in DATABANK format on the 1960 S.I.C. for 
Canada only.

Principal statistics available are those found in the main 
table of this report with the exclusion of data for 
working owners and partners and the addition of the 
values of manufacturing and total activity gross 
outputs. Available also are data for series discontinued 
due to changes in the industry classification during the 
period.

Columbia manufacturers rose by I 37 to a level o S4.36 
million in 1971; this represented 8% of the value of 
manufacturing shipments for all of Canada's manufacturing 
industries. 

• Employment in British Columbia's manufacturing industries 
reached a level of 129.308 employees during 1971, an increase 
of 4,220 over that recorded the previous year. The province 
was one of only three registering an increase in manufacturing 
employees during the year, the others being Nova Scotia and 
Alberta. 

• In 1971, Sawmills, planning mills and shingle mills, Pulp and 
paper mills and Veneer and plywood mills continued to 
dominate the manufacturing sector of British Columbia's 
economy, accounting for 44% of the value of shipments of 
goods of own manufacture and 42% of the total employment 
in the province's manufacturing industries. 

• The demand for, and prices of, most lumber products rose in 
1971 as a result of the resurgence in North American housing 
construction during the year. The result of this increased 
demand was that the value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and employment for the Wood industries group 
in the province rose by 24% and 9%, respectively. 

• \ithough 1971 was a difficult year for the Pulp and paper 
inlis in general, the industry in British Columbia faired better 
than in the other regions of Canada. This better-than-average 
performance in the province is in part due to a new pulp and 
piper mill starting production at Kitimat and, in comparison 

1970, an absence of any major strikes in the industry. 

• A lack of sufficient new orders in British Columbia's 
Shipbuilding and repair industry resulted in a further decline 
in the industry during the year. 1971 employment was only 
51% of that recorded by the industry six years earlier and the 
lowest in the past decade. 

• Due in large part to an increase in demand for mobile homes 
in 1971, the value of shipments of goods of own manufacture 
and employment in Non-commercial trailer manufacturers 
increased by 101% and 78%, respectively. 

• The performance of many manufacturing industries in the 
province benefited from the increased construction activity in 
the province. Led by increased expenditures on housing 
construction (a 24% increase) and on gas and oil facilities (a 
7 1 % increase), total construction expenditures in the province 
exceeded $1,900 million during 1971. 

• Of the 149 manufacturing industries in British Columbia, 67 
recorded fewer employees than in the previous year. Ten 
industries had increases of more than 150 employees, while 
five recorded declines of more than ISO. (See Table D.)

Dix industries 
augmentaient leur effectif de plus de 150 salanés, tandis que 5 
autres les reduisalent de plus de 150 (voir Tableau D).

Establishment - Smallest operating unit capable of reporting certain 
specified input and output data; usually a plant or mill. 

Large Establishments 

Cost of matenals and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally. 
consumption of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes 
inter-companY and intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel 
used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from Its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, retumable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transporta-
tion (but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and 
custom revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, 
book value of own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic 
consignment shipments are included in inventory, In fabricated structural 
metal industry, aircraft and aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling 
stock industry and shipbuilding and repair, value of production is shown 
in place of shipments in tables on principal statistics. Integrated smelters' 
work on own are valued at imputed charge to mine. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less 
purchased commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 
(a) Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of 

own manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and 
finished goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and 
electricity, 

to V.i ue added, total activity: Consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
city and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity.

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported 
before deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all 
man.hours paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as 
bonuses, commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, 
production and related workers classified to non.manufacturrng activity 
include separately reported loggers, employees on construction for own 
use: beginning with the 1970 Census outside pieceworker's formerly 
included for certain industries are excluded from all employment totals 
and their remuneration treated as contract work done by others. Sales and 
distribution employees include all personnel charged to selling expense, 
certain drivers. etc. 

Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada. 
including goods in transit and on consignment. 

Small Establishments 

For establishments filing "short forms", beginning with 1970 data, 
"cost of materials, supplies and services" includes all purchased services, 
and "total revenue excluding interest and dividends received" is used for 
both shipments of goods of own manufacture and gross output, total 
activity: value added is calculated using these figures and net change in 
total inventory, and is thus identical for manufacturing and total activity. 
Numbers of employees are imputed from reported salaries and wages. 

Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the 
individual indu.stry of the company's largest activity. (The allocation of 
some such units to the major industry group level was discontinued with 
the 170 data)
