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Since 1936 the Census of Manufactures does not includse
"central electric stations” and "dyeing, cleaning and laundry
work". All the figures have, therefore bsen revised in accord-
ance with these changes. Statistics published prior to 1936 are
for this reason not comparable with those contained in the

present report.
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ADVANCE RUPORT ON THE MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES OF CANADA, 1936.

The rise in manufacturing production which commenced during the summer of
1333 gained further momentum in 1936 wivh the result that the value of production,
number employed and salaries and wages pald were substantially higher., Compared with
the previous year, there was a gain in 1936 of 6.8 p.c. in the number of employees,
9.47 p.c. in the salaries and wages paid and 13.1 p.c. in the gross value of product-
ion.

The downwerd trend in menufacturing operationg which began in the fall of
1929 continued with increasing force to sbout the middle of 1933. The firast prao-
nounced increase was reported for the month of June, and thereafter, each succeeding
month recorded a slight gain over that of the preceding month., The gaing in the
latter part of the year were not, however, sufficiently pronounced to overcome the
logses of the beginning of the year. As a result of this, the output of manufactured
products in 1933 was valued at $1,954,075,785 the lowest level reached during the
depression. Thie was a decreage of 48.6 p.c. ag compared with the peak year of 1929.
In 1926 the value of production amounted to $3,002,40%,814 an increase of 13.1 p.c.
over. the previoug year but still almosgt &5 p.c. below the 1929 level. The number of
persons employed fell from 665,564 in 1929 to 468,658 in 1932 a drop of 29.6 p.c.
In 1936, however, the number of employees rose to 594,359, an increase of 6.8 p.c,
from the 1935 figures. 1In spite of this increase the employees in 1836 still numbered
10.7 p.c. below the 1929 figures. The decline in galary and wage payments exceeded
even that of the number of emplaoyees, the drop between 1929 and 193% being $£340,021,-
641 or 43.8 p.c. In 1936 the increase in the salary and wage paymente amounted to
$52,603,657. Average earnings per employee which in 1833 amounted to $931 represents
a decrease of 20.1 p.c. from the average earnings of $1,166 in 1923. In 19326, aver-
ege earnings rose to $1,030. The following table shows the percentage variation in
employment, salary and wage payments and value of production since 1929.

All groups shared in the improvement recorded in 1336. The greatest ex-
pancion took place in the Vegetable products group with a gain of $73,787,708 in the
value of production and 4,916 in the number of persons employed. Non-ferrous metals
viere a close second with increases of $6&,641,610 in the value of productioun and
2,322 in employment. The wood and paper group follow next in order with an increase
of $57,639,973 in value of production and 9,363 in employment. Fourth pogition is
occupied by iron and ite products whosge production wes greater by $54,984,483 and a
gsin of 8,516 in the number of persons emplayed. 1t will be noted that congiderable
differences occur in Statistice contained in this report when compared with data
publicshed in previous yearg which is due to the exclusion of "Central Electric
Stationg" and "Dyeing, Cleaning and Leundry Eetablishments,"
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The table below gives the percentage increase in 1936 as compared with 1935
for all groups and provinces.

The iwprovement in 1836 was general throughout Canada. British Columbia
made the greatest advance in employment with an increase of 9.6 p.c., this on top of
an increase of 11.1 p.c. the previous year. Nova Scotia in 1936 was second with an
increase of 7.2 p.c., followed by Ontario, Alberta, Quebec and .Sagkatchewan in the
order named. In grosgg value of production, the advance made by the provinces was
gomewhat different. Saskatchewan with an increase of 22,8 p.c. was in first place,
followed by British Columbia with 16,9 p.c. and Ontario 13,5 p.c. Prince Edward
Ieland reported a decline amounting to 2.8 p.c. in the number of persons employed.

Manufacturing establishments reporting in 1936 numbered 24,202. Of thece,
9,753 were located in Ontario, 7,969 in Quebec, 1,695 in British Columbia and Yukon,
1,158 in Nova Scotia, 1,011 in Manitoba, 905 in Alberta, 784 in New Brunawick, 694
in Saskatchewan and 233 in Prince Edward Island. These plante reported a capital
investment of $3,271,263,531 in fixed and current assets; they furnished employment
to 594,353 persons who were paid $612,071,434 in salaries and wages. They also
produced goods with a grose selling value at the factory of $3,002,403,814 and spent
$1,624,213,996 for materials, while the value added by manufacture totalled
$1,289,592,672. It should be remembered that the value added by manufacture does
not represent the manufacturers! profits. The value added is obtained by subtracting
the cost of materials, including fuel and power from the value of the products.
Thie difference represents the value added to the raw materials by labour, It is
this difference which the employer of labour useg to pay for the labour itself, the
overhead expenses, interest and profits. Compared with the previous year, there was
an increase of $136,107,568 in the velue added by manufucture. Of this amount,
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$52,603,657 was disbursed in increased salary and wage payments to employees.

The manufacturing industries of Canada are concentrated largely in the
provinces of Ontario and Quebec; although the Western Provinces are beginning to
agsume increasing importance. Ontario is the dominant manufacturing province of
Canada, In 1936 with only 40 p.c. of the total number of establishments reporting,
it employed 48 p.c, of the capital; 48 p.,c. of the number of employees and produced
51 p.c. of the entire output,

As mentioned previously, the number of persons engaged in the manufacturing
industries of Canada in 1336 totmlled 594,359. Of these, 104,417 were salaried em-
ployees who were psid $173,198,057 in salaries, and 489,942 were wage-earners who
received $438,873,377 in wages. In 1936 the average salary was $1,659 and the aver-
age wage $896. Compared with the previoug yeasr there was an increase of $21 in the
average sulary and $26 in the average wage. In addition to the payments of salariee
and wages, the fish canners paid $724,269 to 4,607 inside piece-workers who do not
form part of the regular working force, while $130,775 was paid to outside piece-
workers, all of whom were employed in the textile industries.

A prominent feature of Canadian manufacturing development in recent years
hae been the growth of non-ferrous metal smelting and refining. This industry based
on mineral resources has taken its place among the leading manufactureg along with
the industries based upon forest, agricultural and live-stock resources.

The pulp and paper industry, although of comparatively recent development
in Canadian industry, had by 1933 displaced flour milling as Canada's most important
manufacturing industry. In spite of recent vicisstitudes it held that pogition up
to 1935, when it was displaced by the non-ferrous metal smelting and pefining
industry. In employment and salaries and wages paid, however, pulp and paper isg
2till the dominant industry.

The ..ncidence of the depression resulted in a rearrangement in the rank
of many industries. The decreased expenditures for capital goods greatly reduced
the output of such important industries as sawmills, electrical equipment, automo-
biles, railway rolling stock, primary iron end gteel, machinery, etc., On the other
hand, the demand for goods for immediate consumption was more stable including such
industries as: petroleum products, bakeries, cotton yarn and cloth, clothing,
tobacco, beverages, printing and publishing, etc. However, some return to the pre-
depregsion order of importance is in evidence.
