The gross value of manufactured products during
1946, the first full year of peace-time production,

was valued at 38,035,692,471, a decrease of 3214,676,~

295 or 2.6 per cent as compared with the previous
year. The physical volume of production was also
lower and is reflected by the drop of 61,216 or 5.5
per cent in the number of persons employed, Salary
and wage payments with a drop of $105,086,195 were
also 5,7 per cent lower,

The tremendous increase in production attained
by the manufacturing industries of Canada during the
war years is indicated by the increases in some of
the main factors of production between 1938 and the
highest point attained during the war. For mamu-
facturing as a whole, there was an increase of 16l
per cent in the gross value of production, 162 per
oent in the value added by manufacture, 89 per cent
in the number of persons employed, and 175 per cent
in the salaries and wages paid.

As was to be expected, the industries producing
the munitions and equipment needed by the armed
forces during the war would be the first to feel
the effects of the ceasation of hostilitiea. Conse~-
quently, the chemicals and allied products group
suffered the greatest decline in production as
measured by employment, with a drop of 54.4 per
oent in the number of persons employed since 1944,
the last full year of war production, This was
followed by the iron and its products group with a
drop of 39.5 per cent; non-ferrous metal products
18.7 per cent; and miscellanecus industries 16.3 per
cent. On the other hand, industries producing food,
clothing and other consumer goods reported increases
in production. Employment in the wood and paper
products group was 18,2 per cent higher, followed by
an increase of 15.5 per cent for non-metallic mineral
products, 9,1 per cent for animal products, 7.6 per
cent for textiles and 5.0 per cent for vegetable
products. All told there was a drop of 13,5 per cent
in the number of employees,

Of the forty leading industries in 1944, the
following reported substantial declines in the
volume of production in 1946, as measured by the
number of persons employed,

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Manufacturing establishments reporting in 1946
numbered 31,249, Of these 246 were located in
Prince Edward Island, 1,397 in Nova Scotia, 993 in
New Brunswick, 10,818 in Quebec, 11,424 in Ontario,
1,357 in Manitoba, 955 in Saskatchewan, 1,315 in
Alberta, 2,731 in British Columbia, and 13 in Yukon
and Northwest Territories. These plants furnished
employment to 1,058,156 persons who received $1,-
740,687,254 in salaries and wages. They also pro-
duced goods with a selling value at the factory of
$%,035,692,471 and spent $4,358,234,766 for mate-
rials, while the value added by manufacture total-
led $5,467,004,980., It should be remembered that
the value added by mamufacture does not represent
the manufacturers' profits, The value added is
obtained by subtracting the cost of materials, in-
cluding fuel and power, from the value of the
products., This difference represents the wvalue
added to the raw materials by labour. It is this
difference which the employer of labour uses to
pay for the labour itself, the overhead expenses,
interest and profits. Compared with the previous
year, there was a decrease of $97,3510,919 in the
value added by manufacture,

The manufacturing industries of Canada are con-
centrated largely in the provinces of Ontario and
Quebec, Ontario is the dominant manufacturing
province of Canada. In 1946, with only 37 per cent
of the total number of establishments reporting
it furnished employment to 47 per cent of the
number of persons engaged in manufacturing and pro-
duced over 46 per cent of the entire output. Quebec
with 31 per cent of the output ranks second, while
British Columbia with 8 per cent ranks third.

The following table gives the percentage varia-
tion in employment and value of production in 1946
as compared with 1945 for all major groups and pro-
vinces.

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As mentioned previously, the number of persons
employed in manufacturing in 1946 totalled 1,058, -
156 of whom 181,006 were classed as salaried employ-
ees and working proprietors and 877,150 as wage=
earners, Compared with the previous year there was
thus a decreass of 61,216 employees, Male employees
declined by 19,520 and female employees by 41,696,
To meet the shortage of man power during the war
years, more and more women were absorbed into in-
dustry. Indicative of this trend is the increase
in the proportion of women workers engaged in manu-
facturing, W#heress in 1939, out of every 1,000
workers employed 220 were females; in 1944 this
figure jumped to 287, With the end of the war many
female workers who lost their jobs were not sb-
sorbed by other industries,with the result that
the proportion of females employed in manufac-

dropped to 254 in 1946, Earnings in 1946
were 31,645 as against $1,649 the previous year.
Average salaries at $2,270 were $79 higher, while
average wages at 1,516 were 322 lower.

The incidence of the war resulted in a re-
arrangemert in the rank of many industries, Indus-
tries producing supplies and equipment for the
armed forces naturally advanced while those indus-
tries producing for the domestic consumers' market
declined in importance, To supply the raw
materials needed by the industries engaged princi-
pally in war production, it became necessary in
many cases to restrict or prohibit the manufacture
of many products such as pleasure cars, radios,
washing machines, electrical equipment, household
appliances, sgricultural implements, etc. Many in-
dustries were thus forced to change over to war-
time production. These changes, however, did not
affect the wlue of the output of these industries,
and consequently their importance as producers of
manufactured goods did not alter drastically. To
analyse the impact of the war on any industry it
becomes necessary to compare the nature of the
products made before the war with that of the war
years, For example, the mumber of employees en-
gaged in the agricultural implements industry in-
creased by 8,747 between 1939 and 1944, this in

crease was due to a change over of some of the
plants to war production. Due to the many changes
in production occasioned by the war, it becomes
impossible to trace industrial trends from the
principal statistics alone as published in the
annual reports on manufactures, To make a correct
evaluation of any industry it is necessary to
atudy the changes in the types of commodlties
produced, This should be borme in mind in meking
industrial comparisons of the war years with those
of the present or pre~war years.

The ten leading industries in 1946 in order of
their importance, as measured by the gross value of
production, were as followa;
