NOTES TO USERS 

"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms may he found 
at the back of this report. These notes are based on the detailed 
"Concepts and Definitions" which are available free of charge 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of Statistics 
Canada. 

2. In order to expedite the release of such basic statistics as 
materials and supplies used, and shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, the following tables have been omitted from this 
report: 

(a) Principal statistics classified by manufacturing value added, 
by total value added, and by type of organization. last 
published in the 1966 report as Tables 3. 4 and 6, 

respectively. 

(b)Principal statistics classified by shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and by total employed, last published in the 
1967 report as Tables 2 and 3. respectively. 

Certain of the above tables are available on request, however, 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division. In the 
case of an extensive request involving a large number of industries, 
it may be necesssry to levy a charge. 

3. Lists of contributing establishments included in the individual 
industry reports were discontinued, beginning with the reports on the 
1968 Census of Manufactures, in the interests of both timeliness 
and economy. However, lists of establishments currently classified 
to particular industries of the Standard Industrial Classification may 
be obtained, in either machine-readable tape or computer print-out 
form, from Central Registers, Statistics Canada. Ottawa, Ontano. 

4. Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manufac-
turing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and supplies 
used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and electricity, and value 
added (manufacturing activity). The resulting statistic is equivalent 
in concept to "gross output" shown in Table 7 of the 1966 
report.

For statistical purposes the industry titled Miscellaneous Ma-
chincry and Equipment Manufacturers covers the operations of establish-
ments primarilY engaged in manufacturing machinery and equipment 
designed particularly for use in construction and mining operations in-
cluding earth mvving machinery and equipment, and earth and rock boring 
and drilling equipment; establishments primarilY engaged in menu-
facturing other special industry machinery except agricultural ma. 
chinery, including such products as tenths machinery, pulp and paper 
machinery, printing machinery, and food processing machinery; establish-
ments primarily engaged in manufacturing machinery and equipment not 
designed for use in any particular hndstry or classified elsewhere, in-
cluding such products as marine engines, general purpose engines, pin-
ping equipment, equipment for the transmission of mechanical power, con-
veyor systems, elevators and lifting and hoisting machinery. Establish-
.ents primarily engaged in manufacturing industrial tractors for han-
dling tsstertale in ;nduatrlal plants, depots and docks are included 
here. Included also are establishments primarily engaged in manu-
facturing woodworking machinery and in manufacturing macbins tools which 
are power driven machines employing a cutting tool for work on metal. 
Establishments primarily engaged in manufacturing bits, drilis and ocher 
cutting tools for machines or for power driven hand tools are included 
In Industry Mo. 106 - Hardware, Tool and Cutlery Manufacturers.

The ratio of total colt of materials used to total value of pro-
duction was 53.9 7. and the ratio of manufacturing wages to production 
was 21.8 7. in 1970. 

The total value of farm impie.ents shipped during 1970 by the 
entablistsaents classified to this industry represented 83.9 Z of 
their total value of shipments and 94.6 7. of the total value of ship- 
ments of farm impienents reported including shipments by establishnents 
classified to other SIC, industries. lose of the non-farm products 
were grey Iron castings, bulldozer blades, miscellaneous construction 
equipment, logging equipment, hardware, steel tubing, and sne,neobile 
ref lees. 

It should be noted that Table 6 covers the nhip,sents of the 
establishments classified to this industry whereas Table 7 given the 

total value of shipments of specific items of Canadian manufacture 
and includes shipments of those Items reported by establishments 
classified to other S.L.C. industries.

expense). Includes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting 
units of same firm, all exports, book value 01 own products shipped 
on rental basis.
