These notes are based on the 
detailed "Concepts and Definitions" which are available free of 
charge from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division 
of Statistics Canada. 

2. In order to expedite the release of such basic statistics as 
materials and supplies used, and shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, tables showing distributions of establishment data 
by size of establishment are not currently being carried in indus-
try reports. Certain of these tables are available on request, how. 
ever, from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division. 
In the case of an extensive request involving a large number of 
industries, it may be necessary to levy a charge. 

3. Lists of contributing establishments included in the individual 
industry reports were discontinued, beginning with the reports 
on the 1968 Census of Manufactures, in the interests of both 
timeliness and economy. However, lists of establishments cur-
rently classified to particular industries of the Standard Industrial 
Classification may be obtained, in either machine-readable tape 
or computer print-out form, from Central Registers, Statistics 
Canada, Ottawa, Ontario. 

4. Users interested in obtaining the value of production (nianufac-
turingactivity)can do so by adding cost of materials and supplies 
used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and electricity, and 
value added (manufactsiring activity).

For statistical purposes the industr titled Agricultal 
Implement Industry (S.t.C. 311) covers the operations of establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing ie.plestentu such as plows, threnhing 
machines, binders, fertilloing machinery, ,nilking machInes, and mowing 
machines. The industry also Includes establisisnents primarily engaged 
in manufacturing tractors. Establishments primarily engaged in manu-
facturing truck tractors for highway use are classified in Industry 
No. 323 - Mator Vehicle Manufacturers. Establishewats primarily engaged 
in manufacturing industrial tractors for handling material in industrial 
plants, depots and docks are tlassified in Industry No. 315 - Miscella-
neous Machinery and Equipment Manufacturers. Entablisianents primarily 
engaged in manufacturing hand tools, such as hoes, rakcs and shovels 
are classified in Industry Mo. 306 - Hardware, Tool and Cutlery Manu-
facturers. 

A review of the principal statistics for this industry indicatsa 
h,, total employment deore.sed by 9.5 7., total salarlen and wages by 

production esmployeaa by 9.4 7.. total man-hours paid by 11.0 7. 
and total manufacturing wages by 2.6 7. 

The total value of shipments increased by 5.7 7., the value of 
rwiortlon by 2,4 7., the total cost of materials used in the manufac-
or inS process by 5.0 7. and value added on products of own manufacture 
,roased by 0.7 7.. 

The ratio of total cast of materials used to total value of pro-
duction was 55.2 7. and the ratio of manufacturing wages to production 
was 20.8 7.. 

The total calue of farm implements shipped during 1971 by the 
aatablistents classified to this industry represented 84.9 7. of their 
total value of shipments. Some of the non-fan, products were bulldozer 
blades, miscellaneous construction equipment, logging equipment, tank 
bodies for trucks, snowmobile trailers, ventilators and tobacco kilns. 

It should be noted that Table 6 covers the shipiserttn of the 
establishments classified to this industry whereas Table 7 giwsa the 
total value of shipments of specific items of Canadian manufacture and 
includas shipments of those itmas reported by establishments classified 
to other S.I.C. industries.
