For statistical purposes the industry titled 
Agricultural Implement Industry (S.l.C, 311) covers 
the operations of establislasents primarily engaged in 
manufacturing t.plornentn such as plows, threshing 
machines, binders, fertilizing machinery, milking 
machines and sowing machines. The industry also 
includes establishments primarily engaged in manu-
facturing tractors. Estabiislents primarily engaged 
in manufacturing track tractors for highway use are 
cleanified in Industry No. 323 - Motor Vehicle Manu-
facturers. Establiattests primarily engaged in manu-
torturing industrial tractors for handling material ie 
Industrial plants, depots and docks are classified in 
Industry No. 315 - Misceiianeotsn Machinery and Equip-
ccnt Manufacturers. Establishments primarily engaged 
In manufacturing hand tools, such as hoes, rakes and

Establishment - S';allest operating unit capable of reporting cer..i, 
specified input and output datt, usually a plant or mill. 

Large Establishments 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity Generally, consump-
tion of purchased items only. at laid-down cost. Includes inter-company and 
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting Units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding 
and repast, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on 
principal statistics.

For establishments filing "short forms", beginning with 1970 data, "cost 
of matenals, supplies and services" includes all purchased services, and "total 
revenue excluding interest and dividends received" is used for both shipments 
of goods of own manufacture and gross output. total activity, value added is 
calculated using these figures and net change in total inventory, and is thus 
identical for nsanufacturing and total activity. Numbers of employees are 
imputed from reported salaries and wages.
