Agricultural tmplrment industry (S.I.C. 311) covers 
the operations of establishments primarily engaged in 
manufacturing agricultural implements such as pioughs, 
threnhing machines, binders, fertilizing machinery, 
milking machines and sowing machines. The industry 
also includes establishments primarily engaged In man-
ufacturing tractors. Establishments primarily engaged 
in manufacturing truck tractors for highway use are 
classified in Industry Il0. 323 - Motor Vehicle Man-
ufacturn'rs. Establishments primarily engaged in man-
ufacturing Industrial tractors for handling materials 
in industrial plants, depot. and docks are classified 
In Industry No. 315 - Hlsceliaseuus Machinery and 
Equipment Manufacturers. Eatabliaheouts primarily en-
gaged in manufacturing hand tools, such as hoes, rakes 
and sh000ln are classified in Induutry No. 306 - 
Hardware, Tool and Cutlery Manufacturers.
