1. Explanatory Notes 

''I- splarialorv Not es' on selc, red st.it ist ical (cr1115 may be 

found on the inside hack cover of this publication. These notes are 
based on the detailed 'Concepts and Definitions" which arc avail-
able free of charge from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries 
Division of Statistics Canada. 

2. Deletion of Establishments without Employees 

With relatively fess e\ccprins establishments which in 
previous censuses did not report piyn1ei1t of salaries and wages 
(and, by inference, had no employment) were not surveyed in the 
1975 Census of Manufactures. Although this involved deleting a 
total of some 1,400 establishments, they accounted for only 0.03% 
of the shipments of all manufacturing industries in 1974. Except 
for the number of establishments, the effect of this change on 
historical comparability of census data for most industries is either 
non-existent or only marginal. For industries in which there is an 
appreciable effect, however, details are provided in the introductory 
text of the relevant 1975 reports in this series. 

3. Effect of Small-€stablishment Reporting on Fuel and Electricity 
Statistics 

Users should note that inlbrmation on the cost of fuel and 

electricity is not collected separately for small establishments but is 
included in "cost of materials and supplies", beginning with 1270. 
Although this does not affect the calculation of "value added", it 
does understate the value of fuel and electricity. especially in those 
industries and provinces where small establishments account for a 
signifIcant proportion of the total. This may affect the statistics in 
Table I, the lower employment sue groups in Table 2, and Table 4, 
which applies to large establishments only. 

4. Changes in Data on Working Owners and Partners, and With-
drawals 

Questions on the number of working owners and partners 
were dropped from the short form (for small establishments) in 
1970. A study of past data showed that, for each establishment 
reporting withdrawals, it would he sufficiently accurate to impute 
one working owner for each establishment classified as an "individ-
ual ownership" and two working owners or partners for each 
establishment classified as a "partnership". (By definition, working 
owners and partners do not exist in the other types of business 
organization). Due to difficulties in collecting consistent, reliable 
information on withdrawals, this luestion was deleted from both 
the long and short forms in 1975 (the data themselves were last 
published for 1973). Beginning with 1975, the imputation of 
numbers of working owners and partners for short-form respondents 
has been made solely on the basis of type of organization. This 
change results in an apparent increase in the number of working 
owners and partners as. in the past, not every establishment classified 
as an individual ownership or a partnership reported withdrawals 
every year Numbers of working owners and partners for long-form 
respondents (sent to large establishments) have been taken as 
reported for all years. 

5. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manu-
facturing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and

For statistical purposes the industry 
titled Agricultural Implement Industry 
(S.I.C. 311) covers the operations of estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
agricultural implements such as ploughs, 
threshing machines, binders, fertilizing 
machinery, milking machines and mowing ma-
chines. The industry also includes estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
tractors. Establishments primarily engaged 
in manufacturing truck tractors for highway 
use are classified in Industry No. 323 - 
Motor Vehicle Manufacturers. Establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing indus-
trial tractors for handling materials in in-
dustrial plants, depots and docks are classi-
fied in Industry No. 315 - Miscellaneous Ma-
chinery and Equipment Manufacturers. Estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
hand tools, such as hoes, rakes and shovels 
are classified in Industry No. 306 - Hardware, 
Tool and Cutlery Manufacturers. 

A review of the principal statistics for 
this industry indicates that total employment 
increased by 9.4%, total salaries and wages by 
25.0%, production employees by 10.3%, total 
man-hours paid by 10.6% and total manufac-
turing wages by 26.8%. 

The total value of shipments increased 
by 33.3%, the value of production by 33.2%, 
the total cost of materials used in the man-
ufacturing process by 40.0% and value added 
on products of own manufacture increased by 
20.6%. 

The ratio of total cost of materials 
used to total value of production was 55.7% 
and the ratio of manufacturing wages to pro-
duction was 20.5%. 

The total value of farm implements ship-
ped during 1975 by the establishments clas-
sified to this industry represented 91.3% of 
their total value of shipments. Some of the 
non-farm products were bulldozer blades, mis-
cellaneous constniction equipment and logging 
equipment. 

Aux fins de la statistique l'industrie in-
titulée Fabricants d'instruments aratoires 
(C.A.. 311) comprend les dtablissements dont 
l'activitd principale eat la fabrication de 
materiel agricole tel que charrues, batteuses, 
lieuses, épandeuses d'engrais, trayeuses et fau-
cheuses. Cette industrie comprend aussi la fabri-
cation de tracteurs. La fabrication de tracteurs 
routiers est classée h l'industrie 323 - Fabricants 
de véhicules automobiles. La fabrication de trac-
teurs industriels de manutention utilisés dana lea 
usines, lea entrep6ts et les ports est classée 
l'industrie 315 - Fabricants de machines et d'équi-
pement divers. La fabrication d'outils A bras tels 
que houes, rateaux et pelles eat classée I l'indus-
trie 306 - Fabricants de quincaillerie, d'outillage 
et de coutellerie. 

Les statistiques principales de cette indus-
trie indiquent que l'effectif total a auginenté de 
9.4 Z, le total des traitements et salaires de 
25.0 %, lea employés de la production de 10.3 %, 
le total des heures-hommes payées de 10.6 % et lea 
gages totaux de l'activité manufacturire de 
26.8 Z. 

La valeur totale des livraisons a augmenté 
de 33.3 Z, la valeur de Is production de 33.2 %, 
le coflt total des matièrea utilisées dana Is pro-
duction de 40.0 Z et la valeur ajoutée sur lea 
produits de propre fabrication a augmenté de 
20.6 %. 

Le rapport du coCt des matires utilisées 
la valeur totale de la production était de 55.7 %, 
et celui des salaires de la fabrication a la pro-
duction était de 20.5 Z. 

La valeur totale du materiel agricole livré 
en 1975 par lea établissements classifies a cette 
industrie représentait 91.3 Z de la valeur totale 
des livraisons. Quelques-uns des produits non 
agricoles étaient des lames de bulldozer, du ma-
tdriel de construction et du materiel pour l'ex-
ploitation forestire.
