2. Changes in Previous Censuses 
Readers interested in the effects of changes in 

concepts, coverage and methodology introduced from 
time to time to meet changing requirements are urged 
to read the "Notes to I fscrs" in previous issues of this 
report. Of particular relevance are items 2, 3 and 4 
in the 1975 issue of this report: 

2. Deletion of establishments without employees. 
3. Effect of small-establishment reporting on fuel and 

electricity statistics. 
4. Changes in data on working owners and partners, 

and withdrawals. 

3. Change in Source of Data for Small Establishments 

Beginning with the 1970 Census, data used for 
small establishments arc, with some exceptions, ob-
tained from administrative records of Revenue Canada, 
as provided for by legislation. These data are strictly 
confidential as regards particulars relating to specific 
individuals or businesses and are used only by Statistics 
Canada to produce aggregations or summary calcu-
lations. 

The definition of "small establishment" varies 
both by industry and province and is arrived at in 
consultation with provincial authorities with two basic 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response on small 
establishments by exempting them from the Census of 
Manufactures, and minimizing the loss of coninlodity 
detail collected from large establishments on the 
Census of Manufactures "long" questionnaire. 

4. Value of Production 
Users interested in obtain log the value of prod ic-

tion (manufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost 
of materials and supplies used (manufacturing activity), 
cost of fuel and electricity, and value added (nianu-
facturing activity).

For statistical purposes the industry 
titled Agricultural Implement Industry 
(S.I.C. 311) covers the operations of estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
agricultural implements such as ploughs, 
threshing machines, binders, fertilizing 
machinery, milking machines and mowing ma-
chines. The industry also includes estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
tractors. Establishments primarily engaged 
in manufacturing truck tractors for highway 
use are classified in Industry No. 323 - 
Motor Vehicle Manufacturers. Establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing indus-
trial tractors for handling materials in in-
dustrial plants, depots and docks are classi-
fied in Industry No. 315 - Miscellaneous Ma-
chinery and Equipment Manufacturers. Estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
hand tools, such as hoes, rakes and shovels 
ire classified in Industry No. 306 - Hardware, 
•Il irid Cutlery Manufacturers. 

A review of the principal statistics for 
:i 	dustry indicates that total employment 

decre.ised by 1.0%, total salaries and wages 
Increased by 12.2%, production employees de-
creased by 1.2%, total man-hours paid were 
down by 1.2% and total manufacturing wages 
increased by 12.0%. 

The total value of shipments increased 
by 11.9%, the value of production by 10.7%, 
the total cost of materials used in the man-
ufacturing process by 12.8% and value added 
on products of own manufacture increased by 
7.4%. 

The ratio of total cost of materials 
used to total value of production was 58.8% 
and the ratio of manufacturing wages to pro-
duction was 20.2%. 

The total value of farm implements ship-
ped during 1976 by the establishments clas-
sified to this industry represented 82.5% of 
their total value of shipments. Some of the 
non-farm products were bulldozer blades, mis-
cellaneous construction equipment and logging 
equipment. 

Aux fins de la statistique l'industrie in-
titulée Fabricants d'instruments aratoires 
(C.A.. 311) comprend les 6tablissements dont 
l'activité principale est la fabrication de maté-
riel agricole tel que charrues, batteuses, lieuses, 
êpandeuses d'engrais, trayeuses et faucheuses. 
Cette industrie comprend aussi la fabrication de 
tracteurs. La fabrication de tracteurs routiers 
est classée a l'industrie 323 - Fabricants de ye-
hicules automobiles. La fabrication de tracteurs 
industriels de manutention utilisés dans lea usi-
nes, les entrepôts et les ports est classée 
l'industrie 315 - Fabricants de machines et d'équi-
pement divers. La fabrication d'outils a bras tels 
que houes, rteaux et pelles est classee ii l'indus-
trie 306 - Fabricants de quincaillerie, d'outillage 
et de coutellerie. 

