1. Explanatory Notes 

"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms may be 
found on the inside back cover. Detailed explanations of these 
and other data items are contained in the occasional report, 
Concepts and Definitions of the census of Manufactures, Cata-
locue 31- 528. which may he ordered from the Publications 
Distribution Unit, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, KI A 016. A single 
copy is available on request from the Manufacturing and 
Primary Industries Division. Statistics Canada, until January 1, 
1980. 

2. Small Establishments 

To spare small establishments the burden of reporting 
by questionnaire to the maximum extent possible, most data 
for these units are obtained from administrative records begin-
fling with the 1976 Census and thosc sent questionnaires receive 
an abbreviated form asking for limited information usually 
found in business financial statements. The definition of 'small 
establishment" varies both by industry and province and is 
arrived at in consultation with provincial authorities with two 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response and minimizing 
loss of detail of output of commodities, not collected under 
the preferential treatment accorded small establishments. Some 
implications of this approach relate to: 

(a) Establishment counts - Readers should use special care in 
interpreting establishment counts for 1975 - 1977. Beginning 
with 1977, new establishments are included if covered by 
an application for a pay deduction account with Revenue 
Canada (Taxation). However, for operational reasons only 
"births" so identified during the first four months of the 
year were actually added to the 1977 data file; the rest are 
to be included in the 1978 file, if still active. Anticipating 
the impact of this criterion for inclusion in the Census, the 
1975 Census file was purged of establishments reporting no 
salaries and wages and shipments less than $ 100.000. This 
rule for excluding establishments, however, had to be 
suspended with the 1976 Census since use of income state-
ments in place of questionnaires for most small establish-
ments began that year and such statements often do not 
provide information on salaries and wages. The influence of 
these changes on the historical comparability of statistics 
other than establishment counts is negligible in most indus-
tries; the some 1.400 establishments with no salaries and 
wages and less than $100,000 shipments in the 1974 Census 
accounted for only 0.03 of shipments. 

(b) Fuel and electricity - Information on the cost of fuel and 
electricity is not collected separately for small establish-
ments but is included in "cost of materials and supplies", 
beginning 1970. Thus data on fuel and electricity are under-
stated appreciably for some small geographical areas or size 
classes dominated by small establishments and tabulations 
may anomalously show zero use of fuel and electricity in 
some instances. 

3. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of production 
(manufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials 
and supplies used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and 
electricity, and value added (manufacturing activity).

2. Petits établissements 

Afin de réduire au maximum Ic fardeau de réponse des petits 
Ctablissements. Ia plupart des données pour les petits étahlissements, 
pour Ic recensement de 1976, proviennent de dossiers administratifs; 
ceux qui ont reçu un questionnaire devaient indiquer seulement 
des renseignements limitCs qsie Ion retrouve habituellement dans 
les états financiers d'une entreprise. La definition d'un petit eta-
hlisscmcnt, qui diffCre scion I'industrie et Ia province, a etc établie 
on collaboration avec Ics autoritCs provinciales on se fondant sur 
les deux critéres suivants: alleger Ic fardeau de rCponse et reduire 
au minimum Ia perte de details sur les sorties de produit, details 
qui no seraient plus rccueillis par suite do traitement de faveur 
accorde aux petits établissemcnts. Voici certaines des consequences 
de cette méthode: 

a) Chiffres des établissements -. Las lecteurs devront faire preuve 
d'une grande prudence lorsqu'ils interprCteront les chiffres des 
etahlissements pour Ia pCnode 1975- 1977. A compter de

b) Combustible et electricité - A comp Icr de 1970, on no recucil-
Iait plus de renseignements sépares sur Ic coOt de combustible 
et de l'électricite des petits établissements, cc coOt etant inclus 
avec let matiCres Ct fournitures achetécs. Aussi, les donnecs sur 
Ic combustible et l'CtectricitC sont sous-estimées de facon 
importante pour quelques petites regions f6ographiques ou 
categories de taille dominCes par des petits etablissements.

For statistical purposes the industry 
titled Agricultural Implement Industry 
(S.I.C. 311) covers the operations of estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
agricultural implements such as ploughs, 
threshing machines, binders, fertilizing 
machinery, milking machines and mowing ma-
chines. The industry also includes estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
tractors. Establishments primarily engaged 
in manufacturing truck tractors for highway 
use are classified in Industry No. 323 - 
Motor Vehicle Manufacturers. Establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing indus-
trial tractors for handling materials in in-
dustrial plants, depots and docks are classi-
fied in Industry No. 315 - Miscellaneous Ma-
chinery and Equipment Manufacturers. Estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
hand tools, such as hoes, rakes and shovels 
are classified in Industry No. 306 - Hardware, 
Tc>1 nd Cutlery Manufacturers. 

A review of the principal statistics for 
th 	industry indicates that total employment 
dcc rcased by 2.42, total salaries and wages 
increased by 3.7%, production employees de-
creased by 4.3%, total man-hours paid were 
down by 8.7% and total manufacturing wages 
increased by 1.2%. 

The total value of shipments decreased 
by 1.4%, the value of production by 2.17., 
the total cost of materials used in the man-
ufacturing process by 1.4% and value added 
on products of own manufacture decreased by 
3.7%. 

The ratio of total cost of materials 
used to total value of production was 59.2% 
and the ratio of manufacturing wages to value 
of production was 20.92. 

The total value of farm implements ship-
ped during 1977 by the establishments clas-
sified to this industry represented 82.8% of 
their total value of shipments. Some of the 
non-farm products were bulldozer blades, mis-
cellaneous construction equipment and logging 
equipment. 

Aux fins de la statistique l'industrie in-
titulée Fabricants d'instruments aratoires 
(C.A.L 311) comprend les 6tablissements dont 
l'activité principale est la fabrication de mate-
riel agricole tel que charrues, batteuses, lieuses, 
épandeuses d'engrais, trayeuses et faucheuses. 
Cette industrie cornprend aussi la fabrication de 
tracteurs. La fabrication de tracteurs routiers 
est classe a l'lndustrie 323 - Fabricants de ye-
hicules automobiles. La fabrication de tracteurs 
industriels de manutention utilisés dans les usi-
nes, les entrep6ts et lea ports eat classée a 
l'industrie 315 - Fabricants de machines et d'équi-
petnent divers. La fabrication d'outils A bras tels 
que houes, rteaux et pelles est classée A l'indus-
trie 306 - Fabricants de quincaillerie, d'outillage 
et de coutellerle. 

Les statistiques principales de cette indus-
trie indiquent que l'effectif total a baissé de 
2.4 %, le total des traitements et salaires a aug-
menté de 3.7 %, les employés de la production ont 
baissé de 4.3 %, le total des heures-hommes 
payêes de 8.7 7. et les gages totaux de l'activité 
manufacturire ont augmenté de 1.2 %. 

La valeur totale des llvraisons a baissé 
de 1.4 %, la valeur de la production de 2.1 7., 
le coét total des matiares utilisées dans la pro-
duction de 1.4 % et la valeur ajoutée sur lea 
produits de propre fabrication a baissé de 3.7 %. 

Le rapport du coat des matires utilisées a 
la valeur totale de la production était de 59,2 %, 
et celui des salaires de Ia fabrication A la valeur 
de la production était de 20.9 %. 

La valeur totale du materiel agricole livré 
en 1977 par les établissements classifies A cette 
industrie représentait 82.8 	de la valeur totale 
des llvraisons.
