ihis publication results from the compilation of
gein 1eported monthly in the "Refined Petroleum Prod-
uciE" Survey, covering all refining companies in
wunada and major wholesalers/distributors. We would
like to thank these respondents for their co-operation
in the survey,

These reported dsts sllow for a messurement of
refining activity in Canada. The supply of crude oil
18 indicated by source and the volume of other materi-
als charged is also shown. Production of 17 refiped
products or gqroups of products is detailed and is
measured st a “net yield" level, that is after ex-
changes between various processes in refinery opera-
tions. As a result, inter-products transfers are
primasrily those transfers needed Ffor marketing pur-
poses, Propane and butanes, shown at the gross level,
are the exceptions to the net yield measutement and
thegrefore interproduct transfers Ffor these products
are not restricted to marketing tvansfers, but include
movement to gasoline blending, to petrochemicals,
ete. Similarly, interproduct transfers for "other
products", a classification covering unfinished prod-
ucts whose final product form can vary, is not re-
guricted to marketing transfers.

Data on the exports and imports of refined products
wr: those reported by respondents to the survey, ad-
justed for exports and i1mports made by non-responding
companies, When such adjustments are made, corre-
sponding changes are made to “domestic sales". As a
consequence, figures shown for “"domestic sales" should
accurately reflect total Canadian demand Ffor refined
Aty .

Braskout by consumer categories of the domestic sales
figures shown in this publication, is completed by the
same companies that report to the monthly "Refined
Pet roleum Products" survey. The results of this quar-
terly survey, together with data for all other energy
forma, are published in Catalogue #57-003 "Quarterly
Report on Energy Supply - Demand in Canada".

The queationnaire used in the monthly refined pe-
troleum products survey is subject to regular revision
to reflact changing technologies, etc. The last such
change was effected in 1982. Similarly, the list of
respondenta is constantly updated to ensure a total
coverage of refining operations and a sufficiently
wide coverage of the wholesalers/distributors of
refined products.

The Canadian Socio-Economic Information Management
System {CANSIM), which is Statistics Canada's compu-
terized data bank, contains most of the data presented
in this publication from 1973; less detailed informa-
tion is available for the years 1956 to 1972, Please
refer to matrixes 626 to 647. Certain summary
information is also found on matrix 10,

Other materials charged. Materials from petroleum
or othetr sources which are external to the refin-
ery and which are charged to the refinery as in-
puts.

Crude tops. Portion of crude oil input that re-
mains after a first refinery (e.g., asphalt plant)
has extracted the desited heavy products and which
portion must be transferred to another refinery for
further processing.

Crude bottoms. Portion of crude oil input that re-
mains after a first refinery has extracted the
desired light products and which portion must be
trensferred to asnother refinery for further pro-
ceassing.

LPG's. That portion of total liquefied petroleum
gas receipts (primarily line 10 for the products
propane and butanes) that is charged as a refinery
input .

Lubes for reprocessing. Lubricating oils and lub-
ricating base stock, etc., to be reprocessed.

Other feedstocks. Other materials used e.g. addi-
tives {(lead), etc. Also includes partially refined
products from sources external to the refinery.

Refinery losses. Volumetric gain between refinery
input of raw materials and output of finished prod-
uct, due to the fact that a greater volume of fin-
ished product (whose specific gravity is lighter
than material input run to stills) is produced.

Production. Measured at a '"net yield" level,
i.e. after exchanges between refinery processes

Interproduct transfers. Dnly those exchanges
requited, for example, for marketing purposes (see
explanatory notes).

Portion of the inter-
product transfers line which is transferred as
feedstock to the product "Petro-chemical feed-
stocks".

Transfers to refinery feedstock. Previously re-
fined products, partially refined products and
other materials used which are to be reprocessed
through the refinery.
