Introduction 

From 1936-1938 to 1956-1958 a biennial survey 
of education was published with separate editions in 
English and in French, appearing under the title Part I 
of the Biennial Survey of Education (Catalogue 
81-401). Commencing with the 1958-59 academic 
year and continuing through to 1962-63, the survey 
has been annual and bilingual under the title Survey 
of Elementary and Secondary Education (Catalogue 
81-210). 

There were no annual editions of the publication 
from 1963-64 to 1970-71 inclusive. However, some 
historical data for these years can be found in the 
present publication, while detailed data for the 
Atlantic and Western provinces and the Territories 
were reported in special publications (Catalogues 
81-545,81-546 and 81-549). 

In 1971-72, the publication ceased to be a general 
report on elementary-secondary education and was 
devoted exclusively to statistics on enrolment in ele-
mentary and secondary schools. The present publi-
cation continues this practice. 

Statistics on teachers are reported in a separate pub-
lication, Salaries and Qualifications of Teachers in 
Public Elementary and Secondary Schools (Catalogue 
81-202). 

The present edition of this publication includes an 
analysis of declining enrolment between 1971-72 
and 1979-80 and discusses the educational implica-
tions of this decline by level. 

This publication presents statistics of enrolment in 
elementary and secondary schools in Canada and in-
cludes data for provincial public school systems, pri-
vate schools and schools operated under the auspices 
of the Government of Canada. 

For statistical purposes and for historical con-
tinuity, elementary-secondary education has been 
classified into three sections: kindergarten and nur-
sery 1  (pre-elementary), Grades 1-6 (elementary) and

Method 

All departments of education collect data on enrol-
ment in each public school in their respective prov-
inces. Each school board office is required to verify 
that each student has been included in the survey, 
after which the questionnaires are forwarded to the 
Department of Education. Data from the question-
naires are processed and placed on computer tapes. 
Internal consistency is ensured in various edit verifica-
tion procedures. Statistics Canada is responsible for 
the processing of data from Newfoundland, Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick, Manitoba and Saskatchewan. 
Data from the remaining provinces are provided to 
Statistics Canada by the provincial departments of 
education. These procedures ensure that virtually 
100% of the students are surveyed.

Public Schools 	 coles publiques 

For the purpose of this publication, public schools 
are those which are supported by local taxation and/or 
provincial grants and administered by local school 
boards3 in accordance with the Education Act of the 
jurisdiction in which they are located. Included under 
this heading are the Protestant and Roman Catholic 
separate schools where such exist and schools operated 
by the Department of National Defence in Canada. 
These latter schools operate within the framework of 
the public schools of the province where they are lo-
cated. The Department of National Defence schools 
overseas are reported separately. 

Private Schools 

There exists throughout Canada elementary and sec-
ondary schools which operate outside the public 
school systems. Even though some of them may re-
ceive provincial financial support they are operated 
privately by an individual, an association or a corpora-
tion. 

2  Although the elementary level in the majority of provinces 
is defined as Grades 1- 6, and secondary as Grade 7 and 
higher, there are a number of exceptions. Ontario's elemen-
tary system includes Grades 1- 8; in Quebec there is a pos-
sible transition year after Grade 6 to prepare the student 
for the secondary level which begins at Grade 7; in British 
Columbia and the Yukon the elementary level is Grades 
1- 7; in Saskatchewan and Manitoba it is Grades 1- 8.

Federal Schools 

Schools for Indian and Inuit Pupils 

The education of Indian and Inuit children in the 
provinces is the responsibility of the Department of 
Indian and Northern Affairs which administers the 
schools directly. The federal government owns and 
operates all schools, with the exception of 120 schools 
which are administered by band councils and receive 
federal subsidization. Although the great majority of 
students in federal schools are Indian and Inuit chil-
dren, there are a few other pupils enrolled, generally 
children of staff members. 

In the Yukon and the Northwest Territories the 
Department of Indian and Northern Affairs co-oper-
ates with the departments of education in the educa-
tion of native children. A few years ago, the federal 
department did administer some schools in the North 
directly. However, in 1969, the only federal school in 
the Yukon, at Carcross, closed and in the same year 
the Department of Education at Yellowknife was 
created.

