Introduction 

This publication presents national and provincial 
enrolment statistics for elementary and secondary 
schools, and includes data for public school systems, 
private schools and schools operated under the aus-
pices of the federal government. For statistical pur-
poses and historical continuity, elementary-secondary 
education has been divided into three sections: kinder-
garten and nursery' (pre-elementary), Grades 1 - 6 
(elementary) and Grades 7-13  (secondary). In fact, 
the split between the elementary and secondary levels 
varies with each provincial system. 2  

As well as providing statistics by age, grade, and sex, 
this edition analyses the enrolment decline between 
1971 - 72 and 1981- 82 and discusses implications for 
each level.

Historical Continuity 

From 1936 - 38 to 1956 - 58, the results of a bien-
nial survey of education were published in separate 
English and French editions under the title, Part I of 
the Biennial Survey of Education (Catalogue 81 - 401). 
Commencing with the 1958 - 59 academic year and 
continuing through to 1962 - 63, the survey was con-
ducted annually and reported in a bilingual publica-
tion, Survey of Elementary and Secondary Education 
(Catalogue 81-210). 

From 1963 - 64 to 1970 - 71 inclusive, annual edi-
tions were not produced. However, special regional 
studies were prepared to give details for the Atlantic 
and Western provinces and the territories (Catalogues 
81-545, 81-546 and 81-549). This report contains sum-
mary data for some of those missing years. 

In 1971 - 72 the publication ceased to be a general 
report on elementary-secondary education and was 
devoted exclusively to enrolment. Statistics on teach-
ers are in a separate publication, Salaries and Qualifi-
cations of Teachers in Public Elementary and Second-
ary Schools (Catalogue 81 - 202). 

1  Enrolment in schools offering only private kindergarten and/ 
or nursery school is excluded. 

2  In most provinces, the elementary level is defined as Grades 
1 - 6, and secondary as Grade 7 and above, but there are ex-
ceptions. The elementary level in Ontario, Manitoba and 
Saskatchewan is Grades 1- 8; in British Columbia and the 
Yukon, Grades 1- 7. 
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Method 	 Methode 

Provincial departments of education collect enrol-
ment data for each public elementary and secondary 
school in the province. After the school board offices 
verify that every student has been included in the sur-
vey, the questionnaires are forwarded to the Depart-
ment of Education. Statistics Canada processes data 
from Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, 
Manitoba and Saskatchewan. Data from the remain-
ing provinces are provided to Statistics Canada by 
the provincial departments of education. 

Statistics Canada is responsible for data collection 
from schools for the blind and deaf, Department of 
National Defence schools overseas, and private schools 
in all provinces except Quebec and Ontario. The Minis-
tries of Education in Quebec and Ontario provide 
private school information to Statistics Canada. 

The Department of Indian and Northern Affairs 
supplies data on Indian and Inuit students. 

Public Schools 

Public schools are supported by local taxation and/ 
or provincial grants and administered by local school 
boards 3  in accordance with the Education Act of the 
jurisdiction where they are located. This includes 
Protestant and Roman Catholic separate schools and 
schools operated by the Department of National De-
fence in Canada. The latter function within the cur-
riculum guidelines for public schools of the province 
where they are located. Department of National De-
fence schools overseas are not categorized as public 
schools in this definition. 

In Ontario, Roman Catholic separate schools are 
publicly funded and administered to Grade 10 only; 
students in Grades 11, 12 and 13 are categorized as 
private. This explains the apparent decline in Ontario's 
public school enrolment after Grade 10, with com-
parable increases in private schools.

Federal Schools 

Schools for Native Students 

Education of Indian and Inuit children in the prov-
inces is the responsibility of the Department of Indian 
and Northern Affairs. Except for 185 schools that are 
administered by band councils and receive federal 
subsidization, the federal government owns and oper-
ates all schools. Although the great majority of stu-
dents are Indian and Inuit, a few others are enrolled, 
generally children of staff members. 

