Introduction 

This publication presents national and provincial 
enrolment statistics for elementary and secondary 
schools, and includes data for public school systems, 
private schools and schools operated under the 
auspices of the federal government. For statistical pur-
poses and historical continuity, elementary-secondary 
education has been divided into three sections: 
kindergarten and nursery' (pre-elementary), Grades 
1 - 6 (elementary) and Grades 7 - 13 (secondary). In 
fact, the split between the elementary and secondary 
levels varies with each provincial system. 2  

As well as providing statistics by age, grade, and sex, 
this edition analyses the enrolment decline between 
1971-72 and 1983-84 and discusses implications for 
each level. 

Historical Continuity 
From 1936-38 to 1956-58, the results of a biennial 

survey of education were published in separate English 
and French editions under the title, Part I of the Bien-
nial Survey of Education (Catalogue 81-401). Com-
mencing with the 1958-59 academic year and continu-
ing through to 1962-63, the survey was conducted an-
nually and reported in a bilingual publication, Survey 
of Elementary and Secondary Education (Catalogue 
81-210). 

From 1963-64 to 1970-71 inclusive, annual editions 
were not produced. However, special regional studies 
were prepared to give details for the Atlantic and 
Western provinces and the territories (Catalogues 
81-545, 81-546 and 81-549). The current report con-
tains summary data for some of those missing years. 

In 1971-72 the publication ceased to be a general 
report on elementary-secondary education and was 
devoted exclusively to enrolment. Statistics on teachers 
are in a separate publication, Salaries and Qualifica-
tions of Teachers in Public Elementary and Secondary 
Schools (Catalogue 81-202). 

I Enrolment in schools offering or_tly private kindergarten and/or 
nursery school is excluded. 

2  In most provinces, the elementary level is defined as Grades 1-6, 
and secondary as Grade 7 and above, but there are exceptions. 
The elementary level in Ontario, Manitoba and Saskatchewan is 
Grades 1-8; in British Columbia and the Yukon, Grades 1-7. 

La presente publication fournit des donnees sur les effec-
tifs nationaux et provinciaux des ecoles des niveaux elemen-
taire et secondaire et renferme egalement des donnees sur 
les ecoles publiques, les ecoles privees et les ecoles regies par 
l'administration federale. Aux fins de la statistique et par 
souci de chronologie, on a reparti l'enseignement elemen-
taire et secondaire en trois parties, soit les maternelles et 
prematernelles' (niveau prescolaire), lie - 6e armee (niveau 
elementaire) et la 7e - 13e armee (niveau secondaire). En fait, 
la ligne de demarcation entre l'enseignement elementaire et 
secondaire varie d'une province a l'autre 2 . 

En plus de fournir des statistiques selon rage, le niveau 
et le sexe, la presente edition analyse la perte d'effectifs 
enregistree entre 1971-72 et 1983-84 et discute des incidences 
de cette diminution sur chaque niveau. 

Donnees historiques 
De 1936-38 a 1956-58, un releve biennal de l'enseignement 

intitule Partie I du Releve biennal de l'enseignement (no 
81-401 au catalogue) a ete publie separement en anglais et 
en frangais. De 1958-59 a 1962-63, le bulletin a paru dans 
les deux langues sous un nouveau titre, Releve de l'enseigne-
ment elementaire et secondaire (no 81-210 au catalogue). 

Aucune publication annuelle n'a paru de 1963-64 a 
1970-71 inclusivement. Des donnees chronologiques ont 
cependant ete etablies pour cette periode, et des donnees 
detainees sur les provinces de l'Atlantique, de l'Ouest et sur 
les territoires ont fait l'objet de publications specia,leg (nos 
81-545, 81-546 et 81-549 au catalogue). La presente publica-
tion contient des donnees sommaires pour quelques-unes des 
annees oit it n'y a eu aucune publication. 

Depuis 1971-72, la publication traite uniquement des ef-
fectifs des ecoles primaires et secondaires et non plus de 
l'enseignement comme c'etait le cas auparavant. Des statisti-
ques sur les enseignants figurent dans Ia publication intitulee 
Traitement et qualifications des enseignants des ecoles publi-
ques primaires et secondaires (no 81-202 au catalogue).

