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General Enrolment Trends 

• Total enrolment in all elementary-secondary 
schools in 1985-86 was 4,928,000, down 
0.4% from 1984-85. Since the peak year in 
1970-71, enrolment has dropped by 908,000 
students (15.6%). 

• The pre-elementary level has not followed the 
downward trend of elementary-secondary enrol-
ment. During the last 15 years, pre-elementary 
enrolment rose 21 % to 422,000. This was 
72,000 more pupils than in 1970-71. 

• The increase at the pre-elementary level is due, 
in part, to higher participation rates among four-
and five-year-olds, since schooling at these ages 
is not compulsory in any province or territory. 

• At the elementary level (Grades 1 to 6), enrol-
ment decreased 23% from 2,919,000 in 
1970-71 to 2,255,000 in 1985-86. Enrolment 
declines have been slowing down in the past few 
years. 

• The 1985-86 school year marked the first time 
since 1968-69 that elementary enrolment in-
creased over the previous year (11,000 students 
or 0.5%). 

Tendances generales des effectifs 

• L'effectif total de toutes les ecoles au niveau d'ensei-
gnement elementaire et secondaire se chiffrait a 
4,928,000 en 1985-86, soit une diminution de 0.4% 
par rapport a 1984-85. Depuis 1970-71, annee oil 
les effectifs etaient a leur maximum, le nombre d'etu-
diants a diminue de 908,000 (15.6%). 

• Le niveau prescolaire n'a pas suivi la tendance a la 
baisse des effectifs de l'elementaire et du secondaire. 
Au cours des 15 dernieres annees, les effectifs du • 
prescolaire ont augmente de 21 % pour atteindre 
422,000. Cela veut dire qu'il y avait 72,000 slaves 
de plus qu'en 1970-71. 

• Cette augmentation au niveau prescolaire est causee 
en partie par un taux de participation plus eleve chez 
les enfants de quatre et cinq ans pour qui la frequen-
tation scolaire n'est obligatoire dans aucune province 
et dans aucun territoire. 

• Au niveau elementaire (1re a 6e annee), les effectifs 
ont diminue de 23%, passant de 2,919,000 en 
1970-71 a 2,255,000 en 1985-86. Les baisses 
d'effectifs ont ate moins marquees ces dernieres 
annees. 

• L'annee scolaire 1985-86 a ate la premiere annee 
depuis 1968-69 ou les effectifs a l'elementaire ont 
augmente par rapport a l'annee precedente (de 
11,000 etudiants ou 0.5%).

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• At the secondary level (Grades 7 to 13), enrol-
ment is down 12% since 1970-71 (from 
2,567,000 to 2,251,000), but the first decrease 
was not until the 1976-77 school year. This 
downtrend continues, although at a slower pace. 
In the late seventies, annual declines were around 
3%. Since then, the yearly decrease has drop-
ped to 1.6%. 

• In 1974-75, secondary enrolment surpassed 
elementary for the first time since statistics have 
been recorded. Eleven years later, elementary 
again accounted for more students than secon-
dary, although only slightly (4,000 students). 

• As the above analysis indicates, the proportions 
of students in the different levels of education 
have shifted over the years. In 1985-86, 9% 
were at the pre-elementary level, 43% at the 
elementary level, 44% at the secondary level, 
and 4% in special education. In 1970-71, the 
corresponding figures were 6%, 49%, 43% and 
2%. 

• Au niveau secondaire (7e a 13e armee), les effectifs 
ont flechi de 12% depuis 1970-71 (passant de 
2,567,000 etudiants a 2,251,000), mais la premiere 
diminution nest survenue que durant l'annee scolaire 
1976-77. Cette tendance a Ia baisse persiste, mais 
a un rythme plus lent. Vers la fin des annees 1970, 
le taux annuel de diminution se situait autour de 3%. 
Depuis ce temps, le taux annuel de diminution s'est 
baisse a 1.6%. 

• En 1974-75, les effectifs du secondaire ont surpasse 
les effectifs de l'elementaire pour Ia premiere fois 
depuis que des statistiques sont enregistrees. Onze 
ans plus tard, les effectifs de l'elementaire ont repris 
le dessus legerement avec 4,000 etudiants de plus 
que les effectifs du secondaire. 

• Comme le revele ('analyse qui precede, it s'est pro-
duit un deplacement des effectifs selon le niveau 
d'enseignement au cours des annees. En 1985-86, 
9% de l'effectif etait au niveau prescolaire, 43% au 
niveau elementaire, 44% au niveau secondaire et 4% 
dans des classes speciales. En 1970-71, les chif-
fres correspondants etaient les suivants: 6%, 49%, 
43% et 2%. 

