INTRODUCTION 

Beginning with the 1962-63 academic year, 
the "Survey of Higher Education" consists of two 
parts. The publication "Fall Enrolment in Uni-
versities and Colleges" has been expanded to in-
clude details of part-time and correspondence 
course enrolment, and appears as Part I of the 
"Survey". Part II includes data on graduations 
and other areas not covered in Part I, together 
with summary tabulations on enrolment which 
continue tables appearing in previous editions of 
the "Survey of Higher Education". 

Until 1954, the "Survey of Higher Education" 
appeared every two years, the last biennial edition 
being dated 1952-1954 (DBS Catalogue Number 
81-402). The next Survey covered seven years, 
being dated 1954-1961 (DBS Catalogue Number 
81-518). A survey for the academic year 1961-62 
was issued in 1964 (DBS Catalogue Number 81-
211). As indicated in the preceding paragraph, 
beginning with the 1962-63 academic year, the 
"Survey of Higher Education" consists of two 
parts. Part I carries the same DBS Catalogue 
Number (81-204) as that for previous issues of 
"Fall Enrolment in Universities and Colleges". 
Part II carries the same Catalogue Number (81-
211) as used for the single volume "Survey of 
Higher Education" for 1961-62, 

A combined edition of Part I was issued for 
1963-64 and 1964-65. From 1965-66, each part 
should appear annually. 

The annual publication "Fall Enrolment in 
Universities and Colleges" has appeared (although 
with several changes in title) since the 1949-50 
academic year (when it was titled "Preliminary 
Report on University and College Enrolment"). 

As data in past issues of "Fall Enrolment in 
Universities and Colleges" have in some cases 
prior to 1962-63 been preliminary, and for certain 
faculties (especially Arts and Theology) been 
lacking in completeness, reliance should be 
placed where possible on enrolment data appearing 
in the "Survey". 

Other Sources of Data on Canadian Higher Edu-
cation 

Part II of the "Survey of Higher Education" 
does not include detailed data in certain areas 
which are published in separate DBS publications. 
These include: 

Salaries: "Salaries and Qualifications of 
Teachers in Universities and Colleges"; 

Enrolment at individual institutions: until 
1961-62 —"Fall Enrolment in Universities and 
Colleges"; from 1962-63— "Survey of Higher Edu-
cation: Part I—Fall Enrolment in Universities and 
Colleges"; 

Le "Releve de l'enseignement sup6rieur" com-
prend deux parties a compter de la presente edition 
(armee scolaire 1962 -63). La publication "Inscrip-
tions d'automne aux universites et colleges" est 
etendue aux inscriptions a temps partiel, aux tours 
par correspondance et constitue la Partie I du "Rele-
ve". La Partie II traite des grades conferes et d'au-
tres secteurs non vises dans la Partie I; elle fournit 
aussi des donnees sommaires quant aux inscriptions 
pour completer les tableaux publies dans les editions 
precedentes du "Relevd de l'enseignement sup6rieur". 

Jusqu'en 1954, le "Releve de l'enseignement 
superieur" a paru tous les deux ans, la derniere 
livraison etant celle de 1952-1954 (numero de cata-
logue 81 -402). Le Releve suivant couvrait sept ans, 
soit de 1954 a 1961 (numero de catalogue 81 -518). 
Le Releve de l'annde scolaire 1961-62 a paru en 
1964 (numero de catalogue 81-211). Comme it est 
dit dans Palinea precedent, a compter de 1962 -63, 
le "Releve de l'enseignement superieur" comprend 
deux parties. La Partie I porte le meme numero de 
catalogue (81 -204) que les publications anterieures 
d"'Inscriptions d'automne aux universites et colleges". 
La Partie II porte le numero du volume unique intitule 
"Releve de l'enseignement superieur pour 1961-62" 
(81 -211). 

La Partie I reunit les annees 1963 - 64 et 1964-65 
dans une seule edition. A partir de 1965-66, cheque 
partie sera publiee annuellement. 

