This year, many changes have been made in 
the format of this publication. A number of tables 
have been deleted. Others have been revised, or 
combined in cases where information in two tables 
was very similar.

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REVIEW OF DEVELOPMENTS 

Full-time Enrolment 

Canadian university and college enrolment 
continued to set record highs during the 1968-69 
academic year. Some 270,093 full-time university-
grade students were in attendance at all Canadian 
universities and colleges at December 1, 1968, an 
increase of 3.4 per cent over the comparable total 
of 261,207 at December 1, 1967. 

By region, Ontario showed the largest per-
centage increase in total full-time enrolment over 
1967 -68, (17.1 p.c.), followed by the Western Prov-
inces (14.2 p.c.), and the Atlantic Provinces (12.1 
p.c.). There was a decrease in the full-time enrol-
ment in Quebec of 23.3 p.c., from 1967-68 to 1968 -
69, which was offset by an increased enrolment in 
the non-university post-secondary institutions. 
This is explained in part by the fact that students 
who formerly took their first and second year train-
ing in affiliated colleges have been transferred to 
the C.E.G.E.P. institutions. The greatest prov-
incial increase was 26.6 p.c. in Alberta. 

Full-time graduate enrolment increased at a 
greater rate (8.0 p.c.) from 1967-68 to 1968-69 
than did full-time undergraduate enrolment (2.9 
p.c.). 

As has been the case for some years, the 
increase in full-time enrolment of women (4.9 p.c.) 
was higher than that for men (2.6 p.c.). Women 
accounted for 33.4 p.c. of total full-time enrolment 
in 1968-69. In 1960- 61 women represented 24.1 
p.c. of the total, while in 1955-56 the percentage 
was 20.9. 

Beginning in 1963-64, the classification of 
graduate enrolment in French-language institutions 
in Quebec was changed by DBS so that most stu-
dents enrolled in a licence degree programme were 
counted as graduate students. The main exceptions 
were in Law and Optometry, where the licence is 
a first professional degree. Beginning in 1968-69, 
the licence is considered to be a first degree, with 
students in this programme counted as under-
graduates. 

Part-time Enrolment 

Beginning with 1962-63, data on part-time 
winter session and correspondence course enrol-
ment appear in Part I of the "Survey of Higher 
Education". Total part-time winter session enrol-
ment in courses requiring matriculation for entry 
was 98,983 and 104,101 in 1968-69. Of the 1968 -
69. total of 104,101, some 10,484 were graduate 
students. Women continued to account for a higher 
percentage of total university-grade part-time winter 
session (40.8 p.c.) enrolment than of full-time 
university-grade enrolment (33.4 p.c.). 

REVUE DES EVENEMENTS 

Inscriptions A plein temps 

Les inscriptions aux universites et colleges 
canadiens ont encore touché de nouveaux sommets 
durant l'annee academique 1968 -1969. Au ler decembre 
1968, 270,093 etudiants frequentaient les universites 
et colleges du Canada a plein temps; c'etait une 
augmentation de 3.4 p. 100 sur les inscriptions a 
plein temps au ler decembre 1967 qui etaient alors de 
261,207 etudiants. 

Au niveau regional, l'Ontario a accuse la plus 
forte augmentation procentuelle des inscriptions 
totales a plein temps sur 1967-68, soit 17.1; venait 
ensuite les provinces de l'Ouest (14.2), et les pro-
vinces Atlantiques (12.1). Il y a eu recul des in-
scriptions a plein temps au Quebec de 23.3 p. 100, 
de 1967-68 a 1968-69, qui a ete compense par une 
augmentation des inscriptions dans les institutions 
non-universitaires de niveau post secondaire. Ceci 
s'explique en partie par le transfert dans les 
C.E.G.E.P. des etudiants des colleges affilies. La 
plus forte augmentation provinciale a ete 26.6 p. 100 
en Alberta. 

De 1967-68 a 1968-69, les inscriptions a plein 
temps des diplomes ont augmente a un taux plus 
&eve que les inscriptions a plein temps des sous-
diploma's (8.0 contre 2.9 p. 100). 

