INTRODUCTION

Data for the Preliminary Annual Report are taken
from the Annual Return of Hospitals as submitted to
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics by all hospitals
in Canada,

This report makes available national hospital
statistics on as current a basis as possible. Esti-
mates have been made to account for those hospitals
which failed to report in time for their data to be
included in the tabulations, The proportion of hos-
pitals falling in this category however is very small,
thus minimizing the error of the estimate.

Since this is a preliminary report, there will be
minor discrepancies with the final data which will
appear in Hospital Statistics, VolumeslI to VII (DBS
Catalogue Nos. 83-210 — 83-216). These will be
published in mid-1966. Their titles are listed on the
back cover of this report.

The format of this report follows closely that
of the previous year, The Summaries (Tablie I) are
intended to poriray the basic trends of hospital
facilities and activities in Canada since 1960. The
report does not include any information on mental
institutions or tuberculosis sanatoria.

Facilities and Services

Public general and allied special hospitals
operating in Canada in 1964 numbered 995, an
increase of 19 over 1963, Rated bed capacity of
these hospitals amounted 114,400, some 2.9 per
cent more than in 1963, There were 5.9 rated beds
in public hospitals per 1,000 population (same in
1963). Beds actually set up and in use at year-end
nambered 115,300, or a ratio of 1.01:1 to rated beds
(same in 1563),

Patient-days of adults and children in public
hospitals in 1964 were estimated to be 33,979,200,
equjvalent to an average of 92,800 patients in
hospital per day (90,900 in 1963). Provincial
hospital insurance plans paid for 93.3 per cent of
the patient-days in 1964, an increase of 2 points
over the 1963 proportion, Occupancy rate (based on
rated bed capacity) in public hospitals for 1964
amounted to 81,2 per cent compared with 81.8 per
cent in 1963.

Average length of stay (adults and children)
in public hospitals in 1964 was 11.5 days, the same
gs in 1953. In general hospitals, length of stay
varied from 7.2 days in hospitals with 10-24 beds
to 13.8 days in 1,000 or more bed hospitals, Average
stay for all general hospitals was 10.2 days (same
in 1963}).

Total number of paid hours of work by all
employees of public hospitals in 1964 averaged 12.7
per patient-day. This was an increase of 2.4 per

Le présent rapport fournit une statistigue hospi-
talidre nationale, aussi & jour que possible, Dans le
cas des hbpitaux gui n'ont pu transmettre leur rapport
assez tot pour qu'on 1'inclut dans les calculs, des
estimations ont &té& établies. Cependant, le pourcen-
tage d'hgpitaux entrant dans cette catégorie est trés
faible, ce qui minimise 1'erreur d’estimation.

Etant donné qu'il s*agit d’un rapport préliminaite,
les chiffres comporteront de légers écarts avec les
données définitives qui figureront dans la statistique
hospitaliére, Volume I & VII (B.F.S., numéros de cata-
gue 83-210 — 83-218). Ces volumes seront publiés au
milieu de 1966. Leurs titres apparaissent & la derniére
page du présent rapport.

La disposition de ce rapport-ci est & peu prés
identigue & celle du rapport de 1’année précédente.
Les sommaires (tableau I} visent a4 donner une idée
générale des tendances de base qui se manifestent dans
les services et l’activité des hopitaux du Canada
depuis 1960. Il ne comprend aucune donnée sur les
institutions psychiatriques et les sanatoriums.

Installations et services

En 1964, 995 hbpitaux généraux ou spéciaux divers
(publics) étaient actifs au Canada, soit une augmenta-
tion de 19 sar 1963. Leur capacité théorique s'éta-
blissait & 114,400 lits (environ 2.9 p. 100 de plus qu’en
1963). Les hdpitaux généraux comptaient 5.9 lits pour
1,000 habitants {(m&me proportion qu'’en 1963). Les lits
dressés et en usage i la fin de l'année se chiffraient
& 115,300, soit un quotient de 1.01:1 par rapport & la
capacité théorique (m&me proportion qu’en 1963).

Le nombre de journées d’hospitalisation des adul-
tes et enfants dans les hépitaux publics a été estimé a
33,979,200 en 1964, ce qui équivaut & une moyenne de
92,800 malades hospitalisés par jour (80,900 en 1563),
Les régimes provinciaux d’assurance-hospitalisation ont
acquitté le codt de 95.3 p. 100 des journées d’hospita-
lisation en 1964, augmentation de 2 points sur la pro-
portion de 1963. Le taux d'occupation (fondé sur la
capacité théorique), dans les hdpitaux publics s’est
élevé, en 1964, & 81.2 p, 100 contre 81,8 p. 100 en 1963.

