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PREFACE 

An extensive array of hospital statistics 
relating to facilities available, services provided, 
personnel employed, educational facilities aEn d 
finances of general and allied special hospitals, 
mental institutions and tuberculosis sanatoria 
operating in Canada is prepared by the Hospital 
Unit of the Institution Section, Health and Welfare 
Division of Statistics Canada. A series of one 
quarterly and twelve annual reports are published, 
to provide users with a comprehensive presentation 
of these statistics. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled 
by Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since 
been published in varying degrees of detail. The 
current list of publications specifically related to 
hospitals is as follows:'

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GLOSSARY 

II os p it al 

An institution which is operated for the medi-
cal, surgical and/or obstetrical care of in-patients, 
and which is licensed or approved as a hospital by 
the federal and/or a provincial government, or by a 
municipality duly authorized under the laws of the 
province. Specifically excluded are institutions 
primarily for tuberculosis, or psychiatric disorders. 

Ownership and Operation 

Public Hospital 

Recognized by the province as a "public 
hospital" which is not operated for profit and ac-
cepts all patients regardless of ability to pay. 

Private Hospital 
Recognized by the province as a "private 

hospital" which generally restricts its admissions 
to patients paying for the care provided at rates 
determined by the management. 

Federal Hospital 

A hospital owned and operated by the Govern-
ment of Canada; operation will either be by the 
Department of National Health and Welfare, the 
Department of National Defence, or the Department 
of Veterans Affairs.

HOpital

HOpital pave 
H6pital reconnu comme tel par la province et ou 

ne sont admis en regle generale que les malades qui 
paient pour les soins dispenses aux tarifs fixes par 
la direction. 

HOpital federal 
HOpital appartenant au gouvernement du Canada 

et dirige par lui; l'administration releve soit du mi-
nistere de la Sante nationale et du Bien-etre social, 
soit du ministere de la Defense nationale, ou du mi-
nistere des Anciens combattants. 

Type of Service 

General 
A hospital which provides primarily for the 

diagnosis and short-term treatment of patients for 
a wide range of disease or injuries. The services 
of .a general hospital are not restricted to a speci-
fic age-group or sex. 

With Long-term Units — Refers to a hospital 
with a group of beds or rooms or a separate wing 
or building which is recognized as a distinct and 
separate treatment unit of the hospital. Admission 
normally requires formal admission procedures even 
when transferred from another part of the hospital. 

Full - teaching — A hospital which provides a 
full range of undergraduate programs to medical 
students. 

Partial -teaching — A hospital which provides 
medical teaching, but not a complete range of 
undergraduate programs to medical students. 

Allied Special Hospitals 
Includes children's, convalescent and or 

rehabilitation, chronic and/or extended care and 
other hospitals. 

Genre de service 

HOpital general 
HOpital qui se specialise dans le diagnostic et 

le traitement a court terme d'un grand nombre de ma-
lades et de traumatismes. Les services d'un hOpital 
general ne sont pas restreints a un groupe d'S.ge ou a 
un sexe particulier. 

Services de soins a long terme — Services d'un 
h6pital comprenant un groupe de lits ou de chambres 
ou une aile ou un batiment separe qui est considers 
comme quartier de traitement distinct. Pour y etre 
admis, it faut en general remplir les formalites de 
demande d'admission, meme s'il s'agit d'un transfert 
d'un autre quartier de l'h6pital. 

HOpital d'enseignement complet — Mpital qui 
offre un eventail complet de programmes a l'intention 
des etudiants en medecine. 

HOpital d'enseignement partici — HOpital qui dis-
pense un enseignement medical sans offrir aux etu-
diants en medecine un eventail complet de program-
mes du premier cycle. 

HOpitaux speciaux divers 
Ce groupe comprend les hOpitaux pediatriques, 

les h6pitaux de convalescence et (ou) de readapta-
tion, les hOpitaux pour maladies chroniques et (ou) 
soins prolonges et les "autres" hOpitaux. 
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Children's — A hospital which provides pri-
marily for the diagnosis and short-term treatment 
of paediatric patients, generally 14 years of age 
and under. 

Convalescent and/or rehabilitation — A hos-
pital whose program is directed primarily to the 
recovery and rehabilitative phase of treatment for 
patients disabled by illness or injury. 

Chronic and/or extended care — A hospital 
which provides primarily for the prolonged treat-
ment of patients with chronic and long-term condi-
tions. 

