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PREFACE 

An extensive array of hospital statistics 
relating to facilities available, services provided, 
personnel employed, educational facilities and 
finances of general and allied special hospitals, 
mental institutions and tuberculosis sanatoria 
operating in Cdnada is prepared by the Hospital 
Unit of the Institution Section, Health and Welfare 
Division of Statistics Canada. A series of one 
quarterly and twelve annual reports are published, 
to provide users with a comprehensive presentation 
of these statistics. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled 
by Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since 
been published in varying degrees of detail. The 
current list of publications specifically related to 
hospitals is as follows:'

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GLOSSARY 

Hospital 

An institution which is operated for the medi-
cal, surgical and/or obstetrical care of in-patients, 
and which is licensed or approved as a hospital by 
the federal and/or a provincial government, or by a 
municipality duly authorized under the laws of the 
province. Specifically excluded are institutions 
primarily for tuberculosis, or psychiatric disorders. 

Ownership and Operation 

Public Hospital 

Recognized by the province as a "public 
hospital" which is not operated for profit and ac-
cepts all patients regardless of ability to pay. 

Private Hospital 
Recognized by the province as a "private 

hospital" which generally restricts its admissions 
to patients paying for the care provided at rates 
determined by the management. 

Federal Hospital 
A hospital owned and operated by the Govern-

. ment of Canada; operation will either be by the 
Department of National Health and Welfare, the 
Department of National Defence, or the Department 
of Veterans Affairs.

HOpital

et dirige par lui; l'administration releve soit du mi-
nistere de la Sante nationale et du Bien-etre social, 
soit du ministere de la Defense nationale, ou du mi-
nistere des Anciens combattants. 

Type of Service 

General 
A hospital which provides primarily for the 

diagnosis and short-term treatment of patients for 
a wide range of disease or injuries. The services 
of .a general hospital are not restricted to a speci-
fic age-group or sex. 

With long-term units — Refers to a hospital 
with a group of beds or rooms or a separate wing 
or building which is recognized as a distinct and 
separate treatment unit of the hospital. Admission 
normally requires formal admission procedures even 
when transferred from another part of the hospital. 

Full - teaching -- A hospital which provides a 
full range of undergraduate programs to medical 
students. 

Partial -teaching — A hospital which provides 
medical teaching, but not a complete range of 
undergraduate programs to medical students. 

Allied Special Hospitals 
Includes children's, convalescent and or 

rehabilitation, chronic and/or extended care and 
other hospitals. 

Genre de service 

HOpital general 
H6pital qui se specialise dans le diagnostic et

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Children's — A hospital which provides pri-
marily for the diagnosis and short-term treatment 
of paediatric patients, generally 14 years of age 
and under. 

Convalescent and/or rehabilitation — A hos-
pital whose program is directed primarily to the 
recovery and rehabilitative phase of treatment for 
patients disabled by illness or injury. 

Chronic and/or extended care — A hospital 
which provides primarily for the prolonged treat-
ment of patients with chronic and long-term condi-
tions. 

Other — A hospital which provides primarily 
for the treatment of a limited range of diseases or 
or injuries, or which restricts admissions to a 
particular age group or sex. Examples of such 
specified categories may include orthopaedic, 
maternity, neurological, cancer hospitals. A hos-
pital which provides a combination of various types 
of service and cannot be classified in any one of 
the foregoing categories is included in this group. 
"Other" also includes Nursing Stations and Out-
post Hospitals. 

Mental Hospital 
For purposes of this report, refers to institu-

tions providing treatment for various types of 
psychiatric conditions and includes the following: 
mental hospitals, psychiatric hospitals, hospitals 
for retardates, hospitals for emotionally disturbed 
children and other hospitals (alcoholics, aged and 
senile and epilepsy). Specifically excluded from 
this report is the Ontario Alcoholism and Drug 
Addiction Research Foundation Medical Unit. 

Tuberculosis Sanatorium 
An institution, either physically distinct or 

being part of a larger institution, having separate 
personnel and financial accounts, which is operated 
for the treatment of tuberculosis patients. 

HOpital pediatrique —Hi:Vital qui se specialise 
dans le diagnostic et le traitement a court terme des 
maladies chez les enfants, ages generalement de 14 
ans ou moins. 

Convalescence et (ou) readaptation —HOpital qui 
s'occupe surtout du retablissement et de la readapta-
tion des personnes rendues invalides par suite d'une 
maladie ou d'un traumatisme. 

