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PREFACE 

An extensive array of hospital statistics relating 
to facilities available, services provided, personnel 
employed, educational facilities and finances of general 
and allied special hospitals, mental institutions and 
tuberculosis sanatoria operating in Canada is prepared 
by the Hospitals Section of the Health and Welfare 
Division of Statistics Canada. A series of one quarterly 
and eleven annual reports are published, to provide 
users with a comprehensive presentation of these 
statistics. 

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled by 
Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since been 
published in varying degrees of detail. The current list 
of publications specifically related to hospitals is as 
follows: 1

GLOSSAIRE 

Hospital 

An institution which is operated for the medical, 
surgical and/or obstetrical care of in-patients, and 
which is licensed or approved as a hospital by the 
federal and/or provincial government, or by a munici-
pality duly authorized under the laws of the province. 
Specifically excluded are institutions primarily for 
tuberculosis, or psychiatric disorders. 

Hopital 

ttablissement donnant des soins medicaux, chirurgicaux 
ou obstetriques aux hospitalises et &tenant un permis ou 
une approbation du gouvernement federal ou provincial ou 
d'une municipalite autorisee a le faire par les lois d'une 
province. Ne comprend pas les etablissements destines 
avant tout au traitement de la tuberculose ou des troubles 
psychiatriques. 

Ownership and Operation 	 Appartenance et gestion 

Public Hospital 

Recognized by the province as a "public hospital" 
which is not operated for profit and accepts all 
patients regardless of ability to pay. 

Private Hospital 

Recognized by the province as a "private hospital" 
which generally restricts its admissions to patients 
paying for the care provided at rates determined by 
the management. 

Federal Hospital 

A hospital owned and operated by the Government of 
Canada; operation will either be by Health and 
Welfare Canada, The Department of National Defence, 
or the Department of Veterans Affairs. 

Hopital public 

Hopital reconnu comme tel par la province et etabli 
dans un but non lucratif; it accepte tous les malades sans 
egard a leur capacite de payer. 

Hopital prive 

Hopital reconnu comme tel par la province et oil ne sont 
admis en regle generale que les malades qui paient pour 
les soins dispenses aux tarifs fixes par la direction. 

Hopital federal 

Hopital appartenant au gouvernement du Canada et 
dirige par lui; ('administration releve soit du ministere de 
la Sante et Bien-etre social Canada, soit du ministere de la 
Defense nationale, ou du ministere des Anciens combattants. 

Type of Service 	 Genre de service 

General 

No long-term units — Refers to a hospital which provides 
primarily for the diagnosis and short-term treatment' 
of patients for a wide range of diseases or injuries. 
The services of a general hospital are not restricted 
to a specific age group or sex. 

With long-term units — Refers to a hospital with a 
group of beds or rooms or a separate wing or building 
which is recognized as a distinct and separate treat-
ment unit of the hospital. Admission normally requires 
formal admission procedures even when transferred 
from another part of the hospital. 

Hopital general 

Sans unites de soins a long terme — S'app!ique a un 
hopital qui se specialise dans le diagnostic et le traitement 
court terme d'un grand nombre de maladies et de trauma-
tismes. Les services d'un hopital general ne sont pas 
restreints a un groupe d'age ou a un sexe particulier. 

Avec unites de soins a long terme — S'applique d'un 
hopital comprenant un groupe de lits ou de chambres ou 
une aile ou un batiment separe qui est considers comme 
quartier de traitement distinct. Pour y etre admis, it faut en 
general remplir les formalites de demande d'admission, 
mettle s'il s'agit d'un transfert d'un autre quartier de ]'hopital. 

Full Medical Teaching Hospital: Applies to a hospital 
which provides medical education programs, approved 
by the appropriate authorities, for the major (not only 
elective) clinical instruction in at least the medical 
disciplines of internal medicine and general surgery 
to undergraduate medical students in their final two 
years. 

