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PREFACE

An extensive array of hospital statistics relating
to facilities available, services provided, personnel
employed, educational facilities and finances of general
and allied special hospitals and mental institutions
operating in Canada is prepared by the Hospitals
Section of the Health Division of Statistics Canada. A
series of one quarterly and six annual reports are
published, to provide users with a comprehensive
presentation of these statistics.

Statistics Canada wishes to express its indebted-
ness to the individual hospitals across the nation which
have prepared and submitted data for inclusion in this
national statistical program; to the provincial hospital
plan authorities for the collection of the data and; to
the provincial hospital associations and the Canadian
Hospital Association in their promotion of uniform
accounting and recording practises.

Statistics on hospitals have been compiled by
Statistics Canada since 1931 and have since been
published in varying degrees of detail. The reader’s
attention is drawn to the fact that, beginning with the
reporting year 1973, Volumes I, II and III have been
condensed and combined into one volume — Volume
I — Hospital Statistics: Beds, Services and Personnel,
Catalogue 83-227. In a similar manner, Volumes IV, V
and VI have become Volume 1l — Hospital Statistics:
Expenditures, Revenues and Balance Sheets, Catalogue
83-228 and Volume VII has become Volume Il —
Hospital Statistics: Indicators, Catalogue 83-229. Data
no longer published in these reports are still available
on request, along with other non-published, but col-
lected and tabulated data.

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INTRODUCTION

This preliminary annual report of hospital statis-
tics provides a summary presentation of data relating
to the facilities, utilization, personnel and finances of
general and allied special hospitals that reported as at
December 31, 1975.

Published data reélating to facilities and personnel
embody all reporting general and allied special hospi-
tals; data pertaining to finances apply to public
hospitals only, since only they are required to submit
such information.

Further, in an effort to show historical trends on
selected statistics from reporting hospitals, tabulations,
indicators and graphic illustrations have also been
included with data dating back to 1966.

Additional information relating to mental hos-
pitals and tuberculosis sanatoria may be found ex-
clusively in Tables I, 1 A and 1 B which cover the
period ranging from 1966 to 1974.

Source

This publication is based on data submitted to
Statistics Canada by individual hospitals in one of the
following forms:

(1) Report for the quarter ending December 1975
submitted under the Quarterly Hospital Informa-
tion System of Statistics Canada and the Canadian
Hospital Association.

(2) Annual Return of Hospitals, forms HS-1 (Facilities
and Services) and HS-2 (Finances).

(3) Preliminary Annual Report of Hospitals.

Of the hospitals that were operating at year end,
1975, the total number of hospitals which reported
data for this report was 1,205. Thus, this report covers
97.6% of all operating hospitals representing 98.9% of
total rated bed capacity in Canada. These differences
may be acknowledged upon comparing Tables 2 and 3
subject to the following list of non-reporting hospitals
classified by type and province.

Public Hospitals

This is by far the largest group of hospitals in
Canada. They account for 84.2% of all operating
hospitals and for 93.8% of the total rated bed capacity.
Public hospitals recorded an increase in the number of
rated beds over the previous year.

By virtue of the preliminary nature of this
report, it must be emphasized that data are subject to
revision as may be dictated by the final data reported
in our annual publication series to be released at a later
date.

Proprietary and Federal Hospitals

The past year has recorded a decrease in the
number, and in the rated bed capacity of these hospi-
tals. The most significant decrease was in the federal
hospitals where the rated bed capacity dropped from
6,105 in 1974 to 5,923 in 1975 corresponding to a 3%
decrease.

Utilization

The number of patient-days for adults and
children in reporting hospitals has decreased by 1.3%
over the previous year. A substantial decrease in federal
hospitals of 20.4% was recorded.

This trend is further characterized by looking at
the occupancy rates based on rated bed capacities. For
public hospitals a slight decrease of 1.5%, and for
proprietary a decrease of 3.3%. Federal hospitals re-
corded an increase of 2.0% in occupancy rate.

Finances

In 1975 hospital operating expenditures in
Canada have jumped 23.0% above the 1974 level. Most
of this increase however seems to be conjunctural as is
reflected in the first chart which shows current and
constant dollar figures for the past six years. The gap
appears even more evident in 1975 as the increase in
current dollars points up sharply while the constant
dollar line follows a very regular pattern. Further
analysis of the data provided in Table 12 will reveal
that gross salaries and wages have increased propor-
tionally to other expenditures and their ratio to total
expenditures remains at 71.3% compared to 70.0% in
1974 and 69.5%in 1973.

