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Highlights 

The following highlights refer to Canadian public 
hospitals. More detailed information can be found in 
the charts, tables and analysis contained in the 
balance of this report. 

Canadian public hospitals numbered 1,040 
during the 1986/87 reporting year and had a total 
approved bed complement of 171,928 an increase 
of 207 beds over 1985/86. 

Total patient-days were reported to be 52.5 
million for 1986/87, up slightly (0.7%) from 1985/86. 

Occupancy rates (total, short and long term 
beds) were reported to be 84%, unchanged from 
the previous year. Average lengths of stay (total, 
short and long term beds) were 14.1 days, up 
slightly from 13.6 days in 1985/86. 

Total Canadian public hospital expenditures 
were reported to be 16.3 billion dollars for the 
1986/87 fiscal year, a 7.8% increase over the same 
period in 1985/86. 

Average expense per patient-day was 
$311.86 an increase of 6.9% over 1985/86. 

Faits saillants 

Les faits saillants qui suivent portent sur les 
hopitaux publics canadiens. Des donnees plus 
detainees sont fournies dans les diagrammes, les 
tableaux et les analyses presentees dans le reste de 
la publication. 

Au cours de l'annee de declaration 1986/87, le 
nombre d'hopitaux publics canadiens a atteint 1,040 et 
le nombre total de its approuves, 171,928, soit 207 
lits de plus qu'en 1985/86. 

En 1986/87, le total des journees d'hos-
pitalisation s'est chiffre a 52.5 millions, ce qui 
represente une legere augmentation (0.7%) par 
rapport a 1985/86. 

Les taux d'occupation (total, its de courte et de 
longue duree) sont identiques a ceux qui ont ete 
etablis l'annee precedente, soit 84%. La duree 
moyenne de sejour (total, lits de courte et de longue 
duree) est de 14.1 jours alors qu'elle etait de 13.6 
jours en 1985/86. 

Les depenses totales des hOpitaux publics 
canadiens se sont elevees a 16.3 milliards de dollars 
pour l'annee financiere 1986/87, ce qui represente 
une augmentation de 7.8% par rapport a l'annee 
financiere 1985/86.

Introduction 

The 1986/87 Preliminary Annual Report 
contains tabulations, charts and analysis of 
preliminary hospital utilization and expenditure data. 
The objective of this report is to provide, in a timely 
manner, useful information on the Canadian hospital 
sector. Although the figures presented are 
preliminary they nevertheless provide a reasonably 
accurate portrayal of hospital costs and utilization. 

Coverage, Data Sources, and Quality 
Control 

All hospitals (public, private and federal) 
operating in Canada are surveyed. Those hospitals 
already participating in the Quarterly Hospital 
Information System (QHIS) have their fourth quarter 
(cumulative) data automatically included into the 
preliminary annual database. Data for the remaining 
hospitals (i.e. not part of QHIS) are requested from 
the provincial ministries of health (or responsible 
federal departments) by means of a one page 
questionnaire, a sample of which may be found at 
the back of the report. In most instances the 
responsible ministry will complete the ques-
tionnaires using administrative data, although 
occasionally, they are forwarded to hospitals for 
completion. 

The data collected have been compiled using 
the instructions and definitions found in the 
supportive manuals, Annual Return of Health Care 
Facilities — Parts I and II, and the Canadian 
Hospital Accounting Manual. Manual edits, 
computer edits and consistency checks are carried 
out to ensure quality. Problems identified by these 
editing procedures are resolved by reviewing 
previous questionnaires and by communication with 
provincial ministries of health and individual 
hospitals. 

Le rapport annuel preliminaire de 1986/87 contient 
des tableaux, des diagrammes et des analyses de 
donnees sur l'utilisation et les coats des services 
hospitaliers.

Champ d'observation, sources des 
donnees et controle de la qualite 

Tous les hOpitaux (publics, prives et federaux) en 
activite au Canada font ('objet d'enquetes. Dans le 
cas des hOpitaux qui participant déjà au programme 
de renseignements hospitaliers trimestriels (PRHT), 
les donnees (cumulatives) de leur quatrieme trimestre 
sont automatiquement versees dans la base de 
donnees preliminaires annuelles. Les donnees des 
autres hopitaux (c.-a-d. ceux qui ne font pas partie 
du PRHT) sont recueillies par les ministeres 
provinciaux de la sante (ou les ministeres federaux 
competents) a l'aide d'un questionnaire d'une page. 
On trouvera un specimen de ce questionnaire a la fin 
du rapport. Dans la plupart des cas, le ministere 
interesse remplit le questionnaire en se fondant sur 
les donnees administratives. II arrive toutefois que les 
questionnaires soient envoyes dans les hopitaux pour 
y 'etre remplis. 

