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INTRODUCTION

The present report is one of a series presenting the

findings of the 1966 Census with respect to the family.

Tables 53 through 57 show total families and number
of persons in families as of the census date. The areas for

which these figures are shown are as follows:

{i) Canade and provinces,
rural, rural non-farm and rural farm;

(ii) counties and census divisions;

by urban, urban size groups,

{iii} incorporated cities, towns and villages of 1,000 popula-
tion and over, and other municipal subdivisions of 10,000

population and over;
{iv) census metropolitan areas; and
{v} other major urban areas.

Comparative figures from the 1966 and 1961 Censuses on

(a) number of families, (b) persons in families,

and (¢) aver-

age number of persons per family are presented in Table 52.
Percentage rates of change from 1961 to 1966 are indicated,
The areas for which figures are published in this table are
Canada and provinces, and also citles, towns, villages, and

municipal subdivisions as described in (iii) above,

A family, as defined in the Census, may consist

either

(a) of & husband and wife (with or without children who have
never married), or (b) of a parent, with one or more children
who have never married. In either case, all persons who

constitute a family must be living in the same dwelling.

The term never married is significant in the census fami-
1y definition. Once a child marries, he ceases to be a member
of the parents' family, even if he continues tolive in the same
dwelling. To illustrate: a married daughter and son-in-law
form a separate family, even if sharing the same dweliing
with the wife’s parents. A married daughter by herself (i.e.,
without her husband or children), living with her parents is

classified as 8 non-family person.

The classification persons

in families includes all

persons who constitute a family in the sense delined above.
Unmarried children (including own children, adopted children
and stepchildren) are, regardless of age, members of the
family and are classified together with parents as persons
in families. Guardianship children ot wards are classified

as persons in families only if under 21 years of age.

encore mariés. Dans les deux cas, toutes les personnes qui
constituent une famille doivent demeurer ensemble dans le
méme lcgement,

L'expression non encore marié¢ est significative dans la
définition d'une famille de recensement. Das gu’un enfant se¢
marie il cesse d’&tre membre de la familie de ses parents,
méme s'il continue & demeurer dens le méme logement. De fait,
la fille mariée et le gendre forment une famille distincte méme
s’ils partagent le méme logement que les parents de 1’épouse.
Une fille mariée (sans son époux ou ses enfants) demeurant avec
ses parents est classée comme une petsonne ne faisant pas
partie d'une famille.

La classification des personnes comprises dans les famil-
les inclut toutes les personnes qui constitvent une famille
seion le sens de la définition menticnnée ci-dessus. Les en-
fants non mariés {comprenant les propres enfants, les enfants
adoptifs, les beaux-fils et les belles-filles), quelque soit feur
dge sont membres de la famille, et sont classés ensemble avec
les parents comme personnes dans les familles. Les enfants
en tutelle ou pupilles sont classés comme personnes dans les
familles seulement s'ils ont moins de 21 ans.
