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PREFACE

The present bulletin, one of a series which will deal with each province in turn, gives for Manitoba
the complete results of the Census of Agriculture, taken as of June 1, 1931.

The Introduction reviews briefly the history of agriculture in the province dating back to the earliest
times. Comparative statistics are given back to 1901 for the province as a whole. In the general tables
nearly all the data are given by census divisions, and in certain cases by municipalities or subdivisions.

When all the provinces have been dealt with in this way, the bulletins will be brought together in
one volume, with a comprehensive introduction and summary for Canada as a whole. There is also in the
course of preparation a monograph on the agriculture of Canada which will analyse conditions and progress
in complete detail.

The materials for this Bulletin were prepared under the direction of A. J. Pelletier, Acting Chief
of the Branch, and under the immediate supervision of O. A. Lemieux, M.S.A., as in charge of the:
