MOVIMENT OF POPULATION

This bulletin presents final population figures of
the 1941 Census by years of residence in province of
residence on the Census date June 2, 1941, and by
the province ar country of last residence, for Canada
and the provinces, rural and urban, and for urben
centres of 15,000 and over. It fomms part of an
initial series of reports being issued for each prov-
inoe' separately, and for Canada as a whole, as final
results beoams available. No separate provincial
bulletins have been pubnshed on the subjeot. of move-
ment. of population.

The first bulletin in this series for each province,
(Bulletin No. A-l), gives the final population by sex,
for counties or census divisions, end also for cities,
towns, villeges, and rural sub-divisions, Bulletin
No. A-l for Canada as a whole summarizes the popule-
tion, by sex, for all counties and census divisions,.
rural and urban. Other provineial bulletins in the
.8erlies classify the population according to sex, by
conjugel «condition, age, racial origin, religion,
birthplace, immigration and citizenship, language,
schooling, etc., for the following areas: (a) the
province as a whole, seperating the rurel and urban
population, and giving comparative figures for 1931;
(b} counties or census divisions, by rural and urban;
and (o) urban centres of 5,000 and over. The Cenada .
bulletins show these data for the areas as mentioned
above in the first paragraph. K .

Cross-classifications of the population ‘will appear
in further series.

. For most areas the increases in 'population shown in

the final population figures as compared with the
figures given in the preliminary snnounceménts of popu-
letion are due to the addition of'men in the Armed Ser-
vices not -emumerated at their permanent homes on June 2,
1941. It should be noted aleso that the final popula=-
tion complilations were made after the completion of the
transfer of persons, recorded on Absentee Household and
Closed Dwelling Cards, to their permanent residence.

Definitions of terms

Rurel and Urban:- The term "urban™ in the Census
applies only to incorporated cities, towns and ville-
ges. The population of all unincorporated towns and
villages is included in the rural population.

Length of residence in province:- In the 1941 Cemsus,
all persons were asked whether they ever had resided,
for a year or more, outside the province in'which they
were residing on June 2, 1941. Those answering in the
affirmative were asked to state the number of years of
the last continuous residence in the province in which
they were residing at the Census date. )

Province or country of last residence:- This refers to

the province or country of residence before moving to
the province in which residing at the date of the Census.
