Land Title at Caughnawaga 

On April 1, 1647» Sieur de Lauzbn, a royal councillor -in the Parliament of Bordeaux, 
made the Jesuit missionaries in Wow France a gift of land on the south chore of the 
St. Lawrence, about two leagues in width by four in depth, extending from a point 
opposite St. Helen be Island almost to the foot of the La chine rapids: 

"Concession du 1er Avril, 1647, faite par le Sieur 
de Lauzon aux révérends pures Jésuites, de deux 
lieues de terre le long du fleuve St, Laurent, du 
côté du Sud, b, commencer depuis lfisle Ste. Hcléne 
jusqu* à un quart de lieue au delà d»tme prairie 
dite de la Madelaine, vis-à-vis des isles qui sont 
proches du Sault de l*isle de Montréal., espace qui 
contient environ deux lieues le long de la dite 
rivière St. Laurent, sur quatre lieues de profondeur 
dans les terres, tirant vers le Sud.” 1 
(confirmed by Louis XIV at St.-Gersrnin-sn-I-ayo, March 3.2, 
1668: Edits et Ordonnances Royales, 1854-, I, 302 -- see Appendix: A). 

Tliis was. the fondation of the seigniory of La Prairie de la liagdelalne. It w?a not 
until after do Tracy- s twenty-year peace with the Iroquois in 1665 that the grant was 
thrown wide open to farmers, with Father Pierre Raff six directing the enterprise. 1 2 3 

A few years later Father Chauchetiere wrote: 

"While Father Raffeix was urging the colonists to 
settle at Laprairie, God was inviting the Indians 
to do likewise." 1 

■Conversions (of Iroquois tribes to the Christian faith were multiplying along the liohe.vrb 
River, and the Jesuits found.it necessary to isolate the neophytes from their pagan 
brethren. Therefore, a prime consideration entailed the transfer of the Iroquois from 
their ancient villages to permanent settlement elsewhere. 

A letter dated April 29, 1680, from Lends XIV to Governor Frontenac contained the 
following: 

- "I hive granted the Jesuits the concession they have 
asked me' for at the place called the Sault, adjoining 

: Laprairie de la Magdelaine, for the establishment of ^ 
the Iroquois, and I have added to this gift the condi- 
tions which they asked for, because I am of opinion 
that this establishment is advantageous not only for 
the conversion of the Indians and for the maintenance 
of the "Christian religion among them, but also for 
the purpose of making them, familiar with the ways and 
manners of French Jiving." h

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A formal instrument was i_oa.de on May 29, 1680, by which the Seigniory of Sault St. 
Louis was established, and contained a clause which stipulated that if the mission- 
aries and Indians, ever abandoned the land they had been living on, it should be 
handed back all cleared - toute défrichée - to the king, (see Appendix B). A 
second grant, signed by Governor Frontenac and the Intendant Duchesneau on October 
31 of the same year, gare to the Jesuits an extension of one and a half leagues in 
length by two leagues in depth, to the Seigniory of Chateauguay, 

’’which would afford them a still better opportunity 
of drawing thereto the Iroquois and other Indians, 
to increase their number and.to spread by that means 
the knowledge of Faith and of the Gospel.” (see Appendix c) 

This second concession was not registered in the Office of the Sovereign Council, 
Quebec, until October 2, 1719• 

By 1716, the Indians had so far cultivated only the eastern end of their seigniory 
of Sault St. Louis and, owing to their crude methods, the soil had become less 

.fertile. The Jesuits thus felt that it would be easier and profitable to have skill- 
ful French colonists occupy the eastern tract. However, to abandon this end of the 
seigniory meant handing it back to the king; subsequently, the Jesuits sought to 
retain possession of their land and, if permitted by the Crown, to place French 
colonists on it for the benefit of their mission. 

In 1717, Governor de Vaudreuil held that it would be an injustice to deprive the 
'Jesuits of any part of their seigniory at Sault St. Louis simply because they were 
going with their Indians to live on other portions of it. 5 At the same time, Father 
Lafitau went to France, requesting that the title to the portion of the seigniory 
they were about to quit'be left with the Jesuits for the Indians, to prevent others 
from taking possession of it. The Paris Archives inform us that Father Lafitau 
presented his petition to the Court on February 8, 1?’18, 6 /!S a result, a decree 
of the Regent’s Council united the two grants of land made in 1.680 into one seigniory 
however, the council asserted that the title to the seigniory would not be granted 
in perpetuity. 

No official boundaries had ever been fixed between the Seigniory of I,a Prairie de la 

Magdelaine (1647) and the Seigniory of Sault St. Louis (1680). The grant to the 
former territory mentioned .a frontage of about two leagues along the St. Iawrence, 
but this indefinitive language made the width of two leagues a very uncertain quan- . 
tity, and up to 1717 the limits between the two seigniories had only been approx- 
imately maintained, The Jesuits claimed, as part of Laprairie, a strip of land 
measuring thirty-seven acres wide by four leagues in depth from the river to the rear 
line of the Seigniory of Laprairie. Trie ill-defined boundaries which separated the 
two seigniories involved the title to that same strip of land. 

In the deed of 1647 "tbs western limit of Laprairie extended

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"to a quarter of a league beyond a prairie called 

la Magdelaine, opposite the islands which are near 

the rapid of the island of Montreal," 

while in the deed of 1680 the eastern lirait of the Seigniory of Sault St. Louis began 
at a point 

"opposite the St. Louis Rapids, .», with two Islands, 

Islets and Shoals, which are in front and adjoining 

the lands of the said Prairie of La Magdalene." 

