NOTE ON CANSIM 
Complete historical quarterly series for the finan-

cial flows are available on CANSIM and cover the 
period from the first quarter of 1962 to the present. 
Data for the current quarter are placed on CANSIM 
at approximately the same time as the Second 
Advance Release of the Financial Row Accounts 
and approximately one month prior to the main 
quarterly publication. Advance Releases for the 
Financial Flow Accounts are available upon request 
free of charge and do not automatically accompany 
a subscription to the main publication. 

Obtaining Consistent Time Series 

Consistent time series cannot be obtained by 
piecing data together from successive issues of the 
Financial Flow Accounts. The volume of data that 
form the raw ingredients of the accounts and the 
frequency of revisions in these data make it difficult 
to maintain time series that are both consistent and 
up-to-date in printed form available to the public. 
For certain types of research it is not necessary to 
have the latest quarter's or year's data and use can 
be made of historical publications such as Catalogue 
13-563 which contains annual flows and year.end 
stocks. For other types of work, or certain types of 
current analysis, the length of the series is not critical 
and the current quarterly publication and advance 
releases can be used. If the requirement is for data 
which contains the latest revisions and which covers 
a more lengthy period than the current publication 
it is advisable to use CANSIM.

NOTE CONCERNANT CANSIM 
Les series chronologiques et triniestrielles completes des

Obtention des series chronologiques cohérentes

des comptes et de Ia frequence des revisions a effectuer sur 
ces données, II est diffidile d'avoir des series chronologiques 
qui soient a Ia lois cohérentes et a jour dans leur version 
imprimée destinée au grand public.

Le tableau sommaire du marché financier est mainte-
nant disponible sur CANSIM.

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Among the notable features of the quarter were 
the following: bank loans were up very strongly, 
paced by rapid accumulation of business inventories; 
mortgage activity continued to be sluggish as residen-
tial construction remained weak; new bond issues 
were high but heavily dominated by government 
borrowing: the Rest of the World (Sector XIII) was 
an important supplier of funds, purchasing a large 
proportion of both Government of Canada and 
provincial bonds as well as making large bank loans to 
the federal government; interest rates reached a 
plateau after a year of steady and rapid rise: the stock 
of money declined and the foreign exchange value of 
the Canadian dollar recovered somewhat. 

L'ACTIVITt FINANCIRE AU CANADA 

Le total des credits empruntés sur les marches monétaires 
au cours du premier trimestre a baissé par rapport au niveau 
record enregistré au quatrième trimestre de 1978, mais ii est 
demeuré trés élevé puisqu'il a atteint $17.8 milliards, ce qui 
représente une hausse de 54 % par rapport a Ia période cor-
respondante de 1979 (voir tableau explicatif I: Tableau 
sommaire du marché financier). Le total des emprunts des 
secteurs lion financiers de l'économie nationale (secteurs I, 
II, III, IV, X et Xl) a atteint $15.8 milliards ou 27.1 % du 
PNB, ce qui est un chiffre élevé d'aprCs les normes his-
toriques. 

Le triniestre s'est caractérisé notarnment par une trés for-
te hausse des préts bancaires, dans Ia foulée d'une hausse 
rapide des stocks des entreprises, Ia persistance d'un marché 
hypothécaire sans vigueur en raison de Ia faibiesse continue 
de la construction résidentielle, le niveau élevé des nouvelles 
emissions obligataires (de loin dominées, toutefois, par les 
emprunts des administrations publiques); le Reste du monde 
(secteur XIII) a dte un important fournisseur de fonds, 
puisqu'iI a acheté une importante tranche d'obligations du 
gouvernement du Canada et des administrations provinciales 
tout en consentant d'importants préts bancaires a l'adminis-
tration fédérale: les taux d'intérét ont plafonné après une 
année d'augmentation rapide et soutenue; Ia masse monétaire 
a diminué tandis que Ia valeur sur les marches de change 
étrangers du dollar canadien se redressait quelque pen. 

FINANCIAL ACTIVITY IN CANADA 

Total funds raised in credit markets during the 
first quarter fell back from the record fourth quarter, 
but remained at veiy high levels - $17.7 billion or 
54% above last year's first quarter (see Text Table I: 
Financial Market Summary Table). Total borrowing 
by domestic non-financial sectors (Sectors I, II, ill, 
IV, X and Xl) was $15.8 billion or 27.1% of GNP, 
high by historical standards.

sources of strength. Exports and gross fixed capital 
formation were both down in real terms and govern-
ment current expenditure on goods and services was 
up only 0.7%. 

