NOTE CONCERN ANT CANSIM

Obtaining Consistent Time Series 

Consistent time series cannot be obtained by 
piecing data together from successive issues of the 
Financial Flow Accounts. The volume of data that 
form the raw ingredients of the accounts and the 
frequency of revisions in these data make it difficult 
to maintain time series that are both consistent and 
up-to-date in printed form available to the public. For 
certain types of research it is not ncessary to have the 
latest quarter's or year's data and use can be made of 
historical publications such as Catalogue 13-563 
which contains annual flows and year-end stocks. For 
other types of work, or certain types of current 
analysis, the length of the series is not critical and the 
current quarterly publication and advance releases can 
be used. If the requirement is for data which contains 
the latest revisions and which covers a more lengthy 
period than the current publication it is advisable to 
use CANSIM.

Obtention des series chronologiques cohérentes 

On ne peut pas obtenir des series chronologiques 
cohérentes en réunissant simplement les données de publica-
tions successives des Comptes des flux financiers. Du fait du 
volume des données brutes qui entrent dans la composition 
des comptes et de Ia frCquence des revisions a effectuer sur 
ces données, ii est difficile d'avoir des series chronologiques 
qui soient a Ia fois cohérentes Ct 'a jour dans leur version 
imprimée destinée au grand public. Certes, certaines 
recherches n'obligent pas 'a avoir les chiffres du dernier 
trimestre ou de Ia dernière année, et il est alors possible de se 
référer aux publications 'a caractère plus historique, comme le 
n° 13-563 au catalogue qui présente les flux annuels et les 
encours de fin d'année. Par contre, pour certains travaux et 
certaines formes d'analyses de conjoncture, Ia longueur de la 
série n'est pas essentielle, et on peut se servir de Ia 
publication trimestrielle courante et des communiqués 
préliminaires. Dans les cas oü les données doivent avoir été 
soumises aux reunions les plus récentes et couvrir une 
période plus longue que celle visée par les publications 
courantes, il est conseillé d'avoir recours a CANSIM.

First Quarter 1982 	 Premier trimestre 1982 

Overview 	 Vue d'ensemble 

During the first quarter of 1982, non-financial do-
mestic sectors of the Canadian economy raised $7148 
million on conventional credit markets during the first 
quarter of 1982 (see Text Table I). This represented 
only 8.8% of Gross National Product - the lowest pro-
portion on record - and compares with 29.9% and 
23.3% in the fourth and first quarters of 1981, respec-
tively. Non-financial private corporations raised about 
three quarters of these funds, with non-financial public 
enterprises more than accounting for the balance. The 
household sector showed a net reduction in these types 
of liabilities and thefinancing requirement of the fed-
eral government was largely offset by a surplus of the 
Provinces. 

Un rapide coup d'oeil au tableau sommaire du marché fin-
ancier nous montre qu'au premier trimestre de 1982, les sec-
teurs non financiers de l'économie canadienne ont emprunté 
$7148 millions sur les marches du credit ordinaire, soit a peine 
8.8% du produit national brut (la plus faible proportion jamais 
enregistrée), comparativement a 29.9% et 23.3% respective-
ment aux quatrième et premier trimestres de 1981. Les so-
ciétés privées non financières ont emprunté les trois quarts de 
ces fonds. le reste étant presque exclusivement emprunté par 
les sociétés publiques non financières. Le secteurdes ménages 
montre une nette diminution des emprunts sur les marches du 
credit, tandis que les besoins en financement de l'administration 
publique fédérale ont été largement contrebalancés par 
l'excédent des administrations provinciales.

Total des fonds engendres sur les marches de credit conventlonnels par le

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Bonds were the principal financing instrument for 
non-financial domestic sectors, constituting almost 
60e/c  of total net funds raised. Mortgages (21%) and 
hank loans (18%) were the other major sources of 
funds. The Government of Canada's Treasury bill li-
ability showed a further drop of $1325 million. 
Non-residents were the major purchasers of bonds, and 
also sourced more "other loans" (i.e., loans by others 
than chartered banks in Canada) than the total net flow. 
Mortgage loan companies provided most of the mort-
gage funds, principally to the household sector. The 
deposits of non-financial private corporations at char -
tered banks fell sharply. 

Among factors affecting financial activity in Canada 
in the period under review were: a persistently high 
rate of intlation, the continuing restrictive monetary 
policy, and high rates of interest associated with them; 

Presque 60% des capitaux empruntés l'ont été au moyen 
d'obligations, qui demeurent ainsi Ia principale forme de fi-
nancement pour les secteurs non financiers canadiens.

Les facteurs qui ont affecté I'activité iinancière au Canada 
au cours de Ia période étudiée ont été: une inflation persistante.

