Preliminary Estimates

1. Introduction

Statistics Canada has conducted surveys
on incomes of families and individuals since
the early 1950's. Since 1965 these surveys
have included a representative sample of all
private households (with minor exceptions) (1)
whereas in the earlier years only non-farm
households were surveyed. Data from these
surveys have been published in a number of
reports.(2)

Another survey in the series was conduc-
ted in April 1972 when individuals in approxi-
mately 30,000 households across the country
were asked to supply information on incomes
received during 1971. The present bulletin
is being issued because of the great interest
in the rapidly changing income picture. This
is a preliminary release presenting only a
few basic tabulations based on partially
edited data. These preliminary estimates
will be revised after full edit correc-
tions to the data have been made, A more
detailed report containing fuller analysis of
incomes and personal and family characteris-
tics will be published early in 1973,

Since the estimates in this report are
based on a sample, they are subject to
sampling variability. Moreover, as in all
field surveys of income, the figures are
subject to errors of non-response and re-
sponse,

II. Families and Unattached Individuals

The preliminary estimates prepared from
the data collected during the Survey of
Consumer Finances taken in April 1972 indicate
that the average income of families(3) rose
from $8,927 in 1969 to $10,112 in 1971, a

Premidres estimations

I. Introduction

Statistique Canada effectue des enqué@tes sur
le revenu des familles et des particuliers depuis
le début des années cinquante. Depuis 1965, ces
enquétes portent sur un échantillon représentatif
de tous les ménages privés (sauf quelques excep-
tions) (1), alors qu'auparavant seuls les ménages
non agricoles étaient pris en compte. Les résul-
tats de ces enquétes ont fait l'objet d'un certain
nombre de bulletins(2).

Dans 1l'enquéte d'avril 1972, environ 30,000
ménages de tout le Canada ont été appelés a fournir
des renseignements sur leur revenu de 1971. Le
présent bulletin répond a 1'intér8t tr2s vif que
suscite la répartition toujours changeante des
revenus. Ces premiers résultats ne font état que
de quelques tableaux simples fondés sur des données
partiellement contrdlées. 1Ils seront rectifiés
quand toutes les étapes du contr8le statistique des
données seront terminées. Un bulletin détaillé
contenant une analyse plus poussée des revenus et
des caractéristiques des familles et des particu-
liers paraltra au début de 1973,

Ce bulletin ne touche que le revenu en espe-
¢ces, avant toute déduction d'impdts. Pour les
définitions détajllées des termes et des concepts
utilisés ici, on voudra bien se reporter & Répar-
tition du revenu au Canada selon la taille du
revenu, 1969 (13-544 au catalogue).

Puisque les estimations publiées ici sont
fondées sur un échantillon, elles sont sujettes a
la variabilité d'échantillonnage. De plus, comme
dans toute enquéte sur le revenu menée sur le ter-
rain, les chiffres peuvent etre entachés d'erreurs
de non-réponse.

1I1. Familles et personnes seules

Les premigres estimations fondées sur les don-
nées recueillies au cours de l'enquéte d'avril 1972
sur les finances des consommateurs indiquent que le
revenu moyen des familles(3) est passé de $8,927 en
1969 a $10,112 en 1971, soit une augmentation de

13 % increase over the two years. However,
because of rising consumer prices, the real
gain in the average family income amounted to
about 7 %. The average income of unattached
individuals(4) increased by 8 % from $3,980
in 1969 to $4,298 in 1971, The average
income of all units, two or more persons fam-
ilies and unattached individuals combined,
rose from $7,686 in 1969 to $8,643 in 1971,
an increase of about 12 7 over the two-year
period. The units headed by males achieved
an increase of 13 7%, their average income
increasing from $8,548 to $9,634, while those
headed by females gained 10 %, thelir average
income rising from $3,895 to $4,289.

The distribution of incomes has also
undergone some shifts. While the proportion
of family units receiving an annual income
of less than $5,000 dropped from 35.7 % in
1969 to 32.1 % in 1971, that of units in
receipt of $10,000 or more annually increased

III. Individuals

The average income of all individuals
(5) increased by 10 % from $4,710 in 1969 to
$5,173 in 1971. The average income of men
rose by 11 7 from $6,162 in 1969 to $6,816
in 1971 and that of women increased by 12 %
from $2,524 in 1969 to $2,828 in 1971.

It should be noted that the above
figures do not represent income from employ-
ment only but money income from all sources,
Thus, the average incomes discussed in this
section cover all individuals who were in
recelpt of some money income in 1971 whether
or not they worked.

IV. Families and Unattached Individuals
with Low Incomes(6)

Table 7 indicates the incidence of low
incomes among families and unattached individ-
uals in 1971, while Table 8 compares some
gselected characteristics of families and
unattached individuals with low incomes vis-a-
vis those with higher incomes. The estimates

Le revenu
moyen des personnes seules(4) a augmenté de & 7,
passant de $3,980 en 1969 2 $4,298 en 1971. Le
revenu moyen de toutes les unités (ensemble des
familles de deux personnes et plus et des particu-
liers) a progressé de $7,686 en 1969 a $8,643 en
1971, soit une hausse d'environ 12 % au cours de
cette période. Dans les unités ayant un chef de
sexe masculin, 1'accroissement a été de 13 %, le

La répartition des revenus a également subi
quelques changements.

III. Particuliers

Le revenu moyen de 1'ensemble des particu-
liers(5) a augmenté de 10 %, passant de $4,710 en
1969 2 $5,173 en 1971. Le revenu moyen des hormes
s'est accru de 11 %, soit de $6,162 en 1969
$6,816 en 1971, et celui des femmes de 12 7,
passant de $2,524 en 1969 a $2,828 en 1971.

I1 faut noter que les chiffres qui précadent
ne représentent pas le revenu de 1'emplol seulement,
mais bien le revenu en espdces de toutes prove-
nances. Les revenus moyens dont il est question
ici sont ceux de 1'ensemble des particuliers qui
ont touché un revenu en esptces en 1971, qu'ils
aient travaillé ou non.

IV. Familles et personnes seules
a faible revenu(6)

Le Tableau 7 montre la répartition des famil-
les et des personnes seules 2 faible revenu en
1971; le Tableau 8 met en comparaison certaines
caractéristiques des familles et des personnes
seules 3 faible revenu avec celles ayant un revenu
Plus élevé.
