I. Introduction 
	 I. Introduction 

Statistics Canada has conducted surveys 
on incomes of families and individuals since 
the early 1950's. Since 1965 these surveys 
have included a representative sample of all 
private households (with minor exceptions)(l) 
whereas in the earlier years only non-farm 
households were surveyed. Data from these 
surveys have been published in a number of 
reports. (2) 

Another survey in the series was conduc-
ted in My19J when individuals in approxi-
mately 15,000 households across the country 
were asked to supply information on incomes 
received during 1972. In addition, this sur -
vey also collected data on work experience of 
individuals 14 years of age and over. These 
data will be processed, analysed and published 
late in 1974. 

The present bulletin is being issued 
because of the gr1 inteeatin_-tbe rapidly 
changing.  income_picture. This is a preliminary 
re ease presenting only a few basic tabulations 
based on partially edited data. These pre-
liminary estimates will be revised after full 
edit corrections to the data have been made. 
A report containing more detailed analysis of 
incomes and personal and family characteris-
tics will be published early in 1974. 

This bulletin covers money income only, 
prior to deduction for taxes. For detailed 
definitions of the terms and concepts used in 
this bulletin, see Income Distributions by 
Size in Canada, 1971 (Cat. 13-207). 

Since the estimates in this report are 
based on a sample, they are subject to 
sampling variability. Moreover, as in all 
field surveys of income, the figures are 
subject to errors of non-response and re-
sponse. 

Excluded are families and individuals 
living in the Yukon and Northwest Terri-
tories or on Indian reservations as well 
as the institutional population. 
References to these publications are 
listed on the back cover. 

Statistique Canada effectue des enquetes sur 
le revenu des familles et des particuliers depuis 
le debut des années cinquante. Depuis 1965, ces 
enquetes portent sur un échantiilon representatif 
de tous les ménages privés (sauf quelques excep-
tions)(1), alors qu'auparavant seuls lea ménages 
non agricoles étaient pris en compte. Lea résul-
tats de ces enquetes ont fait l'objet d'un certain 
nombre de bulletins(2). 

Une autre enquGte de la série a eu lieu en 
mai 1973, et environ 15,000 menages de tout le 
Canada ont été appelés a fournir des renseignements 
aur leur revenu de 1972. On a de plus recueilli 
des données sur les antécédents de travail des 
personnes de 14 ans et plus. Ces données seront 
dépouillées, analysées et publiées a la fin de 1974. 

Le present bulletin répond a l'intért trés 
vif que suscite la repartition toujours changeante 
des revenue. Ces premiers résultats ne font état 
que de quelques tableaux simples fondds sur des 
données partiellement contrbldes. lie seront rec-
tifiés quand toutes lea etapee du contréle statis-
tique des données Seront terminées.

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II. Families and Unattached Individuals 

The preliminary estimates prepared from 
the data collected during the Survey of 
Consumer Finances taken in May 1973 indicate 
that the average income of .aj1i.ea43) rose 
from $10,368 in 1971 to $11,311 in 1972, a 

9 	increase over the year. However, because 
o rising consumer prices, the real gain in 
the average family income amounted to about 

The average income of unattached mdi-
viduals(4) increased by 6 7. from $4,346 in 
1971 to $4,605 in 1972. The averag income 
of all units, families and unattached indi-
viduals combined, rose from $8,845 in 1971 to 

in 1972, an increase of about 9 7. over 
the year. The proportion of all units receiv- 
ing an annual income of less than r
dropped from 31.8 7. in 1971 to 29.71972, 
and that of units in receipt of _or. 
more annually increased from 35.7 7. to 41.8. 

III. Individuals 

The average income of all individuals(5) 
increased by 8 % from $5,371 in 1971 to $5,827 
in 1972. The average income of W rose from 
$7,004 in 1971 to $7,647 in 1972 and that of 
women increased from $2,948 in 1971 to 
in 1972. 

It should be noted that the above 
figures do not represent income from employ-
ment only but money income from ].1 sources. 
Thus, the average incomes discussed in this 
section cover all individuals who were in 
receipt of some money income in 1972 whether 
or not they worked.

III. Particuliers

IV. Families and Unattached Individuals 
with Low Incomes(6)

The family is defined as a group of 
individuals sharing a common dwelling unit 
and related by blood, marriage or adoption. 

An unattached individual is a person liv-
ing by himself or rooming in a household 
where he is not related to other household 
members. 
An individual for the purpose of this 
report is defined as a person 14 years of 
age or over who had some income in 1972 
regardless of size and whose main source 
of income was not military pay and allow-
ances.

IV. Familles et personnes seules a faible revenu(6)

These income limits, originally devel-
oped for 1961, were selected on the basis 
that urban families with incomes below these 
limits usually spent 70 7. or more of their 
income on the basic necessities of food, 
shelter and clothing and were, thus, left 
with very little discretionary income.(7) 
These limits have been adjusted by the rise 
in Consumer Price Index since 1961 but have 
not been revised to take into account chang-
ing consumption patterns. 

The preliminary estimates for 1972 
incomes indicate that the incidence of low 
income among families decreased from 15.9 7. 
in 1971 to 134 7. in 1972. Consistent with 
the general trend, the incidence of low 
income in families headed by males fell from 
13.7 7. in 1971 to 10.97. in 1972. However, 
because of their larger dependence on income 
other than earnings, the proportion of fami-
lies headed by fema1esilThjbe1ow the low 
income cut-offs showed an increase from 43.7 7, 
in 1971 to 45.4 7. in 1972. The incidence of 
1Tncome among unattached individuals de-
creased from 37.6 7, in 1971 to 35.0 7, in 
1972. 

As mentioned above, all estimates pre-
sented in this report will be revised after 
the data have been subjected to a full edit. 
A detailed analysis of the factors leading 
to the Indicated changes cannot be undertaken 
until this operation has been completed.
