I 

tb early nineteen fifties, Sta-
tistics Canada has conducted periodic surveys 
of incomes of families and individuals. The 
list of published reports is reproduced on 
the back cover. The survey sample, initial-
ly restricted to non-farm households, was 
expanded for the 1965 income survey and since 
then it has represented virtually all private 
households in Canada (with minor excep- 
tions).(l) Surveys are now conducted annually. 

The latest survey was conducted in 
April 1975 when individuals in approximately 
15,000 households across the country were 
asked to supply information on incomes re-
ceived in 1974. This report presents prelim-
inary estimates derived from only partially 
edited survey data. It is expected that these 
estimates will be somewhat revised when the 
final report Income Distributions by Size in 
Canada, 1974, Catalogue 13-207 is published 
early in 1976. 

Since the estimates in this report are 
based on a sample, they are subject to sam-
pling variability. Moreover, as in all field 
surveys of income, the figures are subject to 
errors of non-response and rosponse. 

Ii. Sunsnary 

Families and Unattached Individuals 

The average income of families rose 
from $12,716 in 1973 to an estimated $14,485 
in 1974, a 142 increase over the year. If 
this increase is adjusted for changes in the 
Consumer Price Index in the corresponding 
period, the gain is reduced to 3%. 

The average income of unattached indi-
viduals increased by 18%, from $5,149 in 
1973 to $6,049 in 1974 and for all units, 
families and unattached individuals combined, 
it rose from $10,694 to $12,169, an Increase 
of 14% over the year. The proportion of fain-
ily units receiving an annual income of less 
than $5,000 dropped from 26.1% in 1973 to 
22.5% in 1974 and that of units receiving 
$15,000 or more annually increased from 23.4% 
to 30.8%.

Depuis le debut des années cinquante, Statis-
tique Canada mène des enquêtes périodiques sur les 
revenus des families et des particuliers. La us-
te des bulletins publiés a ce sujet est reproduite 
au dos de la couverture. L'échantillon de l'enque-
te, qui, a l'origine, ne comprenait pas les ména-
ges agricoles, a été élargi h l'occasion de l'en_ 
quéte sur le revenu de 1965 et a, depuis lors, re-
présenté pratiquement tous les mdnages privés du 
Canada (A quelques exceptions près)(l). Lea en-
quêtes ont lieu désormais tous lea ans.

II. Résumé 

Families et personnes seules

a augmenté de 14 %, passant de $12,716 A $14,485

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Individuals with Income(2) 

The average amount of income received 
by persons 14 years of age and over in-
creased by 14%, from $6,416 in 1973 to $7,304 
in 1974. For men, the average income was 
$9,563 and for women it was $4,222 in 1974.

III. Families and Unattached Individuals 
with Low Incomes 

Table 7 indicates the incidence of low 
incomes among families and unattached indi-
viduals in 1974, while Table 8 compares some 
selected characteristics of families and un-
attached individuals with low incomes vis.à-
vie those with higher incomes. In order to 
delineate low income units from other family 
units two sets of low income cut-offs are used. 
The first set, referred to as the updated 
cut-offs, was determined by adjusting the low 
income lines developed in 1961 for increasing 
prices, as reflected in the Consumer Price 
Index. These income limits were selected on 
the basis that urban families with incomes be-
low these limits usually spent 70% or more 
of their income on food, shelter and cloth-
ing. (3) 

The second set, called the revised cut-
of fs, was determined from an analysis of 1969 
Family Expenditure data. As a result, the 
revised low income limits reflect more recent 

Statistics on individuals exclude persons 
without income and children under 14 
years of age. Current figures are not 
exactly comparable to previously pub-
lished data due to a change in treatment 
of Family Allowances. In earlier sur-
veys, these allowances were considered 
to be income of the male parent, if 
present. In this survey instructions 
were changed to be consistent with In-
come Tax reporting procedures, i.e. the 
allowances were to be reported by that 
parent who claimed income tax exemption 
for the children concerned.

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Unattached Individual 

An unattached individual is a person 
living by himself or rooming in a household 
where he is not related to other household 
members. 

Family Unit 

The term family unit is used to desig-
nate collectively unattached individuals and 
families of two or more members. 

Income 

Total income consists of all money in-
come receipts from the following sources: 
wages and salaries (before deductions for 
taxes, pensions, etc.), net income from unin-
corporated business (including net income 
from farming and independent professional 
practice), investment income (such as inter-
eat, dividends and rental income), transfer 
payments (such as family allowances, old age 
pensions), and miscellaneous income (such as 
retirement pensions, alimony, etc.).(5) 

Excluded from income are gambling gains 
and losses, money inherited during the year 
in a lump sum, capital gains or losses, re-
ceipts from the sale of property or personal 
belongings, Income tax refunds (including 
provincial income tax credits), loans re-
ceived, loans repaid to an individual as the 
lender, lump sum settlements of insurance 
policies, and rebates of property taxes and 
other taxes as well as all income in kind 
such as free meals, living accommodation, or 
food and fuel produced on own farm. 

Family Income 

Family income is defined to consist of 
incomes received by all individuals 14 years 
of age and over who at the time of the survey 
formed one economic family. Income data 
were collected from each member and consider-
ed to be part of the family's income even If, 
in some cases, certain family members belonged 
to another family unit for the whole or part 
of the preceding calendar year. Also, no 
recall or adjustment was made to account for 
income of persons who were members of the 
family for part of the year and who left be-
cause of marriage, death or other reasons.
