I. Introduction

I. Introduction 

Since the early 1950's, Statistics 
anada has conducted periodic surveys of in-
omes of families and individuals. The list 
of published reports is reproduced on the 
lack cover. The survey sample, initially 
restricted to non-farm households, was ex-
panded for the 1965 income survey and since 
then it has represented virtually all pri-
vate households in Canada (with minor excep-
tions).(l) Surveys are now conducted annual-
ly. 

The latest survey was conducted in 
April 1976 when individuals in approximately 
35,000 households across the country were 
asked to supply information on incomes re-
ceived in 1975. This report presents prelim-
inary estimates derived from only partially 
edited survey data. It is expected that 
these estimates will be somewhat revised when 
the final report Income Distributions by Size 
in Canada, 1975, Catalogue 13-207 is pub-
lished early in 1977. 

It should be noted that this report is 
concerned with incomes received by individuals 
15 years of age and over, while previously, 
incomes of individuals 14 years of age were 
also included. The change has been made so 
that consistency with currently released 
Labour Force statistics is maintained. Fig- 
res are not exactly comparable with data in 
arlier publications although preliminary 
nalysis indicates that the modification has 
little effect on the income distributions of 
individuals and families. (2) 
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Since the estimates in this report are 
based on a sample, they are subject to sam-
pling variability. Moreover, as in all 
field surveys of income, the figures are 
subject to errors of non-response and re-
sponse.

Families and Unattached Individuals 

The average income of families rose 
from $14,833 in 1974 to an estimated $16,263 
in 1975, a 10% increase over the year. In 
terms of real purchasing power, however, 
there was no improvement as rising consumer 
prices completely eroded the income increment. 

The average income of unattached indi-
viduals increased by 9%, from $6,099 in 1974 
to $6,664 in 1975 and for all units, families 
and unattached individuals combined, it rose 
from $12,437 to $13,573, an increase of 9% 
over the year. The proportion of all units 
receiving an annual income of less than 
$5,000 dropped from 21.7% in 1974 to 20.2% 
in 1975 and that of units receiving $15,000

An unattached individual is a person 
living by himself or rooming in a household 
where he is not related to other household 
members. 

All Units 

The term all units is used to desig-
nate collectively unattached individuals and 
families of two or more members.

Income data were 
collected from each member and considered to 
be part of the family's income even if, in 
some cases, certain family members belonged 
to another family unit for the whole or part 
of the preceding calendar year. Also, no 
recall or adjustment was made to account for 
income of persons who were members of the 
family for part of the year and who left be-
cause of marriage, death or other reasons.
