The current survey was conducted in 
April 1978 as a supplement to the monthly La-
bour Force Survey. Two thirds of the regular 
sample (approximately 37,000 households) were 
asked to supply information on incomes re-
ceived in 1977 in addition to the standard 
Labour Force questions. 

The sample represents virtually all pri-
vate households in Canada except for residents 
of the Yukon and Northwest Territories, house-
holds located on Indian reserves and inmates 
of institutions. (For a detailed description 
of the sample design, see Catalogue 71-526, 
Methodology of the Canadian Labour Force 
Survey, 1976.) 

Income distributions for families are 
presented in Tables 1, 2 and 3 by province, 
size of family and number of children re-
spectively.

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As low income cut-off s are adjusted an-
nually by the increase in the Consumer Price 
Index and the preliminary data in this report 
indicate that incomes of families and unat-
tached individuals between 1976 and 1977 rose 
less than the CPI, the number as well as the 
proportion of family units below the low in-
come cut-offs is estimated to have been higher 
in 1977 than in 1976. These findings are sub-
ject to the same reservations that were ex-
plained above concerning the use of 1976 data 
as a basis for comparison. Over a two-year 
period, there has been little change in the 
proportion of family units below the low in-
come cut-off s. 

Table 7 indicates the incidence of low 
income among families and unattached indi-
viduals in 1977, while Table 8 compares low 
income family units to those with higher 
Incomes in respect to some selected charac-
teristics. Just like other tables in this 
report, estimates in Tables 7 and 8 are based 
on preliminary data and will be revised as 
soon as fully edited data become available. 

IV. Definitions 

Family
