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This report presents preliminary income 
estimates derived from only partially edited 
survey data. At this stage, there has been no 
imputation for income non-response. It should 
be noted that the term "sample size" indicates 
the number of income respondents only and is 
not interchangeable with "number of records" 
used in Catalogue 13-207, 1977 to denote the 
inclusion of records with imputed income de-
tails. It is expected that these estimates 
will be somewhat revised when the final report 
Income Distributions by Size in Canada, 1978, 
Catalogue 13-207 is published in 1980. The 
final report will provide detailed information 
on all aspects of the survey. Since the esti-
mates in this report are based on a sample 
household survey, they are subject to sampling 
variability and to errors of non-response and 
response.

Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and individuals 
on a periodic basis between 1951 and 1971 and 
annually since 1971. The list of selected 
publications is reproduced at the end of this 
report. 

The current survey was conducted in June 
1979, involving a sample of approximately 
16,700 dwellings. The sample selected for 
this survey was drawn from the Labour Force 
Survey sample frame and represents virtually 
all private households in Canada except for 
residents of the Yukon and Northwest Terri-
tories, households located on Indian reserves 
and inmates of institutions. (For a detailed 
description of the sample design, see Cata-
logue 71-526, Methodology of the Canadian La-
bour Force Survey, 1976.) 

Individuals were asked by interviewers to 
-.upply information on income received in the 
alendar year 1978, in addition to the stan-
Iiird Labour Force Survey questions and a few 
upp1ementary questions on their work experi-
rice. Information was also collected on 

changes in family composition. Results from 
this additional component of the survey will 
be available later in a separate report.

Income distributions for families are 
presented in Tables 1, 2 and 3 by region, size 
of family and number of children respectively. 
Data on unattached individuals by region are 
also contained in Table 1 and are shown again 
in Table 2 for a different set of income cat-
egories. All units (families and unattached 
individuals) are presented by region in 
Table 1 and by age and sex of head in Table 4. 
Tables 5 and 6 show income distributions for 
individuals with income by region and sex 
(Table 5) and by age and sex (Table 6). 
Tables 7 and 8 are the new quintile tables for 
all units and individuals respectively. In-
formation is provided on low income families 
and unattached individuals in Tables 9 and 10. 

Change in Income, 1977 to 1978(1) 

The average income of families rose from 
$20,101 in 1977 to an estimated $21,346 in 
1978, an increase of 6% over the year. How-
ever, in terms of real purchaing power the 
average income decreased by nearly 3%. This 
is the second consecutive year where real 
average family income has declined. 

The average income of unattached individu-
als increased by 7%, from $8,254 in 1977 to 
$8,861 in 1978 and for all units (families and 
unattached individuals combined) it rose from 
$16,764 to $17,710 an increase of 6% over the 
year. Again, when deflated by the CPI real 
losses rather than gains in average income can 
be observed. The proportion of all units re-
ceiving an annual income of less than $5,000 
dropped from 16.6% in 1977 to 15.7% in 1978 
and that of units receiving $25,000 or more 
annually increased from 21.3% to 23.7%. 

Individuals with income received an average 
of $10,244 in 1978. For men, the average in-
come was $13,522 and for women it was $6,312. 

Families and Unattached Individuals with Low 
Incomes 

Estimates in Tables 9 and 10 are based on 
the low income cut-offs presented in Text 
Table I.

individual as the lender, lump sum settle-
ments of insurance policies and rebates of 
property taxes and other taxes as well as all 
income in kind such as free meals, living 
accommodation, or food and fuel produced on 
own farm.

Income data were 
collected from each member and considered to 
be part of the family's income even if cer-
tain family members belonged to another 
family unit for the whole or part of the pre-
ceding calendar year. Also, no recall or 
adjustment was made to account for income of 
persons who were members of the family for 
part of the year and who left because of mar-
riage, death or other reasons.
