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INTRODUCTION 

Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and individuals 
on a periodic basis between 1951 and 1971 and 
annually since 1971. The list of selected 
publications is reproduced at the end of this 
report. 

The current survey was conducted in 
April 1980 as a supplement to the monthly 
Labour Force Survey. Two thirds of the regu-
lar sample (approximately 37,000 households) 
were asked to supply information on incomes 
received in 1979 in addition to the standard 
Labour Force questions and a few supplemen-
tary questions on their work experience. 

The sample represents virtually all pri- 
vate households in Canada except for residents 
of the Yukon and Northwest Territories, house- 
holds located on Indian reserves and inmates 

tnstitutions. (For a detailed description 
the sample design, see Catalogue 71-526, 
hodology of the Canadian Labour Force 

.tvey,1976.) 

This report presents preliminary income 
estimates derived from only partially edited 
survey data. At this stage, there has been 
no imputation for income non-response. It 
should be noted that the term "sample size" 
indicates the number of income respondents 
only and is not interchangeable with "number 
of records" used in other recent reports 
based on data from the Survey of Consumer 
Finances, to denote the inclusion of records 
with imputed income details. It is expected 
that these estimates will be somewhat revised 
when the final report Income Distributions 
by Size in Canada, 1979, Catalogue 13-207 is 
published in 1981. The final report will 
provide detailed information on all aspects 
of the survey. Since the estimates in this 
report are based on a sample household survey, 
they are subject to sampling variability and 
to errors of non-response and response.

INTROI)UCTION 

De 1951 a 1971, Statistique Canada a men auprès 
des ménages des enqutes pdriodiques sur les reve-
nus des familles et des particuliers et, depuis 
1971, ces enqutes ont lieu tous lea ans.

Income distributions for families are 
presented in Tables 1, 2 and 3 by province, 
size of family and number of children under 
16 years respectively. Data on unattached 
individuals by province are also contained 
in Table 1 and are shown again in Table 2 
for a different set of income categories. 
All units (families and unattached individu-
als) are presented by province in Table 1 
and by age and sex of head in Table 4. Tables 
5 and 6 show income distributions for indi-
viduals with income by province and sex 
(Table 5) and by age and sex (Table 6). 
Tables 7 and 8 are quintile tables for all 
units and individuals respectively. Informa-
tion is provided on low income families and 
unattached individuals in Tables 9 and 10. 

Note 

The item "size of area of residence" was 
affected by a coding error on the 1977 and 
1978 income data files. As a result, tabu-
lations containing this item were affected 
in varying degrees. Also, both the low in-
come tabulations are affected since "size of 
area of residence" is employed in the determi-
nation of the low income status of families 
and unattached individuals. Revised estimates 
of 1977 and 1978 income for affected tabula-
tions in Catalogues 13-207 and 13-208 have 
been produced and users may obtain copies by 
contacting the Data Dissemination Unit of 
Consumer Income and Expenditure Division. 

Change in Income, 1978 to 1979(1) 

The average income of families rose from 
$22,397 in 1978 to an estimated $23,408 in 
1979, an increase of 5% over the year. How-
ever, in terms of real purchasing power the 
average income decreased by 4%. 

The average income of unattached individu-
als increased by 10%, from $9,159 in 1978 to 
$10,110 in 1979 and for all units (families 
and unattached individuals combined) it rose 
from $18,547 to $19,498 an increase of 5% 
over the year.

Les données quintiles ont étë établles en clas-
sant les résultats pondérés de l'enqute par ordre 
ascendant selon le montant du revenu total (en 
dollars courants).

Au tableau 7, on a déterminé les points quin-
tiles pour les personnes seules, les fatnilles et 
l'ensemble des unites (personnes seules et families 
rêunies) et calculé la part du revenu total reve-
nant a chaque quintile. 

Au tableau 8, on a défini et calculé les quin-
tiles pour les hommes ayant un revenu, lea femmes 
ayant un revenu et tous les particuliera ayant un 
revenu. 11 convient de signaler que le classement 
des unites a été établi séparément pour ces trois 
groupes; lea données obtenues, c'est-h-dire pour 
"l'ensenble des particuliers" dana le quintile in-
férleur, ne représentent pas simplement i'addition 
des homines et des femmes du quintile inférieur. 
Ii en eat de mme pour "l'ensemble des unites" 
dont les donndes quintiles ne sont pas la somme des

Individuals with income received an aver-
age of $11,468 in 1979. For men, the average 
income was $15,109 and for women it was 
$7,070. 

Income Quintile Data 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking 
weighted survey returns in ascending order 
by size of total income (in current dollars). 
Then the array is divided into five equal 
parts or quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile points 
and tabulating the share of total income 
received by each quintile was performed in 
Table 7 separately for unattached individuals, 
families, and all units (unattached individuals 
and families combined). 

