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I NTRODUCT TON 

Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and individ-
uals on a periodic basis between 1951 and 
1971 and annually since 1971. The list of 
selected publications is reproduced at the 
end of this report. 

The current survey was conducted in May 
1981, involving a sample of approximately 
17,000 dwellings. The sample selected for 
this survey was drawn from the Labour Force 
Survey sample frame and represents virtually 
all private households in Canada except for 
residents of the Yukon and Northwest Terri-
tories, households located on Indian re-
serves and inmates of institutions. (For a 
detailed description of the sample design, 
see Catalogue 71-526, Methodology of the 
Canadian Labour Force Survey, 1976.) 

This report presents preliminary income 
8timate8 derived from only partially edited 

' 	uurvey data. At this stage, there has been 
imputation for income non-response. It 

hould be noted that the term "sample size" 
indicates the number of income respondents 
only and is not interchangeable with "number 
of records" used in other recent reports 
based on data from the Survey of Consumer 
Finances, to denote the inclusion of records 
with imputed income details. it is expected 
that these estimates will be somewhat re-
vised when the final report Income Diatribu-
tions by Size in Canada, 1980, Catalogue 
13-207 is published in 1982. The final 
report will provide detailed information on 
all aspects of the survey. Since the esti-
mates in this report are based on a sample 
household survey, they are subject to 
sampling variability and to errors of non-
response and response. 

Income distributions for families are 
presented in Tables 1, 2 and 3 by region, 
size of family and number of children under 
16 years respectively. Data on unattached 
individuals by region are also contained in 
Table 1 and are shown again in Table 2 for a 
different set of income categories.

The average income of families rose from 
$24,245 in 1979 to an estimated $26,610 in 
1980, an increase of 102 over the year. 
After adjusting for the increase in the 
Consumer Price Index, incomes seem to show 
no statistically significant change. This 
represents the fourth consecutive year with 
little or no real change in average family 
incomes. 

The average income of unattached individ-
uals increased by 8%, from $10,375 in 1979 
to $11,245 in 1980 and for all units (fami-
lies and unattached individuals combined) it 
rose from $20,164 to $21,989, an increase of 
9% over the year.

Family 

The family in this publication is defined 
as a group of individuals related by blood, 
marriage or adoption, who shared a comeon 
dwelling unit at the time of the survey 
(May 1981). 

Unattached Individual 

An unattached individual is a person liv-
ing alone or in a household where he/she 18 
not related to other household members. 

All Units 

The term all unite is used to designate, 
collectively, unattached individuals and 
families with two or more members. Table 
headings always specify whether families 
only or families and unattached individuals 
are included. 

Individuals with Income or Income Recipients 

An individual with income or an income 

S 	ripient is any person 15 years or over who 
'&telved some money income in 1980. 

Read of Family 

For the purposes of this report the head 
of a family is determined as follows: in 
families consisting of married couples with 
or without children, the husband is consid-
ered the head; in single-parent families 
with unmarried children, the parent is the 
head; in single-parent families with married 
children, the member who is mainly respon-
sible for the maintenance of the family 
becomes the head; in families where rela-
tionships are other than husband-wife or 
parent-child, normally the eldest in the 
family is considered the head. 

Family Size 

Family size refers to the total number of 
persons in the family as constituted at the 
time of the survey, including both adults 
and children of any age.

Size of Area of Residence 

The classification "size of area of resi-
dence" 18 based on the population size of 
the place where the unit resided at the time 
of the survey.

The latter is further 
divided into non-metropolitan cities (with 
a population between 15,000 and 30,000), 
small urban areas (under 15,000), and rural 
areas. This classification is based on the 
1971 Census classification of areas. 

E.ploy.ent Statue 

The classification "employment status" 
is categorized by: employee, employer, own 
account and not in the labour force. The 
"employee" group consists of employed and 
unemployed paid workers of the public and 
private sectors, unpaid family workers and 
unemployed individuals looking for work for 
the first time or who had not worked in the 
past five years. The "employer" category is 
composed of employed and unemployed individ-
uals who operate their own unincorporated 
businesses with paid help, while Individuals 
in the "own account" group are employers 
without paid help. The category "not in the 
labour force" consists of individuals who 
are neither working nor looking for work due 
to retirement, school attendance or other 
reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at 
the time of the survey (Spring 1981) and are 
not necessarily the same as the status dur-
ing the year 1980 for which income data were 
collected.
