Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and individ-
uals on a periodic basis between 1951 and 
1971 and annually since 1971. The list of 
selected publications is reproduced at the 
end of this report. 

The current survey was conducted in April 
1982 as a supplement to the monthly Labour 
Force Survey. Two thirds of the regular 
sample (approximately 37,000 households) 
were asked to supply information on incomes 
received in 1981 in addition to the standard 
Labour Force questions and a few supplemen-
tary questions on their work experience. 

The sample represents virtually all pri-
vate households in Canada except for resi-
dents of the Yukon and Northwest 
Nrri1ories, households located on Indian 
reserves and inmates of institutions. (For 
detailed description of the sample desiqn, 
e Catalogue no 71-526, Methodology of the 

Canadian Labour Force Survey, 1976.) 

!his publication is the first preliminary 
report that implements a number of changes 
to the Survey of Consumer Finances which 
were introduced in the appendix of the pub-
lication, Income Distributions by Size in 
Canada, 1980, (Catalogue no 13-207). These 
changes are: the adoption of an updated 
urbanization classification to reflect the 
1976 Census population counts, the expansion 
of the income concept to include refundable 
tax credits, and a revision of low income 
cut-offs based on the 1978 Family 
Expenditure Survey. In order to provide a 
historical overlap, low income tabulations 
will be produced on both the low income 
cut-offs (1969 base) and the revised low 
income cut-offs (1978 base). 

This report presents preliminary income 
estimates derived from only partially edited 
survey data. At this stage, there has been 
no imputation for income non-response. It 
is expected that these estimates will he 
'nmewhat revised when the final report 
Income Distributions by Size in Canada, 
1981, Catalogue no 13-207 is published in 
1)F33. The final report will provide detailed 
iformation on all aspects of the survey. 

INEROIMJCI ION 

De 1951 b 1971, Statistique Canada a mené 
auprès des ménaqes des enquêtes périodiques sur 
les revenus des families et des particuliers et, 
depuis 1971, ces enquetes ont lieu tous les ans.

Income distributions for families are 
presented in Tables 1, 2 and 3 by province, 
size of family and number of children under 
16 years respectively. Data on unattached 
individuals by province are also contained 
in Table 1 and are shown again in Table 2 
for a different set of income categories. 
All units (families and unattached individu-
als) are presented by province in Table 1 
and by age and sex of head in Table 4. 
Tables 5 and 6 show income distributions for 
individuals with income by province and sex 
(Table 5) and by age and sex (Table 6). 
Tables 7 and 8 are quintile tables for all 
units and individuals respectively. Infor-
mation is provided on low income families 
and unattached individuals in Tables 9 and 
10. 

Income in 19811 

In this section, income change between 
1980 and 1981 is based on the income concept 
which, in addition to the traditional income 
sources, includes the Child Tax Credit and 
Provincial Tax Credits. The figures for 
1980 can be found in the appendix of the 
publication Income Distributions by Size in 
Canada, 1980 (Cataloqur' n°  1 3-2117) 

The aven-ejc income Of 1mi 1 ir'n rose from 
$27,579 in 1980 to an estimated $29,923 in 
1981, an increase of 8% over the year. 
After adjusting for the increase in the 
Consumer Price Index, incomes show a drop of 
4%. Although this change is significant at 
the 95% level of confidence, revisions to 
the final estimates may invalidate this 
conclusion. 

On a provincial basis, family average in-
come ranged from a low of $22,409 in Prince 
Edward Island to a high of $34,132 in 
Alberta. Prior to 1980, the highest family 
average was recorded in either British

rid 1981 was the second consecutive year in 
which Alberta held the number one spot. 

Average income increases with family 
size, from $25,024 for two person families 
to $35,128 for families of five or more. 
Larger families have more income recipients 
and earners; they are also more often at 
later stages of the life cycle where earn-
ings are higher. 

Although income increases with family 
size, family income does not increase with 
the number of children under 16. In fact, 
there is a tendency for family income to 
decline somewhat as the number of children 
increases. 

The average income of unattached individ-
uals increased by 16%, from $11,435 in 1980 
to $13,282 in 1981 and for all units (fami-
lies and unattached individuals combined) it 
rose from $22,708 to $25,182, an increase of 
11% over the year. After adjusting for con-
sumer prices, neither of these changes are 
statistically significant. 

Provincially, average incomes for unat-
tiched individuals and all units ranged from 

high of $15,497 and $28,081 in Alberta to 
a,JQw of $9,896 and $19,423 in Prince Edward 
rN.Wd respectively. This is consistent 
with the pattern recorded for families, 
where Alberta is in the top position. 

Individuals with income received an aver-
age of $14,259 in 1981. For men, the 
average income was $18,519, an increase of 
10% over last year and for women it was 
$9,383, an increase of 13% over last year. 
This is consistent with the general trend 
established in the 1970's where percentage 
increases in incomes for females have been 
higher than those for males. 2  

The incidence of low income for families 
in 1981 was 12.5%, up slightly from 12.2% in 
1980; for unattached individuals the inci-
dence at 39.2% was down slightly from 39.6%

The increase in the 
low income incidence for families is largely 
attributable to the increase in the inci-
dence for younger families. For the unat-
tached, the overall decline in the low 
income incidence was not shared by the 
various age groups. The incidence of low 
income for the unattached increased in the 
35-64 age groups and declined marginally in 
the older and younger age groups. 

