Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and individ-
uals on a periodic basis between 1951 and 
1971 and annually since 1971. A list of 
selected publications based on these surveys 
is reproduced at the end of this report. 

The current survey was conducted in April 
1983 as a supplement to the monthly Labour 
Force Survey. Two thirds of the regular 
sample (approximately 37,000 households) 
were asked to supply information on incomes 
received in 1982 in addition to the standard 
Labour Force questions and a few supplemen-
tary questions on their work experience. 

Two basically subjective questions on 
income satisfaction and minimum income were 
also asked of surveyed families. Results

Ie ut using large samples in even 
ylF and small samples in odd years has 
been reversed. Thus, this survey used a 
large sample that was a supplement to two 
thirds of the Labour Force Survey sample in 
April 1983. As a consequence, data users 
now for the first time have access to two 
consecutive large sample data bases. 

The sample represents virtually all pri-
vate households in Canada except for resi-
dents of the Yukon and Northwest Territo-
ries, households located on Indian reserves 
and inmates of institutions. Since the 
estimates in this report are based on a 
sample household survey, they are subject to 
sampling variability and to errors of 
non-response and response. (For a detailed 
description of the sample design, see Cata-
logue No. 71-526, Methodology of the 
Camadian Lthour Force Survey, 1976.) 

This report presents preliminary income 
estimates derived from only partially edited 
survey data. At this stage, there has been 

'  no imputation for income non-response. It 
is expected that these estimates will be

De 1951 b 1971, Statistique Canada a mené 
auprès des ménages des enquêtes périodiques sur 
les revenus des families et des particuliers et, 
depuis 1971, ces enquetes ont lieu tous les ans. 
Une liste des publications choisies basée sur ces 
enquêts se trouve a Ia fin de ce bulletin.

Information is provided on low income fami-. 
lies and unattached individuals in Tables 9 
and 10. In order to provide an historical 
overlap, low income tabulations are produced 
on two sets of cut-offs - 1969 base and 1978 
base. 

Inco.es in 1982 

The year 1982 was characterized by high 
unemployment and interest rates as well as a 
substantial reduction in real output for the 
national economy. In addition inflation, 
although less than in 1981, was still 
higher than the average for the past 
decade. Preliminary data from the 1983 
Survey of Consumer Finances released in this 
report provide some indication of how fami-
lies were affected by these unfavorable 
economic circumstances. This report exam-
ines 1982 family incomes according to 
selected socio-economic characteristics.

Fi lies 

The estimated 1982 average income for 
families at $32,435 was, on an inflation-
adjusted basis, 4% less than in 1981. 
This is the first time that it has de-
clined for two consecutive years since the 
early 1970's when the survey became 
annual. 

On a provincial basis, none of the prov-
inces experienced an increase in 
inflation-adjusted family income. 

Only three provinces - Alberta, British 
Columbia and Ontario - had averages above 
the national average of $32,435. The 
provincial ranking according to family 
income remained virtually unchanged from 
1981. Alberta had the highest averaqe, at 
$37,645, and Prince Edward Island the 
lowest at $25,134. 

Average incomes of elderly families (heads 
65 years of age and over) kept pace with 
inflation. This may be attributed to the 
indexing of government transfer payments, 
higher returns on investment income and 
the growth of private pension plans. 

Unlike the elderly, who for the most part 
are no longer in the labour force and 
therefore were less adversely affected by 
high unemployment, incomes of younger 
families did not maintain pace with infla-
tion in 1982. Incomes of those with heads 
under 25 years of age dropped the most, 
down 12% on an inflation-adjusted basis. 

Traditionally, families with elderly heads 
have received the lowest incomes followed 
by those with heads under 25 years of 
age. In 1982, however, incomes of young 
families were lowest at $20,861 while the 
incomes of elderly families were higher at 
$23,753.

• Average income of unattached individuals 
in 1982 at $14,922 showed little or no 
change after adjustment for inflation.

Inflation-adjusted income of unattached 
individuals under 25 years of age showed a 
loss of 12%. 

Incidence of Low Income (Based on Low 
Income Cut-offs - 1978 base) 

• There was a significant increase in the 
incidence of low income for families 
between 1981 and 1982: the percentage of 
families whose incomes were below the low 
income cut-offs was estimated at 13.9% in 
1982, up from 12.0% in 1981. 1  

• The incidence of low income increased for 
younger families, especially for those 
with heads under 25 years of age, where it 
jumped to 29.71M from 22.7%. 

Also noteworthy is the fact that the inci-
dence of low income for the elderly (heads 
65 years of age and over) was no longer 
higher than that for the non-elderly 
(heads under 65 years of age) as was the 
case during most of the 1970's; in 1982, 
the incidence for families with non-
elderly heads was 14.2%, compared to 11.7% 
for those with elderly heads. 

The incidence of low income for female-
headed families in 1982 moved up to 45.4% 
from 38.1% in 1981. 

Low income families in 1982 were more 
likely to be headed by young persons or by 
females: 41.8% of low income families had 
heads less than 35 years of age compared 
to 31.4% of all families, while female-
headed families (mostly single-parent 
families) constituted 36.0% of all low 
income families, compared to 11.0% of all 
families.

Technical Notes 

Income Quintiles 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking 
weighted survey returns in ascending order 
by size of total income (in current dol-
lars). Then the array was divided into five 
equal parts or quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile 
points and tabulating the share of total in-
come received by each quintile was performed 
in Table 7 separately for unattached indi-
viduals, families, and all units (unattached 
individuals and families combined). 

In Table 8, quintiles were identified and 
tabulated separately for male income recip-
ients, female income recipients and all 
individuals in receipt of income. It should 
be noted that the ranking of units was per-
formed independently (For these three popu-
lations) and the resulting data, e.g., for 
"all individuals" in the lowest quintile, 
are not simply the addition of males in the 
first quintile and females in the first 
quintile. The same is true of "all units" - 
the data by quintiles are not a summation of 
"unattached individuals" and "families" 
within the same quintiles but based on an 
independent ranking of all units. 

Users are cautioned when comparisons are 
made between partially edited preliminary 
quintile data in this report and estimates 
in the final report (Catalogue No. 13-207), 
since quintile estimates are particularly 
sensitive to change due to the inclusion of 
additional records in the final tabulations. 

Low Income Cut-oft's 

Table 9 indicates the incidence of low 
income among families and unattached indi-
viduals in 1982, while Table 10 compares 
some selected characteristics of families 
and unattached individuals with low incomes 
vis-a-vis those with higher incomes. In 
order to delineate low income units from 
other family units two sets of low income 
cut-offs are used. The first set, referred 
to as the low income cut-offs (1969 base), 
was determined by adjusting the low income 
lines developed in 1969 for increasing 
prices, as reflected in the Consumer Price 
Index. These income limits were selected on 
the basis that families with incomes below 
these limits spent, on average, 62% or more 
of their income on food, shelter and 
clothing.