Les statistiques principales de cette indus-
trie indiquent que l'effectif total a baissé de 
1.0 %, le total des traitements et salaries a aug-
menté de 12.2 Z, lea employés de la production 
ont baissé de 1.2 %, le total des heures-hommes 
payées de 1.2 % et lea gages totaux de l'activité 
manufacturiare ont augmenté de 12.0 %. 

La valeur totale des livraisons a augmenté 
de 11.9 %, la valeur de la production de 10.7 %, 
le coat total des matières utilisées dans la pro-
duction de 12.8 % et la valeur ajoutée sur les 
produits de propre fabrication a augmenté de 7.4 %. 

Le rapport du coit des matières utillsées a 
la valeur totale de la production était de 58.8 %, 
et celul des salaires de la fabrication A la pro-
duction était de 20.2 %. 

La valeur totale du materiel agricole livré 
en 1976 par les établissements classifi€s A cette 
industrie représentait 82.5 % de Ia valeur totale 
des livraisons.

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or Se-
lected inclusions or exclusions which might not be seLf-evident. Detailed 
Concepts and Definitions" are available on request; see Notes to Users. 

I. Establishment - The smallest operating unit capable of reporting 
certain specified input and output data; usually a plant or mill. Beginning 
1975.   the Census excludes most unincorporated establishments with no paid 
rnployees, causing declines in numbers of establishments in many industries. 

If an establishnsent submits a report which crosses municipal boundaries, its 
principal statistics are prorated to ''iluasi-estahlishments"  on the basis of 
nianitfacturing employment by location or sonic oilier means: these are 
treated as establishments in compilations. 

2. Reporting period - Any fiscal year ending not earlier than April I 
of the reference year or later than March 31 the following year. 

3. Coat of materials and supplies t.eneraltv, consumption of pur-
chased items only at laid-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties. etc. Includes transfers between units of the same company 
and work done on contract by others.. At the manufacturing actis'ity level, 
this item reptesents purchased items used in manufacturing operations. 

4. Coal of fuel and electricity -- Consumption of purchased fuel and 
electricity only, at latd-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. Applies to large establishments only (see note on Small 
Establisltrnenrc). Data for non.nianufacturing activity included under manu-
facturing activity. 

5. Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Net selling 
value of goods made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its 
own materials. l-:xcludes discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise 
taxes and duties, returnable containers. conumon or contract carriers' charges 
for outvsard transportation (hut not own carriers' delivery expense). Includes 
repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting sinits of same firm, all 
exports, book value of own products shipped the first time on a rental basis. 
Includes consignment shipnicnts to other countries, but domestic consign-
ment shipments are included in inventory until sold. 

Value added - Net output as mejsurcd by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 

(a) Value added, manufacturing activity value of shipments of goods of 
own manufacture plus net change in unsent 'irs of gods in process and tin. 
ished goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

mb) Value added, total activity: consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
activity and (2) value added, non.nianuIaturing actistv. The latter is 
calculated by subtracting relevant commodity inpusv front non-manmufac. 
turing revenue or outputs, these conimoditv inputs are net of the change 
in inventories of goods purchased for resale. Non-uruanufacturing revenues 
include depreciable tixed assets produced bf own work force for own use. 
revenue from product reistals, crc., but exclude nonperating revenue 
such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

6. Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are shosun be-
fore deductions for income tax and employee portion of employee benefits 
and include payments for regular work, overtime and paid leave as well as 
bonuses, commissions paid to regular employees. Productiimn and related 
workers in nmanufacturing aetmvtty include those employees at the establish-
inent engaged in processing, assembling, storing, inspecting, handling, pack. 
ing, maintenance, repair, janitorial and 'satchnsen services and suorking fore-
men. (Outside picceworkers' remuneration is included in cost of materials.) 

7, Inventories - ltook value of owned inventory held in C'anada, in-
cluding goods in transit and on consignment. 

8. Small establishments 	For establishments hs'loss vice limits varied 
to assure adequate coverage of industry totals by largc-cstablislmnuent returns, 
a simplified "short loon" questionnaire is used or, if applicable a regular 
financial statement is accepted. This involves certain departures, beginning 
1970. from definitions used for large establishments. ... iou of materials, 
supplies and services" includes all piureliased services and fuel and electricity.