Department of National Defence Schools 
	

Ecoles du ministere de la defense nationale 

While the Department of National Defence is re-
sponsible for the education of the children of military 
personnel both in Canada and abroad, only those 
residing overseas are included under this heading. De-
partment of National Defence schools in Canada are 
included with the public school enrolment of the 
various provinces. 

There are 11 Department of National Defence 
schools overseas. These are located in Belgium, the 
Netherlands and West Germany. The curricula from 
kindergarten to Grade 6 are unique in that they are 
not patterned after those of any particular province. 
Grades 7-13 follow the Ontario curricula.

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Schools for the Blind and Deaf4  

This publication contains data for four schools for 
the blind and 19 schools for the deaf. Two of these 
schools, the Metropolitan Toronto School for the 
Deaf and the Clairlea Associate School for the Deaf 
are operated under control of school boards while 
the remaining 21 schools are either provincial institu-
tions or are operated by non-governmental organiza-
tions subsidized by the province. The two Ontario 
schools mentioned above are shown with the schools 
for the blind and deaf. Previously they also appeared 
with the public schools. 

There are some classes for the blind, partially 
sighted and hard of hearing within the public school 
system. Pupils in these classes are not shown separa-
tely but are included in the category "Special classes" 
in the public school tables. 

Classes for adults offered by The Canadian Na-
tional Institute for the Blind are not included.

This publication does not contain any information 
on special schools such as schools for the mentally or 
emotionally handicapped, aphasiac children or children 
with other handicaps.

RESTRICTIONS 

Beginning in 1978 - 79, Prince Edward Island's 
enrolments from the academic programme offered in 
two vocational schools are included. These had been 
previously excluded from this publication. 

Enrolments in the regional vocational' schools of 
Nova Scotia are excluded. 

Prince Edward Island and New Brunswick do not 
have provincial pre-elementary programmes. However, 
Department of National Defence schools within these 
provinces do have pre-elementary enrolment. 

Ontario public figures include Roman Catholic sep-
arate school enrolments up to Grade 10. Enrolments 
in Grades 11 through 13 in these boards are not pro-
vincially funded or administered and are therefore ex-
cluded from public but included in private enrolments. 

Beginning in 1979 - 80, the enrolment in Alberta 
excludes students in adult programmes who were 
previously included in this publication. In 1979 - 80, 
there were approximately 800 students in these pro-
grammes.

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GENERAL TRENDS 
	

TENDANCES GENERALES 

En 1979 - 80, comme lors des annees precedentes, la ma-
jorite des etudiants (95 %) &talent integres aux systemes pro-
vinciaux d'ecoles publiques. En raison de ce pourcentage 
&eve, l'augmentation de l'effectif dans le secteur prive (de 
2.4 % de l'effectif total en 1971 - 72, il est passé a 3.7 % en 
1979 - 80) peut sembler relativement negligeable. Toutefois, 
cette augmentation en valeur absolue est significative, l'effec-
tif &ant passe de 140,000 en 1971- 72 a 193,000 en 1979-80.

In 1979 - 80, as in previous years, the majority of 
students (95%) were educated in the provincial 
public school systems. Because of this large propor-
tion, enrolment increases in the private sector (from 
2.4% of the total in 1971-72 to 3.7% in 1979 - 80) 
may seem relatively insignificant. However, the in-
crease in absolute terms is significant, as the enrol-
ment increased from 140,000 in 1971 - 72 to 193,000 
in 1979 - 80. 

An examination of enrolments by level in public, 
private and federal schools indicates that while sec-
ondary enrolment in public schools is 1.4% higher 
than elementary enrolment (47.0% secondary com-
pared with 45.6% elementary), in private schools it 
is nearly two and one half times the elementary 
enrolment (66.3% compared to 27.9% elementary). 
Federal schools show marked differences in elemen-
tary-secondary proportions. Since the majority of 
Indian and Inuit children move from federal schools at 
the elementary level to public schools at the secondary 
level, the proportion of secondary enrolment is rela-
tively small (21.2% compared with 61.1% elementary). 