In the Yukon and the Northwest Territories, the 
Department of Indian and Northern Affairs co-oper-
ates with the territorial departments of education to 
educate native children. 

Department of National Defence (DND) Schools 

The Department of National Defence is responsible 
for the education of children of military personnel 
both in Canada and overseas. Department of National 
Defence schools in Canada are counted with the public 
school enrolment of the provinces; overseas enrolment 
is shown separately. 

The Department of National Defence operates 10 
schools in Belgium, the Netherlands and West Germany. 
In English schools, the curriculum to Grade 8 is unique 
in that it is not patterned after any particular prov-
ince; Grades 9 through 13 follow the Ontario curric-
ulum. In French schools, all grades are patterned after 
the Quebec curriculum. 

Schools for the Blind and Deaf 4  

Data are given for four schools for the blind and 
18 schools for the deaf. Of these, the Metropolitan 
Toronto School for the Deaf is under school board 
control, while the remaining 21 are either provincial 
institutions or are operated by non-governmental 
organizations subsidized by the province. The Ontario 
school mentioned above is shown with the schools 
for the blind and deaf, although in earlier editions 
it appeared with the public schools. 

The public school system provides some classes for 
the blind, partially sighted and hard of hearing. Pupils 
in these classes are included in the "Special classes" 
category in the public school tables. 

Ecoles pour aveugles et sourds 4

Where public 
schools provide classes for this type of student, the 
statistics are included in the "Special classes" category.

Beginning in 1978-79, enrolment in the academic 
high school programmes of two Prince Edward Island 
vocational colleges has been included. 

Beginning in 1979-80, Alberta enrolment excludes 
students in adult programmes who previously had 
been included.

REVUE STATISTIQUE 

In 1981 - 82, as in previous years, the majority of 
students (95%) were educated in the provincial 
public school systems. Because of this large propor-
tion, enrolment increases in the private sector (from 
2.4% of the total in 1971-72 to 4.4% in 1981 -82) 
may seem relatively insignificant. However, the in-
crease in absolute terms is significant, as the enrol-
ment increased from 140,000 in 1971 - 72 to 220,000 
in 1981 -82. 

An examination of enrolments by level in public, 
private and federal schools indicates that while sec-
ondary enrolment in public schools is slightly lower 
than elementary enrolment (45.8% secondary com-
pared with 46.4% elementary), in private schools 
it is nearly two and one half times the elementary en-
rolment (65.9% compared to 27.9% elementary). 
Federal schools show marked differences in elemen-
tary-secondary proportions. Since the majority of

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Indian and Inuit children move from federal schools at 
the elementary level to public schools at the secondary 
level, the proportion of secondary enrolment is rela-
tively small (21.8% compared with 59.9% elementary). 

Between 1971 - 72 and 1978 - 79 there was a re-
distribution of enrolment by level of education. While 
the elementary portion (Grades 1 - 6) of total enrol-
ment declined steadily since 1971 - 72, the secondary 
portion (Grades 7 -13) dropped for the first time in 
1978 - 79. Since 1978 - 79, the pre-elementary and 
elementary portions have shown slight year-to-year 
increases, while the secondary portion is decreasing at 
a similar rate.

National Enrolment Changes 

An analysis of enrolment over the past 10 years 6  
reveals a continuing decrease in the public school 
population. Total enrolment was more than 15% 
lower in 1981 - 82 than in 1971 - 72, representing a 
decrease of approximately 858,000 students. The rate 
of decrease varied from 1.0% between 1971 - 72 and 
1972 - 73 to 2.3% between 1978 - 79 and 1979 - 80, 
to 1.8% between the last two survey years. 

While overall enrolment has been declining, its im-
pact has varied with the level of education and time 
period. 