-verify that every student has been included in the 
survey, the questionnaires are forwarded to the 

itDePartmentaf-EduaLqabStatistics Canada processes 
data from Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick and Saskatchewan. Data from the remain-
ing provinces are provided to Statistics Canada by the 
provincial departments of education. 

Statistics Canada is responsible for data collection 
from schools for the blind and deaf,Department of 
National Defence schools overseas, and private schools 
in all provinces except Quebec and Ontario. The 
Ministries of Education in Quebec and Ontario pro-
vide private school information to Statistics Canada. 

The Department of Indian and Northern Affairs 
supplies data on Indian and Inuit students. 

Public Schools 

Public schools are supported by local taxation 
and/or provincial grants and administered by local 
school boards3  in accordance with the Education Act 
of the jurisdiction where they are located. This includes 
Protestant and Roman Catholic separate schools and 
schools operated by the Department of National 
Defence in Canada. The latter function within the cur-
riculum guidelines for public schools of the province 
where they are located. Department of National 
Defence schools overseas are not categorized as public 
schools in this definition. 

In Ontario, Roman Catholic separate schools are 
publicly funded and administered to Grade 10 only; 
students in Grades 11, 12 and 13 are categorized as 
private. This explains the apparent decline in Ontario's 
public school enrolment after Grade 10, with com-
parable increases in private schools. 

Private Schools 
Throughout Canada there are elementary and secon-

dary schools that operate outside the public systems. 
Some receive provincial financial support, but they are 
managed privately by an individual, association or 
corporation. 

3  Exceptions are schools in the Yukon and most schools in the North-
west Territories, which are administered by the respective territorial 
governments. 

Methode 

Les ministeres provinciaux de l'Education procedent au 
rassemblement des donnees sur les effectifs des ecoles publi-
ques primaires et secondaires de leur province respective. 
Une fois que tous les etudiants sont denombres, les conseils 
scolaires envoient les questionnaires au ministere de l'Educa-
tion. Statistique Canada traite les donnees provenant de 
Terre-Neuve, de la Nouvelle-Ecosse, du Nouveau-Brunswick 
et de la Saskatchewan.

Statistique Canada est chargé de recueillir les donnees des 
ecoles pour aveugles et sourds, les ecoles du ministere de 
la Defense nationale outre-mer et les ecoles privees dans 
toutes les provinces sauf au Quebec et en Ontario.

Le ministere des Affaires indiennes et du Nord canadien 
fournit pour sa part les donnees sur les Indiens et les Inuits. 

Ecoles publiques 

Par ecoles publiques, on entend les etablissements 
d'enseignement finances par les taxes scolaires des 
municipalites et(ou) les subventions des provinces et diriges 
par des conseils scolaires locaux 3  en vertu de la Loi per-
tinente qui regit l'enseignement. En font partie, les ecoles 
separees protestantes et catholiques romaines et les ecoles 
administrees par le ministere de la Defense nationale au 
Canada. Ces dernieres s'inscrivent dans le systeme des ecoles 
publiques de la province oil elles sont situees. Toutefois, les 
ecoles du ministere de la Defense nationale a l'etranger n'en-
trent pas ici dans la categorie des ecoles publiques. 

En Ontario, les ecoles separees catholiques romaines sont 
financees et administrees par le gouvernement jusqu'd la 10e 
armee seulement. Les classes de 11e, 12e et 13e annee sont 
categorisees comme classes privees. C'est ce qui explique la 
diminution apparente des effectifs des ecoles publiques de 
l'Ontario apres la 10e armee au profit des ecoles privees. 

Ecoles privees 
11 existe au Canada des ecoles primaires et secondaires en 

marge des systemes des ecoles publiques. Certaines d'entre 
elles peuvent recevoir des subventions provinciales, mais elles 
sont toutes dirigees par un particulier, une association ou 
une societe.

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Ecoles federates 

Ecoles pour autochtones 

L'enseignement dispense aux autochtones dans les pro-
vinces releve directement du ministere des Affaires indien-
nes et du Nord. L'administration federate possede et dirige 
touter les ecoles, sauf 191 qui sont administrees par les con-
seils de tribus et recoivent des subventions federates. La 
plupart des eleves inscrits a ces ecoles sont d'origine indienne 
et inuit, mais it y a egalement d'autres eleves - en general 
les enfants des membres du personnel - qui les frequentent. 