Trends in Public, Private and Federal Schools 

• In 1985-86, as in previous years, the majority of 
students (94%) attended public schools. 
Because of this large proportion, enrolment in-
creases in private institutions (from 2.4% of the 
total in 1970-71 to 4.8% in 1985-86) may seem 
relatively insignificant. Nonetheless, the increase 
in absolute terms is substantial: from 143,000 
to 234,000. 

• Between 1984-85 and 1985-86, private school 
enrolment fell by 4,000 students (1.8%), the first 
such decline in 14 years. This apparent reversal 
of enrolment trends was due entirely to a change 
in legislation affecting Ontario's Roman Catholic 
separate schools (i.e., the funding of Grade 11 
Roman Catholic schools changed from private to 
public). Since Ontario has more than 40% of all 
private school enrolment, this legislative change 
reversed the steady increase of private school 
enrolment. 

• Examination of enrolment by level in public and 
private schools indicates that while secondary 
and elementary enrolment in public schools are 
virtually the same (45.0% secondary compared 
with 46.4% elementary), in private schools, the 
number of secondary students is two times higher 
than elementary enrolment (62.8% compared to 
30.9%). 

Tendances observees dans les stoles publiques, 
privees et federales 

• En 1985-86, comme lors des annees precedentes, 
la majority des etudiants (94%) frequentaient les eco-
les publiques. En raison de ce pourcentage eleve, 
l'augmentation de I'effectif dans les institutions privees 
(de 2.4% de l'effectif total en 1970-71, it est passé 
a 4.8% en 1985-86) peut sembler relativement negli-
geable. Toutefois, cette augmentation en valeur abso-
lue est significative: I'effectif etant passé de 143,000 
a 234,000. 

• Entre 1984-85 et 1985-86, les effectifs des stoles 
privees ont accuse une baisse de 4,000 etudiants 
(1.8%), cette diminution est la premiere du genre a 
etre enregistree en 14 ans. Ce renversement appa-
rent des tendances observees dans les effectifs a ete 
cause entierement par un changement dans la legis-
lation portant sur les stoles separees catholiques 
romaines de I'Ontario(le gouvernement finance main-
tenant la 11e annee dans les stoles catholiques 
romaines publiques plutot que privees comme aupa-
ravant). Comme ('Ontario detient plus de 40% de tous 
les effectifs des stoles privees, ce changement dans 
la legislation a renverse l'augmentation constante de 
l'effectif des ecoles privees. 

• L'etude des effectifs des stoles publiques et privees 
selon le niveau revele que dans le premier cas, l'effec-
tif au secondaire et a l'elementaire est presque le 
merne (45.0% au secondaire contre 46.4% a l'ele-
mentaire), tandis que dans les stoles privees, l'effectif 
au secondaire est le double de I'effectif a l'elemen-
taire (62.8% contre 30.9% a l'elementaire).

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• Federal schools show marked differences in the 
elementary-secondary balance. Since the majori-
ty of Indian and Inuit children move from federal 
schools at the elementary level to public schools 
at the secondary level, secondary enrolment is 
less than half that of elementary (26.3% com-
pared with 54.7%). 

Provincial Enrolment Trends 

• Despite the large overall enrolment decline since 
the early 1970s, Alberta and the Northwest Ter-
ritories have gained students. Compared with 15 
years earlier, Alberta's school population has in-
creased by 32,000 students or 7% over its 
1970-71 enrolment, mostly as a result of migra-
tion from other provinces. The Northwest Ter-
ritories' gain was 3,500, a dramatic 34% increase 
largely attributable to the higher proportion of 
students attending secondary grades. 

• In the other provinces and territories, 1985-86 
enrolment was below the 1970-71 level. The 
uneven enrolment trends in different parts of the 
country resulted in some redistribution of each 
region's share of the total. 

• Dans les ecoles federales, on observe un net ecart 
entre les effectifs de l'elementaire et du secondaire. 
Comme la majorite des Indiens et Inuit frequentent les 
ecoles primaires federales puis les ecoles secondai-
res publiques, les effectifs au secondaire comptent 
pour moins de la moitie des effectifs a l'elementaire 
(26.3% contre 54.7% a l'elementaire). 