La publication annuelle "Inscriptions d'automne 
aux universites et colleges" a paru, sous differents 
titres, depuis l'annee scolaire 1949-50, lorsqu'elle 
avait pour titre Preliminary Report on University and 
College Enrolment. 

Comme les donnees des editions anterieures 
d" 'Inscriptions d'automne aux universites et colleges" 
etaient en certains cas provisoires avant 1962-63, 
et que dans celui de certaines facultds (arts et theo-
logie) elles n'etaient pas completes, on s'en tiendra, 
ou ce sera possible, aux chiffres des inscriptions qui 
paraissent dans le "Releve". 

Autres sources de donnees sur l'enseignement supe-
rieur au Canada 

La Partie II du "Releve de l'enseignement supe-
rieur" ne renseigne pas sur certains secteurs dont 
les chiffres sont publies dans des publications dis-
tinctes du B.F.S. Voici ces secteurs: 

Traitements: "Traitements et formation des pro-
fesseurs des universites et colleges"; 

Inscriptions aux diverses institutions: jusqu'a 
1961 -62 —"Inscriptions d'automne aux universites et 
colleges"; a partir de 1962 -63 —"Releve de l'ensei-
gnement sup6rieur: Partie I—Inscriptions d'automne 
aux universites et colleges"; 
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Finance: "Survey of Education Finance"; and 
from 1961-62, "Canadian Universities, Income 
and Expenditure"; 

Part-time and other extra-mural regular winter 
session enrolment: credit courses -"Survey of 
Adult Education" until 1961-62; and from 1962-
63-"Survey of Higher Education: Part I-Fall 
Enrolment in Universities and Colleges"; 

University and college libraries: "Survey of 
Libraries: Part II-Academic Libraries". 

Statistics for years prior to 1962-63 will be 
found in previous editions of the "Survey of Higher 
Education". Such historical data have in the main 
been omitted from the present publication. 

As noted in the preface to this publication, 
some 1965-66 enrolment figures, which were avail-
able at the time of publication, are included. The 
text that follows relates only to the 1964-65 aca-
demic year. 

REVIEW OF DEVELOPMENTS 

Full-time Enrolment 

Canadian university and college enrolment 
continued to set record highs during the 1964-65 
academic year. Some 178,238 full-time university-
grade students were in attendance at all Canadian 
universities and colleges at December 1, 1964, an 
increase of 12.5 per cent over the comparable total 
of 158,388 at December 1, 1963. 

By region, Ontario showed the largest per-
centage increase in full-time enrolment over the 
previous year, 14.9 p.c., followed by the Western 
Provinces (12.5 p.c.), the Atlantic Provinces (11.8 
p.c.), and Quebec (10.8 p.c.). Increases for indi-
vidual provinces from 1963-64 to 1964-65 ranged 
from a high of 22.9 p.c. for Saskatchewan to a low 
of 4.2 p.c. for Manitoba. 

From 1963-64 to 1964-65, undergraduate 
enrolment increased 11.7 p.c., while graduate 
enrolment increased 23.9 p.c., although this latter 
increase is somewhat inflated by a reclassification 
of Quebec graduate enrolment by DBS. The per-
centage increase in enrolment of females (18.4 p.c.) 
continued to exceed that for males (10.2 p.c.). 

Undergraduate enrolment in Arts and Science, 
when related to total undergraduate enrolment, 
continued to account for a larger proportion of 
students, as noted in Table 4. In 1964-65 the per-
centage of undergraduate students in Education 
(11.1 p.c.) continued for the second year to be 
higher than that in Engineering (9.3 p.c.). The 
proportion of undergraduate enrolment in most 
health science fields, and in Agriculture, Engi-
neering, Law, and Theology, continued to decrease.

La statistique des anndes anterieures a 1962-63 
parait dans les editions antdrieures du "Relevd de 
l'enseignement superieur". De telles donnees chro-
nologiques ont generalement etd omises de la presente 
publication. 