Comme c'est le cas depuis quelques annees, le 
nombre d'inscriptions a plein temps chez les femmes 
s'est accru davantage que chez les hommes (4.9 p. 
100 contre 2.6 p. 100). Les femmes ont repondu pour 
33.4 p. 100 des inscriptions totales a plein temps en 
1968-69. En 1960 -61, elles formalent 24.1 p. 100 
du total, tandis qu'en 1955-56, le pourcentage etait 
de 20.9. 

A compter de 1963-64, le B.F.S. a modifie le 
classement des inscriptions de diplomes aux institu-
tions de languefrancaise du Quebec de telle facon que 
la plupart des etudiants inscrits a un programme condui-
sant a la licence soient comptes comme diplomes. Le 
droit et l'optometrie, oil la licence est le premier grade 
professionnel, etaient lesprincipales exceptions. A 
compter de 1968-69, les licences etant considerees 
comme des premiers grades, sont enregistrees au 
chapitre des sous-diplomes. 

Inscriptions a temps partiel 

A partir de 1962-63, les statistiques sur les 
inscriptions aux cours a temps partiel d'hiver ou par 
correspondance figurent dans la Partie I du "Releve 
de l'enseignement superieur". L'inscription globale 
aux cours a temps partiel donnes en hiver et exigeant 
l'immatriculation a atteint 98,983 en 1967 -68 et 
104,101 en 1968-69. Sur les 104,101 inscrits de 1968 -
69 quelques 10,484 etaient des diplomes. Les person-
nes du sexe feminin poursuivant des etudes au niveau 
universitaire ont encore constitue une plus forte 
proportion des inscriptions aux cours a temps partiel 
d'hiver (40.8 p. 100) qu'aux cours a plein temps 
(33.4 p. 100).

Provincial Comparisons of Enrolment 

Different matriculation requirements among 
the provinces, must be borne in mind when studying 
apparent differences in the number of students 
attending institutions in each province. Apart from 
the fact that matriculation levels are not con-
sistent in terms of the prior number of years of 
schooling needed to reach them, any analysis of 
total provincial enrolment in higher education 
should be made with the knowledge that provinces 
where junior matriculation is the normal entrance 
requirement are likely to have a higher proportion 
of students in relation to total provincial popula-
tion, owing to the fact that their enrolment figures 
include first-year students who might still be taking 
the final secondary school year if they were in 
provinces where entry to university is normally 
with senior matriculation. 

Residence of Students 

New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island as a group tend to have a more 
extra-provincial student population. Many of these 
students are from the other Atlantic Provinces, as 
indicated in Table 8, owing to concentration of 
certain professional faculties in one or two uni-
versities in the region. Table 8 also indicates 
that much of the out-of-province enrolment comes 
from immediately adjacent provinces. 

Canadians Studying Abroad and Students from 
Abroad at Canadian Universities and Colleges 

Tables 9, 10 and 11, extracted from data 
appearing in various publications of the Institute of 
International Education, in New York, and the 
Association of Commonwealth Universities, in 
London, give information on certain characteristics 
of Canadian students attending universities and 
and colleges in the United States of America and 
the United Kingdom. It is interesting to note that 
while the majority of Canadians in the United 
States were studying at the undergraduate level, the 
great. majority of Canadians in the United Kingdom 
were graduate students. 

In 1968-69 there were 17,423 students from 
outside Canada at Canadian universities and col-
leges. The largest group of these was from the 
United States of America, as shown in Table 8. 
About47.7 p.c. of the students from outside Canada 
were from the British Commonwealth. In all, about 
160 countries were represented. 

Table 2 shows the number of foreign students 
in Canada, and the number of Canadians studying 
in the United States of America and the United 
Kingdom, for selected academic years since 1935 -  
36. It will be noted that from 1955-56 to 1963-64 
the proportion of students from outside Canada to 
total enrolment at Canadian universities and col-
leges has remained quite constant. But from 
1964-65, to 1967 -68 although the number of foreign 
students in Canada has increased, they constitute 

Comparaisons provinciales des inscriptions 

Il ne faut pas oublier les differences qui existent 
entre les provinces au sujet des conditions d'admis-
sion, lorsqu'on etudie les karts apparents entre les 
inscriptions d'etudiants aux institutions de chaque 
province. En plus du fait que les niveaux d'immatricula-
tion ne concordent pas quant a la scolarite anterieure 
necessaire pour atteindre ces niveaux, toute analyse 
des inscriptions provinciales totales a l'enseigne-
ment superieur doit se faire en tenant compte du fait 
que les provinces on l'immatriculation est exigee 
compteront probablement plus d'etudiants par rapport 
a la population provinciale totale, puisque leurs 
inscriptions comprennent des etudiants de premiere 
armee qui suivraient encore les tours de la derniere 
armee de recole secondaire s'ils se trouvaient dans 
des provinces ou l'entree a l'universite exige l'im-
matriculation superieure. 