La durée moyenne du séjour {(adultes et enfants)
dans les hépitaux publics a é&té€ de 11.5 jours en 1964
(m2me chiffre qu’en 1963). Cans les hfpitaux généraux,
la durée du séjour a varié de 7.2 jours pour les hdpitaux
de 10-24 lits a 13.8 jours pour les hopitaux de 1,000
lits cu plus. Le séjour moyen dans les hépltaux géné-
raux a 6té de 10.2 jours (méme chiffre qu'en 1963).

En 1954, le nombre total d’heures de travail rému-
nérées du personnel des h8pitaux publics s'est établi,
en moyenne, a 12,7 par jour d’hospitalisation, soit une
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cent in comparison with 1963 (12.4 hours). Nursing
staff accounted for 7.1 hours of the total worked per
patient-day (6.9 in 1963).

Public hospitals in 1964 emploved an estimated
225,200 persons, & rise of 7.0 per cent over 1963.
Of this number 89.6 per cent were classified as
working full-time (90.2 per cent in 1963), The
majority of full-time personnel were nursing staff,
reptesenting 56.5 per cent (56.4 per cent in 1963).

Finances

Financial data in this report pertain only to
public general and allied special hospitals. Total
tevenue fund income in 1964 was an estimated
$944,658,000 or $27.80 per patient-day, Expenditures
were estimated at $984,756,000 or $28,98 per patient-
day. Corresponding averages for 1963 were: revenue
$25.95, expenditure $26.87.

Gross salaries and wages! accounted for
66.1 per cent of the expenditure in public hospitals
in 1964 compared with 65.8 per cent in 1963,
Medical and surgical supplies represented 3.2 per
cent of the expenditure and drugs were 3.8 per
cent, Comparable 1963 values were 3.1 per cent and
3.9 per cent, respectively., Other supplies and
expense (deparimental) in 1964 amounted to 19.9 per
cent of the total {19.8 per cent in 1963), while other
expense (non-departmental) amounted toc 7.0 per
cent (7.3 per cent in 1963).

En 1964, les revenus du fonds d’admi-
nistration ont totalisé environ $944,658,000 ou $27.80
par journée d*hospitalisation, De leur c6té, les dépenses
se sont établies & guelque $984,756,000 ou $28.98 par
journée d'hospitalisation. Les moyennes correspon-
dantes de 1963 s'établissaient comme il suit: revenns,
$25.95; dépenses, $26.87.

En 1964, les salaires et traitements bruts! sont
intervenas pour 66.1 p. 100 dans les dépenses des
hdpitaux publics, comparativement 4 65,9 p. 100 en
1963, Les fournitures médicales et chirurgicales ont
représenté 3.2 p, 100 de la dépense et les médicaments,
3.8 p. 109. Les chiffres correspondants de 1953 &taient
respectivemnent de 3.1 et 3.9 p. 100.

GLOSSARY

Public Hospital

Recognized by the province as a ‘‘public hos-
pital'’, generally not operated for profit and accept-
ing all patients regardiess of their ability to pay.

Private Hospital

Recognized by the province as a ‘‘private
hospital’’, generally restricting its admissions to
patients paying for care provided atrates determined
by the management.

Federal Hospital

Owned and operated by the Government of
Canada; usually operated by the Department of
National Health and Welfare, Department of National
Defence or Veterans Affairs,

General Hospital

Provides treatment and care for all types of
diseases or at least a wide range of conditions.

Allied Special

Includes chronic, convalescent, rehabilitation,
maternity and other (communicable disease, ortho-
paedic, cancer) hospitals,

Patient-day

The period of service to an in-patient between
the census-taking hours on two successive days;
the day of admission is counted as a patient-day
but the day of separation is not.

Separation
The discharge or death of an in-patient.

Revenue Fund Income

All revenue (whether or not actually received)
that accrues during the year for the purpose of
operation and maintenance of the hospital.

Revenue Fund Expense

The cost, on an accrual basis, of operation and
maintenance of the hospital during the year, regard-
less of the amounts of disbursements made,

Other Supplies and Expenses

Includes expenses of the various hospital
departments such as replacement of minor equip-
ment, repair and maintenance of major and minor
departmental equipment, general supplies and all
other departmental expense.

Other Revenue Fund Expense

Non-departmental expenses, including interest
on bank loans, depreciation of buildings, building
service equipment, special research projects and
ambulance service,