Other — A hospital which provides primarily 
for the treatment of a limited range of diseases or 
or injuries, or which restricts admissions to a 
particular age group or sex. Examples of such 
specified categories may include orthopaedic, 
maternity, neurological, cancer hospitals. A hos-
pital which provides a combination of various types 
of service and cannot be ,cassified in any one of 
the foregoing categories is included in this group. 
"Other" also includes Nursing Stations and Out-
post Hospitals. 

Mental Hospital 
For purposes of this report, refers to institu-

tions providing treatment for various types of 
psychiatric conditions and includes the following: 
mental hospitals, psychiatric hospitals, hospitals 
for retardates, hospitals for emotionally disturbed 
children and other hospitals (alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy). Specifically excluded from 
this report is the Ontario Alcoholism and Drug 
Addiction Research Foundation Medical Unit. 

Tuberculosis Sanatorium 

An institution, either physically distinct or 
being part of a larger institution, having separate 
personnel and financial accounts, which is operated 
for the treatment of tuberculosis patients. 

HOpital pediatrique —Hopital qui se specialise 
dans le diagnostic et le traitement a court terme des 
maladies chez les enfants, ages generalement de 14 
ans ou moins. 

Convalescence et (ou) readaptation —116pital qui 
s'occupe surtout du retablissement et de la readapta-
tion des personnes rendues invalides par suite d'une 
maladie ou d'un traumatisme. 

Maladies chroniques et (ou) ,soins prolonges —
HOpital qui se specialise dans le traitement des ma-
lades souffrant de maladies chroniques ou dont l' kat 
requiert des soins prolonges. 

Autre —11Opital qui se specialise dans le traite-
ment d'un nombre restreint de maladies ou de trauma-
tismes, ou qui n'admet que les malades d'un groupe 

ou d'un sexe particulier (par ex. orthopedie, 
maternity, neurologie, cancer). L'hOpital qui offre 
divers genres de services et qui ne peut etre classe 
dans aucune des categories susmentionnees est com-
pris dans ce groupe. "Autre" comprend en outre les 
postes de soins infirmiers et les h6pitaux eloignes. 

HOpital pour maladies mentales 

En ce qui a trait au present bulletin, ceci 'com-
prend les institutions qui dispensent des traitements 
pour une variete de troubles psychiatriques, y compris 
hOpitaux pour maladies mentales, hOpitaux psychia-
triques, hOpitaux pour les attardes, h6pitaux pour en-
fants souffrant de troubles emotifs et autres hOpitaux 
(pour alcooliques, vieillards et cas de senelite et les 
epileptiques). L'unite medicale de l'Alcoholism and 
Drug Addiction Research Foundation de l'Ontario est 
specifiquement exclue de ce bulletin. 

Sanatorium 
Un etablissement, soit materiellement indepen-

dant ou faisant partie d'un grand hOpital, et disposant 
d'un personnel et d'une administration propres, qui 
dispense des traitements aux hospitalises tuber-
culeux. 

Subject Matter Terminology 

Rated Bed (Bassinet) Capacity 

The number of beds and cribs (bassinets) 
which the hospital is designed to accomodate on 
the basis of established standards of floor area 
per bed (bassinet) as at December 31 of the re-
porting year. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-
patient between the census-taking hours on two 
successive days; the day of admission is counted 
as a patient-day but the day of separation is not. 

Separation — The discharge or death of an in-
patient.

The mean number of days' stay in hospital 
from the date of admission of patients separated 
during the reporting year. 

Short-term Units 
Those units provided for patients who at the 

time of admission require extensive diagnostic and 
treatment services and/or skilled nursing care and 
comprehensive medical attention. 

Personnel 

Full-time Staff 
Persons employed on a full-time basis, ie., 

regularly employed throughout the hospital's full 
work week. 

Part-time Staff 
Persons employed on a part-time basis, i.e., 

regularly employed on selected days or partial 
days in the hospital's work week. 

Nursing Staff 
All staff engaged in nursing and nursing edu-

cation including directors, associate or assistant 
directors, supervisors, head nurses. assistant head 
nurses, clinical and classroom instructors, other 
graduate nurses, nursing students, qualified and 
student nursing assistants, orderlies and other 
staff (child-care nurses, student child-care nurses, 
ward clerks, receptionists and others). 

Financial 

Operating Expense 
The cost, on an accrual basis, of operating 

and maintaining the hospital during the year. 