Maladies chroniques et (ou) soins prolong& —
HOpital qui se specialise dans le traitement des ma-
lades souffrant de maladies chroniques ou dont l'etat 
requiert des soins prolonges.

triques, h6pitaux pour les attardes, h6pitaux pour en-
fants souffrant de troubles ernotifs et autres hOpitaux

Sanatorium 
Un etablissement, soit materiellement indepen-

dant ou faisant partie d'un grand h6pital, et disposant 
d'un personnel et d'une administration propres, qui 
dispense des traitements aux hospitalises tuber-
culeux. 

Subject Matter Terminology 

Rated Bed (Bassinet) Capacity 
The number of beds and cribs (bassinets) 

which the hospital is designed to accomodate on 
the basis of established standards of floor area 
per bed (bassinet) as at December 31 of the re-
porting year. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-
patient between the census-taking hours on two 
successive days; the day of admission is counted 
as a patient-day but the day of separation is not. 

Separation — The discharge or death of an in-
patient.

The mean number of days' stay in hospital 
from the date of admission of patients separated 
during the reporting year. 

Short-term Units 

Those units provided for patients who at the 
time of admission require extensive diagnostic and 
treatment services and/or skilled nursing care and 
comprehensive medical attention. 

Personnel 

Full-time Staff 

Persons employed on a full-time basis, ie., 
regularly employed throughout the hospital's full 
work week. 

Part-time Staff 

Persons employed on a part-time basis, i.e., 
regularly employed on selected days or partial 
days in the hospital's work week. 

Nursing Staff 

All staff engaged in nursing and nursing edu-
cation including directors, associate or assistant 
directors, supervisors, head nurses. assistant head 
nurses, clinical and classroom instructors, other 
graduate nurses, nursing students, qualified and 
student nursing assistants, orderlies and other 
staff (child-care nurses, student child-care nurses, 
ward clerks, receptionists and others). 

Financial 

Operating Expense 

The cost, on an accrual basis, of operating 
and maintaining the hospital during the year. 

Salaries and Wages 

This includes gross salaries and wages earned 
during the year by all sanatorium personnel. Gross 
salaries and wages include the following: (1) all 
types of hospital remuneration earned during the 
year by paid medical staff, ie., salaries, wages, 
fees, contract rates, honorariums, etc.; gross sa-
laries and wages earned by interns, residents or

The distribution of the gross salary or wages 
of an employee working in more than one depart-
ment of a sanatorium normally is made proportion-
ately to the number of paid hours of work per-
formed by the employee in each of the several 
departments. However, if the employee received 
separate remuneration in each department, these 
amounts are charged to the departments concerned. 

Interest 
Includes interest on both short and long term 

loans. 

Food 
All foodstuffs (including beverages and infant 

formulae) prepared and used by the hospital in 
providing meals and nourishment to patients, staff 
and guests. 

Depreciation 
Includes depreciation on land improvements, 

buildings and building service equipment and on 
major equipment.

wearing apparel; rent, insurance, taxes; and all 
other supplies and expenses.

INTRODUCTION 

This publication provides a summary presenta-
tion of preliminary data relating to the facilities, 
utilization, personnel and finances of general and 
allied special hospitals in operation in Canada 
during 1971. Selected historical information in the 
form of tabulations, indicators and graphic illus-
trations dating back to 1966 has also been included. 
Other than for the number of hospitals and rated 
bed capacity of mental hospitals and tuberculosis 
sanatoria, this edition of the publication contains 
no detailed information related to these institu-
tions as was first the case in the 1970 edition; 
this measure was determined by the fact that a 
significant number of reporting documents had 
not been received from the institutions at the 
time this text reached the printing operation. 

The source documents for data presented in 
this publication are the Annual Return of Hospi-
tals—Part I: (Facilities and Services) and Part II: 
(Finances). These documents are submitted to 
Statistics Canada by the individual hospitals 
through the intermediary of their respective 
provincial hospital authorities. 

Published data relating to facilities and 
personnel embody all operating general and allied 
special hospitals; data pertaining to finances 
apply to public hospitals only,since only they are 
required to submit such information. 

The reader is reminded that estimates for 
non-reporting hospitals (with the exception of one 
or two items for four hospitals only), have been 
incorporated in basic data tabulations; estimates 
for non-reporting hospitals have, however, been 
excluded from all indicator calculations with the 
exception of instances where a single hospital 
constitutes a hospital group within a province—
these cases have been appropriately footnoted. 

By virtue of the preliminary nature of this 
report, it must be delineated that data are subject 
to revision as may be dictated by the final data 
reported in our annual publication series to be 
released at a later date.

All General and Allied Special Hospitals 

There were 1,271 general and allied special 
hospitals in operation in Canada at year end 1971, 
an increase of 9 over 1970. Publicly-owned 
hospitals increased from 1,039 the year previous 
to 1,045 in 1971; private hospitals decreased from 
136 to 132 and federal hospitals increased from 
87 to 94. 