Hopital d'enseignement medical complet: Designe un 
hopital qui offre des programmes d'enseignement medical, 
dument approuves par les autorites competentes, pour la 
formation clinique des etudiants effectuant leurs deux 
dernieres annees d'etudes dans les disciplines majeures (non 
pas seulement facultatives), dont la medecine interne et la 
chirurgie generale. 
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Partial Medical Teaching Hospital: Applies to a hospital 
which provides post-graduate medical education pro-
grams, approved by the appropriate authorities, in at 
least one residency program in a medical specialty. 

Allied Special Hospitals 

Includes children's, convalescent and/or rehabilitation, 
chronic and/or extended care and other hospitals. 

Children's — A hospital which provides primarily 
for the diagnosis and short-term treatment of pae-
diatric patients, generally 14 years of age and under. 

Convalescent and/or rehabilitation — A hospital whose 
program is directed primarily to the recovery and 
rehabilitative phase of treatment for patients dis-
abled by illness or injury. 

Chronic and/or Extended care — A hospital which 
provides primarily for the prolonged treatment of pa-
tients with chronic and long-term conditions. 

Other — A hospital which provides primarily for the 
treatment of a limited range of diseases or injuries, 
or which restricts admissions to a particular age group 
or sex. Examples of such specified categories may 
include orthopaedic, maternity, neurological, cancer 
hospitals. A hospital which provides a combination of 
various types of service and cannot be classified in 
any one of the foregoing categories is included in this 
group. "Other" also includes Nursing Stations and 
Outpost Hospitals. 

Subject Matter Terminology 

Rated Bed (Bassinet) Capacity 

The number of beds and cribs (bassinets) which the 
hospital is designed to accomodate on the basis of 
established standards of floor area per bed (bassinet) 
as at December 31 of the reporting year. 

Patient-day — The period of service to an in-patient 
between the census-taking hours on two successive 
days; the day of admission is counted as a patient-day 
but the day of separation is not. 

Separation — The discharge or death of an in-patient. 

Percentage Occupancy 

The number of actual patient-days recorded during 
the year expressed as a percentage of the potential 
patient-days in that year based either on rated bed 
capacity or actual beds set up. 

Hopital d'enseignement medical partiel: Designe un 
hopital qui offre des programmes reguliers d'enseignement, 
dfiment approuves par les autorites competentes, aux 
diplomes en medecine dans au moins un programme de 
residence d'une specialite medicale. 

Hopitaux speciaux divers 

Ce groupe comprend les hopitaux pediatriques, les 
hopitaux de convalescence et (ou) de readaptation, les 
hopitaux pour maladies chroniques et (ou) soins prolonges 
et les "autres" h6pitaux. 

Hopital pediatrique — Hopital qui se specialise dans le 
diagnostic et le traitement a court terme des maladies chez 
les enfants, ages generalement de 14 ans ou moins. 

Convalescence et (ou) readaptation — H6pital qui s'occupe 
surtout du retablissement et de la readaptation des 
personnes rendues invalides par suite d'une maladie ou 
d'un traumatisme. 

Maladies chroniques et (ou) soins piolonges — Hopital 
qui se specialise dans le traitement des malades souffrant 
de maladies chroniques ou dont l'etat requiert des soins 
prolonges. 

Autre — Hopital qui se specialise dans le traitement d'un 
nombre restreint de maladies ou de traumatismes, ou qui 
n'admet que les malades d'un groupe d'age ou d'un sexe 
particulier (par ex. orthopedie, maternity, neurologie, 
cancer). L'hopital qui offre divers genres de services et 
qui ne peut etre classe dans aucune des categories sus-
mentionnees est compris dans ce groupe. "Autre" comprend 
en outre les postes de soins infirmiers et les hopitaux 
eloignes.

Short-term Units 

Those units provided for patients who at the time of 
admission require extensive diagnostic and treatment 
services and/or skilled nursing care and comprehensive 

medical attention.

All staff engaged in nursing and nursing education 

including directors, associate or assistant directors, 
supervisors, head nurses, assistant head nurses, clinical 

and classroom instructors, other graduate nurses, nursing 
students, qualified and student nursing assistants, order-
lies and other staff (child-care nurses, student child-

care nurses, ward clerks, receptionists and others).