The last chart shows the relative increase in
operating expenditures in each province. Note that the
relatively low figure reported for Quebec is explained
by the fact that salary adjustments do not include
indexation. '
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Hopitaux publics

C'est de loin le plus grand groupe d’hépitaux au
Canada. Les hopitaux publics représentent 84.2 % de tous
les hopitaux en activité et 93.8 % de la capacité théorique
total en lits.

Hopitaux privés a but lucratif et hopitaux fédéraux

On a enregistré au cours de I'année derniére une
baisse du nombre d’hopitaux et de la capacité théorique
en lits de ces hopitaux. La diminution la plus importante
(3 %) a été enregistrée par les hopitaux fédéraux ol la
capacité théorique en lits est passée de 6,105 en 1974 a
5,923 en 1975.

Utilisation

Le nombre de journées d’hospitalisation des adultes
et des enfants dans les hopitaux répondants a diminué de
1.3 % par rapport a ’'année précédente. On a observé des
diminutions importantes de. 20.4 % dans les hopitaux
fédéraux.

Cette tendance s’accentue si ’on considere les taux
d’occupation fondés sur les capacités théoriques en lits.
Dans les hopitaux publics, on observe une légére diminu-
tion de 1.5 % et dans les hopitaux privés a but lucratif une
diminution 3.3 %. On observe une augmention de 2.0 %
dans les hopitaux fédéraux pour la capacité théorique.

Finances

En 1975, les dépenses d’exploitation des hopitaux
au Canada ont monté en fleche (23.0 %) par rapport au
niveau de 1974. La plus grande partie de cette augmenta-
tion semble toutefois étre conjoncturelle comme le
démontre le premier graphique qui présente les dollars
courants et constants au cours des six derniéres années.
L’écart semble encore plus évident en 1975 alors que
Paugmentation des dollars courants a été brusque et que
celle des dollars constants a suivi une courbe trés réguli¢re.
Une analyse plus poussée des données présentées au
tableau 12 révele que la rémunération brute a augmenté
proportionnellement aux autres dépenses et le ratio aux
dépenses totales demeure a 71.3 % contre 70.0 % en 1974
et 69.5 %en 1973.

Le présent graphique montre 'augmentation relative
des dépenses d’exploitation dans chaque province. Il est a
remarquer que le chiffre relativement peu élevé enregistré
au Québec est attribuable au fait que les redressements des
traitements ne comprennent pas ’indexation.

GLOSSARY

Hospital

Is defined as an institution where patients are
accommodated on the basis of medical need and are
provided with continuing medical care and supporting
diagnostic and therapeutic services and which is
licensed or approved as a hospital by a provincial
government, or is operated by the Government of
Canada. Specifically excluded are institutions primarily
for tuberculosis, or psychiatric disorders.

Type of Hospital

Public Hospital

Public (including voluntary, provincial and muni-
cipal) — Applies to hospitals recognized by the
province as “public hospitals”. Such hospitals generally
are not operated for profit.

Proprietary Hospital

Applies to hospitals owned by an individual or
by a private organization, operated for a profit and
recognized by the province as “proprietary hospitals”.

Federal Hospital

Applies to hospitals owned by a department or
agency of the Government of Canada and operated on a
non-profit basis. ‘

Type of Service

General

No long-term units — Applies to a hospital which
provides primarily for the diagnosis and short-term
treatment of patients for a wide range of diseases or
injuries. The services of a general hospital are not
restricted to a specific age group or sex.

With long-term units — Applies to a hospital with
a group of beds or rooms or a separate wing or building
which is recognized as a distinct and separate treatment
unit of the hospital. Admission normally requires
formal admission procedures even when transferred
from another part of the hospital.

Full medical teaching hospital — Applies to a
hospital which provides medical education programs,
approved by the appropriate authorities, for the major
(not only elective) clinical instruction in at least the
medical disciplines of internal medicine and general
surgery to undergraduate medical students in their final
two years.

GLOSSAIRE

Hopital

Par définition, un hopital est un établissement qui
regoit des personnes requérant des soins médicaux et leur
dispense de fagon continue ces soins ainsi que les services
diagnostiques et thérapeutiques d’appoint et qui est
enregistré ou reconnu comme hopital par une province ou
administré par le gouvernement du Canada.