Les statistiques sont etablies selon les instructions 
et Ies definitions contenues dans le Rapport annuel 
des etablissements de sante, premiere et deuxierne 
parties et dans le Manuel de comptabilite des hopitaux 
du Canada. Des verifications manuelles et auto-
matisees ainsi que des contrales de compatibilite sont 
effectues pour assurer la qualite des donnees. Les

*les en comparant Ies questionnaires a ceux des 
annees precedentes et en communiquant avec les 
ministeres provinciaux de la sante et les hopitaux 
interesses. 

Response Rates 

Table 1 provides a detailed picture of the 
number of operating hospitals and their approved 
bed• complements, by province and type and size. 
Table 2 gives similar information on the number of 
reporting hospitals and their approved bed 
complements. By comparing the two tables readers 
can determine the response rates for different 
provinces and hospital types. Overall, 93% (1,134 

Taux de reponse

the database used to generate this report. In terms 
of total hospital beds, reporting hospitals accounted 
for more than 99% (177,490 out of 178,565) of all 
approved beds in Canada. Most of the non-
responding hospitals are small federal facilities such 
as nursing stations and outpost hospitals. The 
response rate for "public" hospitals is almost 99% 
(see Text Table I). 

Tabulations and Analysis 

The following text tables, figures and analysis 
examine time-series data for "public" hospitals 
only. The tabulated figures are based on information 
provided by reporting hospitals, and no adjustment 
has been made for non-response. Historically, as 
Text Table I indicates, response rates have been in 
the 99% range. Users are encouraged to refer to 
the footnotes accompanying the tables and the 
glossary located at the back of the report (Appendix 
C). 

Text Tables 

The first text table, in addition to response rate 
data, gives information on three categories of 
hospital information, namely utilization, personnel, 
and expenditures. It should be noted that in 1981-
82, data for certain psychiatric hospitals were 
included in this database for the first time. The 
somewhat anomalous increases in utilization and 
expenditure figures from 1980-81 to 1981-82 can 
be accounted for by these additional hospitals. 

The second text table relates some of the 
utilization and cost data to the Canadian population. 
The population figures used in the calculations are 
censal estimates for the mid-point of the fiscal 
year. The actual figures used can be found at the 
back of the report (Appendix B).

Each bar of the graph represents total expenditures 
for a given year and the subdivisions within each 
bar representing the three major components of 
hospital expenditures. Total hospital costs have 
moved from 5.7 billion dollars in 1976 to 16.2 billion 
dollars in 1986-87, an average annual growth rate 
of 11%. Annual increases were steepest in the 
period from 1979-80 to 1981-82 but have 
levelled off in the last three years, ranging from five 
to seven per cent. (Note: the addition of psychiatric 
hospital data beginning in 1981-82 resulted in a 
somewhat misleading increase for that year of 
approximately 20%. However, hospital cost 
increases the previous year of 17% and the 
subsequent year of 13% suggest that 1981-82 
was a high growth year in any event.) 

Throughout the period, salaries and benefits 
have formed the largest component of hospital 
expenditures, amounting to almost 12 billion dollars, 
nearly triple the figure reported in 1976. The costs 
of medical-surgical supplies and drugs moved 
from 0.2 billion dollars in 1976 to 1.2 billion dollars 
in 1986-87, an average annual increase of more 
than 15%. Other supplies and expenses have 
increased from 0.9 billion dollars in 1976 to 3.1 
billion dollars in 1986-87, growing at an average of 
12% per year. 

In 1986-87 salaries and benefits accounted for 
73% of total costs (Figure II). By comparison 
medical-surgical supplies and drugs accounted for 
only 7.2% of hospital expenditures. 