According to such data, the properties overlapped each other to a depth of thirty- 

seven acres and a few perches, and became the occasion of a famous lawsuit between the 

Indians and the Jesuits which was pleaded in Montreal in 1762, before Governor Gage 

and the Military Council. 

General Gage*s Military Council was composed of Frederick Haldimand, Col., 4th Bati., 

Royal Americans; William Browning, Major, 46th Regtj Herbert Mimster, Major, 4th Batt., 

Royal Americans; and Gabriel'Christie, Major and Quartermaster of His Majesty* s armes. 

Daniel Claus was attorney for the Indians, while Father Bernard Well, the procurator 
of the Seigniory at Laprairie, defended the interests of his Order. 

The Indians based their damn on the wording of the original deed of 1647, that is, 

the Seigniory of Laprairie should extend about two leagues along the river front? they 
contended that all lend extending beyond the two leagues should form part of their 

seigniory. In 1830, Sir James Kempt wrote to Sir George Murray, the Colonial Secre- 
tary: 

"The argument that the riverfront of Laprairie should 

o. be restricted to two leagues, and that the surplus 

adjoining Sault St. Louis belongs in consequence to 

that seigniory, cannot be entertained, for in the 

grants of both seigniories the limits of their fronts 

are qualified by the expression en environs, an 

expression by no means uncommon in old French grants 
which are frequently couched in very loose and ill- 

defined terms." (Canad. archives.) 

On the other.hand, Father Bernard Well testified before the Military Council of 

Montreal that, from the time of Lafitau*s journey to France until the Conquest in 1760, 

all the governors and intendants of the old régime had recognized and ratified the 

grants made to French colonists out of the disputed strip. ( Two transactions were 

cited in the official papers. In 2.720 the Jesuits had disposed of one hundred and 

eighty acres to Catherine Cusson, a. transaction which was ratified by Intendant 

Hocquart in'.1732; and in 173.3, they had made a grant of one hundred and twenty acres 
to Louis'G&gnier dit Bellavance. 6 Again, with the authorization of the French 

.Government, the Jesuits had erected two saw-mills, a stone grist-mill, and a church 
upon the same land. However, another concession altered the course of action in the 

case.

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on January 3* 1762, Father Bernard Well conceded a portion of the strip in litigation 
to Pierre Lefebvre, a young French farmer who, like other beneficiaries, would pay a 
small rental and thereby help the Jesuits to meet the expenses they were continually 
incurring in their various works, (see Appendix D). The Indians of Caughnawaga 
challenged the validity of this grant before General Gageas Military Council: sub- 
sequently, they pleaded the existence of an ancient parchment which conferred on them 
the title of the disputed strip, and that the Jesuits had secured the parchment from 
the chiefTs wife, 

“under a religious pretence, against which she was 
unable-to defend herself.” 

Although there was found by the Military Court no documentary evidence in support of 
this accusation, the pretext was sufficient to act upon. Gage and his Council ignored 
the relevant clause in the de Lauzon deed of 1647 and decided that the Seigniory of 
Laprairie should be restricted to exactly two leagues along the river front(Appendix E), 

A.s a result, the strip of land in dispute was detached from laprairie and added to the 
seigniory of Sault St. Louis, while the grant made by Well to Lefebvre was declared 

null and. void: moreover, the first English governor of Montreal refused to recognize 
the deeds of concession issued by Frontenac and Duchesneau in 1680. In 1765 the 
reserve was withdrawn from the management of the Jesuit Order and the fee simple was 
retained by the Crown for the benefit of the Indians. 9 

Although the ownership of the Seigniory of Sault St. Louis remained confirmed in the 
Indians? favour, its eastern boundary line was changed again in September of the same 
year, 1762. Owing to 

-, «circumstances relative to the patent which the 
Jesuits claimed from Louis XIV,n 1® 

General Gage reconsidered his decision regarding the limits of the two seigniories and 
ordered the surveyor Pélade&u to replace the posts on the boundary line where they 
had originally stood - où les anciennes avait été plantées. H A doser investigation 
had shown him, according to the testimony of Sir William Johnson, that this land had 
been given by the King of France to the Jesuits solely and ’ne handed back to them 
the strip which, six months previously, he had adjudged did not belong to them. 

The older issued by General Gage to restore the disputed strip of land to the 
Laprairie seigniory fully confirmed the Jesuits in the tradition which they had held 
since the visit of Lafitau to the Court of France in 1718. In 1769 Sir Guy Carleton 
ordered the deputy surveyor-general, John Collins, to fix "the boundaries of Laprairie 
and Sault St, Louis seigniories, leaving the Jesuits in possession of their property. 
The Caughnawaga Indians claimed, again on a false pretence, that the governor had 
promised to return the land to then as soon as the last Jesuit had disappeared. 
Governor Carleton?s message to Sir John Johnson on August 29, 1794-, was an order to 
makeTa fresh inquiry into their right to the land'which they claimed. Me told the 
Indian deputies :

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t?Upon the" principle that the king does not take the 

land of one description of his children to give to 

another, I cannot now give an answer to what you ask 

concerning the Jesuits* lands. I must first enquire 

to whom the right belongs.” (Caugh, Arch.) 