Expenditure on consumer durables increased by 
14.2% in current dollar terms over the first quarter of 
1978 and the net flow of consumer credit increased 
by 22.6% from $508 million to $623 million. The 
other major area of strength in the real accounts is 
also reflected in the Financial Flow Accounts. 
Following large fourth quarter 1978 accumulation 
of $547 million in non-farm business inventories, 
the first quarter showed an extraordinary increase of 
$1,858 million, much of this being financed by the 
flow of bank loans which more than doubled over the 
corresponding quarter of 1978 for both Sector III 
(Private Non-financial Corporations) and Sectors I 
and Ii (Persons and Unincorporated Business). 

Corporation profits as reported in the National 
Income and Expenditure Accounts rose a further 
1 2.2% in the first quarter and are now 34.3% above 
the first quarter of last year. Before comparison can 
be made with net saving in the Financial Flow Ac-
counts, corporation profits must he reduced by the 
sum of the inventory valuation adjustment, dividends 
and taxes, with capital transfers from government 
added, then it must he properly sectored. However, it 
is not surprising that the net saving of Sector III 
(Non-financial Private Corporations, the major corn-
portent of the corporate sector) has shown strong 
growth, reaching $2.4 billion versus $1.5 billion in 
the first quarter of 1978. 

The growth of revenue of general government 
(Sector X plus Xl) exceeded expenditure growth and 
the aggregate deficit (i.e.. net saving, or rather dis-
saving) fell. Comparing first quarter figures to the 
same quarter last year, the Federal Government 
(Sector X) deficit fell to $3.5 billion from $4.7 
billion and the surplus of Provincial and Local Govern-
ments and Hospitals increased to $2.1 billion from 
$1.8 billion.

was up strongly to $2.4 billion, versus $1.5 billion. 
On the real side of the accounts there was moderate 
growth in fixed capital but extraordinary growth 
($2.0 billion versus $0.3 billion in the first quarter) 
in the value of physical change in inventories. In-
creased bank loans and a running down of currency 
and deposits helped finance this. Net  new stock 
issues remained high at $1.4 billion despite the great 
reduction of term preferred shares following last 
November's budget announcement restricting the tax 
advantages of this instrument, so popular in the past 
few years. A booming stock market, with the TSE 
300 reaching record levels during the quarter, may 
account for the high rate of net new stock issues. 

Non-financial Government Enterprises, 
Sector IV 
Activity in Sector IV during the fourth quarter of 

1978 and the first quarter of 1979 has been domi-
nated by the effects of Petro-Canada's takeover of 
Pacific Petroleum. During the fourth quarter, the 
proceeds of a large term preferred share issue were 
used by Petro-Canada to purchase a controlling 
interest in the shares of Pacific Petroleum and to 
build up cash balances. In the first quarter of 1979, 
cash balances were run down to purchase minority 
shareholder's interest in Pacific Petroleum. 

Sociétés privées non financières (secteur III) 
Par rapport au premier trimestre de 1978, l'épargne nette 

a fortement progressé, passant de $1.5 milliard a $2.4 mil-
liards.

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Corresponding asset accumulation was concentrated 
in loans, up a spectacular 77% to $3.6 billion. As 
noted above, these loans helped finance the very 
large asset accumulation in Sector Ill, Non-financial 
Private Corporations. The increase in bank loans may 
also have been associated with corporate take-over 
activity in the quarter. 

Following the change in tax treatment of term 
preferred shares, announced by the federal govern-
ment in November 1978, there was a pronounced 
drop in bank net investment in stocks which were 
$1.0 billion in first quarter 1978. $3.3 billion in the 
fourth quarter but approximately zero in the first 
quarter of 1979. If stocks, which were largely term 
preferred shares last year, are added to loans on the 
argument that they were close substitutes, the rise 
in loans plus stocks over the corresponding quarter 
of 1978 was a less spectacular 18%.

Federal Government, Sector X 
The federal government deficit fell by 32% to $3.5 

billion, compared to $4.7 billion in the first quarter 
of 1978. In last year's first quarter, part of the defi-
cit was financed by running down bank deposits by 
nearly $1.0 billion, but this year deposits were in-
creased by $0.25 billion. Less reliance was placed on 
financing via treasury bills. Treasury bills increased 
by $400 million during the first quarter, compared to 
$980 million in last year's first quarter and $2.8 
billion for the whole of 1978. Repayment of $352 
million of U.S. dollar loans from Canadian chartered 
banks and unusually large Canada Savings Bonds 
redemptions all added to financing requirements. 

The two major sources of funds were other loans 
of $0.9 billion, consisting largely of long-term 
borrowings from Swiss and Japanese banks. An addi-
tional $0.7 billion was raised via bond issues in these 
two countries, This marked the first ever borrowing 
in Japan by the Canadian government. Other bond 
issues in Canadian dollars raised the total of market-
able net issues to $3.0 billion (excluding CSB re-
demptions) for the quarter. 