Economic Activity 

Gross National Expenditure fell 2.017e, in real terms 
(seasonally adjusted), from the previous quarter. 
Households maintained a very high savings rate,' cou-
pled with weak consumer expenditures, particularly on 
durables. Gross fixed capital firmation fell 6% in real 
terms (seasonally adjusted) due mainly to a sharp de-
cline in investment in plant and equipment. Housing 
starts fell 2% averaging 180,000 units at a seasonally 
adjusted annual rate. (the actual number was 30,300 
units); however, multiple dwelling units showed con-
siderable strength, largely as a result of the changes in 
the tax laws in the November 1981 federal budget. 
Corporate profits fell for the fourth consecutive 
quarter. the largest decline since 1947. Non-financial 
private corporations saw the largest drop, with net sav-
ings amounting to $162 million. As a result, internally 
generated funds (including capital consumption allow-
ances) accounted for only 60% of their non-tinancial 
capital acquisition costs, despite the drop in fixed cap-
ital formation and a reduction in the level of invento-
ries.

In view of this situa-
tion, as well as the need to prevent further inflationary 
pressures induced by a deteriorating value of the Ca-
nadian dollar vis-à-vis its United States counterpart. 
the Bank of Canada maintained its tight monetary pol-
icy. MI in March. had fallen 5.4% (seasonally ad-
justed, annual rate) from its level at the beginning of 
the year. The Bank's holdings of Treasury bills fell 
$432 million, from $5246 million at the end of De-
cember to $4814 at the end March, contributing to a 
rise in short term interest rates of between 45 and 100 
basis points. The prime rate charged by the chartered 
banks fell 75 basis points in early January to 16.50%, 
in line with yields on other instruments which had 
fallen in late December. In March, however, the prime 
rate rose with other interest rates, to close the quarter 
at 17.00c7c.

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States dropped sharply, as some yields in the United 
States (for example, 30-day commercial paper) rose 
as much as 246 basis points. At the end of the quarter, 
yields on 30-day commercial paper were about 
16.15% in Canada whereas similar instruments in the 
United States offered a yield of 15.36%. 

The narrowing of this differential placed strong 
downward pressure on the Canadian dollar, which 
closed the quarter at 81.49 cents U.S., down from 
84.35 cents U.S. at the end of 1981. Against most 
other major trading currencies, however, the Canadian 
dollar appreciated. The process of preventing too vi-
olent fluctuations in the Canadian dollar's external 
value resulted in a drop of $1546 million in the coun-
try's net international reserves. During the quarter, the 
Government of Canada repaid the 700 million Swiss 
franc loan that had been borrowed in 1979. Since that 
time, the Swiss franc had depreciated against the Ca-
nadian dollar, requiring a smaller outflow in Canadian 
dollars than the original inflow. A five year, 400 mil-
lion Swiss franc bond was sold to partly refinance the 
loan. 

Total net new marketable bonds 2  issued by Cana-

Bond yields in Canada remained substantially un-
changed over the quarter with some upward pressure 
in January being largely reversed in February. There 
remained considerable incentive to place issues abroad 
- particularly on the less regulated and less costly Eu-
ropean market - with the result that non-residents ac-
quired 73 17c of net new marketable issues. Of the total 
issue of net new marketable bonds, only $320 million 
had maturities of more than twenty years. Those with 
maturities of five years or less including those with an 
extendible feature, amounted to $2102 million. 

Bank loans outstanding fell $645 million in the pe-
nod under review, the first quarterly decline since the 
third quarter of 1980. Non-residents repaid $1086 mil-
lion; non-financial private corporations recorded an 
increase of $1332 million. Most of the increased bor-
rowing was in Canadian funds. During the quarter, a 
further twenty six applicants were granted charters to 
begin operations as banks. Many of these companies 
had been operating in Canada as financial intermedi-

Moreover, the Financial Flow Accounts operate on an 
unconsolidated, booked-in-Canada basis, thereby ex-
cluding subsidiaries in Canada outside the banking in-
dustry as well as all bookings abroad of subsidiaries 
and branches. 

The Government of Canada's Treasury bill liability 
fell $1325 million in the quarter. This decline followed 
a drop of $2190 million in the fourth quarter and re-
duced the level outstanding to $19375 million, or 18% 
of the federal government's total liabilities. The re-
duction was a reflection of a temporary decline on the 
reliance on this financing instrument, as the federal 
government was able to draw on its large bank deposits 
that had accumulated in the previous quarter as a result 
of the very successful Canada Savings Bond cam-
paign. 

Other short-term paper outstanding rose $137 mil-
lion. The small change, however, masked a shift 
among short-term paper intruments. Finance and com-
mercial paper outstanding fell sharply while bankers' 
acceptances rose by a similar amount. The increase in 
the amount of bankers' acceptances outstanding was 
probably largely attributable to a wide yield differen- 
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tial between this instrument and the prime rate. This 
differential had developed in December and persisted 
until late February. Many issuers of bankers' accept-
ances use the intrument as a ready substitute for short 
term bank loans. The wider differential would have 
encouraged a switch between them, as evidenced by 
the lower use of bank loans in the quarter. The reduc-
tion in finance and commercial paper appeared to be 
part of the overall reduced demand for credit. 