In Table 8, quintiles were identified and 
tabulated separately for male income recip-
ients, female income recipients and all mdi-
viduals in receipt of income. It should be 
noted that the ranking of units was performed 
independently (for these three populations) 
and the resulting data, e.g., for "all indi-
viduals" in the lowest quintile, are not sim- 
ply the addition of males in the first quintile 
'nd females in the first quintile. The same 
is true of "all units" - the data by quintiles 
are not a sunation of "unattached individuals" 
md "families" within the same quintiles but 
based on an independent ranking of all units. 

Users are cautioned when comparisons are 
made between partially edited preliminary 
qumntile data in this report and estimates 
in the final report (Catalogue 13-207), 
since quintile estimates are particularly 
sensitive to change due to the Inclusion of 
additional records in the final tabulations. 

Families and Unattached Individuals with Low 
Incomes 

Estimates in Tables 9 and 10 are based on 
the low income cut-of fs presented in Text 
Table I.

Table 9 indicates the incidence of low in-
come among families and unattached individuals 
in 1979, while Table 10 compares low income 
family units to those with higher incomes in 
respect to some selected characteristics. 
Just like other tables in this report, es-
timates in Tables 9 and 10 are based on pre-
liminary data and will be revised as soon 
as fully edited data become available.

Family 

The family in this publication is defined 
as a group of individuals related by blood, 
marriage or adoption, who shared a common 
dwelling unit at the time of the survey 
(April 1980). 

Unattached Individual 

An unattached individual is a person living 
alone or in a household where he/she is not 
related to other household members. 

All Units 

The term all units is used to designate, 
collectively, unattached individuals and f am-
ilies of two or more members. 

Individuals with Income or Income Recipients 

An individual with income or an income 
recipient i-inv person i5voars or ovr wlio 

For the purposes of this report the head 
of a family is determined as follows: (i) in 
families consisting of married couples with 
or without children, the husband is consid-
ered the head, (ii) in single-parent families 
with unmarried children, the parent is the 
head, (iii) in single-parent families with 
married children, the member who is mainly 
responsible for the maintenance of the family 
becomes the head, (iv) in families where 
relationships are other than husband-wife or 
parent-child, normally the eldest in the fam-
ily is considered the head. 

Family Size 

Family size refers to the total number of 
persons in the family as constituted at the 
time of the survey, including both adults and 
children of any age. 

Famille

The classification "size of area of resi-
dence" is based on the population size of the 
place where the unit resided at the time of 
the survey. Centres with a population of 
30,000 or over are classified as "metropolitan 
areas" and the rest of the country as "non-
metropolitan". The latter is further divided 
into non-metropolitan cities (with a popula-
tion between 15,000 and 30,000), small urban 
areas (under 15,000), and rural areas. This 
classification is based on the 1971 Census 
classification of areas. 

La variable "taille de la réginri do rsidence 
est 6tablie d'aprs le degré de concentration do Ia 
population dans la region ox vivait l'unité parti-
cipante lors de l'enqute.

Lee categories sont fondées sun le statut au 
moment de l'enqute (printemps de 1980) et ne cor-
respondent pas nécessairement au statut détenu en 
1979, année pour laquelle on a recueilli des don-
nées sur le revenu. 

Revenu 

Le revenu total comprend toutes les recettes en 
espèces provenant des sources suivantes: les sa-

Employment Status 

The classification "employment status" is 
categorized by: employee, employer, own 
account and not in the labour force. The 
"employee" group consists of employed and 
unemployed paid workers of the public and 
private sectors, unpaid family workers and 
unemployed individuals looking for work for 
the first time or who had not worked in the 
past five years. The "employer" category is 
composed of employed and unemployed individ-
uals who operate their own unincorporated 
businesses with paid help, while individuals 
in the "own account" group are employers 
without paid help. The category "not in the 
labour force" consists of individuals who are 
neither working nor looking for work due to 
school attendance or other reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at 
the time of the survey (Spring 1980) and are 
not necessarily the same as the status during 
the year 1979 for which income data were col-
lected. 

Income 

Total income consists of all money income 
receipts from the following sources; wages 
and salaries (before deductions for taxes, 
pensions, etc.), net income from self-employ- 
ment (including net income from farming, inde-
pendent professional practice and roomers and 
boarders), investment income (such as inter-
est, dividends, rental income), government 
transfer payments (such as Family Allowances, 
Old Age Security), pensions (such as retire-
ment pensions, annuities and superannuation) 
and miscellaneous income (such as scholar-
ships, alimony, etc.).(2)