These results suggest a number of 
interesting observations about the 
composition of the low income population: 

young families (with head's age less than 
35) constitute 40.0% of low income fami-
lies, up from 34.2% last year; the 
proportion of all other age groups has de-
clined. 

- female headed families (the majority of 
them single parent families) constitute 
35.4% of low income families (unchanged 
since 1980), compared to only 10.6% of all 
families. 

the proportion of two person families has 
declined among all low income families. 
This is likely related to the declining 
low income incidence for elderly fami-
lies. These families are heavily concen-
trated in the two person family size where 
the Old Age Security, Guaranteed Income 
Supplement and associated Provincial In-
come Supplements in six provinces jaran-
tee elderly couples incomes greater than 
the low income cut-offs in most situa-
t ions.

population resides in major urban centers 
(population of 500,000 or more).

Income Quintiles 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking 
weighted survey returns in ascending order 
by size of total income (in current dol-
lars). Then the array was divided into five 
equal parts or quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile 
points and tabulating the share of total in-
come received by each quintile was performed 
in Table 7 separately for unattached indi-
viduals, families, and all units (unattached 
individuals and families combined). 

In Table 8, quintiles were identified and 
tabulated separately for male income recip-
ients, female income recipients and all 
individuals in receipt of income. It should 
he noted that the ranking of units was per-
formed independently (for these three popu-
[itions) and the resulting data, e.g., for 
"jll individuals" in the lowest quintile, 
ire not simply the addition of males in the 
first quintile and females in the first 
iiiintile. The same is true of "all units" - 
the data by guintiles are not a summation of 
"unattached individuals" and "families" 
within the same quintiles but based on an 
independent ranking of all units. 

Users are cautioned when comparisons are 
made between partially edited preliminary 
quintile data in this report and estimates 
in the final report (Catalogue no 13-207), 
since quintile estimates are particularly 
sensitive to change due to the inclusion of 
additional records in the final tabulations. 

Low Income Cut-offs 

Table 9 indicates the incidence of low 
incomes among families and unattached 
individuals in 1981, while Table 10 compares 
some selected characteristics of families 
and unattached individuals with low incomes 
vim-a-vim those with higher incomes. In 
order to delineate low income units from 
other family units two sets of low income 
niit-offs are used. The first set, referred 

as the low income cut-offs (1969 base),

Estimated Numbers 

Tables 9 and 10 relating to the low in-
come population give estimates of the number 
of families and unattached individuals above 
and below the low income cut-offs. Based on 
these numbers, low income families increased 
by 62,000 since 1980 and low income unat-
tached individuals declined by 34,000. 
These estimates of change are misleading 
since the 1980 income estimates have been 
derived by using family projections from the 
1976 Census which are substantially differ-
ent from family counts in the 1981 Census. 
The 1981 income estimates, on the other 
hand, utilize the information from the 1981 
Census. 

If the number of families and unattached 
individuals in last year's report had also 
been based on the 1981 Census figures, the 
increases in the number of families below 
he revised low income cut-offs (1978 base) 
er the past two years would not be 62,000 
t rather 32,000. 	In the case of unat- 
ihed individuals, the number below the 

It -offs would not indicate a drop of 34,000 
II. rather an increase of 35,000. 

Note that the changed base for weighting 
the population is very unlikely to negate 
the other data discussed above (e.g., inci-
dence of low income, average incomes, etc.). 
Since further details from the 1981 Census 
will become available these numbers are 
still subject to revision, although it will 
be small. 

Definitions 

Family 

The family in this publication is defined 
as a group of individuals related by blood, 
marriage or adoption, who shared a common 
dwelling unit at the time of the survey 
(April 1982).

The term all units is used to designate, 
collectively, unattached individuals and 
families with two or more members. Table 
headings always specify whether families 
only or families and unattached individuals 
are included. 

Individuals With Income or Income Recipients 

An individual with income or an income 
recipient is any person 15 years or over who 
received some money income in 1981. 

Head of Family 

For the purposes of this report the head 
of a family is determined as follows: in 
families consisting of married couples with 
or without children, the husband is consid-
ered the head; in single-parent families 
with unmarried children, the parent is the 
head; in single-parent families with married 
children, the member who is mainly respon-
sible for the maintenance of the family 
becomes the head; in families where rela-
tionships are other than husband-wife or 
parent-child, normally the eldest in the 
family is considered the head. 

Family Size 

Family size refers to the total number of 
persons in the family as constituted at the 
time of the survey, including both adults 
and children of any age. 

Personne seule

government transfer payments (such as Family 
Allowances, Old Age Security), pensions 
(such as retirement pensions, annuities and 
superannuation) and miscellaneous income 
(such as scholarships, alimony, etc.). For 
the first time the income concept also 
includes Child Tax Credit and Provincial Tax 
Credits. 6

Family Income 

Family income is defined to consist of 
incomes received by all individuals 15 years 
of age and over who at the time of the 
survey formed one economic family. Income 
data were collected from each member and 
considered to be part of the family's income 
even if certain family members belonged to 
another family unit for the whole or part of 
the preceding calendar year. Also, no recall 
or adjustment was made to account for income 
of persons who were members of the family 
for part of the year and who left because of 
marriage, death or other reasons.