Between 1971- 72 and 1978 - 79 there was a re-
distribution of enrolment by level of education. While 
the elementary portion (Grades 1 - 6) of total enrol-
ment declined steadily since 1971 - 72, the secondary 
portion (Grades 7 -13) dropped for the first time in 
1978 - 79. Since 1978 - 79, enrolment at the elemen-
tary level showed less of a decrease than in the previ-
ous two years, while secondary enrolments continued 
to drop at a greater rate. It is noteworthy that pre-ele-
mentary enrolment increased in 1979 - 80, whereas a 
decline occurred in 1978 - 79.

National Enrolment Changes 

An analysis of enrolment over the past eight years 6  
reveals a continuing decrease in the public school 
population. Total enrolment was more than 12% lower 
in 1979 - 80 than in 1971 - 72, representing a decrease 
of approximately 693,000 students. The rate of de-
crease varied from 1.0% between 1971 - 72 and 
1972 - 73 to 2.3% between the last two survey years. 

While overall enrolment has been declining, its im-
pact has varied with the level of education and time 
period. 

Pre-elementary enrolments declined by over 
10,000, or 2.8% between 1976 - 77 and 1977 - 78. 7  
However, between 1977 - 78 and 1978 - 79 the decline 
was 3,000 or 0.9% . Between 1978 - 79 and 1979 - 80,

Variation des effectifs au Canada 

L'analyse de l'effectif au cours des huit dernieres annees 6 , 
fait ressortir une baisse continue de l'effectif des ecoles pu-
bliques. L'effectif total enregistrait une baisse de plus de 
12 % en 1979 - 80 par rapport a 1971- 72, soit une diminu-
tion d'environ 693,000 etudiants. Le taux de diminution a 
vane de 1.0 % entre 1971 - 72 et 1972 - 73 et 2.3 % entre les 
deux derrieres annees d'enquete.

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pre-elementary enrolment actually increased 0.5% or 
1,700 students. Although the enrolment lags by 
20,000 compared with 1975 - 76, the peak year, this 
upward trend reflects the increase in the number of 
births of the mid-1970's. 

Enrolment at the elementary level (Grades 1- 6) 
continues to decline. Between 1971 - 72 and 1979 - 80 
elementary enrolment dropped by 19.3% (over 
537,000 students) in the public sector. Between 
1977 - 78 and 1978 - 79 the drop in students was 
55,000 (2.3%). In 1979 - 80, there were approxi-
mately 2,250,000 students in Grades 1- 6. This 
represented a drop of 39,000 or nearly 1.7% from 
1978 - 79. This levelling off is expected to continue 
into the 1980's. 

At the secondary level, enrolment dropped by 
196,000 from 1971 - 72 to 1979 - 80, the total de-
crease being 8.0%. The first decline occurred in 1976 - 
77 and has since been accelerating as the previous en-
rolment declines at the elementary level continue into 
the secondary grades. 

Provincial Enrolment Changes 

The above analysis of elementary-secondary enrol-
ment applies to Canada as a whole. There are signif-
icant differences when one examines enrolment 
change by province (Text Table I).

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Moreover, there is a variation in the magnitude of 
the provincial changes in enrolment when one further 
examines the statistics by level (Text Table II). From 
1978 - 79 to 1979 - 80, at the elementary level, Alberta, 
British Columbia and the Northwest Territories 
showed enrolment increases. In the remaining prov-
inces, with the exception of Newfoundland and 
Yukon, the rate of decline was less than between the 
previous two years. 

At the secondary level, enrolment declines were 
significantly greater between 1978 - 79 and 1979 - 80 
(3.3%) than between the previous two years (2.5%).

Conclusions 

The conclusion one reaches in the present analysis 
of enrolment is that the decline in enrolments at the 
elementary-secondary level will continue over the 
next few years, but at a decelerated rate. The second-
ary level, however, will be faced with rapidly declin-
ing enrolments paralleling those which occurred at 
the elementary level between 1971 - 72 and 1977 - 78.

Conclusion 

En conclusion de cette analyse, on prevoit que la baisse 
des effectifs a l'elementaire et au secondaire se poursuivra au 
cours des prochaines quelques annees mais a un rythme plus 
lent.