Pre-elementary enrolments declined by over 
10,000, or 2.8% between 1976 - 77 and 1977 - 78. 7  
However, between 1977 - 78 and 1978 - 79 there was 
an increase of 1,000 or 0.7%. Between 1978 - 79 and 
1979 - 80, pre-elementary enrolment increased 
1.0% or 3,700 students. The increase between 
1979 - 80 and 1980 - 81 (2.9%) was three times the 
rate between the preceding two years, representing an 
additional 11,000 students. In 1981 -82, pre-ele-
mentary enrolment dropped by 7,500 students 
(2.0%) over the previous year, the first recorded 
decrease since 1977 -78.

Variation des effectifs au Canada 

L'analyse de l'effectif au cours des 10 dernieres annees 6  
fait ressortir une baisse continue de l'effectif des ecoles pu-
bliques. L'effectif total enregistrait une baisse de plus de 
15 % en 1981 - 82 par rapport a 1971 - 72, soit une diminu-
tion d'environ 858,000 etudiants. Le taux de diminution a 
vane de 1.0% entre 1971 - 72 et 1972 - 73 a 2.3% entre 
1978 - 79 et 1979 - 80, a 1.8 % entre les deux dernieres annees 
d'enquete. 

Bien que la diminution de l'effectif ait ete generale, les re-
percussions ont vane selon le niveau d'enseignement et Pannee.

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Enrolment at the elementary level (Grades 1- 6) 
continues to decline. Between 1971 - 72 and 1981 - 82 
elementary enrolment dropped by 20.7% (nearly 
576,000 students) in the public sector. Between 
1977 - 78 and 1978 - 79 the drop in students was 
53,000 (2.3%). From 1978 - 79 to 1979 - 80 the de-
crease in students was 38,000 (1.7%). The decline is 
continuing to level off with a drop of only I 20,000 
students (0.9%) in the last two years. This trend is 
expected to continue into the 1980s. 

At the secondary level, enrolment dropped by 
332,000 from 1971 - 72 to 1981 - 82 , the total de-
crease being 13.2%. The first decline occurred in 
1976 - 77 and accelerated to 3.3% in 1979 - 80. This 
declining trend is levelling off, with 1981 -82 
registering a decrease of 2.6%. 

Provincial Enrolment Changes 

The above analysis of elementary-secondary enrol-
ment applies to Canada as a whole. There are signif-
icant differences when one examines enrolment 
change by province (Text Table I).

Les effectifs des ecoles secondaires ont accuse un recul de 
332,000 de 1971 - 72 a 1981 - 82, la diminution totale s'eta-
blissant a 13.2 %. La premiere baisse est survenue en 1976 -
77. Cette baisse a continue a 3.3 % en 1979 - 80. Par ailleurs 
une diminution de 2.6 % en 1981 - 82 indique un changement 
dans cette tendance. 

Variation des effectifs dans les provinces 

L'analyse exposee ci-dessus porte sur l'ensemble du Canada. 
On note toutefois des divergences appreciables d'une province 
A l'autre (tableau explicatif I).

Moreover, there is a variation in the magnitude of 
the provincial changes in enrolment when one further 
examines the statistics by level (Text Table II). From 

De plus, si l'on etudie en detail les statistiques par niveau 
(tableau explicatif II), on constate que l'ampleur des varia-
tions differe d'une province a l'autre. De 1980 - 81 a 1981 - 
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1980 - 81 to 1981 - 82, at the elementary level, Alberta 
and the territories showed enrolment increases. 
Nova Scotia, Quebec, and Manitoba had rates of 
decline that were less than between the previous 
two years. Only British Columbia went from an 
increase to a decrease. 

At the secondary level, enrolment declines were 
significantly less between 1980 -81 and 1981 - 82 
(2.6%) than between the previous two years (3.4%). 
The 1981 - 82 rate of decline was comparable to that 
of 1978 - 79. Although conditions may change, 
the secondary enrolment decline appears to be 
lessening.