Au Yukon et dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest, le 
ministere des Affaires indiennes et du Nord collabore avec 
les ministeres territoriaux de l'Education a la formation des 
autochtones. 

Ecoles du ministere de la Defense nationale (MDN) 

L'instruction des enfants du personnel militaire au 
Canada et a Petranger releve du ministere de la Defense na-
tionale. Les ecoles situees au Canada sont comptees avec 
les ecoles publiques des diverses provinces alors que celles 
qui sont situees outre-mer figurent sous une rubrique 
differente. 

Le ministere de la Defense nationale administre 10 ecoles 
a l'etranger, soit en Belgique, aux Pays-Bas et en Allemagne 
de l'Ouest. Dans les ecoles anglaises, les programmes 
d'etudes de la maternelle a la 8e armee ne correspondent a 
aucun de ceux des provinces, celui de la 9e a la 13e armee 
est l'equivalent de ceux de l'Ontario alors que, dans les ecoles 
frangaises, tous les niveaux suivent le meme programme que 
ceux du Quebec. 

Federal Schools 

Schools for Native Students 
Education of Indian and Inuit children in the prov-

inces is the responsibility of the Department of In-
dian and Northern Affairs. Except for 191_schools that 
are administered by band councils and receive federal 
subsidization, the federal government owns and 
operates all schools. Although the great majority of 
students are Indian and Inuit, a few others are enrolled, 
generally children of staff members. 

In the Yukon and the Northwest Territories, the 
Department of Indian and Northern Affairs co-
operates with the territorial departments of education 
to educate native children. 

Department of National Defence (DND) Schools 

The Department of National Defence is responsi-
ble for the education of children of military person-
nel both in Canada and overseas. Department of Na-
tional Defence schools in Canada are counted with the 
public school enrolment of the provinces; overseas 
enrolment is shown separately. 

The Department of National Defence operates 10 
schools in Belgium, the Netherlands and West Ger-
many. In English schools, the curriculum to Grade 8 
is unique in that it is not patteined after any particular 
province; Grades 9 through 13 follow the Ontario cur-
riculum. In French schools, all grades are patterned 
after the Quebec curriculum. 

Schools for the Blind and Deaf 4  
Data are given for four schools for the blind and 

18 schools for the deaf. Of these, the Metropolitan 
Toronto School for the Deaf is under school board 
control, while the remaining 21 are either provincial 
institutions or are operated by non-governmental 
organizations subsidized by the province. The Ontario 
school mentioned above is shown with the public 
schools. 

The public school system provides some classes for 
the blind, partially sighted and hard of hearing. Pupils 
in these classes are included in the "Special classes" 
category in the public school tables. 

Ecoles pour aveugles et sourds 4  
Les donnees recueillies portent sur quatre ecoles pour 

aveugles et 18 pour sourds. Le Metropolitan Toronto School 
for the Deaf est dirige par un conseil scolaire, tandis que 
les 21 autres ecoles relevent de l'administration provinciale 
ou d'organismes prives subventionnes par la province. Les 
donnees sur l'ecole susmentionnee ont ete integrees aux 
statistiques des ecoles publiques. 

Les ecoles publiques offrent certains cours destines aux 
aveugles et aux eleves souffrant de troubles visuels ou 
auditifs. Les effectifs de ces ecoles figurent sous la rubri-
que "classes speciales" des tableaux sur les ecoles publiques.

Autres ecoles 
La presente publication ne traite pas des effectifs des 

ecoles speciales comme les ecoles pour les enfants souffrant 
de troubles mentaux ou emotifs, les enfants aphasiques ou 
d'autres handicapes, a moins que ces etablissements ne soient 
administres par le conseil scolaire local. Lorsque les ecoles 
publiques fournissent des classes speciales pour ce type d'etu-
diants, les statistiques sur ces effectifs sont comprises dans 
la categorie "classes speciales". 

Classes for adults offered by the Canadian National 
Institute for the Blind are not included. 