Tendances des effectifs dans les provinces 

• Bien qu'une diminution generale de l'effectif ait ete 
enregistree depuis le debut des annees 1970, l'effec-
tif de ['Alberta et des Territoires du Nord-Ouest a aug-
mente. Si on la compare avec celle d'il y a 15 ans, 
la population scolaire de ('Alberta a augmente de 
32,000 etudiants ou de 7% par rapport a l'effectif de 
1970-71, ce phenomene ayant ete cause en grande 
partie par la migration d'autres provinces. Pour ce qui 
est des Territoires du Nord-Ouest, 3,500 etudiants 
se sont ajoutes a l'effectif, une augmentation spec-
taculaire de 34% imputable surtout a un pourcentage 
plus eleve d'etudiants frequentant les ecoles secon-
dai res. 

• Dans les autres provinces et territoires, l'effectif de 
1985-86 etait moins eleve que celui de 1970-71. 
Les tendances inegales des effectifs des differentes 
regions du pays ont cause une nouvelle repartition 
de la part du total de chaque region.

Province 

• The Atlantic provinces' share of total enrolment 
stayed constant over the 15-year period: in 
1970-71, Atlantic Canada had 10.1% of all 
elementary-secondary students; by 1985-86, 
the figure was 9.9%. 

• Quebec had the most dramatic enrolment decline. 
Not only has the number of students decreased 
by more than half a million (31 %), but the prov-
ince's share of total enrolment has also fallen from 
28.3% in 1970-71 to 23.2% in 1985-86. 

• In 1985-86, Ontario registered 220,000 fewer 
students than in 1970-71, a drop of 11%. Even 
though Ontario's enrolment declined, its share of 
the national total increased two percentage points 
to 37.6%. 

• The Western provinces also increased their pro-
portion of students by two percentage points, 
solely because of higher enrolment in Alberta. 
Manitoba's and Saskatchewan's shares have re-
mained constant over the 15 years. 

• British Columbia's share of total enrolment rose 
by nearly one percentage point although the 
number of students fell by 27,000 (5%). 

• La part du total appartenant aux provinces de l'Atlan-
tique est demeuree constante au cours de cette 
periode de 15 ans: en 1970-71, les provinces de 
l'Atlantique avaient 10.1% de tous les etudiants 
l'elementaire et au secondaire; en 1985-86, les chif-
fres indiquaient 9.9%. 

• Le Quebec a connu la diminution d'effectif Ia plus con-
siderable. Non seulement le nombre d'etudiants a-t-il 
diminue de plus d'un demi-million (31 %), mais la part 
du total de cette province a aussi flechi de 28.3% 
en 1970-71 a 23.2% en 1985-86. 

• En 1985-86, 220,000 etudiants de moins qu'en 
1970-71 se sont inscrits en Ontario, soit une dimi-
nution de 11%. Mame si l'effectif de ('Ontario a 
accuse un recul, sa part du total national a augmente 
de deux points pour atteindre 37.6%. 

• Le pourcentage d'etudiants des provinces de I'Ouest 
a aussi progresse de deux points, uniquement 
cause d'un effectif plus eleve en Alberta. Les parts 
du Manitoba et de Ia Saskatchewan sont restees au 
merne point au cours de ces 15 annees. 

• La part de l'effectif total de la Colombie-Britannique 
a augmente de presque un point quoique le nombre 
d'etudiants ait baisse de 27,000 (5%).

Provincial departments of education collect enrol-
ment data for each public elementary and secondary 

1  Enrolment in schools offering only private kindergarten and/or 
nursery programmes is excluded.

GENERAL NOTES 

This publication presents national and provincial 
enrolment statistics for elementary and secondary 
schools, and includes data for public school systems, 
private schools and schools operated under the 
auspices of the federal government. For statistical pur-
poses and historical continuity, elementary-secondary 
education has been divided into three sections: 
kindergarten and nursery 1  (pre-elementary), Grades 
1-6 (elementary) and Grades 7-13 (secondary). In 
fact, the split between the elementary and secondary 
levels varies with each provincial system. 2  

As well as providing statistics by age, grade, and 
sex, this edition analyses the enrolment decline bet-
ween 1970-71 and 1985-86 and discusses implica-
tions for each level. 

Historical Continuity 

From 1936-38 to 1956-58, the results of a bien-
nial survey of education were published in separate 
English and French editions under the title, Part I of 
the Biennial Survey of Education (Catalogue 81-401). 
Commencing with the 1958-59 academic year and 
continuing through to 1962-63, the survey was con-
ducted annually and reported in a bilingual publication, 
Survey of Elementary and Secondary Education 
(Catalogue 81-210). 