Tel que la preface l'a indique, certaines statis-
tiques, disponibles au moment de la mise sous presse, 
sur les inscriptions de 1965-66 sont incluses dans 
la presente publication. Le texte qui suit concerne 
seulement l'annee scolaire 1964-65. 

REVUE DES EVENEMENTS 

Inscriptions a plein temps 

Les inscriptions aux universites et colleges cana-
diens ont encore touché de nouveaux sommets durant 
l'annee scolaire 1964-1965. Le ler decembre 1964, 
178,238 etudiants a plein temps frequentaient les 
universites et colleges du Canada; c'etait une aug-
mentation de 12.5 p. 100 sur un an plus tot (158,388). 

Par region, c'est l'Ontario qui a accuse le plus 
fort pourcentage d'augmentation des inscriptions a 
plein temps au regard de l'annee precedente (14.9 
p.100), suivi des provinces de 1'Ouest (12.5 p. 100), 
des provinces de l'Atlantique (11.8 p.100) et du 
Quebec (10.8 p.100). Quant aux provinces consi-
derees separdment, les progres de 1964-1965 sur 
1963-1964 ont varie entre 22.9 p. 100 pour la Saskat-
chewan et 4.2 p. 100 pour le Manitoba. 

De 1963-1964 a 1964-1965, les inscriptions de 
non-diplomes se sont accrues de 11.7 p. 100 et celles 
de diplomes de 23.9 p.100, bien que cette derniere 
augmentation soit gonflee a cause d'une reclassifica-
tion des inscriptions universitaires du Quebec par le 
B.F.S. L'accroissement procentuel des inscriptions 
ferninines (18.4 p.100) a continue a surpasser celui 
des inscriptions masculines (10.2 p. 100). 

Les inscriptions aux cours colldgiaux d'arts et 
de sciences ont continue a rdpondre pour la proportion 
la plus elevee de l'ensemble des inscriptions, tel que 
l'indique le tableau 4. En 1964-65, pour la deux-
lerne fois, le pourcentage des etudiants en pedagogie 
(11.1 p.100) a excdde celui des inscrits en genie 
(9.3 p. 100). La proportion des inscriptions en agro-
nomie, genie, droit, theologie et la plupart des scien-
ces relatives a la sante a continue a decrottre. 
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Several factors should be borne in mind in 
relation to Table 4. Restrictions on enrolment in 
certain professional faculties, limited facilities, 
changing employer demand for graduates of cer-
tain faculties, as for example an increased demand 
for school teachers, and more students taking an 
Arts course before specializing in professional 
studies either because of personal preference or 
because of higher admission requirements for 
professional faculties, are among the reasons why 
there may be changes in the proportions of enrol-
ment in various faculties. 

Part-time Enrolment 

Beginning with 1962-63, data on part-time 
winter session and correspondence course enrol-
ment appear in Part I of the "Survey of Higher 
Education". Total part-time winter session enrol-
ment in courses requiring matriculation for entry 
was 57,043 in 1963-64 and 63,824 in 1964-65. Of 
the 1964-65 total of 63,824, some 7,268 were 
graduate students. Only 16 of the 6,963 corre-
spondence course students reported in 1964-65 
were at the graduate level. As was the case for 
1963-64, women continued to account for a higher 
percentage of total university-grade part-time winter 
session (38.3 p.c.) and correspondence course 
(53.7 p.c.) enrolment than of full-time university-
grade enrolment (29.7 p.c.). 

Provincial Comparisons of Enrolment 

Different matriculation requirements among 
the provinces, as indicated in Table 2, must be 
borne in mind when studying apparent differences 
in the number of students attending institutions in 
each province. Apart from the fact that matricula-
tion levels are not consistent in terms of the prior 
number of years of schooling needed to reach them, 
any analysis of total provincial enrolment in high-
er education should be made with the knowledge 
that provinces where junior matriculation is the 
normal entrance requirement are likely to have a 
higher proportion of students in relation to total 
provincial population, owing to the fact that their 
enrolment figures include first-year students who 
might still be taking the final secondary school 
year if they were in provinces where entry to uni-
versity is normally with senior matriculation. 