Residence des etudiants 

Pris en groupe, le Nouveau-Brunswick, la Nou-
velle-Ecosse et l'Ile-du-Prince-Edouard accusent une 
population etudiante provenant de l'exterieur de ces 
provinces. Beaucoup de ces etudiants proviennent 
des autres Provinces Atlantiques, comme l'indique le 
Tableau 8, a cause de la concentration de certaines 
facultes professionnelles dans une ou deux univer-
sites de la region. Le Tableau 8 indique aussi qu'une 
grande partie des etudiants de l'exterieur viennent 
des provinces immediatement adjacentes. 

Canadiens etudiant a l'etranger et strangers etudiant 
dans les universites et colleges canadiens 

Les Tableaux 9, 10 et 11, tires des donnees conte-
nues dans diverses publications de l'Institute of 
International Education, de New-York, et de l'Asso-
ciation of Commonwealth Universities, de Londres, 
donnent des renseignements sur certaines caracteris-
agues des etudiants canadiens inscrits aux universites 
et colleges des Etats-Unis d'Amerique et du Royaume-
Uni. Il est interessant d'observer que si la majority 
des Canadiens etudiant aux Etats-Unis sont des non-
diplomes, par contre, la grande majorite de ceux qui 
etudient au Royaume-Uni sont des diplomes. 

En 1968-69, 17,423 etudiants de l'exterieur 
etaient inscrits aux universites et colleges cahadiens 
et les plus nombreux venalent des Etats-Unis d'Ame-
rique ainsi que l'indique le Tableau 8. Environ 47.7 
pour cent des etudiants de l'exterieur etaient origin-
aires du Commonwealth Britannique. En tout, environ 
160 pays etaient representes. 

Le Tableau 2 donne de nombre d'etudiants etran-
gers au Canada et le nombre de Canadiens etudiant 
aux Etats-Unis durant certaines annees academiques 
depuis 1935-36, On observera que de 1955-56 a 
1963-64 la proportion d'etudiants venus de l'exterieur 
par rapport aux inscriptions totales aux universites et 
colleges canadiens est demeuree a peu pres cons-
tante. Cependant, de 1964-65, a 1967-68 bien que le 
nombre d'etudiants strangers au Canada ait augments, 
ces derniers representent un pourcentage moins eleve 
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a lower percentage of the total full-time enrolment 
owing to rapid expansion of the latter. In 1968-69, 
the percentage increase in enrolment was smaller, 
resulting in a slightly higher percentage of foreign 
students.

Degrees Awarded 

Table 3 gives summary data for degrees 
awarded in selected academic years since 1945-
46. As might be expected with a faster increase 
in female than in male students, the rate of in-
crease of bachelor degrees granted was greater 
for women than for men. For example, women 
received 25.7 p.c. of the bachelor degrees in 1960-
61, 31.1 p.c. in 1964-65, 35.8 p.c. in 1967-68 and 
37.2 p.c. in 1968-69. The percentage of women 
receiving master's and earned doctorate degrees 
has remained fairly stable in the past few years, 
being about 20 p.c. for master's and from 8 p.c. to 
10 p.c. for doctorates. Reference to Table 1 will 
show that the rise in the percentage of full-time 
women graduate students has been less than for 
full-time undergraduates. 

The final five tables in this publication give 
more detailed figures on bachelor and first profes-
sional degrees, and on graduate degrees. 

Prior to 1968-69, the licence was considered 
to be equivalent to a Master's degree except in 
Law and Optometry where it was a first profes-
sional degree. Beginning in 1968 -69, those licences 
which are first degrees are counted at the bachelor 
level, and those which are second degrees in a 
discipline, e.g. Theology, Music, are still counted 
at the Master's level. Therefore, the number of 
masters degrees appears to be dropping this year 
due to 1,169 licences being included elsewhere. 