Salaries and Wages 
This includes gross salaries and wages earned 

during the year by all sanatorium personnel. Gross 
salaries and wages include the following: (1) all 
types of hospital remuneration earned during the 
year by paid medical staff, ie., salaries, wages, 
fees, contract rates, honorariums, etc.; gross sa-
laries and wages earned by interns, residents or

miers et a. l'enseignement infirmier, y compris les di-
rectrices et directrices adjointes, les surveillantes, 
les infirmieres chefs et chefs adjointes, les moni-
trices en clinique et en classe, les autres infirmieres 
diplemees, les &eves de Pecole, les auxiliaires qua-
lifies(es) et les eleves-auxiliaires, les infirmiers non 
diplOmes et autre personnel infirmier tel que les pue-
cultrices, les &eves en puericulture, les aides-
puericultrices, les receptionistes et autres. 

Finances 

Depenses d'exploitation 
Les frais d'exploitation et d'entretien de l'hOpi-

tal au cours de l'annee, etablis d'apres la compta-
bilite d'exercice. 

Remuneration 
La remuneration correspond au montant brut des 

traitements et des salaires gagnes durant Pannee par 
tout le personnel des sanatoriums. Elle comprend: 1) 
tout type de remuneration hospitaliere gagnee pendant 
l'annee par les membres remuneres du personnel me-
dical, les traitements, les salaires, les hono-
raires, les tarifs conventionnels, etc.; la remuneration 
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students enrolled in organized educational programs 
and; gross salaries and wages earned by all other 
staff including non-medical teaching staff and 
regular employees involved in extramural or on-
the-job training; (2) the value of donated services 
of regular staff members working without pay, and 
of perquisites supplied to such personnel, calcu-
lated on the basis of salary scales for similar 
services in the community and supported by regular 
payroll records. 

The distribution of the gross salary or wages 
of an employee working in more than one depart-
ment of a sanatorium normally is made proportion-
ately to the number of paid hours of work per-
formed by the employee in each of the several 
departments. However, if the employee received 
separate remuneration in each department, these 
amounts are charged to the departments concerned. 

Interest 
Includes interest on both short and long term 

loans. 

Food 

All foodstuffs (including beverages and infant 
formulae) prepared and used by the hospital in 
providing meals and nourishment to patients, staff 
and guests. 

Depreciation 
Includes depreciation on land improvements, 

buildings and building service equipment and on 
major equipment. 

Purchased Goods and Services 
Includes the costs of the following purchased 

goods or services: food services, laundry and linen, 
security and steam or heat. 

Employment Benefits 
Includes the costs, of providing employees 

with pension plans, unemployment insurance, work-
men's compensation, group life insurance, medical 
care insurance, hospital insurance, tuition fees and 
other employment benefits. 

Other 

Constitutes the remainder of expenses under 
"Supplies and Other Expenses" which include all 
other purchased services not categorically listed. 
e.g., laboratory, radiology and radioisotope serv-
ices; radiology films; radioactive materials; office 
equipment, travel, the costs of utilities (telephone, 
electricity); laundry and linen supplies, patients' 
wearing apparel; rent, insurance, taxes; and all 
other supplies and expenses:

Interet 
Comprend les interets sur emprunts a courte et

Aliments 
Tous les aliments (y compris les boissons et les 

formules pour bebes) prepares et utilises par l'hOpital 
pour les repas et la nourriture des malades, des mem-
bres du personnel et des invites. 

Amortissement 
Comprend les amortissements sur l'amelioration 

des terrains, sur les batiments et le materiel fixe et 
sur le gros materiel. 

Achats de biens et services 
Comprend les frais d'achat des biens et services 

qui suivent: les services d'alimentation, les services 
de blanchissage et de lingerie, les services de secu-
rite et l'achat de vapeur et de chauffage. 

Avantages sociaux 
Comprend les frais de regimes de pension, de 

l'assurance-chemage, des accidents du travail, de 
l'assurance-vie collective, de l'assurance-maladie, 
de l'assurance-hospitalisation, des frais de scolarite 
et des autres avantages sociaux. 

Autres 
Constitut le reste des depenses sous la rubrique

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INTRODUCTION 

This publication provides a summary presenta-
tion of preliminary data relating to the facilities, 
utilization, personnel and finances of general and 
allied special hospitals in Canada during 1970. 
Selected historical information in the form of 
tabulations and ratios dating back to 1965 are 
also included. In addition, the 1970 edition of this 
report also presents similar information, where 
available or appropriate, for mental hospitals and 
tuberculosis sanatoria. 