Total rated bed capacity in general and allied 
special hospitals increased 1.5% from 148,9W in 
1970 to 1.51,185 in 1971; this composite increase 
included a 1.8% addition to public hospital rated 
bed capacity, a 4.0% reduction in private hospitals 
and a 0.3% increase in federal hospital capacity. 

Total adult and children patient-days reported 
(includes estimates) by these hospitals amounted 
to 44,738,183 in 1971, a 2.1% increment over the 
1970 total of 43,838,473. Newborn patient-days 
for the same period totalled 2,458,406, an actual 
2.6% decline from the 1970 total. 

Adult and children separations from all general 
and allied special hospitals numbered 3,664,804 in 
1971 representing a 3.7% addition over the year 
previous, yielding a separations per 1,000 popu-
lation ratio of 169.0 compared with 165.3 the year 
previous. 

Total personnel (excluding medical staff) 
employed in all general and allied special hospi-
tals as at December 31 numbered 319,651 in 1971, 
an increase of 2.7% over the 1970 total of 311,211; 
of this total, 85.7% were employed on a full-time 
basis (86.6% in 1970). Full-time nursing staff 
as a proportion of total full-time personnel em-
ployed in public hospitals in 1971 averaged 
53.1%. Paid hours per adult and child patient-day 
of care for this same group of hospitals aggregated 
14.1 =in 1971, significantly above the 13.3 figure 
recorded in 1970. 

Public General Hospitals 

Public general hospitals, the single largest 
group,. numbered 861 in 1971, only 2 more than in 
the year previous. The rated bed capacity of these 
hospitals as an aggregate increased 1.6% from 
113,652 in 1970 to 115,446 in 1971; this consti-
tuted -76.4% of the rated bed capacity of all 
general and allied special hospitals, virtually 
unchanged from the 76.3% proportion of 1970. 

These hospitals reported 33,672,770 (includes 
estimates) adult and children patient-days during 
1971 representing a 2.2% increase over 1970; 
notwithstanding the increment in population from 
1970 to 1971, the patient-days per 1,000 popula-
tion ratio continued to increase for this group of

Ensemble des luipitaux generaux et speciaux divers 

A la fin de l'annee 1971, it y avait 1,271 hopi-
taux generaux et speciaux divers en activite au 
Canada, soit une augmentation de 9 par rapport a 
1970. Le nombre des hopitaux publics est passé de 
1,039 en 1970 a 1,041 en 1971; le nombre d'hopitaux 
prives a diminue de 136 a 132 tandis que celui des 
hopitaux federaux a augmente de 87 a 94. 

La capacite theorique totale (en lits) des h6pi-
taux generaux et speciaux divers a augmente de 1.5% 
de 148,920 lits en 1970 a 151,185 en 1971; cet 
accroissement compose comprenait une augmentation 
de 1.8 % a la capacite theorique des hopitaux publics 
et de 0.3 % a celle des h6pitaux federaux tandis que 
la capacite theorique des hopitaux prives eprouvait 
une diminution de 4.0 %. 

Le nombre total de journees d'hospitalisation 
d' adultes et enfants (estimations comprises) rapportees 
par ces hopitaux s'elevait a 44,738,183 en 1971, soit 
un accroissement de 2.1 % par rapport au total de 
43,838,473 en 1970. Les journees d'hospitalisation 
pour nouveau-nes dans les h6pitaux generaux et 
speciaux, divers nombraient 2,458,406 en 1971, soit 
une diminution de 2.6 % par rapport au total de 1970. 

Le nombre de departs d'adultes et enfants de 
ces hopitaux a augmente de 3.7 % de 1970 a 1971 en 
atteignant le montant de 3,664,804 ce qui cedait un 
ratio de departs pour 1,000 habitants de 169.0 com-
parativement a 165.3 l'annee antdcedente. 

Le nombre total de personnes employees (le 
personnel medical exclu) dans les hopitaux generaux 
et speciaux divers au 31 decembre etait de 319,651, 
soit 2.7 % plus eleve qu'en 1970 lorsque le total 
etait de 311,211. De ce nombre 85.7 % etaient 
employees a. plein temps comparativement a 86.6 % en 
1970. Le personnel infirmier a plein temps en pro-
portion du personnel total a plein temps s'elevait 
a 53.1 % en 1971. Le nombre d'heures remunerees par 
journee d'hospitalisation d'adultes et enfants a ete 
d'environ 14.1 en 1971, un peu plus eleve que les 
13.3 heures de l'annee antecede-nte. 