Finances 

Operating Expense 

The cost, on accrual basis, of operating and main-
taining the hospital during the year. 

Salaries and Wages 

This includes gross salaries and wages earned during 
the year by all hospital personnel. Gross salaries 
and wages include the following: (I) all types of hos-
pital remuneration earned during the year by paid 
medical staff, i.e., salaries, wages, fees, contract 
rates, honorariums, etc.; gross salaries and wages 
earned by interns, residents or students enrolled 
in organized educational programs and; gross sa-
laries and wages earned by all other staff including

The distribution of the gross salary or wages of an 
employee working in more than one department of a 
hospital normally is made proportionately to the 
number of paid hours of work performed by the em-
ployee in each of the several departments. However, if 
the employee received separate remuneration in each 
department, these amounts are charged to the depart-
ments concerned. 

Interest 

Includes interest on both short and long term loans. 

Food 

All foodstuffs (including beverages and infant 
formulae) prepared and used by the hospital in pro-
viding meals and nourishment to patients, staff and 
guests. 

Depreciation 

Includes depreciation on land improvements, build-
ings and building service equipment and on major 
equipment. 

Selected Purchased Services 

Includes the costs of the following purchased ser-
vices: food services, laundry and linen, security and 
steam or heat. 

Employment Benefits 

Includes the costs of providing employees with pension 
plans, unemployment insurance, workmen's com-
pensation, group life insurance, medical care insurance, 
hospital insurance, tuition fees and other employment 
benefits.

Autres 

Constitue le reste des depenses sous la rubrique "fourni-
tures et autres depenses" ce qui comprend tous les autres 
achats de services non enumeres plus haut; e.g. les services 
de laboratoire, de radiologie et des radio-isotopes, et les 
autres fournitures et depenses telles que; les fournitures de

Other 

Constitutes the remainder of expenses under "Supplies 
and Other Expenses" which include all other purchased 
services not categorically listed above: e.g., laboratory, 
radiology and radioisotope services; and other supplies 
and expenses such as office equipment, travel, the 
costs of utilities (telephone, electricity); laundry and 
linen supplies, patients' wearing apparel; rent, in-
surance, taxes; etc. 



INTRODUCTION 

This publication provides a summary presentation of 
preliminary data relating to the facilities, utilization, 
personnel and finances of general and allied special 
hospitals that reported as at December 31, 1972. Se-
lected historical information in the form of tabulations, 
indicators and graphic illustrations dating back to 1967 
has also been included. Other than for the data (1967-
1971) of mental hospitals and tuberculosis sanatoria 
included in the "Selected Summary Data", this edition 
of the publication contains no information related to 
these institutions. This measure was determined by the 
fact that a significant number of reporting documents 
had not been received from the institutions at the time 
this text reached the printing operations. 

The source documents for data presented in this 
publication are the Annual Return of Hospitals — Part I; 
(Facilities and Services) and Part II; (Finances). These 
documents are submitted to Statistics Canada by the 
individual hospitals through the intermediary of their re-
spective provincial authorities. 

Published data relating to facilities and personnel 
embody all reporting general and allied special hos-
pitals; data pertaining to finances apply to public 
hospitals only, since only they are required to submit 
such information. 

The reader is reminded that no estimates for non-
reporting hospitals have been incorporated in both data 
tabulations and indicator calculations. 

By virtue of the preliminary nature of this report, 
it must be delineated that data are subject to revision 
as may be dictated by the final data reported in our 
annual publication series to be released at a later date. 

Cette publication presente un résumé des statistiques 
preliminaires sur les installations, l'utilisation, le personnel 
et les finances des hopitaux generaux et specialises du 
Canada qui avaient repondu a l'enquete au 31 decembre 
1972. De plus, un choix de tableaux, d'indicateurs et de gra-
phiques retracent ('evolution de ces hopitaux depuis 1967. A 
('exception de "Certaines donnees recapitulatives" (1967-
1971) concernant les etablissements pour malades mentaux 
et les sanatoriums pour tuberculeux, la presente edition ne 
fournit aucun renseignement sur ces institutions. Cette 
mesure s'explique par le fait qu'au moment de faire im-
primer ce texte un nombre important de rapports d'activite 
n'avaient pas encore ete recus de ces etablissements. 