Genre d’hopital

Hopital public

Public (s’applique au hopitaux privés sans but
lucratif, aux hopitaux provinciaux et aux hopitaux muni-
cipaux) — Hopital reconnu par la province comme
“public”’. Un tel hopital ne vise ordinairement pas i
réaliser des bénéfices.

Hopital privé a but lucratif

S’applique aux hopitaux reconnus par la province
comme “privés a but lucratif”’; il s’agit d’un hépital qu’un
particulier ou un organisme privé posséde et exploite en
vue de réaliser des bénéfices.

Hopital fédéral
Hopital appartenant a un ministére ou 4 un orga-

nisme du gouvernement du Canada et ne visant pas a
réaliser des bénéfices.

Genre de service

Hopital général

Sans unités de soins a4 long terme — Hopital qui
assure principalement des soins de courte durée (diagnos-
tic et traitement) d’une grande variété d’affections et de
traumatismes, sans distinction d’age et de sexe.

Avec unités de soins a long terme — S’applique & un
hopital comprenant un groupe de lits ou de chambres ou
une aile ou un bitiment séparé qui est considéré comme
quartier de traitement distinct. Pour y étre admis, il faut
en général remplir les formalités de demande d’admission,
méme s’il s’agit d’un transfert d’un autre quartier de
I’hopital.

Hopital d’enseignement médical complet — S’appli-
que a un hépital qui offre des programmes d’enseignement
médical, dment approuvés par les autorités compétentes,
pour la formation clinique des étudiants effectuant leurs
deux derniéres années d’études dans les disciplines ma-
jeures (non pas seulement facultatives), dont la médecine
interne et la chirurgie générale.



Partial medical teaching hospital — Applies to a
hospital which provides post-graduate medical educa-
tion programs, approved by the appropriate author-
ities, in at least one residency program in a medical
specialty.

Allied Special Hospitals

Includes pediatric, rehabilitation, extended care
and other hospitals. ‘

Pediatric hospital — A hospital which provides
primarily for the diagnosis and short-term treatment of
pediatric patients, generally 14 years of age and under.

Rehabilitation (including convalescent) — Ap-
plies to a hospital which provides primarily for the
continuing assessment and treatment of patients whose
condition is expected to improve significantly through
the provision of physical medicine and other rehabilita-
tive services. .

Extended care (including chronic) — Applies to a
hospital which provides primarily for the continuing
treatment of patients with long-term illness or with a
low potential for recovery and who require regular
medical assessment and continuing nursing care.

Other — A hospital which provides primarily for
the treatment of a limited range of diseases or injuries,
or which restricts admissions to a particular age group
or sex. Examples of such specified categories may
include orthopaedic, maternity, neurological, cancer
hospitals. A hospital which provides a combination of
various types of service and cannot be classified in any
one of the foregoing categories is included in this
group. “Other” also includes nursing stations and
outpost hospitals.

Subject Matter Terminology

Rated Bed (Bassinet) Capacity

The number of beds and cribs (bassinets) which
the hospital is designed to accommodate on the basis
of established standards of floor area per bed (bassinet)
as at December 31 of the reporting year.

Patient-day

The period of service to an inpatient between
the census-taking hours on two successive days; the day
of admission is counted as a patient-day but the day of
separation is not.

Separation
The discharge or death of an inpatient.
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Hopital d’enseignement médical partiel — S’applique
a un hopital qui offre des programmes réguliers d’ensei-
gnement, doment approuvés par les autorités compé-
tentes, aux diplomés en médecine dans au moins un
programme de résidence d’une spécialité médicale.

Hopitaux spéciaux divers

Ce groupe comprend les hdpitaux pédiatriques, de
réadaptation, de soins prolongés et les “‘autres” hopitaux.

Hopital pédiatrique — Hopital qui se spécialise dans
le diagnostic et le traitement a court terme des maladies
chez les enfants agés généralement de 14 ans ou moins.

Hépital de réadaptation (convalescence comprise) —
Hopital qui assure principalement la surveillance et le
traitement suivis des personnes dont I’état est censé
s’améliorer & la suite de soins de médecine physique et de
réadaptation. -

Hopital de soins prolongés (maladies chroniques
comprises) — Hopital qui dispense principalement des
traitements suivis a des personnes affectées de maladies de
longue durée ou de guérison lente et requérant des soins
médicaux et infirmiers de fagon continue.