Figures 

La figure I montre les depenses totales 
d'exploitation pour les hOpitaux publics canadiens 
depuis 1976. Chaque ligne du graphique represente 
les depenses totales pour une armee donnee et les 
subdivisions a l'interieur de chaque ligne corres-
pondent aux trois principales composantes des 
depenses hospitalieres. Les depenses totales des 
hOpitaux ont grimpe de 5.7 milliards de dollars en 
1976 a 16.2 milliards en 1986-87, ce qui equivaut a 
un taux de croissance annuelle moyenne de 11%. 
Les augmentations annuelles ont ete particulierement 
marquees pendant la periode de 1979-80 a 1981-
82, mais se sont stabilisees les trois dernieres 
annees, variant entre trois et cinq pour cent. (Nota: 
L'ajout des donnees des hOpitaux psychiatriques des 
1981-82 a donne lieu a une augmentation quelque 
peu trompeuse d'environ 20% pour cette annee-la. 
Toutefois, le fait que la hausse des coOts hospitaliers 
a ete de 17% l'annee precedente et de 13% ('annee 
suivante laisse supposer que 1981-82 a de toute 
fawn ete une armee de forte augmentation des 
depenses.) 

Tout au long de la periode, la remuneration et les 
avantages sociaux ont constitue la part la plus 
importante des depenses des hopitaux, representant 
pros de 12 milliards de dollars, soit pratiquement le 
triple des chiffres enregistres en 1976. Le coat des 
fournitures medicales et chirurgicales et des 
medicaments est passé de 0.2 milliard de dollars en 
1976 a 1.2 milliard en 1986-87,. ce qui represente 
une augmentation annuelle moyenne de plus de 15%. 
Le montant des autres fournitures et depenses est 
passé de 0.9 milliard de dollars en 1976 a 3.1 milliards 
en 1986-87, cette hausse correspondant a une 
croissance moyenne de 12% par armee. 

En 1986-87, la remuneration et les avantages 
sociaux representaient 73% des coCits totaux (figure 
II). En comparaison, les fournitures medicales et 
chirurgicales et les medicaments ne constituaient que 
7.2% des depenses des hopitaux.

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Statistical Tables 

The following statistical tables present some 
key utilization and expenditure data by province and 
hospital type and size. Utilization data (Tables 1 to 
9) have been tabulated for all types of hospitals (ie 
public, private, federal) however only public 
hospitals report financial data (Tables 10-16). 
Definitions of the data elements presented in these 
tables can be found in the glossary (Appendix 
C).General explanatory comments are provided 
below. 

Tables 1 and 2 provide a detailed picture of 
hospitals and their approved bed complements. The 
first table deals with hospitals in operation, or the 
universe of hospitals. Only hospitals that have been 
in operation during the entire fiscal year (April 1, 
1986 to March 31, 1987) are included. Table 2 
gives the breakdown of those hospitals in operation 
whose data are included in this report (i.e. reporting 
hospitals). 

Tables 3 to 7 relate to patient movement in 
reporting hospitals. The percentage occupancy 
figures presented in Table 4 are based on 
"approved" beds as opposed to beds "staffed and 
in operation". The figures in this report may differ 
slightly from other published occupancy rates that 
were calculated using "staffed" beds. 

The average lengths of stay in Table 7 are 
based on separations and days of care from both 
short (acute) and long (chronic) term care units. 
These figures can be somewhat misleading for 
hospital types that include both short and long term 
beds. A combined average length of stay falls 
somewhere between short and long term, and 
therefore describes neither group accurately. Other 
Statistics Canada publications such as Hospital 
Annual Statistics and Quarterly Hospital Information 
System — Indicators provide more detailed 
information on average lengths of stay. 

Tables 8 and 9 deal with hospital personnel 
indicators that have been calculated using paid 
hours figures provided by reporting hospitals. 
Nursing paid hours per patient-day (Table 8) is a 
useful indicator for inter-provincial analysis of 
inpatient nursing care. These figures are also 
valuable for comparing the levels of nursing care of 
hospitals of different types and sizes. 

Tableaux statistiques 

Les tableaux statistiques qui suivent presentent 
certaines des principales donnees sur l'utilisation et 
les depenses selon la province, le genre et la taille de 
l'hopital. Les donnees sur l'utilisation (tableaux 1 a 9) 
ont ate mises en tableaux pour tous les genres 
d'hOpitaux (publics, prives et federaux); toutefois, 
seuls les hopitaux publics declarent des donnees 
financieres (tableaux 10 a 16). Les definitions des 
elements de donnees contenus dans ces tableaux 
figurent dans le glossaire (annexe C). Des expli-
cations generales sont fournies ci-dessous. 