In the meantime, the Indian people of Sault St. Louis seised a portion on the western 

end, thereby coming into conflict with the Grey Nuns of Montreal who had the control 

of the Seigniory of Chateauguay. Both parties reached an agreement in 1773. In 1797 

General Christie, the owner of the de Léry seigniory, sued Father Casot (the last 

survivor of the Jesuit Order to superintend: the missions in lower Canada and in the 

West) for a portion of the strip of land which he asserted should belong to him. The 

case, before the Court of Common Pleas in Montreal, was dismissed5 however, Casot again 
had to defend the Jesuit rights when the Crown, on behalf of the Caughnawaga Indians, 

sued in 1798 for the notorious strip of land. Casot lost his case before the Court of 

King*s'Bench in 1798 but, on appeal from this judgment in 1799, the same court reversed 

its previous decision, leaving the Jesuit in the possession of the land. When he died 

a few months later, the Government inherited the estates of the Jesuits, and it was 

left to the resentful Indians to call upon Governor Carleton* s successors to redeem 

the promise they claimed he had made to them. 

An Indian Department was.formed in 1774, reorganized in 1782, under a superintendent- 

general. Friction between the civil and the military authorities regarding the 
responsibility for the conduct of/'Indian, affairs, led to the transfer of the Department 
to the military command in 1.816, 0/ However, Sir George Murray, the Colonial Secretary, 

placed the Indian Department under the control of the Civil Government in 1830, with 

the first superintendent of the Montreal district under the new system being Colonel 

Napier. The Caughnawaga Indian people immediately brought to Napier* s attention their 

old claim tp the strip of Laprairie land. 

In 1807 the Indians of Caughnawaga -sent a delegation to England to discuss their claim 

with lord Castlereagh, Secretary of the Colonies; this statesman wrote that: 

”the Iroquois must clearly understand that he (Sir 
James Craig) could not take upon himself to alter the 

•boundaries of seigniories so long made and so form- 
ction of all ., 

Lord Dalhousie had also decided against their claim in 1320, declaring that the land 

in question had never been theirs, 

5’having been held and enjoyed by the late Order of 
Jesuits as seigniors in possession.” 

When Sir James Kempt took office in 1828, Father Marcoux, on behalf of the Caughnawaga. 

Indian people, insisted to him that when the Jesuits built the grist-mill on the 

disputed territory, they first secured the permission of the Indians, thus tacitly

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admitting that the land, belonged to them. However, Sir James Kempt reminded the 

Caughnawaga Indian people that the accuracy of the boundary lines as made by Lord 

Dorchester»s surveyors had been admitted by the kingTs attorney-general, and had 

been accepted as final by three judgments of the courts of the country and by His 

Majesty»s' Government. 

When they attempted to take their case directly to the King of England, the 

Caughnawaga Indians were informed that the former was living a retired life-in the 

country. Sir George Murray, the Colonial Secretary, met with them on January 15, 

1830 and pointed out that legal decisions had been held against their claims and 

that the home government could not interfere in matters which solely concerned the 

'colonial administration. Although the Caughnawaga deputies failed on the main 

issue, they secured a promise from Murray of a church-bell and of a sum of money 

to repair their church and presbytery. The warrant for the gift of money was not 

issued until July 13, 1831, and the church-bell • was furnished in the summer of 3.832,

dix mars, mil six cent vingt-six, confirmée le quinze janvier, mil six 
cent trente-sept par la compagnie de la Nouvelle-France; vingt-quatre 
arpents de terre situés, savoir: six dans la ville de Quebec, sur les- 

quels, ils ont bâti leur dit college et séminaire, église et logements 
nécessaires, et dix-huit hors de la dite, ville a eux concédés par la 
dite compagnie, par contrat du dix-huit mars au dit an mil six cent 
trente-sept, lesquelles concessions ont été confirmées le dix-sept jan- 
vier mil six cent cinquante-deux, par le sieur de Lauzon, gouverneur 
du pays, ayant pouvoir de la Compagnie de la Nouvelle-France, avec 
declaration qug la dite terre de quatre lieues d'etendue étoit en franc- 
alleu et en taxis droits de haute, moyenne et basse justice, sauf le 
ressort par devant le sénéchal du pays- ou son lieutenant, droits sei- 
gneuriaux et féodaux, droit de pêche sur les rivieres et propriété des 
près que la mer couvre et découvre a chaque marée; six arpents de 
terre et bois au lieu de Tadoussac, à eux concédés par le dit sieur de 
Lauzon, le premier juillet mil neuf cent soixante-et-trois; deux arpents 
de terre proche l'enclos de leur college, par eux acquis le dix-neuf 
février, mil six cent soixante-et-trois, de Guillaume Couillard et 
Guillemette-Marie Hebert, son'épouse; deux autres arpents de terre 
à eux vendus le troisième septembre mil six.cent soixante-et-quatre, 
par Marguerite Couillard, veuve de Nicolas Maccard; huit autres 
situes en la haute ville de Québec, échanges avec eux par la dite 
Hebert, veuve du dit Couillard, le neuf mai mil six cent soixante-et- 
sept; un emplacement de terre sis en la dite ville, contenant cinquante- 
huit perches, a eux vendu le quatorze mai, mil six cent soixante-et- 
huit par Etienne Rageot et Marie le Roi, sa femme; dix arpents de 
terre sis vers la rivière Saint-Charles, près de la Pointe-aux-Lièvres a 
eux cédés par échange le vihgt-neuvieme août, mil six cent soixante- 
et-sept, par les religieuses hospitalières; quarante pieds de terre en 
largeur de toute la longueur de leur clôture et emplacement du cote

Was present the Very Reverend Father Well,a Priest of the Society of Jesus in 
the name of and as manager of the affairs of the Mission of the Reverend Jesuit 
Fathers, Seigniors of Sault St. Louis, who in his said name has by these presents 
voluntarily granted and conceded under title of cens et Rentes Foncières and Seig- 
niorial, and not redeemable promising to warrant against all disturbances and impe- 
diments whatever, to Pierre Lefebvre, son of Louis Lefebvre farmer of Lapvairic 
hereunto present and accepting for himself his heirs and legal representatives fur

(EnOM TUE OumxAxcES OF Tirs EXCETJ.-ENCY THE GOVERNOR OU THE 22.X» 

MARCH, 1702.) 