The proceeds of foreign currency loans and bond 
issues are added to Canada's official reserves. To the 
extent that they are used to purchase Canadian 
dollars in the foreign exchange markets and the 
proceeds transferred to Sector X accounts, off-
setting the government claims liability of the Ex-
change Fund Account (Subsector V.2), the need 
for domestic borrowing to finance the government 
deficit is reduced. Despite these offsets, govern-

Rest of the World, Sector XIII 
The current account deficit (i.e., net lending of 

Sector XIII) increased to $2.3 billion from $1.5 
billion in the first quarter of last year. The Rest of 
the World accumulated assets in every category ex-
cept currency and bank deposits, municipal govern-
ment bonds and stocks. Other loans (mainly foreign 
bank loans to the federal government) increased by 
$1 .0 billion, while net holdings of Government of 
Canada and provincial bonds increased by $0.8 
billion each. These purchases constitute a high pro-
portion of new issue sales of Government of Canada 
and provincial bonds. Finance and other short-term 
paper increased by $485 million. 

There was a $219 million allocation of Special 
Drawing Rights for the first time since 1972. Further 
allocations are expected in the first quarters of 1980 
and 1981. In contrast to the run down of $750 
million in official international reserves in the first 
quarter of 1978, reserves increased by $1,029 million. 

Petro-Canada's purchase of minority shareholders 
interest in Pacific Petroleum Ltd. contributed to the 
$339 million reduction in non-residents' share assets 
while Brascan's sale of its utility subsidiary to the 
Brazilian government contributed to a $41 2 million 
reduction in non-residents' liabilities in the form of 
corporate claims on associated enterprises. 

Monetary Aggregates and Interest Rates 
Seasonally adjusted Ml, the narrowly defined 

stock of money, decreased by 6.3% during the first 
quarter, bringing it to the bottom of the band on its 
target growth range (6% - 10%). This constitutes the 
expected reaction of money demand in the face of 
high interest rates, a reaction delayed by the growth 
surge in the fourth quarter of 1978 caused by the 
postal strike and by the unusual circumstances of the 
Canada Savings Bond sales campaign which produced 
delays in rolling over funds into the new issue. 

The quarter began with a half per cent rise in the 
bank rate to II .25% on January 4. This movement 
early in the quarter marked a plateau in most short-
term rates, following the steep and almost uninter-
rupted rise during 1978. United States short-term 
rates displayed a similar broad pattern. Long-term 
rates also showed some increase over the previous 
quarter, particularly long term (over 10 years)

(a) Due to recently imposed resource restraints, it 
was necessary for the Business Finance Division 
to reduce the sample of smaller sized conipanies 
(assets under S 10 million) for Sector Ill, Non-
financial Private Corporations, and to discontinue 
publication of balance sheet data for this size 
group. In order to continue to provide com-
prehensive figures for both larger and smaller 
firms in Sector III of the Financial Flows Ac-
counts, changes in the methodology for estimat-
ing flows of these smaller firms were necessary. 
Figures for the first quarter 1979 are based on the 
smaller sample and revised methodology for 
smaller firms. Flows for the second quarter 1977 
through fourth quarter 1978 will be prepared on 
the same basis in time for the second quarter 
1979 publication. These revisions will be made 
to coincide with the recent Sector lii re-basing in 
order to reduce the number of breaks in the time 
series. 

Note that only the sample for smaller com-
panies (under $10 million in assets) has been 
reduced. This provides the largest saving in survey 
processing costs while minimizing the overall 
effect on the estimate of Sector Ill flows. The 
treatment of periodic non-response by some firms 
has also been altered in order to improve the 
quality of the flow estimates for smaller com-
panies. 

(b) The fourth quarter 1978 discrepancy (Category 
4000) for Sector XIII, Rest of the World will not 
be equal to the Net errors and omissions (Acct. 
No. X of Table 1, Capital Account) of the Quar-
terly Estimates of the canadian Balance of Inter-
national Payments, First Quarter 1979, Catalogue 
67-001 because the latest available chartered bank 
data has been incorporated into the financial 
flows for Sector XIII, Rest of the World and 
Sector VII, Chartered Banks. 

Notes techniques

de chiffres exhaustifs a Ia fois sur les entreprises plus 
importantes et moms importantes du secteur III des 
('omptes de flux financiers, il a fallu changer Ia mdthodo-
logie d'estimation des flux des entreprises moms impor-
tantes en question. Les chiffres du premier trimestre de 
1979 ont etC Ctablis a partir de l'échantillon plus petit 
et de la mdthodologie révisée retenue pour les entreprises 
plus petites. Les flux portant sur Ia période allant du 
deuxième trirnestre de 1977 au quatriênle trimestre de 
1978 seront calculés de cette façon afin d'Ctre préts pour 
l'édition du deuxième trimestre de 1979- Ces revisions 
seront faites de facon a coincider avec le changement de 
base recent du secteur Ill afin de rdduire le nombre de 
ruptures dans les series chronologiques.