Non-financial private corporations encountered liq-
uidity problems. Beside having entered 1982 with a 
very high debt to equity ratio, their profits were af-
fected by the lower level of economic activity. During 
the first quarter, these companies had a further increase 
in current liabilities, including that portion of long-
term debt becoming due within a year, while current 
assets fell sharply. Deposits at chartered banks 
dropped steeply, although they were offset in part by 
an increase of deposits at other institutions. Inventories 
were also down. The high degree of leverage of many 
of these companies appeared to have resulted in a re-
luctance on the part of lenders to advance further funds 
at a time when an injection of working capital was 
much needed. 

Net new issues of share capital amounted to $1288 
million, the smallest increase since the third quarter of 
1980. Market conditions were not conducive to the is-
sue of new shares. The Toronto Stock Exchange ex-
perienced its worst decline since records were kept in 
1934: the TSE Composite Index of 300 stocks fell 
19%. All the industry indices fell: of the more heavily 
weighted industries, oil and gas (-30%) metals and 
minerals (- 20%) industrial products (— 16%) and con-
sumer products (— 15%), fell by the largest proportion. 

Reduced consumer expenditures on durables, par-
ticularly on automobiles, 3  led to a drop of $591 million 
in the level of consumer credit outstanding. This rep-
resented the first quarterly decline in eleven years.

Note Technique A 

This technical note examines two equations used by 
the Financial Flow Accounts as part of regular quart-
erly data checks of consumer credit and mortgage 
flows in the personal sector (Persons and Unincorpor-
ated Business). 

Conswner credit consists principally of installment 
credit from financial institutions (personal loans and 
bank credit cards), and also of revolving credit from 
charge cards at large retail stores. Consumer credit is 
used mainly to finance purchases of consumer dura-
hies, Durable goods cost more than non-durables, and 
thus require a larger portion of disposable income and/ 
or savings to finance the purchase: credit provides the 
advantage of allowing an individual to make payments 
for a good after he has purchased the good. Moreover, 
consumer durables have an average life of several 
years, thus medium-term financing is appropriate: in 
general, an individual would want the life of the good 
to equal or exceed the term ui the debt used to purchase 
It. 

Though there is a strong correlation between con-
sumer credit flows (CR) and expenditure on durable 
goods, there have been a number of periods where 
changes in CR have been significantly different from 
the corresponding changes in expenditure on durables: 
upon closer inspection, it is observed that the changes 
in consumer credit flows are more closely linked to 
increases and decreases in the automobile expenditure 
component of durable goods. There is reason to be-
lieve that consumer credit demand should be more sen-
sitive to expenditure on automobiles (CA), than to ex-
penditure on other durables (CO). as a large portion 
of car purchases is credit financed, whereas other du-
rabIes do not in general represent as great an outlay 
and can often be financed more easily out of current 
income or by drawing down personal savings. 

it is assumed that the demand for consumer credit, 
as represented by the net flow of consumer credit, is 
an increasing function of a weighted measure of con-
sumption expenditure on the two classes of expendi-
tures on durables, in current dollars (CD = 0.20*CO 
+ CA), and a decreasing function of the cost of credit 
or interest rates (RL).

CR is the quarterly flow recorded in category 3321, 
sector I & II. The weighting of CO and CA used in 
calculating CD is somewhat arbitrary, but it has been 
done in such a way so as to more closely reflect the 
association of expenditure flows to consumer credit 
flows. Expenditure data used are raw (i.e., not sea-
sonally adjusted) in order to correspond with financial 
flows data. The interest rate chosen is that on prime 
business loans, as it is believed to be indicative of the 
general level of short-term loan rates., given that a sat-
isfactory series for consumer credit is not available.

Mortgage credit finances housing and other prop-
erty. The demand for mortgage financing arises from 
both the demand for new housing and the refinancing 
of existing units. The demand for mortgage credit is 
derived from the demand for the stock of housing. 
Basically, the demand for the stock of housing, given 
population growth, is a function of the price of housing 
and household income or wealth. Mortgage demand 
is particularly sensitive to interest rate conditions. 

To formulate a simple demand equation for mortgage 
credit, it is assumed that the desired level of mortgage 
debt (ML') is a function of the desired stock of housing 
and the cost of mortgage credit as represented by the 
interest rate on conventional mortgages (RM). How-
ever, since the desired stock of housing is not observ-
able, it is further assumed that it is, in turn, a linear 
function of personal disposable income in current dol-
lars (YD) and relative prices (PR): more specifically, 
PR is the ratio of the consumer price index for rental 
cost to the consumer price index for the cost of home 
ownership. Using a stock adjustment model, the de-
mand for mortgages in terms of net mortgage flows 
(MR) is represented below. C is the adjustment coef-
ficient. The equation assumes that if the stock of mort-
gage debt at the beginning of the period, ML(-1), is 
equal to the desired level, then there is no change in 
the level of mortgage debt outstanding, i.e., no flows.