Other Schools 
This publication does not contain information on 

special schools, such as those for the mentally or emo-
tionally handicapped, aphasiac children or children 
with other handicaps unless the institutions are 
operated by the local school board. Where public 
schools provide classes for this type of student, the 
statistics are included in the "Special classes" category. 

HISTORICAL COMPARABILITY 
Beginning in 1978-79, enrolment in the academic 

high school programmes of two Prince Edward Island 
vocational colleges has been included. 

Beginning in 1979-80, Alberta enrolment excludes 
students in adult programmes who previously had been 
included. 

COMPARABILITE DES DONNEES 
Depuis 1978-79, sont inclus dans les donnees les effectifs

HIGHLIGHTS 
• Total enrolment in all elementary-secondary schools 

in 1983-84 was 4,977,000, down 0.4% from 
1982-83. Since the peak year in 1970-71, enrolment 
has dropped by 859,000 (14.7%). 

• Pre-elementary enrolment increased 0.5% to 
402,000 in 1983-84 from 400,000 in 1982-83. This 
reflects the recent increase in the number of births 
as well as an increase in the participation rate. 

• Elementary enrolment decreased 1.0% to 2,251,000 
in 1983-84 from 2,273,000 in 1982-83. 

• Secondary enrolment increased by 1,100 students 
over 1982-83 to 2,323,000, the first increase since 
1975-76. 

• In 1983-84, 8% of Canada's enrolment was in the 
pre-elementary level, 43% in the elementary level, 
45% in the secondary level and 4% in_sestal.._ 
education.  

• Public school enrolment continues to decline (down 
16% from 1971-72) while private school enrolment 
is increasing (up 66% from 1971-72). 

• In 1981-82, public elementary enrolment surpassed 
public secondary for the first time since 1974-75. 
In 1983-84, the two enrolments were virtually the 
same. 

• Public pre-elementary enrolment increased in both 
1982-83 and 1983-84, after a decline in 1981-82, the 
first decline since 1977-78. 

STATISTICAL REVIEW 

In 1983-84, as in previous years, the majority of 
students (94%) were educated in the provincial public 
school systems. Because of this large proportion, 
enrolment increases in the private sector (from 2.4% 
of the total in 1971-72 to 4.7% in 1983-84) may seem 
relatively insignificant. However, the increase in ab-
solute terms is substantial, as the enrolment increased 
from 140,000 in 1971-72 to 232,000 in 1983-84. 

An examination of enrolments by level in public, 
private and federal schools indicates that while secon-
dary enrolment in public schools is virtually the same 
as elementary enrolment (46.0% secondary compared 
with 45.9% elementary), in private schools it is over 
two times the elementary enrolment (65.2% compared 
to 28.7% elementary). Federal schools show marked 
differences in elementary-secondary proportions. Since 
the majority of Indian and Inuit children move from 
federal schools at the elementary level to public schools 
at the secondary level, the proportion of secondary 
enrolment is relatively small (23.9% compared with 
57.0% elementary). 

POINTS SAILLANTS

REVUE STATISTIQUE 
En 1983-84, comme lors des annees precedentes, la ma-

jorite des etudiants (94 07o) etaient integres aux systemes pro-
vinciaux d'ecoles publiques. En raison de ce pourcentage 
"eleve, l'augmentation de l'effectif dans le secteur prive (de 
2.4 % de l'effectif total en 1971-72, it est passé a 4.7 % en 
1983-84) peut sembler relativement negligeable. Toutefois,

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Between 1971-72 and 1978-79 there was a redistribu-
tion of enrolment by level of education. While the 
elementary portion (Grades 1-6) of total enrolment 
declined steadily since 1971-72, the secondary portion 
(Grades 7-13) dropped for the first time in 1978-79. 

Between 1978-79 and 1982-83, the elementary por-
tion had shown slight year-to-year increases, while the 
secondary portion decreased at similar rates. This trend 
reversed in 1983-84 when the elementary portion drop-
ped and the secondary portion increased. This change 
in trend was due to the addition of Grade 12 in 
Newfoundland. 