From 1963-64 to 1970-71 inclusive, annual edi-
tions were not produced. However, special regional 
studies were prepared to give details for the Atlantic 
and Western provinces and the territories (Catalogues 
81-545, 81-546 and 81-549). The current report 
contains summary data for some of those missing 
years. 
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school in the province. After the school board offices 
verify that every student has been included in the 
survey, the questionnaires are forwarded to the Depart-
ment of Education. Statistics Canada processes data 
from Newfoundland, Saskatchewan and Yukon. Data 
from the remaining provinces are provided to Statistics 
Canada by the provincial departments of education. 

Statistics Canada is responsible for data collection 
from schools for the blind and deaf, Department of Na-
tional Defence schools overseas, and private schools 
in all provinces except Quebec and Ontario. The 
Ministries of Education in Quebec and Ontario provide 
private school information to Statistics Canada. 

The Department of Indian and Northern Affairs sup-
plies data on Indian and Inuit students. 

DEFINITIONS 

Public Schools 

Public schools are supported by local taxation 
and/or provincial grants and administered by local 
school boards3  in accordance with the Education Act 
of the jurisdiction where they are located. This in-
cludes Protestant and Roman Catholic separate 
schools and schools operated by the Department of 
National Defence in Canada. The latter function with-
in the curriculum guidelines for public schools of the 
province where they are located. Department of Na-
tional Defence schools overseas are not categorized 
as public schools in this definition. 

In Ontario, Roman Catholic separate schools are 
publicly funded and administered to Grade 11 only; 
students in Grades 12 and 13 are categorized as 
private. This explains the apparent decline in Ontario's 
public school enrolment after Grade 11, with com-
parable increases in private schools. 

Private Schools 

Throughout Canada there are elementary and sec-
ondary schools that operate outside the public 
systems. Some receive provincial financial support, 
but they are managed privately by an individual, 
association or corporation. 

FEDERAL SCHOOLS 

Schools for Native Students 

Education of Indian and Inuit children in the pro-
vinces is the responsibility of the Department of In-
dian and Northern Affairs. Except for 229 schools that 
are administered by band councils and receive federal

DEFINITIONS 

Ecoles publiques 

Par ecoles publiques, on entend les etablissements 
denseignement finances par les taxes scolaires des muni-
cipalites et(ou) les subventions des provinces et diriges par 
des conseils scolaires locaux 3  en vertu de la Lai pertinente 
qui regit I'enseignement. En font partie, les ecoles separees 
protestantes et catholiques romaines et les ecoles admi-
nistrees par le ministere de Ia Defense nationale au Canada. 
Ces dernieres s'inscrivent dans le systeme des ecoles publi-
ques de Ia province ou elles sont situees. Toutefois, les eco-
les du ministere de la Defense nationale a ('stranger n'entrent 
pas ici dans Ia categorie des ecoles publiques. 

En Ontario, les ecoles separees catholiques romaines 
sont financees et administrees par le gouvernement 
jusqu'a Ia lle armee seulement. Les classes de 12e et 
13e annee sont categorisees comme classes privees. 
C'est ce qui explique la diminution apparente des effec-
tifs des ecoles publiques de ('Ontario apres la lle armee 
au profit des ecoles privees. 

Ecoles privees 

II existe au Canada des ecoles primaires et secondai-
res en marge des systernes des ecoles publiques. Cer-
taines d'entre elles peuvent recevoir des subventions 
provinciales, mais elles sont toutes dirigees par un parti-
culier, une association ou une societe. 

ECOLES FEDERALES 

Ecoles pour autochtones 

L'enseignement dispense aux autochtones dans les pro-
vinces releve directement du ministere des Affaires indien-
nes et du Nord. L'administration federale possede et dirige 
toutes les ecoles, sauf 229 qui sont administrees par les

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subsidization, the federal government owns and 
operates all schools. Although the great majority of 
students are Indian and Inuit, a few others are enroll-
ed, generally children of staff members. 

In the Yukon and the Northwest Territories, the 
Department of Indian and Northern Affairs cooperates 
with the territorial departments of education to educate 
native children.

Department of National Defence (DND) Schools 

The Department of National Defence is responsible 
for the education of children of military personnel both 
in Canada and overseas. In Canada, the Department 
of National Defence's responsibility for education of 
children is limited to dependants of those military 
members residing on Crown-owned land. Department 
of National Defence schools in Canada are counted 
with the public school enrolment of the provinces; 
overseas enrolment is shown separately. 

The Department of National Defence operates nine 
schools in Belgium, the Netherlands and West Ger-
many. In English schools, the curriculum to Grade 8 
is unique in that it is not patterned after any particular 
province; Grades 9 through 13 follow the Ontario cur-
riculum. In French schools, all grades are patterned 
after the Quebec curriculum. 