Plusieurs facteurs sont a noter au sujet du tableau 
4. Parmi les causes de variation proportionnelle des 
inscriptions dans les diverses facultes, on peut men-
tionner les restrictions qui frappent les inscriptions 
dans certaines facultes professionnelles: amenage-
ments limites,demande variable, chez les employeurs, 
de dipl6mes de certaines facultes comme, par exemple, 
une demande plus forte d'instituteurs d'ecoles; enfin, 
etudiants plus nombreux qui suivent des cours en Arts 
avant de se specialiser dans des etudes profession-
nelles, a cause de preferences personnelles ou a cause 
des exigences d'admission plus rigides dans les fa-
cultes professionnelles. 

Inscriptions a temps partiel 

A partir de 1962-63, les statistiques sur les 
inscriptions aux cours a temps partiel d'hiver ou par 
correspondance figurent dans la Partie I du "Releve 
de l'enseignement superieur". L'inscription globale 
aux cours a temps partiel donnes en hiver et exigeant 
l'immatriculation a atteint 57,043 en 1963-64 et 
63,824 en 1964 - 65. Sur les 63,824 inscrits de 1964 - 65, 
quelques 7,268 etaient des bacheliers. Sur les 6,963 
participants aux cours par correspondance inscrits 
en 1964-65, seulement 16 etaient de niveau univer-
sitaire. De tame qu'en 1963-64, les personnes du 
sexe feminin poursuivant des etudes au niveau uni-
versitaire ont encore constitue une plus forte pro-
portion des inscriptions aux cours a temps partiel 
d'hiver (38.3 p. 100)et par correspondance (53.7 p. 100) 
qu'aux cours a plein temps (29.7 p. 100). 

Comparaisons provinciales des inscriptions 
Il ne faut pas oublier les differences qui existent 

entre les provinces au sujet des conditions d'admis-
sion, indiquees au tableau 2, lorsqu'on etudie les 
ecarts apparents entre les inscriptions d'etudiants 
aux institutions de chaque province. En plus du fait 
que les niveaux d'immatriculation ne concordent pas 
quant a la scolarite anterieure necessaire pour attein-
dre ces niveaux, toute analyse des inscriptions pro-
vinciales totales a l'enseignement superieur doit se 
faire en tenant compte du fait que les provinces ou 
l'immatriculation est exigee compteront probablement 
plus d'etudiants par rapport a la population provinciale 
totale, puisque leurs inscriptions comprennent des 
etudiants de premiere annee qui suivraient encore les 
cours de la derniere armee de Pecole secondaire s'ils 
se trouvaient dans des provinces ou Pentree a l'uni-
versite exige l'immatriculation superieure. 

Residence of Students 

Table 6 shows differences in the percentage 
distribution of students, by residence, for the 
various provinces. The raw figures, derived from 
Table 17, do not quite equal the full-time enrol-
ment in each province, as noted, but although not 
completely accurate they do indicate certain pat-
terns. 

Residence des etudiants 

Le tableau 6 indique les differences de la repar-
tition procentuelle des etudiants, selon la residence, 
dans les differentes provinces. Les chiffres bruts, 
tires.du tableau 17, ne correspondent pas exactement 
aux inscriptions a plein temps dans chaque province, 
comme it est note, et bien qu'en partie inexacts ils 
indiquent certaines tendances. 
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New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island as a group tend to have a more 
extra-provincial student population. Many of these 
students are from the other Atlantic Provinces, as 
indicated in Table 17, owing to concentration of 
certain professional faculties in one or two uni-
versities in the region. Table 17 also indicates 
that much of the out-of-province enrolment comes 
from immediately adjacent provinces. 