The honours bachelor degree in Arts or Sci-
ence normally requires one year of study beyond 
the pass or general bachelor degree level. Figures 
given in Table 14 for such honours degrees should 
not be considered as showing the number of bach-
elor degree graduates in any given Arts or Science 
field. The great majority of bachelor degrees in 
Arts and Science are of the pass or general variety, 
and students with these often have specialized to 
a greater or lesser extent in one or more of the 
particular fields. 

Table 16 shows the number of degrees granted, 
by level, by individual institutions in 1968-69. 

Teaching Staff 

Salaries. —Data on salaries at 17 selected 
institutions appeared in the DBS publication "Uni-
versity Teachers' Salaries, 1937-1960". Data for 
these same 17 institutions for 1960-61 and sub-

Le tableau 3 contient des donnees sommaires 
quant aux grades conferes durant les annees acade-
miques ecoulees depuis 1945-46. Comme it faut s'y 
attendre, en raison de l'augmentation plus rapide des 
etudiantes que des etudiants, le taux d'accroissement 
du nombre de baccalaureats decernes a ete superieur 
chez l'element feminin que chez l'element masculin. 
Par exemple, les etudiantes ont obtenu 25.7 p. 100 
des baccalaureats en 1960 -61, 31.1 p. 100 en 1964 - 65, 
35.8 p. 100 en 1967-68, et 37.2 p. 100 en 1968-69.

Avant 1968 -69, la licence etait consideree comme 
equivalent a la maftrise sauf en droit et en optometrie 
ou elle etait consideree comme premier diplome profes-
sionnel. En 1968-69, les licences obtenues comme 
premier grade sont inclues au niveau du baccalaureat, 
tandis que les licences obtenues comme deuxieme 
grade dans une meme discipline que le premier grade, 
e.g., Theologie, Musique, sont encore inclues au 
niveau de la maftrise. Par consequent le nombre de 
martrises semble diminuer cette armee puisque 1,169 
licences sont alors incluses dans un autre groupe. 

Pour le baccalaureat es arts ou es sciences avec 
specialisation, on exige d'ordinaire une armee sup-
plementaire apres le baccalaureat sans specialisation 
ou general. Les chiffres de ces grades avec specia-
lisation (voir Tableau 14) ne representent pas le nom-
bre exact de bacheliers dans un domaine quelconque 
des arts ou des sciences. La plupart des baccalau-
reats es arts et es sciences sont d'ordre general et 
les etudiants qui les possedent se sont souvent plus 
ou moins specialises dans un ou plusieurs domaines 
particuliers.

Personnel enseignant 
Traitements.— Les traitements verses a 17 

institutions choisies ont paru dans la publication du 
B.F.S. intitulee "Traitements des professeurs d'uni-
versite, 1937-1960". Les chiffres des memes 17 ins- 
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sequent years appear in the DBS publication 
"Salaries and Qualifications of Teachers in Uni-
versities and Colleges", first issued for the 1956 -
57 academic year, which also contains detailed 
analyses of salaries and qualifications of teaching 
staff at about 65 institutions. Since 1966-67 data 
have been selected from 19 institutions. 

Table 5 gives summary data on median 
salaries, and staff numbers, at 17 institutions for 
1960-61, and for selected years up to 1968 -69. 
The data for the last three years has been selected 
from 19 institutions. 

Finance 
Data on higher education finance now appear 

in the annual DBS publication "Canadian Univer-
sities, Income and Expenditure". Table 6 gives 
summary details for 1964-65 to 1968-69 for all 
institutions. In comparing these totals with those 
of earlier years prior to 1954 -55 which appeared 
in the "Survey of Higher Education", it should be 
noted that data for the previous years, unless 
otherwise specified, were for institutions repre-
senting about 80 p.c. of the total full-time uni-
versity-grade enrolment in all Canada.

Finances

1964-65 a 1968-69 les donnees de toutes les institu-
tions. Lors de la comparaison de ces totaux avec 
ceux des annees anterieures a 1954 -55 qui ont paru 
dans le "Releve de l'enseignement superieur", it faut 
noter que les chiffres des annees anterieures, sauf 
indication contraire, visaient les institutions qui re-
pondaient pour environ 80 p. 100 du total des inscrip-
tions a plein temps aux universites canadiennes.