The source documents for data relating to 
general and allied special hospitals and tubercu-
losis sanatoria are the Annual Return of Hospi-
tals — Part I (Facilities and Services) and Part 
II (Finances); data pertaining to mental hospitals 
are derived from the Annual Return of Mental 
Institutions — General and Financial. In most 
instances, these documents are forwarded to 
Statistics Canada by the respective provincial 
hospital authorities. 

Published data relating to facilities, services 
and personnel embody all operating general and 
allied special hospitals, all mental institutions 
and tuberculosis sanatoria; data pertaining to 
finances apply to all public hospitals (general, 
allied special and mental) and public sanatoria. 

The reader is reminded that estimates for 
non-reporting hospitals have been incorporated in 
raw data tabulations; estimated data for non-
reporting hospitals have, however, been excluded 
from all indicator calculations with the exception 
of instances where a single hospital constitutes a 
hospital group within a province. 

By reason of the preliminary nature of this 
report, it must be noted that data are subject to 
revision as may be dictated by the final data re-
ported in our annual publication series to be re-
leased at a later date. 

Facilities and Utilization 

There were 1,264 general and allied special 
hospitals in operation in Canada at year end 1970, 
an increase of 3 over 1969. Public hospitals re-
mained constant in number at 1,040 although their 
distribution by type and size was noticeably 
altered; private hospitals decreased from 144 to 
136 and federal hospitals increased from 77 to 88. 
Total rated bed capacity increased from 145,542 
to 148,999 beds; this increase was comprised of a 
2.8 % growth in public hospital rated beds, a 1.7 % 
increase in private hospital capacity and a 3.4 % 
decline in federal hospital beds. Public hospitals 
housed 135,994 beds or 91.3 % of total rated beds. 

Cette publication presente un résumé des statis-
tiques preliminaires sur les installations, l'utilisa-
tion, le personnel et les finances des hOpitaux gene-
raux et specialises du Canada en 1970. De plus, un 
choix de tableaux et de ratios retracent l'evolution 
de ces hOpitaux depuis 1965. Le bulletin fournit 
enfin des renseignements similaires sur les etablis-
sements pour malades mentaux et les sanatoriums 
pour tuberculeux, lorsque la chose est possible et 
appropriee. 

Les donnees sur les hOpitaux generaux et spe-
cialises proviennent des Rapports d'activite des hO-
pitaux (Partie I: Installations et services et Partie 
II: Finances); les donne- es touchant les hOpitaux pour 
malades mentaux sont tirees des Rapports annuels 
des institutions pour maladies mentales —Renseigne-
ments generaux et financiers. Dans la plupart des 
cas, ces documents parviennent a Statistique Canada 
par l'entremise des organismes dont relevent les hO-
pitaux dans chaque province. 

Les statistiques relatives aux installations, aux 
services et au personnel couvrent l'ensemble des h6-
pitaux generaux et specialises, les etablissements 
pour malades mentaux et les sanatoriums pour tuber-
culeux; les statistiques sur les finances s'appliquent 
a tous les h6pitaux publics (generaux, specialises et 
pour malades mentaux) et tous les sanatoriums 
publics. 

Il convient de souligner que les estimations pour 
les hOpitaux non-repondants ont ete integre- es aux 
tableaux mais qu'elles ont ete exclues du calcul des 
indicateurs sauf pour les cas ou un hOpital formait 
lui seul un groupe dans une province. 

Ces donnees n'etant que provisoires, elles sont 
susceptibles d'être revisees; les donne- es definitives 
figureront dans notre serie de publications annuelles 
qui doit paraltre a une date ulterieure. 