Hopitaux generaux publics 

Le groupe d'h6pitaux generaux publics comptait 
861 hopitaux en 1971, soit seulement 2 de plus que 
l'annee precedente. La capacite theorique de ces 
h6pitaux a augmente de 1.6 % passant de 113,652 en 
1970 a 115,446 en 1971; ceci constituait 76.4 % de la 
capacite theorique totale de l'ensemble des hopitaux 
generaux et speciaux divers, de fait quasi-identique 
la proportion de 76.3 % de 1970. 

Ces hopitaux rapporterent 33,672,770 (comprend 
les estimations) journees d'hospitalisation d'adultes 
et enfants au tours de l'annee 1971, soit un accrois-
sement de 2.2 % par rapport a 1970. Malgre ]'augmen-
tation de population de 1970 a 1971, le ratio de 
journees d'hospitalisation pour 1,000 habitants a de 
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hospitals going from 1,541.9 the year previous 
to 1,553.1 in 1971. Of these nearly 33.7 million 
patient-days, 94.9% were in short-term units 
(95.3% in 1970) and 95.4% (95.7% in 1970) were 
charged to the provincial plans for payment. 

Public general hospitals experienced an 
occupancy rate of 80.0% in 1971, only slightly 
above the 79.6% rate of 1970. The average length 
of stay of adults and children separated from 
these hospitals during 1971 was 9.9 days com-
pared with 10.1 the previous year. The number of 
such separations totalled 3,248,961 in 1971 or 
155.6 separations per 1,000 population compared 
with 152.0 in 1970. 

Total personnel (excluding medical staff) 
employed in public general hospitals as at 
December 31, 1971 numbered 265,575, a 2.7% in-
crease over 1970. Of this total, 85.8% were 
employed on a full-time basis (86.7% in 1970) of 
whom 53.1% were nursing staff. Personnel per 
100 rated beds, after having experienced decreases 
since 1969, increased to 230.0 in 1971 from 
227.6 the year previous. Paid hours per adult 
and child patient-day of care averaged 14.1 in 
1971, remaining unchanged since 1969; of this 
total, nursing staff accounted for 7.6 paid hours, 
a significant decrease from the 7.9 paid hours per 
patient-day recorded during 1970.

FINANCES 

Total operating expense for all public general 
and allied special hospitals amounted to 
$2,517,754,000 in 1971 representing an increase 
of 12.0% over expenditures incurred the year 
previous. General hospital expenditures totalled 
in excess of $2,208 million or 87.7% of the total. 
Gross salaries and wages accounted for 70.3% of 
total costs incurred in public general hospitals, 
relatively unchanged from the 70.4% proportion 
experienced in 1970. Other expenditure components 
as a percentage of total expense, with 1970 
corresponding figures in parentheses, were as 
follows: medical and surgical supplies, 3.3% 
(unchanged); drugs, 3.0% (3.1%); and, supplies 
and other expenses, 23.4% (23.2%). 

Expressing these costs on a per adult and 
child patient-day basis, the per diem rate for 
public general hospitals increased 9.8% from 
$59.74 in 1970 to $65.57 in 1971, significantly 
less than the 11.2% increase experienced from 
1969 to 1970. Every province sustained an 
increment in this rate, the most notable occurring 
in New Brunswick which experienced a 23.1% 
increase. Provincially, this rate extended from 
$44.34 in Prince Edward Island to $78.65 in 
Quebec. 

FINANCES 

En 1971, les depenses d'exploitation totales pour 
]'ensemble des hopitaux generaux et speciaux divers 
ont atteint $2,517,754,000 soit 12.0 % de plus par 
rapport a 1970. La portion de ce montant imputable 
aux hopitaux generaux a ete en exces de $2,208 
millions, soit 87.7 % du montant total. La r4partition 
par poste des depenses totales d'exploitation pour 
les hopitaux generaux fut comme suit (les chiffres 
entre parentheses sont ceux de 1970): remuneration 
brute, 70.3 % (70.4); fournitures medicales et chirur-
gicales, 3.3 % (inchange); medicaments, 3.0 % (3.1) 
et; fournitures et autres depenses, 23.4 % (23.2). 

Par journee d'hospitalisation d'adultes et 
enfants, ces depenses ont augmente de 9.8 % passant 
de $59.74 en 1970 a $65.57 en 1971; cependant, cet 
accroissement fut significativement inferieur a celui 
de 11.2 % eprouve de 1969 a 1970. Chaque province 
a subi une augmentation dans ce taux, la plus re-
marquable etant au Nouveau-Brunswick qui a eprouve 
une augmentation de 23.1 %.