Les donnees contenues dans ce bulletin proviennent des 
Rapports d'activite des hopitaux (Partie I; Installations et 
services et Partie II: Finances). Ces documents parviennent 
a Statistique Canada par l'entremise des organismes dont 
relevent les hopitaux dans chaque province. 

Les statistiques relatives aux installations et au personnel 
couvrent ('ensemble des hopitaux generaux et specialises; 
les statistiques sur les finances s'appliquent aux hopitaux 
publics seulement, puisque ce sont les seuls qui sont tenus 
de le faire aux termes de la loi. 

Le lecteur est prie de noter qu'aucune estimation pour 
les hopitaux non-repondants n'a ete integree aux tableaux 
et au calcul des indicateurs. 

Ces donnees n'etant que provisoires, elles sont suscep-
tibles d'être revisees; les donnees definitives figureront 
dans notre serie de publications annuelles qui dolt paraitre 
A une date ulterieure. 
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FACILITIES, UTILIZATION 	 INSTALLATIONS, UTILISATION 
AND PERSONNEL 

Operating Hospitals 
There were 1,265 operating general and allied spe-

cial hospitals in Canada at year end, 1972, an increase 
of 3 over the 1,262 operating hospitals in 1971. Total 
public hospitals increased from 1,043 in 1971 to 1,049 
in 1972; private hospitals decreased from 125 to 117 and 
federal hospitals increased from 94 to 99. 

Reporting Hospitals 

There were 1,232 hospitals with rated bed capacity of 
of 153,214 out of 1,265 operating hospitals with rated 
bed capacity of 153,857 that reported as at De-
cember 31, 1972. These reporting hospitals, therefore, 
represented 97.4% of the number of hospitals operating 
and 99.6% of the rated bed capacity. It is to be noted 
that the data for this publication was compiled only 
from the reporting hospitals. 

Public Hospitals 

Total reporting public hospitals decreased from 1,043 
in 1971 to 1,040 in 1972; but the number of rated 
beds in reporting hospitals increased by 2.0% from 
138,280 beds in 1971 to 141,167 in 1972. This com-
posite increase included the addition of 1,496 beds to 
number of rated beds in public general hospitals; 
58 rated beds •or 2.4% reduction in convalescent and 
rehabilitation hospitals; 462 rated beds or 3.1% increase 
in chronic and extended care hospitals. 

Adults and children patient-days reported by these 
groups of hospitals amounted to 40,492,106 in 1972 
a 1.0% decrease from 40,907,325 in 1971. Newborn 
patient-days for the same period totalled 2,216,577 
also a decline of 7.2% from 1971 total of 2,375,575. 

Adults and children separations from all reporting 
public hospitals numbered 3,598,864 in 1972 repre-
senting a 1.2% increase over 3,556,442 of the pre-
vious year. 

Total personnel (excluding medical staff) employed 
in all public hospitals as at December 31 numbered 
308,476 in 1972, an increase of 2% over the 1971 
total of 302,371; of this total, 85% were employed on 
a full-time basis (86% in 1971). Full-time nursing staff 
as a proportion of total full-time personnel employed 
in 1972 averaged 53.2%. Paid hours per adult and child 
patient-day of care for this same group of hospitals 
aggregated 13.5 hours in 1972. 

Public General Hospitals 

Public general hospitals, the single largest group, 
numbered 855. The rated bed capacity of these hos-
pitals increased by 2.1% from 115,385 in 1971 to 117,881 

ET PERSONNEL 

Hiipitaux en activite

generaux et specialises en activite, soit trois de plus qu'en

Au 31 decembre 1972, sur les 1,265 hopitaux en activite, 
d'une capacite theorique de 153,857 lits, 1,232 hopitaux 
dont la capacite theorique etait de 153,214 lits avaient 
repondu a l'enquete. Ces hopitaux declarants representent 
donc 97.4% du nombre d'hopitaux en activite et 99.6% de la 
capacite theorique en lits.