Autres — Hopital qui assure principalement le traite-
ment d’un nombre restreint de maladies ou de trauma-
tismes, ou qui n’admet que les malades d’un groupe d’age
ou d’un sexe particulier (par ex., orthopédie, maternité,
neurologie, cancer). L’hopital qui offre divers genres de
services et qui ne peut étre classés dans aucune des
catégories susmentionnées est compris dans ce groupe.
“Autres” comprend en outre les postes de soins infirmiers
et les hopitaux éloignés.

Glossaire des termes techniques

Capacité théorique en lits (ou berceaux)

Le nombre de lits d’adultes et d’enfants et de
berceaux de nouveau-nés que 'hopital peut abriter au 31
décembre de 'année du rapport suivant les normes de
superficie établies par lit ou berceau.

Journée d’hospitalisation

Période de soins fournis a un hospitalisé entre les
heures du recensement quotidien de deux jours consécu-
tifs; le jour de I’admission compte comme journée
d’hospitalisation, mais non le jour de la sortie.

Départ

Sortie ou décés d’un hospitalisé.



Percentage Occupancy

The number of actual patient-days recorded
during the year expressed as a percentage of the
potential patient-days in that year based either on
rated bed capacity or actual beds set up.

Average Length of Stay

The mean number of days’ stay in hospital from
the date of admission of patients separated during the
reporting year.

Personnel

Full-time Staff

Persons employed on a full-time basis, i.e.,
regularly employed throughout the hospital’s full work
week.

Part-time Staff

Persons employed on a part-time basis, ie.,
regularly employed on selected days or partial days in
the hospital’s work week.

Nursing Staff (Exclusive of Nursing Education)

All staff engaged in nursing including directors,
associate or assistant directors, supervisors 2, super-
visors 1, assistant head nurses, other graduate nurses,
qualified nursing assistants, orderlies and other staff
(nurse interns, child-care nurses, ward clerks and
receptionists and others).

Nursing Education

Includes a senior nurse responsible for the direc-
tion of the school of nursing, her assistant(s) clinical
and classroom instructors, clerical or stenographic staff
assigned to nursing education, house mothers, students
and other trainee nursing personnel whose courses lead
to provincial certification, licensing or registration.

Financial

Operating Expense

The cost, on an accrual basis, of operating and
maintaining the hospital during the year.

Salaries and Wages

This includes gross salaries and wages earned
during the year by all hospital personnel. Gross salaries
and wages include the following: (1) all types of

Ensemble du personnel affecté aux soins infirmiers,
y compris les directrices et directrices adjointes, les sur-
veillantes 2, les surveillantes 1, surveillantes adjointes, les
autres infirmiéres diplomées, les auxiliaires qualifiés(es),
les infirmiers non diplomés et autre personnel tel que les
infirmiéres internes, les puéricultrices ou aides-
puéricultrices, les réceptionnistes-secrétaires et autres.

Enseignement infirmier

Comprend linfirmiére chargée de la direction de
I’école des infirmiéres, ses adjointes, les monitrices en

Finances

Dépenses d’exploitation

Les frais d’exploitation et d’entretien de I’hopital au
cours de ’année, établis d’aprés la comptabilité d’exercice.

Rémunération

La rémunération correspond au montant brut des
traitements et des salaires gagnés durant ’année par tout
le personnet des hopitaux. Elle comprend: (1) tout type



hospital remuneration earned during the year by paid
medical staff, i.e., salaries, wages, fees, contract rates,
honorariums, etc.; gross salaries and wages earned by
interns, residents or students enrolled in organized
educational programs; and, gross salaries and wages
earned by all other staff including non-medical
teaching staff and regular _employees involved in
extramural or on- ’che-]ob trammg, (2) the value of
donated services of regular staff members working
without pay; and of perqumtes supplied to such
personnel, calculated on the basis of “salary scales for
similar services’ in: the ;:community_ angl supported by
regular payroll records.

The distribution of the gross salary or wages of
an employee working in more than one department of
a hospital normally is made proportionately to the
number of paid hours of work performed by the
employee in each of the several departments. However,
if the employee received separate remuneration in each
department, these amounts are charged to the depart-
ments concerned. ’

Other

Constitutes the remainder of expenses under
“supplies and other expenses” which include all other
purchased services not categorically listed above: e.g.,
laboratory, radiology and radioisotope services; and
other supplies and expenses such as office equipment,
travel, the costs of utilities (telephone, electricity);
laundry and linen supplies, patients’ wearing apparel;
rent, insurance, taxes; etc.