Les tableaux 1 et 2 presentent des donnees 
detainees sur les hopitaux et les lits approuves. Le 
premier tableau concerne les hOpitaux en activite ou 
l'univers des hopitaux. Seuls les hOpitaux qui ont ate 
en activite durant toute l'annee financiere (du ler avril 
1986 au 31 mars 1987) sont inclus. Le tableau 2 
repartit les hopitaux en activite dont les donnees sont 
fournies dans le present rapport (c.-à-d. les hopi-
taux repondants). 

Les tableaux 3 a 7 portent sur le mouvement des 
patients dans les hopitaux repondants. Les donnees 
sur le taux d'occupation presentees dans le tableau 4 
sont fondees sur les lits "approuves" par opposition 
aux lits "dresses, dotes en personnel et utilises". Les 
taux d'occupation indiques dans le present rapport 
peuvent differer legerement d'autres taux d'occupation 
publics qui ont ate etablis a partir du nombre de lits 
"dresses et dotes en personnel". 

Les durees moyennes de sejour qui figurent au 
tableau 7 sont fondees sur les radiations et les 
journees de soins donnees dans les unites de soins 
de courte duree (maladies aigues) et de longue duree 
(maladies chroniques). Ces donnees peuvent etre 
trompeuses dans les cas ou les hopitaux comprennent 
des lits et de courte et de longue duree. Une duree 
moyenne de sejour qui tient compte de ces deux 
categories de lit se situe entre une courte et une 
longue periode et, par consequent, ne decrit aucun 
des deux groupes de fawn precise. D'autres 
publications de Statistique Canada telles que La 
statistique annuelle des hOpitaux et Programme de 
renseignements hospitaliers trimestriels — Indica-
teurs des hopitaux fournissent des donnees plus 
detainees sur les durees moyennes de sejour. 

Les tableaux 8 et 9 ont trait aux indicateurs relatifs 
au personnel hospitalier qui ont ate calcules a partir 
des donnees sur les heures remunerees fournies par 
les h6pitaux repondants. Les heures remunerees du 
personnel des soins infirmiers par journee d'hospi-
talisation (tableau 8) representent un indicateur utile 
pour ('analyse interprovinciale des soins infirmiers 
donnas aux personnes hospitalisees. Ces donnees 
peuvent aussi servir pour comparer les niveaux de 
soins infirmiers assures par les hopitaux de differents 
genres et de differentes tailles. 
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The "full time equivalent" (FTE) figures in Table 
9 are based on an average work week of 37.5 
hours or 1,950 paid hours per year. By dividing the 
total paid hours reported by 1,950 an estimate of 
the number of full time equivalent employees is 
calculated. It should be noted that this figure is an 
average and nursing staffs in some provinces may 
have average work weeks that are longer or shorter 
than the 37.5. There are in fact considerably more 
individuals employed by hospitals than the FTE 
figures indicate as many positions are part time. 
FTE data are useful for comparative analysis as 
they provide a standardized estimate of staffing 
levels. 

Tables 10 through 16 consist of financial data. 
The salaries and wages figures found in Table 10 
include the salary costs of all hospital employees 
including interns, residents and those medical staff 
salaried by the hospital. Fees paid to physicians via 
the provincial health insurance plans are not 
included in salary or other hospital costs. These 
salary figures also exclude employee benefit costs 
which are presented separately in Table 11. 
Included in employee benefits are employer 
contributions to pension plans, worker compensa-
tion boards, unemployment insurance, supplemental 
health, life, dental insurance plans and other 
benefits. 

Table 12 contains cost figures for medical and 
surgical supplies such as instruments used for 
examination or treatment of patients or in surgical 
procedures. Sutures, dressings, and sterile supplies 
are also considered medical surgical supplies. Drug 
costs, which are treated separately, can be found in 
Table 13. 

Other supplies and expenditures (Table 14) 
describes all other costs incurred by hospitals. 
Examples of these expenses would include the cost 
of office and other non-medical supplies, interest 
on loans and purchased service costs. 

Total operating expense (Table 15) is simply 
the total of the expense categories outlined above. 
Expense per patient-day (Table 16) is calculated 
by dividing total operating expense by total patient 
days. 