.. The following decree was registered as follows :—• 
•] Extract from the Registers of the Government of Montreal. 
{ ’ Before His Excellency Thomas Gage, Governor of Montreal, assisted by His Council, 

to wit, Messrs. Broderick Haldnnand, Colonel of the 4th Battalion of the Royal 
American, and William Browning, Major of the 40th Regiment, Herbert Munster, 
Major of the.-1th Battalion of the Royal American, and.Gabriel Christie, .Major 

| and Quarter-Master of His Majesty’s Armies. 
’ ' . ■ Between tire Iroquois Indians and other Indians of Sault St. Louis, appearing by 
| ’ Mr. Chmss, their Attorney, Plaintiff, on the one part : 

And the Very Reverend Fathers of the Society of Jesus, appearing by the Reverend 
Father Well, thoiv Attorney, Defendant, on (lie other part. 
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After that the said Plaintiff had laid before us a writing in the said.ruune, which 
is in question, and conceived in those terms :— 

i That at the surrender of this Country ail things- had been well arranged to 
maintain the said Indians in possession of their lands’ at Sault St. Louis, but that 
,now'the Jesuit Pathers, their missionaries, were granting continually to the French 
the lands forming part of the territory of Sault St. Louis, which, however, they 
believed belonged to them by a title of grant given them by His Most Christian 
Majesty. And that if matters arc not promptly set right, they would soon see them- 
selves obliged to give up their own fields to withdraw with their families to the. 

' woods, considering they do not any longer find there enough land to afford a means 
of living. ' . 

That besides they were, formerly given a parchment which constituted their 
title, and that one of their Chiefs had always kept; it till some time before his death. 
That lie had placed it in his wife’s hands after having recommended her to always 
kept it carefully; hut that one. of the Jesuit Fathers had extorted it from her under 
a religious pretence against which she had been unable to defend herself. 

That likewise they mean to have a title to all the buildings put up at the said 
Sault as well as to the Church and its furnishings, seeing that oven-three years pre- 
vious to its having been commenced, the Jesuits bad informed them that they in- 
tended to build a Church and asked them if they wished to contribute towards it, 
which was clone by giving each year a certain number of Beavers on their return 
from hunting during the three consecutive years and in proportion to their hunts. 
That besides they always helped in erecting all ihc buildings by working at tô.ym 
either themselves or bj lending the assistance of their wives, and that they contri- 
buted towards all the purchases made since the said Church was built as much for 
the Shrine or altar as for the other furnishings for the same'. 

The said Pevcrend Father Well said for'his d- fence as follows, to wit That 
the parchment is a mere story ; that" four or five French Governors have succes- 
sively *t^miHed this, besides, if such a parol)ment had ever existed, the original 
thereof would be cither at the Castle or at the Sovereign Council of Quebec. 

That to satisfy the I ndians it lias been and would be searched for in vain, that 
it is probable that the English Administration will not be more successful in their 
search; that the same, thing does not exist in regard to the titles of the Pevereml 
Jesuit Fathers enregistered at the Sovereign Council of Quebec oh the 2-j.t.h of Oc- 
tober, 1080, tlia.t is, more than forty years before the mission was where it is now. 
The King’s Letters Patent given at Fontainebleau on the 89th of May, 1G80, signed 
“Louis” and on the fold “by the King, Colbert ” prove that. That the King would 
have contradicted himself if the story of the parchment was a reality, and not a tale 
which somebody took pleasure in inventing to quiet the' Indians. That the land 
belongs to the .Religious Fathers of the Society of Jesus, which is the gist of the 
question decided by the titles of which wo have the originals. That it will be seen 
by the evidence of calumny charged against; a Minister of the Lord alio it is said 
without cause, acted against all divine and humane, rights by carrying- off the ficti- 
tious parchment. That undoubtedly the Indians will, say that it is lost, which does 
not occur in regard to any other titles, the originals of which are to be found either 
at the Castle or at the Sovereign Council of Quebec. A practitioner would imme- 
diately infer therefrom that such titles are not real, but supposititious. Besides the 
said parchment should be found at least at the board of accounts at Paris. That if it 
be old. r than the titles of the Jesuit Fathers, therefore by that’parchment the King 
revoked the donation which h.e had made to them. Five generals would not have 
allowed them the possession during eighty-two years, notwithstanding the com- 
plaints of the Indians, whom lie had an interest in treating with consideration at 
this time. 

That Mr. Perilous sewed as an interpreter more than once in the matter, and 
can give proof il the Jesuits have not always won their cause. The possession in 
which they have maintained themselves is a proof of it. Tim Decrees of the Juris- 
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diction of Montrc-al which aulliorizcd liana to dispose «f the same as Masters in. full 
ownership and ns they jviay tliink lit, is anotlior -proof of it. Lunds wtiu-li v<-v<. 
joined lo tlic estate is a third «ne. The establishment of a Parish at St. Peter's 
authorized by the powers and .[[is Majesty himself is a fourth one. The titles of 
grants say expressly that I he,Inhabitants who will stay among the .Indians shall 
not sell any liquor or put up any public House. That supposes leave to give build- 
ing; grounds to others than to the Indians. 