The model 
assumes that the flow of mortgage credit is an increas-
ing function of disposable income and rental Cost rel-
ative to home ownership cost, and is a decreasing func-
tion of the interest rate on mortgages and of the level 
of mortgages at the beginning of a period (estimated 
by linear interpolation of annual levels). At this point, 
a qualitative variable (0A) is added to the specification 
to account for the impact on the demand for mortgage 
funds of CMHC's Assisted Home Ownership Plan 
(AHOP) in effect from 1973 to 1979. 

MR is the quarterly flow recorded in category 3410, 
sector I & II. Income data used are raw in order to 
correspond with financial flows data. The rate chosen 
is that for live-year conventional mortgages, despite 
the fact that these mortgages have tended to be re-
placed with those of a shorter term. The reason for this 
choice is that there is no adequate series available on 
shorter term mortgage rates: however, these latter have 
been moving in line with the five-year rate. 

An equation based on the above variables is esti-
mated for 1962 QI to 1982 QI and the results are pre-
senicd.below with t-statistics in parentheses. All coef -
ficients are significant at the 5% level, except for the 
coefficient on ML( - 1): however, there is theoretical 
justification for including this variable, and it is not 
dropped from the specification. All coefficients have 
the expected signs except for the coefficient on the 
price ratio variable. This anomaly arises because the 
ratio declines steadily (i.e.. home ownership costs 
have risen faster than rental costs) over a period where 
the secular trend in MR has been increasing. It may 
be that the price index for rental accommodation is 
biased downwards due to the effect of rent controls in 
place in many of the provinces, and that the price index 
for home ownership is biased upwards as it fails to take 
into account capital gains on houses. Taking these fac-
tors into account, the sign on the price ratio coefficient 
is explainable. PR and RM are most significant with 
a one-period lag.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE 
NATIONAL INCOME AND 
EXPENDITURE ACCOUNTS (CAPITAL 
FINANCE ACCOUNTS) AND THE 
FINANCIAL FLOW ACCOUNTS 

The capital finance accounts, as set out in the 
National Income and Expenditure (NIEA), record the 
saving and investment transactions of each sector of 
the economy. The net lending or borrowing of each 
sector, representing the surplus or deficit of the 
sector's saving over its requirements for non-financial 
capital acquisition, provides the basic link to the 
Financial Flow Accounts (FFA) which go beyond the 
NIEA by setting out the acquisition of financial assets 
and issuance of financial liabilities which underlie this 
net lending and borrowing. Text Table Ill is a 
condensed version of what appears as the real accounts 
(categories 1100 to 1900) in the financial flows matrix 
(Tables I—i to 1-4, pp. 2-9). 

Sectoring. The sector breakdown presented in the 
Financial Flow Accounts (41 sectors and subsectors) 
is more detailed than that presented in the NIEA (four 
sectors) but the two are fully reconcilable. Text Table 
Ill shows the four NIEA sector names and, in roman 
numerals, the corresponding component FFA sectors 
and subsectors. 

Reconciliation of annual data. The annual National 
Income and Expenditure Accounts (Catalogue 13-
201). published in November, includes consolidated 
capital finance accounts in Table 10 (source) and 
Table II (disposition). These two tables summarize 
the Capital Finance Accounts which are in turn 
derived from the Income and Outlay Accounts of each 
of the four sectors as presented in Tables 12 through 
27. The numbers appearing in parentheses beside the 
FFA category name in Text Table III are the line 
numbers in which corresponding data appear in Table 
10 (source) and Table 11 (disposition). 

The Capital Finance Accounts of the NIEA do not 
include the FFA category Net Purchases of Existing 
and Intangible Assets as a separate item. It is the sum 
of the two FFA categories Net Lending or Borrowing 
(1900) plus Net Purchases of Existing and Intangible 
Assets (1800) which equals the surplus of sectoral 
saving over disposition as reported in the NIEA. 

Rest of the world or non-resident sector. The item 
"Net inheritance and migrants funds", which is a 
component of the current account in the Canadian 
Balance of international Payments, is considered to 
be a capital transfer in the NIEA and FFA: as such, it 
is reported as Category 1800 of the Rest of the World 
Sector of the FFA. Category 1900. Net  Lending or 
Borrowing, thereafter equals the net deficit or surplus 
of Canada (net surplus or deficit of the Rest of the 
World) on current account as per the Canadian 
Balance of International Payments.

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Reconciliation des données trimestrielles. La publication 
trimestrielle, Comptes Nationaux des Revenus et des 
dépenses (n° 13-001 au catalogue) ne présente pas un 
ensemble complet de secteur des comptes de financement de 
capital. En particulier, Ia formation brute de capital fixe n'est 
pas séparée entre les secteurs d'entreprises incorporées ou 
non incorporées. Dans les CFF cette distinction trimestrielle 
est estimée en utilisant un ratio base sur les données annuelles 
les plus récentes. En ce qui concerne Ia catégorie 1200 
(Provisions pour consommation de capital et ajustements 
divers) la separation par secteur est basée sur des données non 
pub! iées. 