During the period 1971-72 to 1983-84, the pre-
elementary level has shown a steady increase in its por-
tion of students (from 5.8% in 1971-72 to 8.1% in 
1983-84). 

An Analysis of Changing Enrolments - Public 
Schools5  

National Enrolment Changes 

An analysis of enrolment over the past 12 years 
reveals a continuing decrease in the public school 
population. Total enrolment was more than 16% lower 
in 1983-84 than in 1971-72, representing a decrease of 
nearly 928,000 students. The rate of decrease varied 
from 1.0% between 1971-72 and 1972-73 to 2.3% be-
tween 1978-79 and 1979-80, to 0.6% between the last 
two survey years. 

While overall enrolment has been declining, its im-
pact has varied with the level of education and time 
period. 

Pre-elementary enrolments declined by over 10,000, 
or 2.8% between 1976-77 and 1977-78. However, bet-
ween 1977-78 and 1980-81 there were constant in-
creases in the number of students. With the exception 
of a decrease in students in 1981-82 (7,500 or 2.7% 
over the previous year), pre-elementary enrolment has 
been increasing steadily. 

Enrolment at the elementary level (Grades 1-6) con-
tinues to decline. Between 1971-72 and 1983-84 elemen-
tary enrolment dropped by 22.6% (nearly 629,000 
students) in the public sector. Between 1977-78 and 
1978-79 the drop in studdnts was 56,000 (2.4%). The 
decline has continued to level off with a drop of only 
24,000 students (1.1%) between 1982-83 and 1983-84. 
This trend is expected to continue into the mid 1980s.

Variation des effectifs au Canada 
L'analyse de l'effectif au cours des 12 dernieres annees 

fait ressortir une baisse continue de l'effectif des ecoles publi-
ques. L'effectif total enregistrait une baisse de plus de 16 % 
en 1983-84 par rapport a 1971-72, soit une diminution de 
pros de 928,000 etudiants.

7,500 ou 2.0% par rapport a 1981-82), l'effectif du 
prescolaire a continue d'augmenter de fawn graduelle.

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At the secondary level, enrolment dropped by 
358,000 from 1971-72 to 1983-84, a decrease of 14.2%. 
The largest percentage decline occurred in 1980-81 
(3.4%). This declining trend is levelling off, with 
decreases of 2.6% in 1981-82 and 1.0% in 1982-83. 
The school year 1983-84 showed less than a percen-
tage point difference in enrolment from the previous 
year. This small decrease in enrolment was due, in 
part, to the addition of Grade 12 in Newfoundland. 

Les effectifs des ecoles secondaires ont accuse un recul 
de 358,000 de 1971-72 a 1983-84, soit une diminution de 
14.2 %. La plus grande diminution en pourcentage est 
survenue en 1980-81 (3.4%). Par ailleurs une diminution de 
2.6 % en 1981-82 et de 1.0 % en 1982-83 indique un change-
ment dans cette tendance. L'effectif en 1983-84 a diminue 
de moins de 1% par rapport a 1982-83.

Provincial Enrolment Changes 

The above analysis of elementary-secondary enrol-
ment applies to Canada as a whole. There are signifi-
cant differences when one examines enrolment change 
by province (Text Table II). 

Variation des effectifs dans les provinces

Moreover, there is a variation in the magnitude of 
the provincial changes in enrolment when one further 
examines the statistics by level (Text Table III). From 
1982-83 to 1983-84, at the elementary level, Saskat-
chewan and the Northwest Territories were the only 
jurisdictions to record enrolment increases. New-
foundland, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick had rates 
of decline larger than between the previous two years. 
Only Alberta went from an increase to a decrease. 

De plus, si l'on etudie en detail les statistiques par niveau 
(tableau explicatif III), on constate que l'ampleur des varia-
tions differe d'une province a l'autre. De 1982-83 a 1983-84, 
au niveau elementaire, on observe une augmentation des ef-
fectifs en Saskatchewan, et dans les Territoires du Nord-
Ouest.

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At the secondary level, enrolment declines were 
significantly less between 1982-83 and 1983-84 (0.2%) 
than between the previous two years (1.0%). As has 
been stated, this was due, in part, to the addition of 
Grade 12 in Newfoundland.