Schools for the Blind and Deaf 

Data are given for four schools for the blind and 18 
schools for the deaf. Of these, the Metropolitan Toron-
to School for the Deaf is under school board control, 
while the remaining 21 are either provincial institutions 
or are operated by non-governmental organizations 
subsidized by the province. The Ontario school men-
tioned above is shown with the public schools. 

The public school system provides some classes 
for the blind, partially sighted and hard of hearing. 
Pupils in these classes are included in the "Special 
classes" category in the public school tables. 

Classes for adults offered by the Canadian National 
Institute for the Blind are not included. 

Other Schools 

This publication does not contain information on 
special schools, such as those for the mentally or 
emotionally handicapped, aphasiac children or children 
with other handicaps, unless the institutions are 
operated by the local school board. Where public 
schools provide classes for this type of student, the 
statistics are included in the "Special classes" 
category. 

Ecoles du ministere de Ia Defense nationale (MDN) 

L'instruction des enfants du personnel militaire au 
Canada et a l'etranger releve du ministere de la Defense 
nationale. Au Canada, le ministere de la Defense natio-
nale n'est responsable que de ('instruction des enfants a 
la charge du personnel militaire qui demeure sur des ter-
rains de l'Etat. Les ecoles situees au Canada sont comp-
tees avec les ecoles publiques des diverses provinces 
alors que celles qui sont situees outre-mer figurent sous 
une rubrique differente. 

Le ministere de Ia Defense nationale administre neuf 
ecoles a l'etranger, soit en Belgique, aux Pays-Bas et en 
Allemagne de l'Ouest. Dans les ecoles anglaises, les pro-
grammes d'etudes de la maternelle a la 8e armee ne cor-
respondent a aucun de ceux des provinces, celui de la 
9e a la 13e armee est requivalent de ceux de ('Ontario 
alors que, dans les ecoles frangaises, tous les niveaux sui-
vent le meme programme que ceux du Quebec. 

Ecoles pour aveugles et sourds 

Les donnees recueillies portent sur quatre ecoles pour 
aveugles et 18 pour sourds. Le Metropolitan Toronto 
School for the Deaf est dirige par un conseil scolaire, tan-
dis que les 21 autres ecoles relevent de ('administration 
provinciale ou d'organismes prives subventionnes par la 
province. Les donnees sur l'ecole susmentionnee ont ete 
integrees aux statistiques des ecoles publiques. 

Les ecoles publiques offrent certains cours destines aux 
aveugles et aux eleves souffrant de troubles visuels ou 
auditifs. Les effectifs de ces ecoles figurent sous la rubri-
que "classes speciales" des tableaux sur les ecoles 
publiques. 

Les cours pour adultes offerts par l'Institut national cana-
dien pour les aveugles ne sont pas inclus. 

Autres ecoles 

La presente publication ne traite pas des effectifs des eco-
les speciales comme les ecoles pour les enfants souffrant 
de troubles mentaux ou emotifs, les enfants aphasiques ou 
d'autres handicapes, a moins que ces etablissements ne 
soient administres par le conseil scolaire local. Lorsque les 
ecoles publiques foumissent des classes speciales pour ce 
type d'etudiants, les statistiques sur ces effectifs sont com-
prises dans la categorie "classes speciales". 
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COMPARABILITE DES DONNEES 

Depuis 1978-79, sont inclus dans les donnees les 
effectifs des programmes de niveau secondaire de deux 
colleges professionnels de I'le-du-Prince-Edouard. 

Depuis 1979-80, les effectifs de ('Alberta ne tiennent 
pas compte des etudiants des programmes pour adultes. 

Avant 1985-86, les ecoles separees catholiques romai-
nes de l'Ontario etaient financees et administrees par le 
gouvernement jusqu'a la 10e armee seulement. Les clas-
ses de 11e, 12e et 13e armee etaient categorisees 
comme classes privees. En 1985-86, le gouvernement 
a incorpore la lle armee dans son financement des eco-
les separees catholiques romaines, ne laissant que la 12e 
et 13e armee comme privee. 

HISTORICAL COMPARABILITY 

Beginning in 1978-79, enrolment in the academic 
high school programmes of two Prince Edward Island 
vocational colleges has been included. 

Beginning in 1979-80, Alberta enrolment excludes 
students in adult programmes who previously had 
been included. 

Prior to 1985-86, Roman Catholic separate schools 
in Ontario were publicly funded and administered to 
Grade 10 only; with Grades 11, 12 and 13 categoriz-
ed as private. In 1985-86, public funding of Roman 
Catholic schools was expanded to include Grade 11, 
leaving Grades 12 and 13 only as private.