Pris en groupe, le Nouveau-Brunswick, la Nou-
velle-Ecosse et l'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard accusent une 
population etudiante provenant de l'exterieur de ces 
provinces. Beaucoup de ces etudiants proviennent des 
autres provinces de l'Atlantique, comme l'indique le 
tableau 17, a cause de la concentration de certaines 
facultes professionnelles dans une ou deux univer-
sites de la region. Le tableau 17 indique aussi qu'une 
grande partie des etudiants de l'exterieur viennent 
des provinces immediatement adjacentes. 

Canadians Studying Abroad and Students from 
Abroad at Canadian Universities and Colleges 

Various editions of the UNESCO publication 
"Study Abroad" have given figures on the number 
of students enrolled for higher education in coun-
tries other than their own for the academic years 
1952-53 to 1961-62. UNESCO has not yet pub-
lished data for later years, although these are 
available for the United Kingdom and the United 
States of America. While different definitions 
were used by some countries in reporting, and 
although there are no reports for some countries 
for certain years when there were in fact Cana-
dians studying in those countries, the figures 
shown do indicate that in 1964-65 there were in 
all probability over 10,500 Canadians at higher 
education institutions outside Canada. 

Tables 20 and 21, extracted from data appear-
ing in various publications of the Institute of 
International Education, in New York, and the 
Association of Commonwealth Universities, in 
London, give further information on certain char-
acteristics of Canadian students attending univer-
sities and colleges in the United States of America 
and the United Kingdom. It is interesting to note 
that while the majority of Canadians in the United 
States were studying at the undergraduate level, 
the great majority of Canadians in the United 
Kingdom were graduate students. 

In 1964-65 there were 10,154 students from 
outside Canada at Canadian universities and col-
leges. The largest group of these was from the 
United States of America, as shown in Table 18. 
About 44 p.c. of the students from outside Canada 
were from the British Commonwealth. In all, about 
140 countries were represented. 

Table 7 shows the number of foreign students 
in Canada, and the number of Canadians studying 
in the United States of America and the United 
Kingdom, for selected academic years since 1920 - 
21. It will be noted that from 1955-56 to 1963-64 
the proportion of students from outside Canada to 
total enrolment at Canadian universities and col-
leges has remained quite constant. But in 1964-65, 
although the number of foreign students in Canada 
has increased, they constitute a lower percentage 
of the total full-time enrolment owing to rapid 
expansion of the latter. 

Canadiens etudiant a l'etranger et strangers 6tudiant 
dans les universites et colldges canadiens 

Plusieurs editions de la publication de l'UNESCO 
intitulde "Etudes a l'etranger" ont indique le nombre 
des etudiants qui poursuivent des etudes superieures 
dans d'autres pays que le leur durant les annees sco-
laires 1952 -53 a 1961 -62. L'UNESCO n'a pas encore 
publie les chiffres relatifs aux annees suivantes, mais 
ces derniers sont disponibles au Royaume-Uni et aux 
Etats-Unis. Bien que certains pays declarants em-
ploient des definitions differentes et qu'il n'existe 
pas de rapport de certains pays pour certaines annees 
oil, de fait, des Canadiens etudiaient dans ces pays, 
les chiffres indiquent qu'en toute probabilite plus de 
10,500 Canadiens etaient inscrits a des maisons 
d'enseignement superieur en dehors du Canada en 
1964-65. 

Les tableaux 20 et 21, tires des donnees conte-
nues dans diverses publications de l'Institute of 
International Education, de New-York, et de l'Asso-
ciation of Commonwealth Universities, de Londres, 
donnent des renseignements supplementaires sur cer-
taines caracteristiques des etudiants canadiens ins-
crits aux universites et colleges des Etats-Unis 
d'Amerique et du Royaume-Uni. Il est interessant 
d'observer que si la majority des Canadiens etudiant 
aux Etats-Unis sont des non-diplOmes, par contre, la 
grande majority de ceux qui etudient au Royaume-Uni 
sont des diplomes. 