Installations et utilisation 

A la fin de l'annee 1970, it y avait 1,264 hOpi-
taux generaux et specialises en activite au Canada, 
soit une augmentation de 3 par rapport a 1969. Le 
nombre des hOpitaux publics est demeure inchange 
(1,040), cependant que leur repartition par genre et 
par taille s'est considerablement modifiee; le nombre 
d'h6pitaux prives est passé de 144 a 136 et celui des 
h6pitaux federaux de 77 a 88. La capacite theorique 
en lits est passee de 145,542 a 148,999 lits; cette 
augmentation comprend un accroissement de 2.8 % de 
la capacite theorique en lits des hOpitaux publics et 
de 1.7 % de la capacite theorique en lits des hOpitaux 
prives en meme temps qu'une baisse de 3.4 % dans 
les h6pitaux federaux. Les hOpitaux publics comp-
taient 135,994 lits, soit 91.3 % de la capacite theori-
que totale. 
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Public general hospitals reported an aggregate 
rated bed capacity of 113,688 beds or 83.6 % of 
total public hospital rated beds (84.0 % in 1969). 
The number of adult and child patient-days recorded 
by these hospitals amounted to 32,938,858, a 
2.2 % increase over 1969; notwithstanding the in-
crease in population from 1969 to 1970, the patient-
days per 1,000 population ratio increased to 1,541 
from 1,530 the year previous. Of these nearly 33 
million patient-days, 95.6 % were in short-term 
units (95.7 % in 1969) and 95.4 % were changed to 
provincial plans, unchanged from 1969. This group 
of hospitals experienced a 79.7 % occupancy rate 
in 1970 (79.4 % in 1969). Newborn patient-days in 
all public hospitals, including maternity hospitals, 
numbered 2,492,286, only 0.8 % greater than in 
1969. 

The average length of stay for adults and 
children in public general hospitals in 1970 was 
10.0 days, compared with 10.3 days in 1969. 
During this reporting period, adult and child 
separations totalled 3,245,927, an increase of 
7.0 % over the previous year. 

Public general hospitals employed an aggre-
gate staff of 259,527 as at the end of the 1970 
calendar year, a 1.5% increase over 1969. Of this 
total, 86.7% were full-time employees of whom 
53.8% were nursing staff. Personnel per 100 rated 
beds, however, actually decreased from 230.3 to 
229.3 from 1969 to 1970. Paid hours of work per 
adult and child patient-day of care averaged 14.2 
(14.1 in 1969); of this total nursing staff accounted 
for 7.9 hours. 

Finances 

In 1970, total Operating Expense for all public 
general and allied special hospitals amounted to 
$2,248,467,000. The general hospitals' share of 
this amount was 86.7%. The cost per patient-day 
in public general hospitals was $59.83, 11.3% 
higher than the per diem rate of $53.73 experienced 
in 1969; provincially, the per diem cost ranged 
from $39.34 in Prince Edward Island to $74.46 in 
Quebec. The distribution of total operating ex-
pense, by component item, was as follows (with 
1969 figures in parentheses): gross salaries and 
wages, 70.5%(70.3); medical and surgical supplies, 
3.3% (3.1); drugs, 3.1% (3.2); and supplies and 
other expenses, 23.1% (23.4) of which food costs 
accounted for 3.2% (3.6) of total operating expense. 

Mental Hospitals 

Public mental hospitals numbered 107 in 
1970, one less than in the year previous. As has 
been the trend in recent years, rated bed capacity 
again experienced a decline; from 1969 to 1970,

De ce total d'environ 33 mil-
lions de journees d'hospitalisation, 95.6 % ont ete 
passees dans des services pour maladies aigues 
(95.7 % en 1969) et, tout comme en 1969, 95.4 % ont 
ete payees par les regimes provinciaux d'assurance-
maladie. Le taux d'occupation de ce groupe d'h6pi-
taux a ate de 79.7 % contre 79.4 % en 1969. Le nom-
bre de journees d'hospitalisation des nouveau-nes 
dans l'ensemble des hOpitaux publics, y compris les 
maternites, a ete de 2,492,286, soit seulement 0.8 % 
de plus qu'en 1969. 

La duree moyenne du sejour des adultes et des 
enfants dans les hOpitaux publics generaux en 1970 
a ete de 10.0 jours, comparativement a 10.3 en 1969. 
Le nombre de departs d'adultes et d'enfants est passé 
a 3,245,927, soit 7.0 % de plus qu'en 1969. 

Les hOpitaux publics generaux employaient a la 
fin de Pannee civile 1970, 259,527 personnes, soit 
1.5 % de plus que Pannee precedente. De ce nombre, 
86.7 % etaient employees a plein temps, dont 53.8 . % 
en tant que personnel infirmier. Cependant, le nombre 
d'employes par 100 lits, est passé de 230.3 en 1969 
a 229.3 en 1970. Le nombre d'heures de travail remu-
nerees par journee d'hospitalisation d'adultes et 
d'enfants a ete d'environ 14.2 (14.1 en 1969); de ce 
total, 7.9 heures allaient au personnel infirmier. 