Hopitaux publics 

Le nombre total des hopitaux publics declarants a subi 
une diminution de 1,043 en 1971 a 1,040 en 1972, mais 
le nombre de lits (capacite theorique) dans l'ensemble 
des hopitaux declarants a augmente de 2.0%, passant de 
138,280 lits en 1971 a 141,167 en 1972. Cette augmentation 
generale comprend 1,496 lits (capacite theorique) de plus 
dans les hopitaux generaux publics, 58 lits theoriques (2.4%) 
de moins dans les h8pitaux de convalescence et de re-
adaptation et 462 lits theoriques (3.1%) de plus dans les 
hopitaux pour maladies chroniques et soins prolonges.

Au 31 decembre 1972, l'effectif total (a l'exclusion du 
personnel medical) de l'ensemble des hopitaux publics etait 
de 308,476 employes, soit 2% de plus qu'en 1971 (302,371). 
De ce nombre, 85% etaient employes a plein temps, compa-
rativement a 86% en 1971. Le personnel infirmier a plein 
temps, en proportion de l'effectif total a plein temps, 
s'elevait a 53.2% en 1972.

Hopitaux generaux publics 

Les hopitaux generaux publics, qui constituent le groupe le 
plus important, se chiffraient a 855. La capacite theorique de 
ces hopitaux a augmente de 2.1%, passant de 115,385 lits en 
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in 1972. These hospitals reported 33,131,381 patient-
days during the year 1972 representing a decrease of 
1.5% from 33,617,700 reported in 1971. Despite the 
increment in population from 1971 to 1972, the patient-
days per 1,000 population continued to decline for 
this group of hospitals, from 1,558.7 the previous 
year to 1,510.4 in 1972. Of this total 33,131,381 
patient-days, 31,292,544 or 94.4% were in short term 
units compared with 94.8% in 1971. In 1972, 95.8% 
of total patient-days for the public general hospitals 
were the responsibility of the provincial plan, not much 
change from 95.9% in 1971. Public general hospitals 
experienced an occupancy rate of 77.8% in 1972, below 
the 79.8% rate of 1971. The average length of stay 
of adults and children separated from these hospitals 
during 1972 was 9.7 days compared with 9.9 days 
in the previous year. The number of such separations 
(adults and children) totalled 3,412,398 in 1972 or 
155.4 separations per 1,000 population compared with 
156.1 in 1971. 

Total personnel (excluding medical staff) employed in 
public general hospitals as at December 31, 1972 num-
bered 269,359 a 1.7% increase over 1971. Of this total, 
84.9% were employed on a full-time basis (85.8% in 

1971) of whom 53.3% were nursing staff. Personnel per 

100 rated beds continued to increase from 229.4 in 
1971 to 230.6 in 1972. Paid hours per adult and child 

patient-day, after remaining constant since 1969 in-
creased to 14.5 hours in 1972 from 14.1 the previous 
year; of this total nursing staff accounted for 7.7 paid 

hours, a significant increase from 6.9 paid hours per 

patient-day recorded during 1971. 

FINANCES 

Total operating expenses for all public general and allied 

special hospitals amounted to $2,778,655,000 in 1972 
representing an increase of 9.5% over the expenditures 
incurred in 1971. General hospitals expenditures to-
talled $2,437,755,000 or 87.7% of the total operating 

expenses. 

Gross salaries and wages accounted for 70.3% of 
total operating cost of public general hospitals incur-

red in the year 1972, only a 0.2% increase from 70.1% 

in 1971. Other expenditure components as a percent-

age of total expense, with 1971 corresponding 
figures in parentheses, were as follows: medical and 
surgical supplies, 3.3% (unchanged); drugs, 2.9% 

(3.0%); and supplies and other expenses, 23.5% (23.6%). 
Expressing these costs on a per adult and child patient-
day basis, the per diem rate for public general hospitals 

increased 11.6% from $65.58 in 1971 to $73.17 in 1972.