Les donnees sur les "equivalents temps plein" 
(ETP) du tableau 9 sont basses sur une semaine de 
travail moyenne de 37.5 heures ou 1,950 heures 
remunerees par armee. Une estimation du nombre 
d'equivalents temps plein est obtenue en divisant le 
nombre total d'heures remunerees par 1,950. II 
convient de signaler que ce nombre est une moyenne 
et que dans certaines provinces, le personnel du 
service des soins infirmiers peut avoir des semaines 
de travail plus longues ou plus courtes que 37.5 
heures. En fait, it y a considerablement plus de 
personnes embauchees par les hopitaux que ne 
l'indiquent les chiffres d'ETP du fait que de nombreux 
employes travaillent a temps partiel. Les donnees sur 
les ETP sont utiles pour effectuer des analyses 
comparatives car elles fournissent une estimation 
normalisee des niveaux de dotation en personnel. 

Les tableaux de 10 a 16 presentent des donnees 
financieres. Les donnees sur la remuneration qui 
figurent au tableau 10 portent sur la remuneration de 
tous les employes des hOpitaux, y compris les 
residents, les internes et le personnel medical 
remunere par l'hOpital. Les honoraires verses aux 
medecins par l'intermediaire des regimes 
d'assurance-maladie provinciaux ne sont pas inclus 
dans la remuneration ou dans les autres coots 
hospitaliers. Les donnees sur la remuneration 
excluent aussi les avantages sociaux des employes, 
ces renseignements etant presentes separement dans 
le tableau 11. Les avantages sociaux comprennent 
les contributions de l'employeur aux regimes de 
pension, aux plans d'assurance des commissions des 
accidents du travail, au regime d'assurance-
chornage, aux regimes supplementaires d'assurance-
sante et d'assurance-maladie, aux regimes 
d'assurance dentaire et a d'autres regimes. 

Le tableau 12 contient les donnees sur les coots 
des fournitures medicales et chirurgicales telles que 
les instruments utilises pour ('examen ou le traitement 
des patients ou pour les interventions chirurgicales. 
Les sutures, les pansements et les fournitures steriles 
sont aussi consideres comme des fournitures 
medicales chirurgicales. Les depenses relatives aux 
medicaments sont traitees dans le tableau 13. 

Les autres fournitures et depenses (tableau 14) 
comprennent toutes les autres depenses engagees 
par les hapitaux, notamment le coot des fournitures de 
bureau et autres fournitures non medicales, les 
interets des emprunts et le coat des services achetes. 

Les depenses totales d'exploitation (tableau 15) 
representent simplement le total des categories de 
depense decrites ci-dessous. Les depenses par 
journee d'hospitalisation (tableau 16) sont calculees 
en divisant les depenses totales d'exploitation par le 
nombre total de journees d'hospitalisation.

Appendix C 

Glossary 

Hospital. An institution where patients are 
accommodated on the basis of medical need and 
are provided with continuing medical care and 
supporting diagnostic and therapeutic services, and 
which is licensed as a hospital by a provincial 
government, or is operated by the Government of 
Canada. 

Hospital Categories 

Public Hospital. A hospital recognized by the 
province as "public" and operated on a not-for-
profit basis. Public hospitals are funded by the 
provincial government under the provincial hospital 
insurance plan. Public hospitals are in most cases 
not owned or operated by the provincial gov-
ernment. 

Proprietary (Private) Hospital. A hospital 
recognized as "proprietary" by the provincial 
government, and operated for a profit. Such 
hospitals are owned by an individual or private 
organization. 

Federal Hospital. A hospital owned by the 
Government of Canada and operated by a federal 
department on a non-profit basis. Health and 
Welfare Canada, Veteran Affairs, National Defense, 
and the Solicitor General are examples of federal 
departments that operate federal hospitals.

Hopital - Etablissement qui recoit des personne 
requerant des soins medicaux et leur dispense de 
fawn continue ces soins ainsi que les service 
diagnostiques et. therapeutiques d'appoint, et qui est 
enregistre ou reconnu comme hopital par une 
province ou administre par le gouvernement du 
Canada.

La plupart des 
hopitaux publics n'appartiennent pas aux 
gouvernements provinciaux et ne sont pas administres 
par eux. 