That there, only remains (o prove the falsity of what the Indians allege when 
they say that they cannot go on their lands without being disturbed by the Inhabi- 
tants to whom they were sold. All their fields are on the phateauguay side and are- 
grounds belonging to the Jesuits. - 

• That wishing to he as Fathers to the Indians they gave up all that land, that is 
to say, more than one league and a half by the whole- depth, which is more than two 
leagues. That nobody dare name any inhabitant who holds titles from the Jesuits on. 
that side. That in addition to that there is still a league and a half in width by the 
whole depth, going down towards the Mill, where there are but three inhabitants. 
That there are more than two leagues and a half in width of ungranted land by the 
whole depth where the Indians can make their fields. Why do they say now that 
they want land. On their own confession for more than forty years they have not 
cleared one-fourth of a league, and yet they have not readied the depth. To favour 
them the Jesuits have made over to them one league and a half which is not revorti- 
Lle to His Majesty. 

But, shall it be said, why have the Jesuits made grants ? The defendants 
answer :— ' 

1. Because .the lying wanted land all cleared which would go back to him when 
the Missionaries 'would leave the Sault. It was therefore necessary to take the 
proper means by making grants to the inhabitants. 

2. All the Seigniories are given by His Majesty only on the condition that grants- 
be made, which is so true that some arc withdrawn from certain, individuals because 
they did not make grants. 

8. His Majesty’s intention in favouring the Jesuits was undoubtedly to give them 
something which lie should have given had he not been able to make grants. The 
lying meant to make the Jesuits undertake the house and the whole keeping of a 
spacious Church, of necessary buildings for the-- Missionaries and their own 
sustenance. To accomplish that purpose, he gives them a Sc-igniory where with 
the help of the inhabitants the Missionaries may meet his views. 

Let somebody after that treat the Jesuits like interested parties because they 
made tlic best of the sixth part at the utmost of the King’s favours, and this to pro- 
vide for themselves and for the keeping on the whole of a Church of tlic buildings 
and all that is necessary. They pass over in silence the maintenance of the sick of 
all the Villages for whom the Missionaries continue in providing free of cost susten- 
ance and medicines, although they have not been receiving for some time the live 
hundred livres with which His Most Christian Majesty favoured them to indemnify 
them. The Defendant answers besides to the questions which they were asked why 
their titles do not bear like all the others an absolute condition to make grants under 
pain of withdrawal. That His Most Christian Majesty being willing- to favour them 
did not wish that they might be compelled in justice to make grants only as much 
as they would deem it ' advisable according to the circumstances of times and of 
places. 

The said Father Defendant adds that there exists no longer any disadvantage 
in'making grants, and so all the French Generals and Commissioners (Intendants) 
His Most Christian Majesty's [Natural Interpreters thereto consented. 

• 1; By the possession in which they hav’o always maintained the Jesuits since 
then. 

2. By the institution of the Parish of St. Peter in which the said Jesuits have 
no share. 
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3. By a number of decrees of union to their estate will» leave to sell. Also,'if 
notwithstanding a prescription of .eight-two years and the Judgments of so many 
.French Governors and Commissioners (Intendants) there still remains some 
doubts on (lie interpretation which should he given to His Most Christian '.Majesty’s 
donation, the said Defendants offer to obtain from Himself an explanation which 
will do away with all doubts and that as soon as possible. The said Defendants ask 
accordingly that they be not till then in any wise troubled or disturbed in the pos- 
session of tlie lands in question. 

Mr. Perlhius after having taken his oath to tell the truth said that he had 
served twice as an interpreter before Messrs, the French Generals on lire subject 
that Mr. do Vaudrouil had said besides that he was going to examine their proposi- 
tions to see if the complaints were well founded and that he had, in conséquence, 
written to the Militia Captains to beg of them to allow the Indians to cut off bark- 
among their inhabitants considering the state of affairs-that he could not go further 
and the Jesuit Fathers were allowed to remain in possession ; which was all lie said. 

To wit :— 
We, having heard the parties with regard to that, considered attentively the 

grant of the lands of Sault St. if.ouis made by His late Most Christian Majesty 
T.ouis XIV., it seems to us to be the only title by which one can judge of the right 
to that establishment and decide the foregoing suit. 

As regards the. parchment of which the Indians say that they formerly were in 
possession, and of which they have been deprived, as it is said in their complaints, 
we arc of opinion that if the parchment had existed it could contain but an extract 
or a full copy of the grants made in their favour. 

We are of opinion that the grant of the lands of Sault Si. Louis was made to the 
It.lt. Jesuit Fathers with the sole intention of settling there Iroquois and other 
Indians and that all the soil could produce was wholly intended for their profit and 
advantage. The reasons which the lt.lt. Jesuit Fathers use in their petition, and 
which seemed to have determined His-Most Christian Majesty to make this grant, were 
founded on the fear that the Iroquois who had settled at that time on the Seigniory 
of Laprairic and occupied lands which were too damp for the purpose of sowing 
should happen to leave, alleging that by means of that new grant, they would be 

jp.ot only kept back but that their number would be increased and that by that means 
the knowledge of Faith and of the Gospel would he spread. 