Pour le secteur des particuliers et entreprises non 
constituées en sociétés, les données correspondant it 
l'épargne nette (1400) peuvent être trouvées 'a partir des 
lignes une plus deux dans le tableau 8 des CNRD (publication 
trimestrielle). Dc même Ia valeur de la variation matérielle 
des stocks (VVMS-1700) apparait au tableau 2, ligne IS. 
Pour Ic secteur des corporations et entreprises commerciales 
publiques, l'épargne nette (1400) est égale 'ala somme des 
lignes trois, quatre, cinq et six du tableau 8. VVMS (1700) 
apparait a Ia ligne 14 du tableau 2. Pour le secteur 
gouvernemental, Ic tableau 6 montre l'épargne nette (1400) 'a 
Ia ligne 85 et Ia PCC (1200) a Ia ligne 92 tandix que Ia 
Formation brute de Capital fixe (FBCF-1600) et Ia VVMS 
(1700) sont reportés respectivement aux lignes quatre et 13 
du tableau 2. Finalement, le secteur du Reste du Monde est 
couvert au tableau 7 avec Ia ligne 11 équivalente 'a l'épargne 
nette (1400) avec signes opposes et Ia ligne 12 équivalente a 
l'Achat Net d'Actifs Existants et Intangibles (1800). 

Reconciliation of quarterly data. The quarterly 
National Income and Expenditure Accounts 
(Catalogue 13-001) do not present a complete set of 
sector capital finance accounts. In particular, gross 
fixed capital formation is not broken down between 
the incorporated versus the unincorporated business 
sectors. In the FFA the quarterly split is estimated 
using the ratio of the latest annual data. The sectoral 
split for Capital Consumption Allowances and 
Miscellaneous Valuation Adjustments (CCA-1200) is 
based on unpublished data. 

For the Persons and Unincorporated Business 
Sector, figures corresponding to Net Saving (1400) 
can be found as lines one plus two in Table 8 of the 
quarterly NEEA and the Value of Physical Change in 
Inventories (VPCI-1700) appears in Table 2, line 15. 
For the Corporate and Government Business Enter-
prise Sector, Net Saving (1400) equals the sum of 
lines three, four, five and six of Table 8. VPCI 
appears as line 14 of Table 2. For the Government 
Sector, Table 6 reports Net Saving (1400) on line 85 
and CCA (1200) as line 92 while Gross Fixed Capital 
Formation (GFCF-1600) and VPCI are reported on 
lines four and 13 respectively of Table 2. Finally, the 
Rest of the World Sector is covered in Table 7: line II 
equals Net Saving (1400) with sign reversed and line 
12 equals Net Purchases of Existing and Intangible 
Assets (1800). 
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REMARQUES SUR LA QUALITE DES DONNEES

11 n'est pas possible de calculer des estimations de Ia marge 
d'erreur pour les estimations des flux financiers qui soient 
semblables a l'erreur d'échantillonnage ou aux intervalles de 
confiance que l'on peut calculer pour des estimations utilisant 
des échantillons aléatoires. Toutefois, une personne qui 
connait quelque peu les comptes de flux financiers peut 
évaluer Ia qualité des données, au moms d'une façon assez 
approximative et subjective.

NOTES ON DATA QUALITY IN THE 
FINANCIAL FLOW ACCOUNTS, WITH 
JUDGEMENTAL RATINGS OF OVERALL 
QUALITY, BY SECTOR 

It is not possible to calculate estimates of the 
margin of error for the financial flows estimates 
similar to the sampling error or confidence intervals 
which can be calculated for estimates based on 
random samples. However, it is possible for someone 
familiar with the Financial Flow Accounts to rate the 
data quality, at least in a fairly rough and subjective 
way. Such estimates are a useful guide to the relative 
quality of different components of the Accounts, but 
they cannot be made precise. The following notes and 
letter grades (A or good, B or fair, C or poor) are 
therefore offered by way of an informed opinion of 
the relative overall quality of the data for each sector. 

Secteur et classification 

I et H: Particuliers et entreprises non constituées en 
sociétés - C 

La plupart des données pour ce secteur sont calculées de 
facon résiduelle et par consequent des erreurs entachant tout 
autre secteur des comptes de flux financiers se retrouveront 
dans les secteurs I et II. II y a deux categories principales dont 
les données sont de bonne qualité: L'actif "assurances-vie et 
rentes" etle poste de passif "crédità laconsommation". 

HI: Entreprises publiques non financières - B 
Les données sont établies a partir d'une enquête 

trimestrielle a laquelle répondent toutes les grandes compa-
gnies (actif d'au moms $10 millions). La qualité générale se 
trouve sensiblement réduite en raison de l'inexistence d'un 
échantillon approprié et d'une réponse precise de la part des 
compagnies plus petites (actif inférieur a $10 millions), qui 
comptent pour 30 % de l'actif total. Comme ces sociétés 
moms importantes utilisent le financement bancaire de facon 
disproportionnée, Ia qualité des données sur les préts 
bancaires et sur quelques autres categories est faible. 