En 1964-65, 10,154 etudiants de l'exterieur 
etaient inscrits aux universites et colleges canadiens 
et les plus nombreux venaient des Etats-Unis d'Ame-
rique ainsi que l'indique le tableau 18. Quarante-
quatre pour cent des etudiants de l'exterieur etaient 
originaires du Commonwealth Britannique. En tout, 
environ 140 pays etaient representes. 

Le tableau 7 donne le nombre d'etudiants stran-
gers au Canada et le nombre de Canadiens etudiant 
aux Etats-Unis durant certaines annees scolaires 
depuis 1920-21. On observera que de 1955-56 a 
1963-64 la proportion d'etudiants venus de l'exterieur 
par rapport aux inscriptions totales aux universites et 
colleges canadiens est demeuree a peu pres cons-
tante. Cependant, en 1964-65, bien que le nombre 
d'etudiants strangers au Canada ait augments ces 
derniers representent un pourcentage moins eleve que 
celui des inscriptions a plein temps vu l'augmenta-
tion rapide des dernieres. 
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Degrees Awarded 

Table 8 gives summary data for degrees 
awarded in selected academic years since 1920-
21. As might be expected with a faster increase 
in female than in male students, the rate of in-
crease of bachelor degrees granted was greater 
for women than for men. For example, women 
received 22.9 p.c. of the bachelor degrees in 1955-
56, 25.7 p.c. in 1960-61, and 31.1 p.c. in 1964-65. 
The percentage of women receiving master's and 
earned doctorate degrees has remained fairly stable 
in the past few years, being about 20 p.c. for 
master's and about 8 p.c. for doctorates but for 
1964-65 the latter was increased to 9.5 p.c. Refer-
ence to Table 3 will show that the rise in the per-
centage of full-time women graduate students has 
been less than for full-time women undergraduates. 

The final five tables in this publication give 
more detailed figures on bachelor and first profes-
sional degrees and equivalent diplomas, and on 
graduate degrees. 

The honours bachelor degree in Arts or Sci-
ence normally requires one year of study beyond 
the pass or general bachelor degree level. Figures 
given in Table 25 for such honours degrees should 
not be considered as showing the number of bach-
elor degree graduates in any given Arts or Science .  

field. The great majority of bachelor degrees in 
Arts and Science are of the pass or general variety, 
and students with these often have specialized to 
a greater or lesser extent in one or more of the 
particular fields. 

Table 27 shows the number of earned doctor-
ate degrees awarded by individual institutions 
from 1960-61 to 1964-65. For.all institutions, the 
total rose from 305 in 1960-61 to 569 in 1964-65. 
Universities in the four western provinces ac-
counted for the largest increase during the period, 
showing a rise from a total of 34 granted in1960- 61 
to 147 in 1964-65. Of all the institutions listed, 
McGill University showed the largest increase of 
57 doctorate degrees over the five-year period. 

Teaching Staff 

(a) Numbers. —Between 1955-56 and 1964-65, 
there was an increase in full-time staff, as indi-
cated by Table 9, of 112.8 p.c. The figures shown 
are built up from salary survey returns, from 
checking staff lists in calendars, and by other 
means, and while not exact, especially for part-
time staff, do indicate that within reason the uni-
versities are providing for a proportionate increase 
in staff members to meet rising enrolment. From 
1955-56 to 19647-65, full-time enrolment increased 
by 145.0 p.c. 

Grades conferes 

Le tableau 8 contient des donnees sommaires 
quant aux grades conferes durant les annees sco-
laires ecoulees depuis 1920-21. Comme it faut s'y 
attendre, en raison de l'augmentation plus rapide des 
etudiantes que des etudiants, le taux d'accroissement 
du nombre de baccalaureats decernes a ete superieur 
chez l'element feminin que chez l'element masculin. 
Par exemple, les etudiantes ont obtenu 22.9 p.100 
des baccalaureats en 1955- 56, 25.7 p. 100 en 1960-61 
et 31.1 p.100 en 1964-65. La proportion de celles qui 
ont merite la licence ou le doctorat n'a pratiquement 
pas varie depuis quelques annees, soit 20 p. 100 pour 
la licence e t environ 8 P.100 pour le doctorat mais en 
1964-65 le nombre de doctorats a augmente de 9.5 
p.100. Le tableau 3 indique que l'augmentation du 
pourcentage des etudiantes a plein temps ayant un 
diplorne universitaire a ete inferieure a celles des 
etudiantes a plein temps au niveau du baccalaureat. 