Finances 

En 1970, les depenses de fonctionnement totales 
pour l'ensemble des hOpitaux publics generaux et 
specialises ont atteint $2,248,467,000. La part de ce 
montant imputable aux hOpitaux generaux a ete de 
86.7 %. Par journee d'hospitalisation, ces depenses 
ont ete de $59.83 pour ces memes hOpitaux, soit 
11.3 % de plus que le taux quotidien de $53.73 enre-
gistre en 1969; par province, le coat par journee 
d'hospitalisation s'est echelonne de $39.34 a 
du Prince-Edouard a $74.46 au Quebec. La repartition 
par poste des depenses totales de fonctionnement est 
la suivante (les chiffres entre parantheses sont ceux 
de 1969); remuneration brute, 70.5 % (70.3), fourni-
tures medicales et chirurgicales 3.3 % (3.1), medica-
ments 3.1 % (3.2), fournitures et autres depenses 
23.1 % (23.4); ce dernier poste comprend la nourri-
ture, qui a compte pour 3.2 % (3.6) des depenses 
totales de fonctionnement. 

HOpitaux pour malades mentaux 

En 1970, les hapitaux pour malades mentaux 
etaient au nombre de 107, un de moins que l'annee 
precedente. Conformement a la tendance des der-
nieres annees, la capacity theorique en lits a encore 
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rated beds decreased 3.4%, somewhat less, how-
ever, than the 7.6% decrease from 1968 to 1969. 
Patient days numbered 4.2% less than in 1969 and 
percentage occupancy declined to 93.2 from 94.7% 
a year earlier. Personnel employed in public 
mental hospitals numbered 50,102 yielding a per-
sonnel per 100 rated beds ratio of 85.1 compared 
with 78.2 in 1969. Total operating expense for 
public mental hospitals totalled $399,025,000, 
13.3% greater than in 1969; the reduced number 
of patient-days and the higher operating expense 
combined to increase the per patient-day cost to 
$20.05 from $16.67 the year previous. 

Tuberculosis Sanatoria 

Tuberculosis sanatoria (all public in 1970) 
numbered 27, 5 less than in 1969; rated bed capa-
city subsequently decreased to 3,310 from 3,719 
the year previous. Notwithstanding this reduction 
in bed capacity, percentage occupancy still ex-
perienced a significant decline from 64.4% in 
1969 to 55.7% in 1970. Personnel employed in 
tuberculosis sanatoria declined from 3,945 in 
1969 to 3,233 in 1970, 89.8% of which were em-
ployed on a full-time basis; the personnel per 100 
rated beds ratio also experienced a reduction, 
from 101.0 to 97.7. The decrease in personnel and 
the proportionately greater decrease in the patient-
day count combined to yield a significantly higher 
paid hours per patient-day ratio from 7.9 in 1969 
to 8.6 in 1970. Although total operating expense 
experienced a decline of 9.0% to $24,492,000 in 
1970, the cost per patient-day of public tuber-
culosis sanatoria increased to $35.86 from $30.77 
the year previous.

Sanatoriums pour tuberculeux 
Les sanatoriums pour tuberculeux (tous publics 

en 1970) etaient au nombre de 27, soit 5 de moins 
qu'en 1969. Consequemment, la capacity theorique 
totale en lits est passee de 3,719 a 3,310; malgre 
cette baisse, le pourcentage d'occupation a continue 
de decliner substantiellement, passant de 64.4 % en 
1969 a 55.7 % en 1970. Le personnel attaché a ces 
sanatoriums est passé de 3,945 en 1969 a 3,233; 
89.8 % de ces personnes etaient employees a plein 
temps; le nombre de personnes employees par 100 lits 
a egalement flechi, passant de 101.0 en 1969 a 97.7 
en 1970. Cette diminution du personnel et la baisse 
du nombre de journees d'hospitalisation se sont tra-
duites par une hausse substantielle du nombre d'heu-
res remunerees par journees d'hospitalisation (8.6 en 
1970 contre 7.9 en 1969). Bien que les depenses de 
fonctionnement totales aient diminue de 9.0 % 
($24,492,000 dollars), le coat par journee d'hospita-
lisation est passé de $30.77 en 1969 a $35.86 en 
1970.