Hopital prive a but lucratif - Hopital reconnu 
comme "prive a but lucratif" par le gouvernement 
provincial et exploits en vue de realiser des benefices. 
II s'agit d'hOpitaux appartenant a un particulier ou a un 
organisme prive. 

Hopital federal - HOpital appartenant au gou-
vernement du Canada et administre par un ministere 
federal qui ne ., vise pas a realiser des benefices. 
Sante et Bien-Etre Canada, les Afffaires des Anciens 
combattants, la Defense nationale et le Solliciteur 
general sont des ministeres federaux qui administrent 
des hopitaux federaux. 

Hospital Types 

General Hospital. A hospital which provides 
primarily for the diagnosis and short term treatment 
of patients for a wide range of diseases or injuries. 
The services of a general hospital are usually not 
restricted to patients of a specific sex or age group. 
General hospitals may have some long term beds 
in addition to the necessary short term beds. 

Teaching Hospital. A general hospital which 
provides approved medical education programs, (in 
affiliation with a university medical school) which 
include as minimum, clinical instruction in the 
medical disciplines of internal medicine and general 
surgery to undergraduate medical students in their 
final two years. 

Genre d'hopital 

Hopital general - HOpital qui assure principalement 
des soins de courte duree (diagnostic et traitement) 
d'une grande variete d'affections et de traumatismes, 
habituellement sans distinction d'age et de sexe. Les 
hOpitaux generaux peuvent avoir quelques lits de 
longue duree en plus de leurs its de courte duree. 

Hopital d'enseignement - HOpital qui offre des 
programmes d'enseignement medical clOment 
approuves (en affiliation avec la faculte de medecine 
d'une universite) pour la formation clinique des 
etudiants effectuant leurs deux dernieres annees 
d'etudes dans les disciplines majeures dont la 
medecine interne et la chirurgie generale. 
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Specialty Hospital. A hospital which provides 
primarily for the diagnosis and short term treatment 
of patients for a limited range of diseases or 
injuries, or, a broad range of services to a specific 
age group. Examples of specialty hospitals include 
pediatric hospitals, psychiatric (short term) 
hospitals, maternity hospitals, cancer hospitals and 
cardiology hospitals. Specialty hospitals often have 
a teaching affiliation with a university medical 
school but are not classified as teaching hospitals 
for the purposes of this report. 

Rehabilitation Hospital. A hospital which provides 
primarily for the continuing assessment and 
treatment of patients whose condition is expected 
to improve significantly through the provision of 
physical medicine and other rehabilitative services. 
Convalescent hospitals are included under this 
definition. 

Extended Care Hospitals. A hospital which 
provides primarily for the continuing treatment of 
patients with long term illness or with a low potential 
for recovery and who require regular medical 
assessment and continuing nursing care. Chronic 
hospitals are included under this definition. 

Psychiatric (Long Term) Hospitals. A hospital 
which provides primarily for the continuing 
assessment and treatment of patients with 
psychiatric conditions. 

Other Hospitals. Hospitals such as "nursing 
stations" or "outpost hospitals" that operate in 
remote or isolated regions. 

Hopital specialise 	Hopital qui assure principa- 
lement des soins de courte duree (diagnostic et 
traitement) pour un nombre restreint de maladies et de 
blessures, ou qui fournit une gamme etendue de 
services a des personnes d'un groupe d'age 
particulier. Parmi les hOpitaux specialises, on retrouve 
les hopitaux pediatriques, les hOpitaux psychiatriques 
(soins de courte duree), les hopitaux obstetriques, les 
hopitaux anticancereux et les hOpitaux de cardiologie. 
Les hopitaux specialises sont souvent affilies a la 
faculte de medecine d'une universite, mais ne sont 
pas consideres comme des hOpitaux d'enseignement 
pour les besoins du present rapport. 

Hopital de readaptation - Hopital qui assure 
principalement la surveillance constante et le 
traitement des personnes dont l'etat est cense 
s'ameliorer a la suite de soins de medecine physique 
et de readaptation.

Hopital de soins prolonges - HOpital qui dispense 
principalement des traitements a des personnes qui 
sont affectees de maladies de longue duree ou dont 
les chances de guerison sont restreintes, et qui 
requierent des soins medicaux et infirmiers constants. 
Les hOpitaux pour malades chroniques sont compris 
dans cette categorie. 