In all the other concessions granted by Ilis Most Christian Majesty or the Gov- 
ernors, the Seigniors who obtain them are obliged to settle inhabitants, and in 

. absence of this they lose their Seigniories. 
But in the concession of the lands of Sault St. Louis, instead of such conditions 

Ilis said Majesty most expressly prohibits and forbids the French who would go 
among the said Iroquois or other Indian Valions who would settle on the said land 
called “ Le Sault ” from having and keeping any Cattle. This only condition con- 
tains an impossibility for the French to settle on the said lands and proves that Ilis 

.Most Christian Majesty reserved and intended them unreservedly for the use of the 
Indians and that no Frenchman could obtain thereon - a grant. 

We are also of opinion that the E.II. Jesuit Fathers cannot be considered like 
tire Temporal Lords of the said lands. The remarkable difference which is found 
between the terms in which that concession is worded and those used in all the other 
concessions, is evident proof that “Le Sault” is not granted as a Seigniorial Fief. 
His Most Christian Majesty does not make therein mention of High, Mean, and Low 
.Justice, of the right to iish and to hunt. He docs -not impose upon them any due or 
obligation to procure ;V living and moving'person who shall do and bear fealty and 
homage to His Majesty in his Castle St. Louis of Quebec. The precautions scorn lo 
be unquestionable proof I hat the lands of “Le Sault” are not a Seigniory of which 
the IÎ.R.. Jesuit Fathers can call themselves the Seigniors ; but that they are lands 
granted, by Ilis Most. Christian Majesty solely to settle there Indians, who besides

We order that the boundaries of the concession of the Iroquois of the Sault be 
drawn as soon as possible by a sworn Surveyor, and that the limits of said concession 
bo marked with stone fastened into the earth and stamped with His British Majesty’s 
Arms, and that the figurative plan thereof be delivered at our record office. 

We order besides that the Church, thé parsonage called the Seigniorial House 
with all the other buildings put up by the said S. E. Jesuit' Bathers on. the said 
concession or which have been bequeathed to them, be considered as belonging and 
do belong directly to the Indians, we considering them in regard to that as though 
they constituted a parish ; the said Indians shall thereby find themselves obliged to 
maintain the said buildings, which shall nevertheless remain for the use of tile 
Missionaries .who will live with them.. And with regard to the expenses which the 
K. E. Jesuit Bathers have borne for that purpose we shall consider thorn sufficiently 
compensated : 

1. By the revenue which they have received up to the present time from the 
inhabitants whom they hav.o settled on the.said concession. 

’ 2. By the value of the lands which the Indians have given up at La Prairie do 
la^Magdalono, and which the R. E. Jesuit Bathers may have granted to inhabitants 
as’soon as Indians have been removed to the Sault. 

■ ■ And as we arc obliged to see' that the Iroquois and Indians of the Sault do 
possess peaceably and in full the favours granted to them by His Most Christian 
Majesty, we order all the inhabitants who hold private concessions on the land of 
the concession of the Iroquois of the Sault to bring the originals of their concessions 
to Mr. Panet, notary of this town, before the first, of July of the present year in order 
that it may be as hereinbelow prescribed : • 

1. All-concessions granted by the E. E. Jesuit Fathers until this day, and on 
which the inhabitants have not held few et lieu shall be cancelled and worthless. 

2. All concessions granted since the 8th September 1700, in whatever condition , 
the-conceded land may be to-day, shall be cancelled, and the inhabitants obliged to 
give thein-up before the 1st of November-ilG2. We do hereby condemn the B. E. 
Jesuit Bathers to reimburse the said inhabitants for the rents and other Seigniorial 
rights which they might have from the said concessions. 

3. In consideration for time, expenses and work, which the inhabitants settled 
on the said concession before the 8th September 17C0 may have done, and desiring 
that they and their families should not suffer from the mistake which was made in 
that behalf, we order that they do continue to be in peaceable possession of the land 
•which they occupy to-day under-the concession which they obtained from the E. E. 
Jesuit Bathers, without however being able to enlarge it by purchase from the Indians 
or in other ways, ordering them to come and provide themselves with other Deeds 
of Concession.at our record office on the fifteenth of July next. 

And in order that the Indians may enjoy their rents the Governor shall be bound 
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to appoint and establish a person to be the receiver of the routs and other Seigniorial 
rights which may proceed from the foregoing concessions, and we bind ihe said 
receiver to lender an account of it to the said Indians on the 2nd of February in 
each year, Candlemas Day, in presence of the said Governor or of those persons authr- 
ked by him to that effect. The income of said rents shall be used for the keeping 
of the. Church and other buildings of the Sault, and the remainder placed in the hands 
of the Indians so that they may do with it what they think lit. 

And as the concession of the Iroquois of the Sault in general is revertible to 
Ill's Majesty when they shall give it up, and the rights of jurisdiction over others 
than the Indians who have settled there by abuse can belong only to him, Wc invest 
the said Deceiver with the necessary orders and powers to maintain there His 
Majesty's rights in regard to that, as well as the regulations which we shall think 
necessary respecting the Cure and Parish of St. Peter. We order from this moment 
that those said inhabitants continue to have their'grain ground at the Mill of the 
E. It. Jesuit Fathers erected on the land of Laprairio till we are pleased to order 
otherwise.

(UNDER ROYAL IXSBTCCTIOXS GOVERNOR MURRAY, 20TJI SEPTEMBER, 1701.) 