IV. 1: Entreprises publiques non fmancières: 
fédérales - B 

Les données sont établies it partir de bilans non structures 
(données de stocks), et il est par consequent impossible 
d'apporter des corrections de flux pour tenir compte des 
changements d'évaluation, etc. L'affectation des postes du 
bilan aux catégorties de comptes de flux financiers se fait 
parfois aujugé. Le champ d'observation de l'univers est bon. 

IV.2: Entreprises publiques non financières: 
provinciales - B 

Les données sont établies a partir de diverses sources, mais 
Ic champ d'observation de l'univers est assez hon. Certaines 
corrections de flux sont apportées lorsque Ia qualité des 
données l'autorise. 

Sector and Grade 

I and II: Persons and Unincorporated 
Business - C 

Most of the category data in this sector are 
calculated residually and consequently errors in any 
other sector of the Financial Flow Accounts will be 
reflected in Sectors I and H. There are two major 
categories in which data are of good quality: "life 
insurance and pensions" assets and the liability item 
"consumer credit". 

HI: Non-Financial Private Corporations - B 

Data are based on a quarterly survey in which all 
large companies (assets of $10 million or more) 
report. The overall quality is significantly reduced 
because of the lack of an adequate sample and 
accurate response by small companies (assets less 
than $10 million) which represent 30% of total assets. 
Since these smaller corporations rely on bank 
financing to a disproportionate extent, the quality of 
data on bank loans and some other categories is low. 

IV.1: Non-Financial Government Enterprises: 
Federal - B 

Data are based on unstructured balance sheets 
(level data) and therefore no flow adjustments can be 
made to account for valuation changes, etc. Alloca-
tion of balance sheet items to Financial Flow 
Accounts categories is sometimes done on a judge-
mental basis. Universe coverage is good. 

IV.2: Non-Financial Government Enterprises: 
Provincial — B 

Data are based on a variety of sources but universe 
coverage is fairly good. Some flow adjustments are 
made where data quality permit. 
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IV.3: Non-Financial Government Enterprises: 
Local - C 

Coverage, timing and quality of reported data are 
all relatively poor, as there is no structured sample 
survey of this sector. Some components of the 
universe, such as telephone, gas and electric utility 
local government enterprises, are well covered by 
annual surveys but these data are only available after a 
lag of several years. 

V: Monetary Authorities - A 
The quality of data recorded by the Bank of 

Canada, the Exchange Fund Account and the other 
monetary authorities is good in terms of both 
coverage and timeliness of reporting. 

VIA: Chartered Banks - A 
The major problem with this sub-sector, for which 

the data are otherwise very good, is that data are not 
reported on a booked-in-Canada basis (i.e., domestic 
operations only). Some estimates are made in order to 
put the data on this basis. Full universe coverage is 
ensured by the regulatory authorities (Inspector 
General of Banks, Bank of Canada) from whom the 
data are obtained. 

VI.2.1,2.3,2.4: Near-Banks - A 

The quality and coverage of all three sub-sectors 
are good. Trust Companies (Vl.2.3) and Mortgage 
Loan Companies (VI.2.4) submit data on structured 
questionnaires in response to a quarterly survey with 
very high coverage. The sole Quebec Savings Bank 
(VI.2. 1) submits balance sheet data to the regulatory 
authorities. 

VI.2.2: Credit Unions and Caisses Populaires - B 

Credit unions and Caisses Populaires (VI.2,2) 
submit data to their provincial centrals which in turn 
submit data to Statistics Canada. While coverage and 
quality are good, overall, data are often late by one or 
more quarters for several provinces. This necessitates 
estimation for the current quarter but figures are later 
revised. Therefore, current quarter estimates should 
be rated B (fair) whereas, after revision, the data are 
A (good). 

VII.!: Life Business of Life Insurance Companies 
and Fraternal Benefit Societies - A 
VII.2: Segregated Funds of Life Insurance 
Companies - A 

Data are submitted in response to a quarterly survey 
on a structured questionnaire which parallels the 
reporting requirements of the regulatory authorities 
(Superintendent of Insurance). Coverage, quality and 
timeliness are good. 

IV.3: Entreprises publiques non fmancières: locales - C 

Le champ d'observation, le délai et la qualité des données 
déclarées soft tous relativement médiocres, car il n'y a pas 
d'enquête par échantillonnage structurée pour cc secteur. 
Certains éléments de l'univers, comme les entreprises de 
téléphone, de gaz et d'électricité des administrations locales, 
sont bien étudiées lors d'enquêtes annuelles, mais ces 
données ne sont disponibles qu'après plusieurs années. 

V: Autorités monétaires - A 
La qualité des données rapportées par Ia Banque du 

Canada, Ic Fonds des changes et les autres autorités 
monétaires est bonne en termes it la fois des champs 
d'observation et des délais de declaration. 