Les cinq derniers tableaux de- la presente publi-
cation donnent des chiffres plus précis sur le nombre 
de baccalaur8ats, de premiers grades professionnels 
et de diplomes equivalents et sur le nombre de grades 
conf8res. 

Pour le baccalaureat es arts ou es sciences avec 
spdcialisation, on exige d'ordinaire une amide sup-
plementaire apres le baccalaureat sans specialisation 
ou gen8ral. Les chiffres de ces grades avec specia-
lisation (voir tableau 25) ne representent pas le nom-
bre exact de bacheliers dans un domaine quelconque 
des arts ou des sciences. La plupart des baccalau-
reats es arts et es sciences sont d'ordre general et 
les etudiants qui les possedent se sont souvent plus 
ou moins specialises dans un ou plusieurs domaines 
particuliers. 

Au tableau 27 figure le nombre de doctorats con-
feres par diverses institutions a compter de 1960-61 
jusqu'a 1964-65. Pour l'ensemble des maisons d'en-
seignement, le total est passé de 305 en 1960-61 a 
569 en 1964-65. Les universites des quatre provinces 
de l'Ouest ont repondu pour la plus forte augmentation 
au tours de cette periode, en decernant 147 doctorats 
en 1964-65 au regard des 34 conferes en 1960-61. 
Parmi toutes les institutions dont la liste est donnee, 
l'Universite McGill a accuse la plus forte augmenta-
tion, soit 57 doctorats, pendant les cinq dernieres 
annees. 

Personnel enseignant 

(a) Nombre. — De 1955- 56 a 1964-65, le person-
nel enseignant a augmente de 112.8 p. 100 (tableau 9). 
Les chiffres indigoes ont ete etablis d'apres des en-
qu8tes sur les traitements, d'apres les listes du per-
sonnel des prospectus universitaires et par d'autres 
moyens, et bien qu'ils ne soient pas exacts; surtout 
dans le cas du personnel a temps partiel, ils indiquent 
qu'en general les universites assurent une augmenta-
tion proportionnelle du personnel enseignant pour 
repondre a l'augmentation des inscriptions. De 1955- 
56 a 1964-65, les inscriptions a plein temps se sont 
accrues de 145.0 p. 100. 
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(b) Salaries. —Data on salaries at 17 selected 
institutions appeared in the DBS publication "Uni-
versity Teachers' Salaries, 1937-1960". Data for 
these same 17 institutions for 1960-61 and sub-
sequent years appear in the DBS publication 
"Salaries and Qualifications of Teachers in Uni-
versities and Colleges", first issued for the1956- 
57 academic year, which also contains detailed 
analyses of salaries and qualifications of teaching 
staff at about 60 institutions. 

Table 10 gives summary data on median 
salaries, and staff numbers, at the 17 institutions 
for 1937-38, the first year in which such data were 
collected, and for selected years up to 1965- 66. 

The slower rise in medians in the more recent 
years can be explained in part by the fact that 
with a rapidly increasing enrolment, more new 
staff are being hired at salaries near the bottom 
of the ranges for their particular rank. The median 
for all staff combined similarly increased at a 
slower rate as many of these new teachers are in 
the more junior ranks. 

(b) Traitements. —Les traitements verses a 17 
institutions choisies ont paru dans la publication du 
B.F.S. intitulee "Traitements des professeurs d'uni-
versite, 1937-1960". Les chiffres des memes 17 ins-
titutions pour- 1960-61 et les annees subsequentes 
paraissent dans la publication intitulde "Traitements 
et qualification des professeurs des universitds et 
colleges", publiee d'abord pour l'annee 1956-57, qui 
contient aussi des analyses detainees sur les traite-
ments et la formation du personnel enseignant dans 
environ 60 institutions. 