Hopital psychiatriques (soins prolonges) -
Hopital qui assure principalement revaluation et le 
traitement suivi a des malades souffrant de troubles 
psychiatriques. 

Autres hopitaux - Postes infirmiers ou hOpitaux 
situes dans des regions isolees ou eloignees. 

Type of Bed Unit 

Short Term Units. Inpatient units provided for 
patients (adults and children) who, at the time of 
admission, require diagnostic and therapeutic 
services and/or skilled nursing care and medical 
attention. Examples of short term units include 
medical, surgical, intensive care, maternity and 
pediatrics. 

Long Term Units. Inpatient units provided for 
patients who require regular medical assessment, 
treatment services and continuing nursing care. 
Examples of long term units include extended care 
and rehabilitation. 

Genre d'unite (lit) 

Unites de soins de courte duree - Unites 
d'hospitalisation ou sont traites les malades (adultes et 
enfants) dont retat, au moment de leur admission, 
requiert des services de diagnostic et de traitement et 
(ou) des soins infirmiers specialises et une 
surveillance medicale constante.

Utilization 

Approved Bed Complement. The number of beds 
and cribs (or bassinets for newborn) approved for 
the hospital by provincial (or federal) authorities as 
at the last day of the reporting period. 

Beds Staffed and in Operation. The number of 
beds and cribs, (or bassinets for newborn) as at the 
end of the reporting period, that are actually 
available for patient accommodation, with staff 
available to provide the required level and type of 
care. 

Inpatient. A person who has been admitted to the 
hospital for medical and hospital services, and who 
has been assigned an inpatient bed, crib or 
bassinet. 

Adults and Children. All inpatients except 
newborn. 

Newborn. Infants occupying a bassinet in the 
nursery. Newborn may or may not have been born 
at the hospital and, may or may not have been 
admitted with the mother if born outside the 
hospital. 

Admission. The official acceptance into a hospital, 
or provincially recognised unit of a hospital, of an 
inpatient (including infants born in the hospital) who 
requires medical and hospital services, including 
room and board. 

Discharge. The official departure from the hospital, 
or provincially recognised unit of a hospital, of a live 
inpatient. 

Death. The cessation of life of an inpatient after 
admission and before discharge. 

Separation. The discharge or death of a patient. 

Patient-day. The period of service to an inpatient 
between the census taking hours on two 
successive days; the day of admission is counted 
as a patient-day, the day of separation is not. A 
patient admitted and separated on the same day is 
counted as one patient-day. 

Percentage Occupancy. Patient-days expressed 
as a percentage of beds (staffed and in operation) 
multiplied by the number of days in the reporting 
period. 

Utilisation 

Lits approuves - Le nombre de lits (ou de berceaux 
pour nouveau-nes) qui, a Ia fin de la periode de 
declaration, etaient approuves par les autorites 
provinciales (ou federales).

Outpatient. Patients who have been formally 
accepted (but not admitted) by the hospital, and 
have received diagnostic and/or therapeutic 
services from an ambulatory care unit. 

Ambulatory Care Units. Separate units organized 
primarily to provide care and treatment to 
outpatients. These units include the emergency 
department, various clinics; surgical day care and 
other day/night Care programs. A visit to one of 
these units is defined as one attendance of a 
patient, for a continuous period of time, during 
which one or more operations, treatments, or 
examinations are performed. 

Paid Hours. Hours for which remuneration was 
received. The hours for all employees (except 
physicians) are included. Hours covering paid 
holiday time and other paid leave are also included. 

Salaries and Wages. All types of hospital 
remuneration earned during the year by paid 
medical staff and the gross salaries and wages 
earned by non-medical staff. 

Employee Benefits. Hospital contributions to the 
cost of various fringe benefits provided to its 
employees. 

Medical and Surgical Supplies. The total cost of 
this class of supplies. 

Drugs. The total cost of this class of supplies. 

Other Supplies and Expenses. Includes all of the 
hospitals operating expenses excluding salaries and 
wages, employee benefits, medical and surgical 
supplies and drugs. 

Total Operating Expense. The total cost on 
accrual basis of operating and maintaining the 
hospital during the reporting period. Operating 
expense includes salaries and wages, employee 
benefits, medical and surgical supply costs, drug 
costs, and other supplies and expenses.