Ax ORDNANCE for ratifying and confirming the Decrees of the several Courts 
of Justice, established in the Districts of Quebec, Montreal and Trois-Rivières, prior 

• to the establishment of Civil Government throughout this Province, upon the tenth 
day of August, one thousand seven hundred and sixty-four. 

WHEREAS upon the conquest of this Country, His Majesty’s Commander in Chief 
of the Forces in America, did order and direct Justice to be administered to the 
inhabitants.thereof, by Courts established for that purpose in the several Govern- 
ments into which the Province was at that time divided, of which His Majesty, 
through, one of His Secretaries of State, was pleased to signify His Royal Appro- 
bation," and to command the smile to subsist and continue, until Civil Government 
could with propriety bo settled therein, AND 

In order to satisfy any doubts which might arise, with regard to the decisions 
of the said Courts, and ns far as may be to prevent all vexatious lawsuits which 
might at present or hereafter arise therefrom, His Excellency, the Governor, by 
and with the advice, consent and assistance of His Majesty’s Council, and by virtue 
of the power and authority to him given by His Majesty’s Letters Patent under the 
Great Peal of Great Britain, Ifath thought fit to ordain and declare ; and his said 
Excellency, by and with the advice, consent and assistance aforesaid, doth hereby 
ordain and declare, That from the eighth day of September in the year one thousand 
seven hundred and sixty, the date of the capitulation of ..Montreal, until the tenth 
day of August last, from which time Civil Government took place throughout this 
Province, all orders, Judgments or Decrees of the M Hilary Council of Quebec, and 
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of nil oilier Courts of Justice in said Government, or in those of Montreal and Trois- 
Rivières, do stand approved, ratified and confirmed, and shall have their full 1‘oree 
and effect, except in such eases where the value in dispute exceeded the sum of three 
hundred pounds sterling, when cither party may appeal to His Majesty's Governor 
and Council of the Province, provided such appeal be lodged- with the Clerk or 
Deputy Clerk of llis .Majesty’s Council of Quebec, within two.months after the publi- 
cation hereof, and sufficient security is given by the Appellant to pay all such, 
costs and charges as shall be awarded thereon, if the .Decree is affirmed ; and from 
the Governor and Council an appeal lies to the .King and Council, where the value 
in dispute amounted to the sum of five hundred pounds sterling or upwards, the 
Appellant giving sufficient security as aforesaid, if tire decree is affirmed. 

•And it is hereby further ordained and declared, that if before the publication of 
the present Ordinance and since the establishment of Civil Government throughout 
the Province, any person has been arrested, or process .issued upon any Matter al- 
ready tried before any of thp Courts aforesaid, in the several Governments of Que- 
bec, Montreal and Trois-Rivières, before the tenth day of August last, the person 
so arrested, or against whom such Process has been issued, shall lay their ease in 
writing, by way of Petition before His Excellency and the Council, together with an 
attested copy or copies of such Decree or Decrees, that examination being had of the 
same, if properly founded, the action may bo immediately dismissed ; the parties 
nevertheless preserving tlieir right of appealing as aforesaid, where the value of the 
matter so tried, shall appear to have exceeded the said sums of three hundred pounds 
sterling, and five hundred pounds sterling. „ . 

And it is hereby further ordained and declared by the authority aforesaid, "that 
the. Judges, Justices of the Peace, and other Magistrates or Civil Officers of this 
Province whom it doth or may concern, upon application of the several parties, shall 
put in execution all such, orders, Judgments or Decrees of the said Courts, the same 
being properly attested, as have not been already executed, saving- to the several 
parties concerned, their right of Appeal as aforesaid, where the matter in dispute 
exceeded the above limited sums of three hundred pounds sterling, and five hundred 
pounds sterling. •

(IJxDKii ROYAL INSTRUCTIONS GOVERNOR MURRAY, 12TII NOVEMBER, 17C4.) 

An Ordinance for amending and explaining an Ordinance of His Excellency 
the Governor and Council of this Province made tire twentieth day of September 
last,.intituled:" An. Ordinance for ratifying and confirming the Decrees of the several 
Courts of Justice, established in the Districts of Quebec, Montreal and Trois-Rivières, 
prior to the establishment of Civil Government, throughout this.Province, upon the 
tenth day of August, one thousand seven hundred and sixty four ; and for enlarging 
the time for lodging appeals from the Decrees of such Court therein mentioned. 

Whereas, doubts' may arise respecting the manner by which Appeals by the said 
Ordinance is directed to be brought before T fis. Excellency the Governor and Council 
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of this Province, or to the King in Council, may be prosecuted according to the Into 
intent and meaning of the said Ordinance, and also as to what sum, and to whom 
the security therein mentioned, for prosecuting such Appeals, ought to be given ; 
for explaining whereof.’ ' 

His Excellency the Governor, by and with the advice, consent and assistance of 
Ilis Majesty’s Council of this Province, doth hereby ordain and declare, that if any 
person or persons shall think himself or themselves aggrieved by any order, judgment 
or decree of the Military Council of Quebec, or of any oilier Courts of Justice in (he 
said Government, or of those of Montreal or Trois-Rivières, prior to the establishment 
of Civil Government throughout this Province in August last, where the value in 
dispute exceeded the sum of three hundred pounds sterling; every such person or 
persons may by Petition, Appeal to His Excellency the Governor and Council, and 
to no other Court of Judicature of this Province whatsoever ; provided that security 
be first given by tlic Appellant to answer such charges as shall be awarded in ease 
the first sentence be affirmed. Provided also, that such appeal be lodged with the 
Clerk, or Deputy Clerk of the Council, within the space of three months from the 
publishing hereof. And provided always that if the matter in dispute amounted to 
the sum of five hundred pounds sterling or upwards, every Appellant or person peti- 
tioning as aforesaid (in ease any such order, judgment or Dcc-rec of the said Military 
Courts shall. thereupon be affirmed, and within fourteen clays thereafter) may in 
like manner appeal to His Majesty in Council upon giving good and sufficient security 
effectually to prosecute the same, and answer the condemnation, as also to pay such 
costs-and damages as shall be awarded in case the sentence of the Governor, or Com- 
mander in Chief-for the time being, and Council he affirmed.'