VI.!: Banquesàcharte — A 
Le principal problème de ce sous-secteur, dont par ailleurs 

les données soot très bonnes, est que les don nées ne sont pas 
déclarées sur une base de comptabilisation au Canada (c.-à-d. 
les operations intérieures seulement). On fait quelques 
estimations afin d'aligner des données sur cene base. 
L'exhaustivité du champ d'observation est garantie par les 
organismes de réglementation (Inspecteur general des 
banques, Banque du Canada), qui communiquent les 
données. 

VI.2.I,2.3,2.4: Quasi-banques - A 

La qualité et le champ d'observat ion des trois sous-secteurs 
sont bons. Les sociétés de fiducie (Vl.2.3) et les sociétés de 
prêts hypothécaires (Vl.2.4) présentent des données sur des 
questionnaires structures en réponse a une enquête trimes-
trielle ayant un champ d'observation très poussé. La seule 
banque d'épargne de Québec (VI.2.1) presente des données 
de bilan aux organismes de réglementation. 

VI.2.2: Caisses populaires et caisses d'épargne et de 
credit - B 

Les caisses d'épargne et de credit et les caisses populaires 
(VI.2.2) soumettent les données a leurs centrales provinciales 
qui, a leur tour, fournissent les données it Statistique Canada. 
Bien que le champ d'observation Ct Ia qualité soient bons, 
dans l'ensemble, les données soot souvent en retard d'un ou 
plusieurs trimestres dans Ic cas de plusieurs provinces. II faut 
done procéder a des estimations pour Ic trimestre en cours, 
mais les chiffres sont ensuite révisés. Par consequent, les 
estimations du trimestre courant doivent être classées B 
(moyennes) tandis que, après revisions, les données sorit A 
(bonnes). 

VII.1: Operations en assurance-vie des sociétés 
d'assurance-vie et de secours mutuels - A 

VII.2: Caisses séparées des sociétés d'assurance-vie - A 

Les données sont receuillies lors d'une enquête trimes-
trielle utilisant un questionnaire structure qui suit les 
exigences de declaration des organismes de réglementation 
(Surintendant des assurances). Le champ d'observation, Ia 
qualité et les délais sont bons. 
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VII.3: Regimes de pensions en fiducie - A 

Un important échantillon de regimes présente des données 
trimestrielles sur un questionnaire structure. II y a observa-
tion exhaustive de l'univers chaque année, mais a ce 
moment-là, on apporte des revisions it la fraction préalable-
ment estimée de l'univers. 

VIII. 1-6: Autres institutions financières privées - A 

Pour tous les sous-secteurs, les répondants déclarent les 
données sur des questionnaires structures. Le champ 
d'observation, Ia qualitC et les dClais sont bons. 

VIII.7: Autres institutions t'inancières privécs n.c.a. - B 

Ce sous-secteur regroupe les sociétés de portefeullle, les 
sociétés d'investissement a capital fixe, les sociCtCs ii capital 
de risque. les compagnies de financement de credit-bail et les 
autres entreprises financières commerciales (y compris les 
filiales des banques Ctrangères). Le champ d'observation 
n'est pas très bon dans Ic cas des sociétés de portefeuille. 
Toutefois, les répondants soumettent les données sur des 
formules structurées. 

IX: Institutions tinancières publiques - B 

Le champ d'observation de cc groupe d'institutions. même 
s'il est assez poussé, utilise des déclaral ions non structurées it 
partir desquelles il faut calculer les categories de flux 
financiers. Dans le cas d'un grande nombre d'institutions 
plus petites du sous-secteur IX.2, on ne dispose que de 
données annuelles. L'univers total est relativement petit. 
Dans le cas des entreprises fédCrales, on ne dispose que de 
données de stocks, et par consequent, H est impossible 
d'apporter des corrections de flux dans Ic cas des 
changements d'évaluation, etc. 

X: Administration publique f'édérale - B 

Le champ d'observation et les délais sont bons. On ne 
dispose que de données de stocks, et par consequent il n'est 
pas toujurs possible d'apporter des corrections de flux pour 
les changement d'évaluation. L'administration ne présente 
pas les données sur des formules structurées, ci il y a parfois 
des problèmes lorsqu'il s'agit d'affecter des postes de bilan a 
Ia categoric des comptes de flux financiers appropriCe. 
Certaines categories importantes de donnCcs, comme les bons 
du Trésor et les obligations du gouvernement du Canada, 
fournissent des données de haute qualité. 

XI.l: Administrations publiques provinciales - B 

Le champ d'observation est hon et les dClais sent un peu 
moms satisfaisants que dans Ic cas de l'administration 
federale. Le niveau de detail existant est moms que suffisani 
pour permeitre une conversion rapide en termes des 
categories des comptes de flux financiers.. Cette situation 
s'explique par labsence de questionnaires structures et Ia 
difficultC destimer des flux sur une base de comptabilitC 
d'exercice plutôt que de caisse. 