Le tableau 10 indique les traitements medians 
et le personnel des 17 institutions pour 1937-38, pre-
mière armee oil de telles donnees ont ete etablies, et 
pour certaines annees jusqu'a 1965-66. 

La montde plus lente des medianes ces dernieres 
annees tient peut-etre en partie a ce qu'en raison de 
l'augmentation rapide des inscriptions, un plus grand 
nombre de professeurs sont engages a des traitements 
qui se situent au bas de Pechelle de leur rang. De 
meme, la mediane du personnel global a augmente 
plus lentement parce que plusieurs des nouveaux 
instituteurs sont dans les classes inferieures. 

Finance 
Data on higher education finance now appear 

in the annual DBS publication "Canadian Univer-
sities, Income and Expenditure". Table 11 gives 
summary details for 1955-56 to 1964-65 for all 
institutions. In comparing these totals with those 
of earlier years prior to 1954-55 which appeared in 
the "Survey of Higher Education", it should be 
noted that data for the previous years, unless 
otherwise specified, were for institutions repre-
senting about 80 p.c. of the total' ftill-time uni-
versity-grade enrolment in all Canada. 

During the period 1960-61 to 1964-65 current 
operating expenditures (excluding ancillary enter-
prises such as student residences, bookstores, 
dining halls, etc.) rose 90.4 p.c. while full-time 
enrolment rose 56.5 p.c. Expressed in terms of 
dollars per full-time student, this expenditure 
rose from $1,592 in 1960-61 to $1,937 in 1964-65. 

Expenditure on plant funds (buildings, fur-
nishings, land, etc.) showed a marked increase 
during the period, rising 172.9 p.c. from $79,800,000 
in 1960-61 to $217,746,000 in 1964-65. 

Table 1 that follows gives summary details 
of federal operating grants to universities from the 
year of their inception, 1951-52, to 1965-66. Data 
for individual provinces from 1951-52 to 1962-63 
appear in earlier editions of the "Survey of Higher 
Education". 

Finances 
Les details sur les finances de l'enseignement 

superieur paraissent maintenant dans la publication 
annuelle du B.F.S. intitulee "Univers nes canadiennes, 
recettes et depenses". Le tableau 11 recapitule pour 
1955-56 a 1964-65 les donnees de toutes les institu-
tions. Lors de la' comparaison de ces totaux avec 
ceux des annees anterieures a 1954-55 qui ont paru 
dans le "Releve de l'enseignement superieur", it faut 
noter que les chiffres des annees anterieures, sauf 
indication contraire, visaient les institutions qui re-
pondaient pour environ 80 p. 100 du•total des inscrip-
tions a plein temp,s aux universites canadiennes. 

Durant la periode 1960-61 a 1964-65, les de-
penses courantes de gestion (a l'exclusion des entre-
prises auxiliaires coMme les residences d'etudiants, 
les magasins de livres, les salles a manger, etc.) ont 
augmente de 90.4 p. 100, tandis que les inscriptions 
de plein temps ont augmente de 56.5 p. 100. Exprimee 
en dollars par etudiant de plein temps, cette depense 
a augmente de $1,592, en 1960-61 a $1,937 en 1964 - 
65. 

Les immobilisations (immeubles, ameublements, 
terrains, etc.) ont accuse une augmentation sensible 
de 172.9 p. 100 durant la periode observee, passant de 
$79,800,000 en 1960-61 a $217,746,000 en 1964-65. 

Le tableau 1 qui suit rdcapitule les donnees rela-
tives aux subventions federales visant les depenses 
de gestion des universitds a compter de Pannee de 
leur creation en 1951 -52 jusqu'a 1965-66. Les sta-
tistiques de chacune des provinces pour la periode 
1951 -52 a 1962-63 figurent dans les editions ante-
rieures du "Releve de l'enseignement superieur".