TRANSLATION OF DECLARATION MADE BY REV. FATHER CAZOÏ 
BEFORE'GOVERNOR ILALDIMAND, QUEBEC, :1.0th MAY, 1788. 

DISTRICTS OE QUEIIEC AX» MoxxitKAf,.—THE REVEREND JESUIT FATHERS, 

12TU DECEMBER, 1781. 
In proceeding to the preparation of the “Papier Terrier” of .the Kings Domain 

in the Province of Quebec. 
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Ai'i'or,MOD at the Chateau St. .T.nuis in the City of Quebec and before us Frede- 
rick lfalditnand, Captain Geneva] and Governor in Chief of the Province of Quebec, 
and territories thereon dependant in America, Vice Admiral and Custodian of the 
Great Seal of the same, General and Commander in Chief of His Majesty’s troops in 
the said Province and Frontiers, etc., etc., the Reverend Father Jean Joseph Cazot, 
Priest of the Society of Jesus, Administrator of the Missions of the said Society 
established in this Province and of their College as well in the City of Quebec as in 
that, of Montreal, who in his said capacity has acknowledged and declared that the 
Reverend. Jesuit Fathers hold in full fief from His Majesty the fiefs and Seigniories 
hereinafter enumerated as in and by His Letters Patent of Amortissement granted 
by His Most Christian Majesty to the said Reverend Fathers of the said Society on 
the twelfth day of May sixteen hundred and seventy-eight, without, iu virtue of these 
presents, it being possible for them to be compelled to part with the said fief and 
Seigniories, without their being obliged to pay to His Majesty any rights or dues 
whatever, to make grants, to render faith and homage, to pay the indemnity or 
right of Franc Fief and Xouveau Acquilt, except in accordance with the other titles, 
by right of which they possess which as regards each of the Fiefs and Seigniories in 
particular shall be hereinafter set forth in the present Aveu et dénombrement, 
namely :—- 

Fr.asr. Tlio F.ief and Seigniory of Xotre Dame des Anges commonly called 
Charles-Pourg, containing in extent of land four leagues near the City.of Quebec 
stretching towards the Mountains on the west, situated in part on the small River 
St. Charles and in part on the Fiver St. Lawrence, which was granted to them by 
title of the tenth day of March Sixteen hundred and twenty-six, by Mons. the Duke of 
Yantadour, heretofore Viceroy of Hew France, confirmed by the Company on the 
fifteenth day of January sixteen hundred and twenty-seven, and which composes the 
said Fief and Seigniory, of Xotre Dame des Anges which is one league in width, by 
the said extent of four leagues in depth, bounded on the Xorth East side by the Fief 
and Seigniory of Benuport and on the South West side by the Fief and Seigniory of 
Doi'sainvillo, bpvmded in front in part by the little River Si. Charles, part by the 

•River St. Lawrence, and in the rear, at the end of said depth, by lands not yet 
granted, on which said Fief and Seigniory there stands a Church dedicated to 
St. Charles and a Presbytery built on a piece of land of about four arpents in super- 
ficies for the use of the Cure, and four different Domains wliic-h the said Seigniors 
have reserved .to' themselves to wit, one of seven arpents by forty in depth, whereof 
fifty-four arpents are of arable land, twenty in pasturage, and the rest in wood.

(he Island (.-ailed “ Ile aux Ruaux” situated in the said River St. Lawrence, 
which was granted to the said Lev or end Lathers in Lief and Seigniory eon i prised in 
the Letters Patent of His Most Christian Majesty of the twentieth Mare!», Sixteen 
hundred and sixty-eight forms part of (he said fief and Seigniory of Loire-Dame des 
Aimes, and belongs to the Seigniorial Manor which they granted to Mens. Guilleniiu 
deceased, heretofore Councillor of the Superior Council of Lew France for the price 
of fifteen livres of rent and two sols, as cens, which said island has changed hands 
and the actual holder of which is to them unknown, having neither received pay- 
ments of lods et vents for the different changes since the conquest. 

Sucoxi). The Lief and Seigniory of St. Gabriel commonly known under the names 
of Ancienne et jeune J.orelte, containing one league and a half in width by ten in 
depth given to the said Reverend Lathers by Robert Giffart, Esq., Seignior of Beau- 
port and Dame Marie Renouard, Iris wife, by act of gift inter vivos passed before 
haul Vo chon, .Notary at Quebec, on the second of November, Sixteen hundred and 
sixty-seven, and by error dated the eleventh of the said month in the letters of 
Amortissement. In order to understand the said width, of one league and a half in 
width and such as is hereinabove act forth conformably to the said letters of Amor- 
tissement it is necessary to remark that the said Giffnrd obtained from the Company 
of Lew France a first Deed of Grant dated the sixteenth of April,.Sixteen hundred

sixth day of May Seventeen hundred and two, in which said Fief and Seigniory the