VIL.3: Trusteed Pension Funds - A 

A large sample of funds submit quarterly data on a 
structured questionnaire. Full universe coverage is 
obtained annually, at which time revisions are made 
to the formerly estimated fraction of the universe. 

VIII. 1-6: Other Private Financial Institutions - A 

In all sub-sectors, respondents submit data on 
structured questionnaires. Coverage, quality and 
timeliness are good. 

VIlI.7: Other Private Financial Institutions: 
Other, n.e.i. - B 

This sub-sector includes holding companies, closed 
end funds, venture capital companies, finance leasing 
companies and other business finance (including 
subsidiaries of foreign banks). Universe coverage is 
not very good for holding companies. However, 
respondents do submit data on structured forms. 

IX: Public Financial Institutions - B 

Coverage of this group of institutions, although 
fairly high, relies on unstructured returns from which 
financial flow categories must be derived. In the case 
of many of the smaller institutions in IX.2 (Provin-
cial) only annual data are available. The total universe 
is relatively small. For federal government enterprises 
only level data are available and therefore no flow 
adjustments can be made for valuation changes. etc. 

X: Federal Government - B 

Coverage and timeliness are good. Data are only 
available in level terms and therefore flow adjust-
ments for valuation changes., etc., are not always 
possible. The government does not submit data on 
structured forms and there are sometimes difficulties 
in allocating balance sheet items to the appropriate 
Financial Flow Accounts category. Certain major data 
categories such as treasury bills and Government of 
Canada bonds present data of high quality. 

XI.l: Provincial Government— B 

Coverage is good with timeliness somewhat less 
satisfactory than for the Federal Government. The 
level of detail available is less than sufficient to 
enable ready translation to Financial Flows Accounts 
categories. This results from lack of structured 
questionnaires and the difficulty of estimating flows 
on an accrual rather than cash basis. 
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XI.2: Administrations publiques locales - C 

Les données utilisent une certain nombre d'enquêtes 
distinctes et le champ d'observation est incomplet. Les 
données actuellement disponibles ont tin niveau de detail 
insuffisant, et ii y a des difficultés d'estimation des données 
sur une base de comptabilité d'exercice. L'acquisition de 
données précises se trouve compliquée par Ic fail qu'une 
grande partie du financement des municipalités s'effectue par 
l'entremise de plusieurs fonds différents qui doivent être 
intégrés, comme par exemple les fonds de recettres 
générales, les fonds de capital géndral et de préts, les fonds 
d'amortissement, les fonds de reserve. 

XI.3: Hôpitaux - C 
Les répondants utilisent des questionnaires structures et Ic 

champ d'observation est bon, mais il y a un problème sérieux 
de délai. Les données sont souvent estimées, au moms en 
partie, pendant plusieurs années jusqu'à ce que les données 
réelles pour La période de référence parviennent entin. 

XII: Caisses de sécurité sociale - A 

Les données sont établies a partir des operations du 
Régime de pensions du Canada et du Régime de rentes du 
Québec. II existe des estimations trimestrielles, qui se 
rapportent principalement a deux categories des flux 
financiers. 

XIII: Reste du monde - B 
Les données uigurant dans les comptes de flux financiers 

sont essentiellement une reprise des données de Ia balance 
des paiements, lesquelles utilisent tine foule de sources. 
Certaines données proviennent d'cnquétes directes, qui 
souvent offrent tin champ d'observation incomplet. D'autres 
données sont établies a partir de renseignements receuillis 
pour des fins autres que Ia balance des paiements. Certaines 
categories (par exemple, les operations sur reserves officiel-
les) offrent des données de trés haute qualité. Pour d'autres 
categories (ex.: credit commercial. hypothèques), les 
données sont soit inexistantes ou ont un champ d'observation 
très incomplet. 

XI.2: Local Governments - C 
Data are based on a number of separate surveys and 

coverage is incomplete: currently available data are 
insufficiently detailed and there are difficulties in 
estimating data on an accrual basis. Acquisition of 
accurate data is complicated by the fact that much 
municipal financing is carried out under several 
different funds which must be integrated, e.g. general 
revenue funds, general capital and loan funds, sinking 
funds, reserve funds. 

XI.3: Hospitals - C 
Respondents file structured questionnaires and 

coverage is good but there is a serious problem of lack 
of timeliness. Data are often estimated, at least in 
part, for several years until actual data for the 
reference period become available. 

XII: Social Security Funds - A 
Data are based on transactions of the Canada 

Pension Plan and the Quebec Pension Plan only. 
Quarterly estimates are available and are related 
principally to two financial flow categories. 

XIII: Rest of the World—B 
Data presented in the Financial Flow Accounts are 

essentially a restatement of Balance of Payments data 
which in turn are based on a variety of sources. Some 
data are based on direct surveys, which in many cases 
offer less than complete coverage. Other data are 
based on information gathered for other than Balance 
of Payments purposes. Some categories (e.g., official 
reserves transactions) present data of very high 
quality. In other categories (e.g., trade credit, 
mortgages) data are either lacking or coverage is very 
incomplete.
